no one had remembered to put
gasoline in the plane — Army Lt
George Boyle climbed into the
vpen cockpit of his 150-horsepower
Curtiss bi-plane, adjusted his gog-
gles and took off.

He was scheduled to fly north
to Philadelphia on the first leg
of a one-stop flight to New York.
Instead, Boyle landed — break-
ing the propeler in the process
— in a field near Waldorf, Md.,
south of Washington.

The debut of air mail—or Aer-
jal mail as it was called then —
was not a complete disaster, how-
ever. At about the same
Boyle was beginning his first ill-
fated flight, another plane was
taking off from Belmont Park Race
Track in -New York, bound for
Washington via Philadelphia, and
this flight was successful.

AIR MAIL was on its way .—

but it is doubtful that even its,
most avid early supporters realiz- |

ed what a tremendous contribu-
tion it was destined to make to
the developiient of aviation as
well as to the delivery of mail.

Postmaster John Wood said post
offices in this area will join oth-
ers across the nation Wednesday
in celebrating the golden anniver-
sary of US Air Mail. Wood trac-
ed the unique history of air mail,
and noted that “‘air mail"’ as such
is on its way out as a special
type of mail delivery.

THE POSTAL scrvice has
made significant contributions to
the growth of the air fransport
industry, Wood said, Air mail re-
venue nurtured the young air
transportation industry in the
1920's and 30's, literally getting it
off the ground. Many airlines be-
gan by carrying the mail, and
it was virtually their sole source
of revenue for years.

Thanks to the steady income
assured by air mail contracts, the
pioneer airlines were able to off-
er passenger service without hav-
ing to rely on it for survival, In
the late 20's and 30's few, if any,

Ironically, as the 50th anniver-
sary of the first scheduled air
mail flight approaches, air mail
as a separate, premiumn service
is nearing the end of its journey.

AFTER THE final touches have
|becen put on the new airiift net-
iwork — probably next year —
the Post Office will ask Congress
to abolish air mail as a separate
category and establish a single
priority mail serviee to be deliv-
ered by the fastest possible means
which, for all mail going an ap-
preciable distance, will mean by
air.

In the years to come, mail car-
irying planes will thunder routine-
ly in and out of airports serving
communities across the nation as
many as 25,000 times a day.
'They will handle well over three
ymillion pounds of mail a day.

Resistant Tomato
Hard to Develop

Breeding disease resistant into

| tomatoes is no overnight job, Dr.

A. L. Harrison of the Plant Di:

§ | secase Experiment Station in Yoa-

kum says. The Yoakum facility
is a unit of the Texas Agricu'tural
Experiment Station.
“NEMATEX,” the nematode re-
sistant variety of tomato, took
more than 20 years to develop
and release, according to Dr.
Harrison, a plant pathologist.
Basically the same procedure is

used in breeding disease resist-

ance into any tomato. It is first
necessary to find a source of re-
sistance. Fortunately, the tomato
has many wild counterparts which
are resistant to certain diseases.

In the case of “Nematex,’’ a
horticultural type tomato was
crossed with a wild tomato that
did not resemble the horticu tural
type, but had resistance to nema-
tode root knot. The cross result-
ing from the horticultural and wild
types was analyzed and screened
for the resistance passed on from
the parents.

THOSE offspring which

Texas ranked third in the nation
in the number of paid fishing I
cense holders and fifth in the num-
ber of paid hunting license hold-
ers during 1967, says Robert G
Mauermann, deputy director of
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De-

CALIFORNIA led the nation in
paid fishing license holders with
1.8 million, and Minnesota folow-
ed with 1.3 million. Texas had
1.13 million and the only other
state with more than a million
was Wisconsin with 1.12 million

Texas with 642,328 paid hunting
licenses trailed Pennsylvania,
Michigan, New York, and Calif-
ornia. Pennsylvania reported the
highest license sales in the nation
with 995,190.

Hunters and fishermen paid
$154,804,733.45 for licenses during

the year with 22,129,662 fishing li-
censes and 14,685,732 hunting li-
censes.

REPORTS from the US Fish
and Wildlife Service showed 20
million hunting licenses, tags,

rermits, and stamps were issued
in fiscal year 1967, about half a
million more than a year earlier.

Total fishing licenses, tags,
permits, and stamps issued in-
creased from 26 million to 27 mili-
ion in the same period.

To 2,500 Campsites and Parks

The best bargain in outdoor re-
creation today is the $7 Golden
Eagle Passport which allows the
holder and anyone in his car fo

visit more than 2,500 different
federal recreation areas where
carload recrcation fees are charg-
ed, says Robert G. Mauermann,
Deputy Director for the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department.

THE 1968 passport, which
came effective April 1, is valid i
some 52 federal recreation f
areas in Texas, including th
Panhandle National Grasslands,
national forests, Buffalo Lake Na-
tional Wildlife Refuge, Big Bend
National Park, Fort Davis Na-
tional Historic Site, and Padre Is-
land National Seashore and re-
creation areas around the US
Corps of Engineers' reservoirs.

A valid passport will admit the
purchaser, any number of times,
to all designated federal recrea-
tion areas collecting entrance or
admission fees. It will also ad-
mit all those who accompany the
purchaser in a private, non-com-
mercial vehicle to designated
federal recreation areas where en-
trance fees are usually charged.

Vacationers planning to visit a
specific site need not necessarily
buy the $7 passport. Most sites
have a daily 50-cent per person
admission fee or a $§1 daily car-
load permit. Also available is the
$3 to $5 permit, valid for a speci-
fied time not to exceed six
months. However, the $1 daily
permit and the $3 to $5 permit
are good only at the area for which
they were purchased.

FAMILIES planning campout
trips through several federal re-
creation fee areas will realize
quite a savings by purchasing the
$7 passport. Included with each
passport is a 48-page directory of
fee areas in the continental US,
Hawaii, Alaska and Puerto Rico.
The 1968 passport is valid until
March 31, 1969.

“Anyone buying a 1968 Golden
Eagle Passport not only gets a
bargain but at the same time con-
tributes to outdoor recreation in
the future,” Mauermann explain-
ed.

“Every dollar you pay for your
Golden Eagle Passport goes into
the Land and Water Conservation
Fund. Since this fund was estab-
lished in 1965, apportionments {ot-
aling $214 million have been made
to states and territories to help
them acquire and develop some

—Produce quality milk every
day from healthy cows, and use
clean equipment and good cooling.

—Tell consumers about the fine
product being sold. Surveys have
shown that advertising pays good
dividends.

—Promote more research and
develop new products from milk
and new uses for products now
on the market.

LEGISLATION, he said, will not
prevent the use of imitations but
will help to control labeling so the
housewife knows she is not buy-
ing milk when she picks up an imi-
tation,

And, concludes Carpenter, dairy
products have stood the test. They
are an excelent food and beve-
rage for all ages, and are a gen-
uine product.
