"WE'VE HAD a tremendously 
good response and interest 
through our office and the bank 
Lath," Isaacs Said. "But the sign-
ups are coming very slow. We 
hope the reason is simply that 
many of our farmers are taking 
advantage of the good weather 
and are going back to the fields 
for the time being, instead of com-
ing in to sign up." 

Another factor that apparently 
is hampering the project is that 
former members who were drop-
ped from the rolls are now reluct-
ant to return. Morrison Cited: 

'Ginner of Year' 

"CONSIDER the man who wants 
to grow 200 acres of corn for the  
mill, and averages 6,000 pounds  
per acre, which is the county's  
present average," he said. 

"In the first place, he'll get  
$10.45 more gross return per acre 
from corn than from milo," Love 
explained. "Then he'll get a re-
turn on his share of the mill's  
earnings, which will start in 1970.  

"During its first 10 years, the 
mill will produce total earnings 
of $590.88 per acre for him, on 
his original investment of $47 per  
acre. On his 200 acres, that's a 
total of $118,176," Love explain-
ed. 

"Yes, there may have been some 
hurt feelings from the dropping of 
inactive members," Isaacs said, 
"but there shouldn't have been. 
We don't drop inactive members 
because we want to—it's because 
we have to. The courts have 
ruled that if a member wasn't 
an active patron during the year, 
his membership must be cancel-
led. But if he comes back the 
next year, he's issued new shares, 
There's nothing personal about it."

that tendency in many people to 
put off until tomorrow what could 
be done today—are turning the 
prospects of a multi-million-dollar 
corn milling plant here into a big 
question mark. 

ACROSS THE state and nation, 
the eyes of business are upon Dim-
mitt. Top bankers have invested 
big money in the Dimmitt Wheat 
Growers project after studying 
the plans and potential of the pro-
posed mill. The same bankers 
have agreed to serve on the mill's 
advisory board. 

Two giant sales corporations 
are making overtures, hoping to 
get marketing contracts on the 
mill's products of corn syrup, oil 
and starches. 

BUT AT HOME, the county's 
farmers—who stand to gain the 
most from the new mill—are tak-
ing their time. 

Aaron Isaacs, general manager 
of Dimmitt Wheat Growers, Inc., 
reported that so far on'y 160 
farmers have signed corn con-
tracts, committing only 65 per-
cent of the money that will be 
needed to build the mill. 

"Many others have indicated 
they want to buy contracts, but 
too many are holding off until 
deadline," Isaacs said. 

THE SIGN-UP deadline is April 
10. If all the corn contracts have-
n't been bought locally by then, 
Isaacs said, the cooperative's di-
re.flors will sell the remaining 
contracts and stock to other co-
operatives which have already in- 
dicated they want the balance ek --"ers agronomist, said he feels

"By law, a cooperative has to 
pay a member at least 20 percent  
of his earnings in cash, So over 
the 10-year pariod, the man with 
200 acres of corn and an average 
yield would get a minimum of

WORKMEN are picking up the 
tempo in a bustle of activity to 
make sure HemisFair '68 is ready 
for its millions of visitors. 

With less than a month to go, 
first-time visitors find it hard to 
believe the world's fair will meet 
its April 6 deadline. Others who 
visit the grounds on a regular 
basis are amazed at the speed 
at which the $156 million show-
place is taking shape. 

Landscaping is going in on the 
banks of the lagoons. The mini-
monorail made its maiden voyage 
around the 92.6-acre grounds the 
first of the month, and the Swiss 
Skyride continued it's 1,000 pass-
enger per day average. Workmen 
are still busy on the exteriors of 
some of the multitude of struc-
tures, but more are tucked away 
inside preparing exhibits. 

IN* ALL, HemisFair '68 Is a 
flurry of activity, and as each day 
clicks off of the countdown clock, 
the eyes of the world focus more 
and more on the six-month world's 
fair. 

The :ace with the clock to be 
prepared to meet the millions of 
world's fair visitors was obvious in 
the words of Marshall Steves, pres-
ident of HemisFair, in his recent 
report to the board of directors. 

"IT WILL be ready on time," 
he said. "We may be backing 
out the gate with paintbrushes. 
but it'll be ready on time." 

The $13 million civic center 
complex built by the city of San 
Antonio is ready for the opening. 
The 10,000-seat arena was the 
site a month ago for a perform-
ance by the Harlem Globetrotters. 
The San Antonio boat show ..as 
held in the huge exhibit hall, and 
the seats have been installed in 
the 2,800-seat theater awaiting the 
first performance of the opera, 
"Don Carlo," to inaugurate the 
beautiful structure. 

Many pavilions are completed 
and truckloads of exhibits are 
rolling up daily to others. The 
622-foot Tower of the Americas, 
focal point of the downtown 
world's fair, is scheduled for com-
pletion at mid-month; the $6.75 
million federal pavilion is sub-
stantially completed and carpet 
is being installed; and workmen 
are installing the 42 different mo-
vie screens in the overhead por-
tion of the $10 million Institute of 
Texan Cultures. 

THE NEARNESS of the opening 
is pointed up in more ways than 
construction and countdown 
clocks. 

More than $2 million in tickets 
to the fair have been sold and 
the peak is not expected until this 
month. The response in both de-
partments has led officials to be-
lieve the estimate of 7.5 million 
persons attending the fair is con-
servative.

harmers have a wide choice of 
chemical and mechanical aids for 
fighting weeds and grass in their 
cotton fields this year. 

FRED C. ELLIOTT, Extension 
cotton specialist, says a control 
program using chemicals and me-
chanical means is not only cheap-
er, but faster and easier to carry 
out than the old hand-hoeing meth-
od. 

The Texas A&M University spe-
cialist lists as available, nine pre-
merge chemicals, eight poste-
merges, three "layby" treatments 
and three spot sprays. Their ef-
ficiency was proved last year, he 
adds, on more than 21,Z million 
acres of Texas cotton in 154 coun-
ties. 

As for the mechanical methods, 
Elliott says to give careful atten 
Lion to cultivation. The use of the 
rotary hoe or rotary hoe-cultiva-
tion is still the "backbone" of 
weed control in cotton and was 
used last year in 165 counties, 
Flame cultication was used last 
year in 48 counties and involved 
1,461 flame cultivators, he adds. 

ELLIOTT lists four steps which 
growers have found important in 
carrying out a complete season 
weed control program. They in-
clude the application of a pre-
plant chemical; a premerge spray 
as a hand application at planting; 
early postemerge treatment and 
layby were adapted (mostly under 
irrigation and river bottom ar-
eas). 

The use of pre-plant chemicals 
such as Planavin or Treflan is a 
suggested start. Also, DSMA can 
be used as preplant on Johnson 
grass if an early spring brings 
out this grass. Then you can

and helped to offset financial loss-
es due to last year's hails," Geo-
rge said. 

The All-Risk FCIC insurance 
plans guarantee farmers an esta-
blished amount of good quality 
production based on yield history 
of the land, amount of risk iinvol-
ved and estimated costs of pro-
duction. FCIC, by congressional 
act, is allowed to insure only pro-
duction costs or the farmers' in-
vestment in his crop. 

When crop production falls short 
of the guarantee due to drouth, 
excess heat, flood, too much mois-
ture, insects, disease or any other 
natural cause, Federal Crop In-
surance picks up the tab, paying 
a cash loss sufficient to meet the 
guarantee. 

ADDITIONAL benefits gained by 
Castro County farmers through the 
insurance, George said, include 
premium discounts for good exper-
ience, use of the protection as ad-
ditional collateral for credit fin-
ancing, and added stablility to in-
dividual farming operations. 

Improvements in the All-Risk 
Federal Crop Insurance program 
311 irrigated grain sorghum in 
Castro county for 1968 were an-
nounced this week. 

JIMMIE R. GEORGE, FCIC re-
presentative from the district of-
fice at Lubbock, said the program 
has been readjusted to more ade-
quately reflect the demands of 
farmers and the insurance exper-
ience here. 

On a 33-county basis where the 
changes have been made, read-
justment for grain sorghum has 
resulted in an eight percent ave-
rage increase in the hundred-
weight guarantee while premium 
rates have been decreased 7.6 per-
cent on the average. 

George said the FCIC insurance 
program also is available on irri-
gated cotton and wheat. 

"ABOUT 117 insured farmers 
in the county shared during 1967 
in more than $2 million in Fede-
ral Crop Insurance payments 
made in Texas for losses on cot-
ton, grain sorghum and wheat 
crops due mostly to drouth, flood, 
excessive moisture and wind," he 
said.

We have about reached the 

point where we have developed • practically all of the water sourc- 
es within the Water, Inc. region. 
Our present high economic level 
can be maintained or expanded 
only if supplemental water sup-
plies are imported into the region. 

THE WATER deficit for the re-
gion is growing. It is estimated 
that the West Texas area alone 
will eventually require an addi-
tional 25 million acre-feet of im-
ported water. New Mexico and 
Olahoma areas have advised that 
they will need four million acre-
feet each year for their existing 
needs and immediate future de-
velopment. All in all, we are 
talking about a lot of water. 

Numerous sources have been 
mentioned. Considering such dis-
tant sources as Canada and the 
Pacific Northwest, with their at-
tendant geographical and political 
problems, we have concluded we 
must look nearer home. 

Kansas and Nebraska, in coop-
eration with federal agencies, are 
developing stale plans for the 
maximum beneifical use of their 
water supplies. In fact, 	they 
have announced they could use 
another nine million acre-feet If 
it were possible. 

OKLAHOMA Is In somewhat of 
a more favorable position with its 
bountiful rainfall in the eastern 
half of the state. However, Okla-
homa has no surplus water to ex-
port into other states. It needs 
all it has — and maybe even 
more. 

The foregoing review of water 
availability brings us to the point 
of considering the Mississippi Riv-
er surplus water as the most log-
ical source of supplemental water 
for the Water, Inc. region. 

WHAT IS surplus water in the 
Lower Mississippi River? We must 
first adhere to the basic principle 
that only water in excess of the 
foreseeable needs of the states of 
the Lower .'Mississippi Valley is 
that which can be considered sur-
plus. That determination has 
yet to be made. We do know that 
over 500 million acre-feet of water 
is entering the Gulf. How much 
of this is surplus is not presently 
known. Some, certainly, but not 
all. 

We must recognize that plans 
for movement of any water from 
the Mississippi River must be 
compatible with the affected 
states' water development plans 
and to the maximum extent poss-
ible must aid the economy of 
these states. 

Pioneer Natural Gas Co. said 
this week it will have an an-
nouncement for local irrigation gas 
farmers Monday night regarding 
its new policies on the sale of ir-
rigation gas. 

A. V. BARNES, manager of the 
Pioneer office in Dimmitt, set the 
meeting for Monday at 7:30 p.m.

and has invited all interested farm-
ers of the county who use natu-
ral gas in their irrigation ‘vel!s. 

C. I. "Stoney" Wall of Ama-
rillo, president of Pioneer Natural 
Gas Co., will be at the meeting 
to make the company's announce-
ment and discuss new gas service 
policies with local producers. 

TWO NEW irrigation gas users' 
cooperatives have been formed in 
Castro County since a recent rul-
ing by the Federal Power Com-
mission gave local farmers the 
authority to buy pipeline gas from 
new sources. The two new co-ops 
were formed to purchase gas from 
the El Paso Natural Gas Co. 
pipeline system. 

At present, Pioneer supplies all 
the natural gas to irrigation us-
ers in the county.

seining that the policies are in 
some way connected with the gov-
ernment's Medicare program. 

5. Misrepresenting the coverage 
of the policy or failing to disclose 
limitations or restrictions in the 
policy which prevent the insured 
from recovering losses sustained 
under the policy. 

6. Failing to disclose that the 
premium rates may be sub-
stantially increased when the in-
sured reaches a certain age or at 
some other period. 

7. Misrepresenting the business 
status through the use of such 
terms as "Foundation Plan" or 
well-known names in the insurance 
industry. 

8. USING such terms as "Ger. 
tified" and "Seal of Approval" 
without disclosing the true nature. 

Some protection for the public 
was provided by a new insurance 
law passed by the 60th Legisla-
ture. The law, which has been 
in effect since May ]2, 1967, allows 
the State Board of Insurance to 
regulate unlicensed out-of-state in-
surors and prohibits them from 
doing business by mail in Texas. 
However, it has no effect on the 
practices used by insurors licens-
ed to operate in Texas. 

A SENATE Investigating Com-
mittee under the chairmanship of 
Sen. Doc Blanchard of Lubbock is 
currently conducting an investiga-
tion in accident and health insu-
rance procedures in Texas simi-
lar to the FTC study. 

Many complaints received by 
FTC dealt with improper claim 
settlement, alleged unfair cancel-
lation of policies after long periods 
of premium payments, and alleg-
ed unfair premium increases. 

"These can be avoided,-  Sulli-
van said, "if the consumer care-
fully examines the agent, the 
company, and the policy before 
purchasing insurance." 

Misleading and deceprtive prac-
tices are being used in the mail 
order insurance industry to soli-
cit sales, according to the Plain-
view Association of Life Under-
writers. 

The association reports that an 
investigation of deceptive insur-
ance selling practices recently 
completed by the Federal Trade 
Commission revealed a number of 
abuses in which insurance is sold 
through advertising and other 
printed promotional material sent 
by mail to residents in Texas and 
other states. 

"PUBLIC awareness of such 
promotional practices can save the 
consumer money, future embarr-
assment, and provide more ade-
quate protection for his family," 
said Joe Ed Sullivan, president 
of the Plainview life underwriter 
organization. 

Sullivan said abuses were prim-
arily found in the selling of acci-
dent and health insurance, but in-
cluded some life insurance. He 
pointed out that the FTC investi-
gation revealed the following pri-
mary practices used which appear 
to be misleading and deceptive: 

1. OFFERING life insurance po-
licies to the parents of servicemen 
with the implication that the insu-
rance is being made available by 
the United States government. 

2. Offering life insurance to vet-
erans under circumstances indi-
cating that such insurance has 
been endorsed or approved by the 
United States government and is 
being offered at government rates. 

3. Representing that policies are 
"Guaranteed Renewable," or can 
be cancel'ed only by the insured, 
whereas the company may cancel 
or rescind the policy because of 
alleged misstatements in the appli-
cation form or because of "pre-
existing" health conditions. 

4. USING such terms as "Medi-
Care" or otherwise falsely repre-

This direct quote from JULIUS 
CAESAR contains the topic for 
this week's Bobcat Tales' editor-
ial. Are all the citizens of Dim-
mitt and the surrounding area 
aware of how much anguish and 
worry they are spared by Dimmitt 
teenagers? Quite a bit, judging 
from reports and news items tak-
en from the larger city news-
papers and radio broadcasts. How 
many teachers' cars have been 
blown up in Dimmitt? How many 
teachers have been attacked by 
gangs and beaten up "just for 
fun"? How much actual property 
damage has been done to what 
each teacher privately owns? A 
brief search wou'd not yield an 
affirmative answer to any one of 
these questions. 

We, as teenagers, are constant-
ly pulled in one direction and then 
another by daily cares in life. 
Just as life is trial and error so 
are our actions since they are a 
part of living. Knowing the dif-
ference between right and wrong 
is trial and error but townspeople 
often single out the bad things and 
construct opinions for themselves 
and others to pass around. Conse-
quently, mostly the bad things 
about teenagers are in the lime-
light and not the good. 

WHAT ABOUT the good things 
teenagers do find time to exper-
ience such as saving lives, helping 
the incapacitated, and taking on 
the responsibility of educating 
themselves? Not all teenagers are 
bad as some newspapers make us 
out to be. Actually the bad are 
outnumbered almost a hundred to 
one "basically primarily." When 
a teenager commits some bad ac-
tion, though, one may be sure to 
read about it several times be-
fore it is old news. 

We're very fortunate here in 
Dimmitt having the splendid teen-
age population that we do but 
things could change. There are no 
gangs or "toughies" or any hip-
pies as such around here. Drug 

addiction is almost nil and var-
ious other trouble spots pop up 
at some time or another but most 
disappear soon after experimenta-
tion. We have shown to you as 
a community that we're interest-
ed: a Teen Club was organized 
just this past year for civic and 
extra-curricular activities by the 
young people of Dimmitt. But 
that's not all it takes to keep a 
group of lively youngsters in 
check. Just "draggin' Main," sit-
ting at the drive-in, or enjoying a 
movie once in a while doesn't of-
fer much to vary the appetite of a 
restless teen. Traveling to other 
towns invites trouble sometimes 
and worries many parents. 

ADULTS provide for their en-
tertainment but their tastes don't 
concur with the average teen. We 
need a place to congregate and 
awe-tate; a place to go to stay 
out of trouble; mainly a place to 
go to that we can call our own 
but one that is well-chaperoned 
and overlooked. 

Towspeople, let it never be said 
that the good was buried with the 
teenager or that only evil lingered 
on after our generation. We cer-
tainly don't want it to be that way 
and we hope you don't want to 
look back and say that Joe Blow 
was a juvenile delinquent just be-
cause a decent place wasn't pro-
vided for the express purpose of 
keeping him out of trouble.
