WASHINCGTON, April 26 (UP)—The United Nations
have about 550,000 ground. air, sea, supporting and police
forces engaged in Korea,

Assistant Secretary of State Dean Rusk told the House
zmﬂcﬁom Subcommittee some twe months ago that

American forces were in Korea. His testimony,
made public last night, said the Americans plus 250,000
South Koreans amounted to 85 per cent of the UN forces.

Rusk said 13 other UN nations have committed ap-
proximiately 35,000 men, or 15 per cent of the force en-
gaged. He added that talks were underway in various capi-
tals to. increase Korean manpower through replacements
or entirely new forces.

Rusk’s figures totalled 535,000 men, but they included
100,000 South Koreans assigned to security forces such
as police. Official sources indicated today that replace-
ments and new troops dispatched by the United States in
the last two months boost the total to at least 550.000.
