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County Committee Set Up; Drouth Aid Assured

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First Shipment of Some 244
Tons of Feed Due Here Soon

Castro county farmers and
ranchers caught in the throes of
the worst drouth in Texas his-
tory were assured immediate re-
lief by a five-member committee,

| feed allotments available to vic-
tims of the prolonged drouth.
The committee has sent in es-
timates to the PMA committee
chairmanr and are hopeful that

needed feeds will reach Dimmitt
this Monday. All applications
for drouth relief will be accepted
in the local PMA office.
Estimates, based on applications

appointed here Monday to make |the first shipment of the vitally , received through Wednesday, fol-

low: cotton seed meal, 21 tons:
cotton seed meal pellets, 1125
tons; corn, 29 tons; and oats, 82
tons. The first sipment to be re-
ceived here will consist of the fore-
goinfg amounts of feed.

County Agent Charles Hudson
stated that each drouth relief ap-
plicant (whose application is ap-
proved) will be alloted a 30-day
supply of feed for livestock he
has on hand providing we (coun-
ty emergency drouth relief com-
mittee) are able to secure a 30-
day supply for the applications
by the time our quota of feed

is received. “If not each applicant
will be given a pro rata share of
the feed available,” he added.
The committee, designated as
the county emergency drouth re-
lief committee, was organized af-
ter the PMA office here received
instructions in a telegram from
B. .F. Vance, chairman of the
state PMA committee. In the
telegram Vance authorized Oliver
Tunnell, Big Square Community
farmer; to serve as chairman of
the county committee. Vance also
made provisions for the county
agent, FHA director, a prominent

banker and farmer or rancher to
serve on the committee. Appoint-
ed to serve on the committee be-
sides ' Tunnell are Charles Hud-
son, Wade Dent, Bob McLean and
G. L. Willis, Jr. Members ' were
selected ornt the basis of their in-
terest and knowledge of farm
problems.

Emergency feed will be avall-
able to farmers and ranchers re-
quiring it, according to PMA
news release from College Sta-
tion, at $1 per bushel for corn,
$1.10 per bushel for wheat; 50
cents per bushel for oats; and

$35 a ton for cotton seed meal
or pellets delivered in the coun-
ty. No hay program has been
plammed as yet but information
will be sent the county commit-
tee as soon as it is available.
Tunnell has sent the state PMA
chairmanan estimate of 20,000
tons of hay needed in the coun-
ty to last over a period of 30
days. This was based, he explain-
ed, on 10,000 head of cattle in
the county. The estimate was
sent in so as to give the state
chairman and idea of what the
hay demand would be to feed

He said, “I'm Roy
Boruff and I've been traveling in
this old trailer cabinr off and on
for pretty nigh 50 years. No, I
don’t mind telling my age for God
knows I don’t aim to marry!”

Full of jokes, the small, beard-
ed old timer, wrinkled his, fore-
head, sat down on an old bed in
the rear of his house wagon, and
began to relate his story. “In
1930 I was in Dalhart ‘ard the de-

pression just about got me before
I could pull out. I went to Brown-
field but things. weren’t much
better there. It was about along
then that I decided to get me a
wagon and team and hit the road.
I figgered I could make a good
living sharpening knives, scissors,
lawnmowers and such as that.
Stopped in the middle of his
story, the white-haired old man,
paused a while, scratched his
head and briefly pondered a cer-
tain query. He remarked, “No, I
got a divorce years ago when I
saw that I couldn’t support a
wife and all of her relations. I've
always traveled alone. Up until it
]got to be so many blame cars and

{trucks on the road I got a big

kick out of traveling. He added,
voluntarily, “People in the world
now are meaner than ever before.”
Quickly getting back to his story
the little old man said, I've been
traveling through West Texas and
parts of Eastern . New Mexico.
Why I have scissor bills all over
West Texas and in New Mexico,
that still haven’t been paid. One
lady at Clovis was honest enough
to pay me two years later.

The aged Boruff claimed he had
done a ‘good deal of plowing in
recent morths, and an old wagon
hooked on behind the trailer cab-
in bearing a plow, proved this
statement. “I broke a patch over
at Muleshoe last month and
haven’t been paid fer it,” he

claimed.

An accident in chhxta Falls in
1945 almost put an end to Bor-
uffs road career. “One of my ole
black mares tripped me up amnd
I broke a shoulder. I haven’t been
able to do much since.-I made
my own living up until last year
when I started drawing an old
age pension. I didn’t want it be-
cause I felt that I could make a
better living traveling.”

Boruff has three married
daughters and a married son but
claims they live too high for him.

Arnt inspection of the old man’s
living quarters revealed two cook
stoves, an old bed, a work bench
cluttered up wih tools. old cloth-
ing, a few cooking utensils and a

ouse on Wheels Home to Aged Ro

few other articles, apparently dis-

carded because they had lost their

usefullness.
When questioned why he had

two cook stoves Boruff replied,

“I heard a woman say onetime
that she wanted to marry so I
bought one fer her and one fer
me. Guess she charrged her mind
cause I'm still traveling alone
and still have two stoves.

Included among his trials and
tribulations was a claim by the
wiry little fellow hat he had been
bitten twice by a black widow
spider. How he survived the dead-
ly bites remained a matter of
speculation.

Almost obscured among Bor-

uffs belongings was a little pocket
Bible. “I can’t read it because
the print is too fine, but I always
keep it with me. I’ll mess around
antd get me a larger one some
day,’ he said.

Boruff said he was heading for
Hereford where he expected to
remain for a while. “I'll sharpen
some more scissors and lawn-
mowers so Ican get enough
money to tidy me over ’till my
next pension check comes in,” he
explained.

In parting the aged but still ac-
tive Boruff said, “I'm Dutch, Ger-
man and half Irish. That’s my
cussed makeup and I guess I'll

Moore was unable to estimate
the exact amount of the loss. He
added however, that any loss in
the way of feed now is a heavy
blow to the farmer as the prolong-
ed drouth has created an acute
shortage of feedstuffs in West
Texas counties.

more important in rough?

Rules at best are only words
and boating expert Willard Cran-
dall insists that every boat owner
should find out their hows, their
whys, and their limits with his
own boat.

You can find out by testing your
boat in shallow water. Try it
with the extra passenger you've
wondered about, with a bigger
motor; try a sudden V-shaped
turn; check how your boat res-
ponds to vigorous rowing.

Calm water is good for your
first tryont. but don’t hesitate
to follow it up with a session of
rough water. That’s where youll
learn. Just make sure the water
is shallow and you‘re -close to
shore. And put on a swim suit.
If you're beyond active age, enlist
the help of some teemagers. Most
of them are interested in boats.

Fasten a sandbag or rock near
the stern to substitute for your
motor. In the important swamping

what position the filled boat will
float in, and just what methods
of clinging to it are best. All
other tests and troyouts are sur-
prisingly easy:

Will your .boat really tip dan-
gerously if two stand up to cast
at once? Are your air tanks, if
you have them, in condition to
support the boat? Will the floor
boards come out easily, and will
they support you if they do?
How about the gas can? The
bigger it is, the less there’s in
it, the more bouyancy. How about
that life vest? Will it hold you up
and in what position?

Experience has shownt that
most small boats will support the
occupants and motor even when
full of water; and if a small boat
is upset—turned over—very likely
it will support occupants and
motor. But don’s just suppose that
your boat will too; find out.

NEW HIGH SALARIED GOV-
ERNMENT POSNTIONS: During
the past several months there has
been created in the government
one new secretaryship at‘'a yearly
salary of $22,500, two under-sec-
retaries at $17,000 a year, twelve
new assistant secretarics at $15,-
000 per year,” one new commis-
sioner at $14,800 a year, one new
managing director at 317,500, and
one new deputy director at $16,-
000 per year. The House on June
30th approved a new assistant sec-
retary for the Post Office Depart-
ment at a salary of $15,000.

Bills are pending to create four
new assistant secretaries of . De-
fense. The salaries for these jobs
would be approximately $15,000
to $17,500 per year.

An interesting = colloquy took
place on the'Floor of the House
during debate on the new as-
sistant to the Post Office De-
partment. Congressman Dowdy, of
East Texas, had the floor and was
asked by Congressman Bender,
of Ohio, the following question:
‘“Is the gentleman aware of the
fact that in the Defense Depart-
ment alone, as a result of the
creation of these new secretaries,
over 60,000 people have been fir-
ed, which is pretty much the case
in all other departmernts of Gov-
ernment?”’

Congressman. Dowdy’s reply
was as follows: “According to re-
ports I have, in March the num-
ber of people employed by the
United States Government de-
creased by 20,000. Yet the salaries
that month increased 60 million
dollars, although 20,000 people
were fired.”

FEPC: It was announced by
one member of Congress just
before this letter was written that
the White House intends to set

up an FEPC for the purpose of [

screening employees in organiza-
tions holding defense and other
government contracts, to see that
no discrimination is practiced.
This Congressman stated that
such a commission would put a
stop to what he charges as dis-
criminatory practices on the part
of the Department of The Navy.

The SAVANNAH was the first steamship to cross the Atlantic,
She “was a failure by almost every standard,” according to the
American Merchant Marine Institute. “And yet today, she is reck-
oned one of the world’s most illustrious ships because of her history-
making voyage begun May 22, 1819 from Savannah, Ga. Started as
a sailing ship, the SAVANNAH was completed as a steamship. Sent
“over to Europe in the hope that she could be sold for a fancy ‘price
‘ to the Czar of Russia, she found no buyer. Restored to a sailing
craft, she blew ashore off Long Island when only three years old.
Her arrival at Liverpool was marked by two episodes worthy of
note. In one she was chased by a British revenue cutter whose mas-
ter thought she was on fire, not dreaming she was a steamship. In
the other she neatly confounded efforts of a British sloop of war to
force her to lower the Stars and Stripes. The enterprise shown in
‘her construction, and the intrepid character of her officers and crew

are the proud inheritance of American Merchant Marine. |

The chamber of commerce has
appointed an entertainment com-
mittee and it is working on ‘a
program that will be remembered
as one of the livelest ever held
in West Texas. Time mor money
will not be spared in making the
many visitors feel that they have
been royally entertained. The
definite date has not been set
but will be annourced in a few
days.”

“Free barbecue with all the
trimmings will be served to all the
visitors, with the whole .day filled
with entertainment from beginn-
ing to end. The forepart of the
day will be chiefly composed of
speaking by many distinguished
men, both local and foreign. The
guests and visitors will be wel-
comed by ome of our prominent
citizens, and the possibilities of
the future of our city will be ex-
pressed. Ball games and many
other forms of entertainment will
be at the disposal of visitors in
the afternoon.”

Not only was baseball popular
with residents of the late twen-
ties but foot racing was “not to
be left out” either, as seen in
this article also taken froem the
June 7, 1928 issue.

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FIDERS KEEPERS?
ALWAYS

“Finders keepers, losers weep-
ers.” Is this old rhyme true or
false? Lawyers say it is not al-
ways strictly accurate under the
law. It is sometimes rather dif-
ficult to define the rights of a
finder in court.

There are some rather fine dis-
tinctions and execeptions to the

“finders keepers” maxim that
have plagued the courts—and
finders — for . germrerations. In

the first place the finder is not
entitled to keep the property un-
less the original owmner is not
known .and cannot be located.
Neither may he keep it unless the
object is truly ‘“lost”, and not

his ‘staff from Lubbock cotton
classing office will conduct the
classes, designed to give farmers
and ginners a better understand-
ing of what causes lower grades,
and problems of cotton classing
in general.

In gemeral, property is legally

tarily — through accident, neg-
lect, forgetfulness or any other
unintentional circumstance. Prop-
erty is not lost in the legal sense
when voluntarily left by the own-
er, intending to pick it up later—
even though he fails to do so.
Such property is ‘“mislaid.”

Thus, if one loses a watch on
the street by having the clasp
break, not knowing = where or
when it was dropped, it is leg-
ally ‘“lost”.  The same is true
of a fountain pen falling through
a hole in ome’s pocket unobserved.
In such cases, the finder owns
what he has found against all
but the true owner.

On the other hand, a package
left on the seat of a bus is “mis-
laid” rather than lost. In one
southern state, a pocketbook left
in a barbershop by a customer
wag held to have been ‘left” not
“lost.”

Under the law the finder of
either lost or mislaid property
should make a ‘reasonable ef-
fort” to find the real owner.

When articles are left on a
train or bus, in a public hotel
room, or even when dropped on
a shop floor, under circumstances
indicating that the true owner
will later return to claim them,
such items are not comsidered lost.
The proper custodian to hold them
for the owners should be the pro-
prietor or other person in charge.

Remaining unclaimed, the pro-
perty sometimes goes to this cus-
todian, sometimes to the finder.
The distinction here appears to be
whether the place it is found is
private or semi-private, or a place
used by the general public
" (This column, based on Texas
law, is written to inform—mnot to
advise. No person should ever
apply or interpret any law with-
out the aid of an attorney who
knows the facts, because the facts
may change the application of the
law.)
