DALLAS S>. .lie veteran*, 
and widow* of some deceased 
veterans, who have riot been 
eligible for Federal benefits be 
cause of insufficient active m ili­
tary service, may now become 
eligible by adding to the vet­
eran's active duty period the 
certified time it took to proceed 
directly home after *rpar*tM>n 
from service.

Veterans Administration offi­
cials captained that all veterans
discharged or released after 
December 31. 1956, have already 
been credited with thta (ravel 
lime A law passed Jaet summer 
extended tflt* provision to all 
other veteran*

The pension claim* of mime

widows have been disallowedi by
the VA because the veterans had 

, less than 99 days of service. 
By adding the travel time ae 
certified by the veterans service 
department, some of thev vet 
erans will now have the 90 days 
of service needed to qualify

active service The homeward
travel time of those "■•ho were 
pieviou !y ineligible may pe e 
them the neceanary 70 days to 
meet the service requirement 
Others who are receiving the

1 guler service pension at the 
1 higher rate.
