Plains Memorial Hospital 
Auxiliary is asking for applica-
tions from those interested in 
participating in the new 
Lifeline project, an emergen-
cy response system for the 
homebound. 

With the base system 
already installed in the 
hospital, the auxiliary will 
have 18 remote units ready for 
distribution sometime next 
month. 

Subscribers to the system 
will receive a unit that plugs in-
to an electrical outlet and is 
connected to the telephone (it 
must be a private line, not a 
party line). They also receive a 
personal help button that is 
worn on a chain around the 
neck or on a strap around the 
wrist. A signal device ac-
tivated by the mouth will be 
available for those unable to 
use their hands. 

In case of an emergency 
situation where the subscriber 
is unable to get to the phone, 
the help button is pressed, sen-
ding a signal to the phone unit, 
which automatically dials the 
nurses' station at the hospital. 

The nurses will call the 
subscriber to see what is need-
ed. If the subscriber cannot 
answer the phone, the nurses 
will call one of the subscriber's 
pre-selected responders to go 
to the subscriber's home and 
check on them. Responders 
are usually a next door 
neighbor, friend or relative of 
the subscriber. Ideally, they 
should live near by, and must 
have access to the subscriber's 
home. 

When the responder arrives, 
he or she will press the reset

Each home unit also has a 
special feature that will call the 
hospital even if the subscriber 
is unconscious or otherwise 
unable to press the help but-
ton. A timer is set for a 
specified period of time, and if 
the reset button is not pressed 
or the phone not used within 
that period of time, the unit 
will automatically dial the base 
at the hospital. 

The Lifeline unit works even 
if the subscriber's phone is off 
the hook, and will continue to 
function for 48 hours during a 
power failure. The unit may be 
switched off if the subscriber is 
going to be away from home 
for an extended period. 

The system will operate 24 
hours a day. Cost to 
subscribers will be $16 per 
month. The auxiliary is seeking

The auxiliary will be in 
charge of installing the 
devices, and will check them 
monthly to see that they are 
operating properly. Money for 
purchasing the system was 
provided through fund-raising 
projects of the auxiliary.

SOIL MANGEMENT FOR 
DRYLAND CROPS 

Because drought during the growing 
season is the biggest cause of reduced 
yields in Texas, water conservation 
through soil management is critical. 
Farmers should follow soil and crop 
management practices that increase 
the water holding capacity of soil, says 
an agronomist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. The 
Texas A&M University System. 
Organic matter aids the soil in holding 
water, it decreases runoff and im• 
proves aeration, so crop residue 
management is important. Conserva-
tion tillage practices also help con-
serve soil and water along with con• 
tour farming and furrow diking.

He was a sporting goods salesman. No 
coachink experience. 

He was a pretty fair college basketball 
player, and had grown up in a state that is as 
basketball-mad as Castro County - Indiana. 

But all he had done since leaving Wayland 
Baptist University was sell sporting goods. 

But Nazareth was in a pinch. It was late 
August, and girls basketball coach George Cox 
had just resigned to go to Carthage High 
School. And the only guy around was this spor-
ting goods salesman. 

His wife was a head coach at Hale Center. 
Maybe something would rub off. 

Seven years later, that sporting goods 
salesman is leaving a good-sized commission 
check behind to tackle a new challenge. 

Joe Lombard, who won 92.5% of all the 
games he coached at Nazareth, is leaving to 
take the girls head coaching job at Canyon. 

"These past seven years have been the best 
seven years of my life," Lombard said Mon-
day. "There were no problems (at Nazareth). It 
was a very difficult decision to make. 

"I have many good friends, and two really 
good ball clubs for next year," Lombard con-
tinued. "I have had many second thoughts, 
but I just felt like this was a time in my career 
where a change was maybe necessary. I've had 
opportunities every year to go to another high 
school or take a college job, but Canyon bent 
over backwards.• • 

Canyon had been searching for a new coach 
since February when Danny Dawson resigned. 
In his new position, Lombard will be making 
831,500, be in charge of girls' athletics in 
grades 7-12, and have no classroom respon-
sibilities. 

"Canyon really bent over backwards," 
Lombard said. "They've mapped out a pro-
gram that should be conducive to winning for 
many years. I will have eight assistant 
coaches, and will be able to work with all of the 
junior high and high school programs. We have 
an opportunity to establish the premier pro-
gram in the state. 

" I knew it was going to take something like 
that for me to leave,•' Lombard said. 
"Nazareth is the best Class A job in the state. 
I received a nice raise, but that was not the 
most important thing." 

During the last two seasons, Lombard has 
had to serve double duty as head coach for the 
Swiftettes and Swifts, and that took some of 
the fun out of the job. 

"We've been so successful that it wasn't as 
much fun as it had been.-  Lombard said. "It's 
not anything against the kids, but coaching 
both teams took time away from working with 
the junior high program, and I wasn't doing as 
good a job there as I could have. 

"Another problem was the lack of competi- 
tion in our district," Lombard added. "We had 
to look forward to getting into the playoffs 
before we would find the tough competition we  

were looking forward to. We'll be up against 
Levelland and other tough schools every night 
in district (1-4A)." 

One regret that Lombard has is that he can't 
. take some of his Nazareth players along. 

"There are some kids I would really like to 
coach another year," Lombard said. "I regret 
not being able to do that, but the two teams 
ought to have a good chance to win state cham-
pionships, and, at the same time, that should 
make it easier on whoever coaches the teams to 
win right off the bat and be successful." 

- "Whoever coaches the teams" could be cur-
rent assistants Sandy Oliver and Johnny 
Hampton. Lombard told the News he has 
"recommended them for the head jobs here 
(Nazareth), and I've given them an opportuni-
ty 'to go with me to Canyon. Both of them 
would do a great job if they stayed here, better 
than having someone from outside come in. It 
would be better for the two teams with Sandy 
and Johnny coaching them. 

"I guarantee we wouldn't have been as 
strong these past few years without them," 
Lombard added. 

"I'm grateful to Nazareth for giving me the 
opportunity to coach here," Lombard said. 
"We've made so many friends that it is dif-
ficult to leave. I'm leaving as friends, and there 
are no bad feelings on either side. This has been 
a great place to work, and the school board and 
administration have allowed me to have a pro-
gram, and they've always backed me up. There 
are so many people I want to thank for our suc-
cess."

mitt, Dammit." It was a 
private-enterprise venture; 
neither the city nor the 
Chamber of Commerce would 
touch it with a 10-ft. roll of 
stickum. 

But if, in the fierce, prideful 
arena of hometown bumper 
slogans, this one is the Best of 
Texas, maybe it's time to bring 
back theP"Dimmitt, Dammit" 
sticker. 

The wheat is as pretty as it's 
ever been, thanks to the heavy 
rains we received March 21-22. 

However, wheat rust could 
seriously cut the yields, Exten-
sion Agronomist Bob Berry 
and County Agent Seth 
Ralston warn. 

"I've seen wheat rust every 
fall for the 22 years that I've 
been in this country," Dr. 
Berry said, "but only this year 
have we seen it over-winter. It 
has a potential of doing con-
siderable damage to an ex-
cellent crop. In Central Texas 
in 1982, wheat rust cost them 
half of their yield." 

Right now is the time for 
wheat farmers to make the 
decision on whether to spray 
for the fungus, Dr. Berry said. 

"I think that if a person has 
a potential for a 50- to 60-
bushel yield, he sure ought to 
seriously consider spraying," 
he said. 

The problem is that if we get 
the kind of weather from here 
on in that's best for the wheat 
— including a heavy rain 
within the next week or two —
that's the kind of weather that 
also promotes the wheat rust 
growth. 

"If we can control the rust, 
we've got a beautiful crop," 
Dr. Berry said. "The stands are 
good, the moisture has been 
good, weed control has been 
generally good, and another 
good rain could make this one 
of the best crops on record." 

Next week is Professional

Herb pills can 
. be dangerous 

Herbs will add flavor and 
variety to meals, but herb pills 
and formulas are not special 
remedies for nutrition or health 
problems, and may be 
dangerous, says a Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service nutritionist. 

Herbal remedies have been 
touted as good for any number 
of problems from arthritis to 
obesity, says Mary K. 
Sweeten. Often sold in health 
food stores or by people who 
sell vitamins out of their 
homes, they are claimed to be 
"natural" formulas. 

"If these formulas contained 
nothing but herbs, they would 
probably be harmless, so con-
sumers would simply be spen-
ding their money for diet aids 
which have no nutritional 
value," she maintains. 

However, the Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) recently 
recalled an herb pill supple-
ment product because it con-
tained three powerful drugs in 
potentially dangerous doses, 
although the label listed only 
herbs as ingredients.

(April 25) from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
in the Dimmitt Middle School 
library. There is no charge. 

Pre-kindergarten age 
children will_be tested for any 
indications of learning pro-
blems so that remedial work 
can be started as soon as possi-
ble. 

A child with learning pro-
blems is not necessarily 
unintelligent. Most children 
with learning disabilities have 
at least average, and often 
above average, intelligence. 

Signs to look for that may in-
dicate a learning problem in-
clude a child who is extremely 
daring, easily distracted, or a 
discipline problem. 

Other characteristics to look 
for are irritability shortly 
before or after meals, inability 
to sit still during meal times, a 
craving for sweets, or excessive 
thirst. 

Awkwardness, frequent trip-
ping or bumping into things, 
tip-toe walking, being a late 
walker, having trouble learning 
to skip, or constant touching of 
surroundings may also be in-
dicators. 

A child who "tunes out" his 
surroundings, has a short at-
tention span, has frequent 
headaches, speaks abnormally 
loud or soft, was late in learn-
ing to talk, has difficult-to-
understand speech, or has dif-
ficulty naming familiar objects 
or following directions may 

show a need for help. 
It may be something to con-

sider if a child is easily 
frustrated, is inconsistent in 
performance of tasks, or is easi-
ly tired. 

Any of these symptoms 
should not cause alarm, but if a 
number of them are present in 
the same child, it would 
definitely indicate a need for 
screening to determine if learn-
ing problems are present.

This is the time of year when 

many local area farmers hire 
their summer help and they 
should know the rules concern-
ing social security coverage. 

It is important that farm 
employers keep the proper 
records and report their 
employees' earnings for social 
security purposes. 

Employers should record 
their employee's social security 
number, name, address, wages 
paid, and their own employer 
identification number. This in-
formation is needed so that if 
reports are required, they can 
be promptly and accurately 
made. 

If the worker's wages are 
covered, then social security 
taxes must be withheld. 
Agricultural wages are covered 
if the employee is paid $150 or 
more in cash wages during the 
year. Earnings are also covered 
if the employee is paid on a 
time basis — by the hour, day, 
week, or month — and works 
on 20 or more days during the 
year. 

Should the employer 
withhold social security taxes 
from an employee's wages and 
then find out that the wages 
are not covered because neither 
test is met, the social security 
tax should be refunded to the 
employee. 

Wages covered by social 
security should be reported by 
the farm employer after the 
end of the year in which they 
were paid.

speeds of over 100 mph were 
reached started Sunday night 
in downtown Nazareth and 
ended outside of Hart, accor-
ding to DPS reports. 

The Nazareth City Marshall 
attempted to stop a 1980 
Chevy Camaro for speeding in 
the city, but the vehicle fled.
