The early 
comers spent their time in scrutinizing 
their surroundings and neighbors 
through opera glasses, with which 
nearly all present were provided. Peer­
esses sat chatting, holding fast their 
coronets which even thus e«r(y appear­
ed to have become somewhat of a nui­
sance.

Gerald Balfour, president 
of the board of trade, and others who 
have not yet been announced.

CHANGES CAUSE APATHY.
The changes the premier has suc­

ceeded in effecting excite no enthu­
siasm even in his own party. The 
Daily News dubs it "Balfour's Kaleid­
oscope,” and the conservative newspa­
pers are fain to confess that the cabi­
net changes are rather a reshuffling 
than a strengthening of the ministry. 
No striking ability has been introduced 
into the government among the new 
names. The admission of George 
Wyndham, chief secretary for Ireland, 
to the cabinet and the appointment of 
Austen Chamberlain as postmaster 
general are generally welcomed, but 
great disappointment is expressed on 
all sides that the Marquis of London­
derry, who is thought to have proved 
a failure as postmaster general, should 
be given the new and important post 
of president of the board of education. 
The disappearance of Sir J. Gorst is 
rather regretted and is thought prob­
ably to be due to his always outspoken 
criticisms of the government.

Some among the new men are con­
sidered to be promising; but, on the 
whole, the changes are thought to be 
safe rather than brilliant.
A REMARKABLE APPOINTMENT.

Perhaps the most remarkable apoint- 
ment is that of Andrew Honar Law  a« 
parliamentary secretsry to the board 
of trade. Mr. Law is an iron mer­
chant of Glasgow, and was born In 
1858. He is a son of the Rev. James 
Law of New Brunswick. He has only 
sat in parliament for two years and 
has only spoken about twice since he 
was elected, but upon these occasions 
(he revealed great intellectual power.

THEIR MAJESTIES PASS

THROUGH CHURCH BODY. 
The king and queen by this time 

were passing up through the body of 
the church, into and through the choir 
and so up the stairs to tne theater: 
passing by their thrones they made a 
humble adoration and then kneeling at 
the Faldstools set for them before 
their c'hairs, moved their lips in silent 
prayer and then sat down, not in their 
thrones, but in their chairs before and 
below the thrones.

Following this the archbishop pro­
ceeded to the three sides of the thea­
ter in order and spoke thus to the 
multitude gathered in the abbey.
THE PRESENTATION OF

KING TO MULTITUDE. 
“ Sir, I here present unto you King 

Edward, the undoubted king of this 
realm, wherefore J 1 you who are 
come this day . > do you homage, are 
you williry ,o do the same?"

To this address the people signified 
their willingness and joy by loud and 
repeated acclamations, all with one 
voice crying out: "God Save King
Edward." The king and queen then 
took their places in chairs set for them 
on the south side of the altar where 
they kneeled during the singing of the 
litany by two bishops, vested in 
copes, the choir singing the response 
to the organ.
COMMUNION SERVICE

AND THE OPENING PRAYER 
Then came the communion service 

conducted by the archbishop, whose 
opening prayer was as follows: 

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts 
be open, all d sires known, ând from 
whom no secrets are hid: Cleanse the 
thoughts of our hearts by the inspira­
tion of the Holy Spirit, that we may 
perfectly love thee, and worthily mag­
nify thy holy Name; through Christ ! 
our Lord. Amen.

0 God. who providest for thy peo 
pie by thy power, and rulest over thein f 
in love: Grant unto this thy servant 
Edward, our king, the -spirit of wisdom 
and government, that being devoted 
unto thee with all his heart, he may so 
wisely govern this kingdom, that in 
his time thy church and people may 
continue in safety and prosperity; ana 
that, persevering in good works unto 
the end, he may through thy mercy 
come to thine, everlasting Kingdom, 
through Jesus Christ thy Son our Lord. 
Amen.

As the sonorous tones of the area 
hisho’p were heard throughout the 
shadowy vastness of the great abbey, 
a deathlike stillness hushed the multi­
tude and the stillness was wonderfully 
impressive.

Then followed the nirene creed, the 
king and queen with the people rising 
to their feet. Hardly had the solemn 
amen been pronounced when a ser­
mon. short and suitable to the great 
occasion was pronounced by Bishop 
Durham.
KING TAKES OATH WITH

NO TREMOR IN VOICE.
The sermon being ended, his majr 

esty, King Edward, then proceded to 
take the oath. No sign of weakness 
was visible In the firm bearing of the 
king and his responses to the oath wert 
given in a clear strong voice that 
showed no indication of his recent ill­
ness.

The king rising from his chair went 
to the altar and made his solemn oath 
in the sight of the people, laying his 
hand upon the holy gospels in tht 
great Bible which had been brought 
from the altar by the archbishop and 
tentered to him as he knelt upon the 
steps, saying these words:

"These things which I have here 
before promised, I will perform and 
keep." Then the king kissed the book 
and signed the oath.

This was a scene which will be in­
delibly Impressed on the minds of the 
multitude long after other details of 
the magnifl<*nt pageant will have 
faded away.

The king then resumed his seat. King 
Edward’s chair, and a moment later 
rose to his feet while the dean of West­
minster invested him with the close 
pall of the cloth of gold, together with 
the girdle of the same.

CORONATION OF QUEEN

FOLLOWS THAT OF KING
Then came the coronation of the 

queen by the Archbishop of York. 
Much of this ceremony was similar to 
that accorded to the king. The queen 
being annointed and crowned, the of- 
fertorv began, the archbishop leading 
in the reading. The king offered 
bread and wine for the communion, 
which had been brought out of Saint 
Edwirds chapel and delivered into 
his hands. Then the king, kneeling, 
made his oblation. offering an altar- 
cloth and an ingot of gold of a pound 
weight to the archbishop. The queen 
at the sam*’ time and in a like man­
ner. offered her oblation. Then the 
king and queen returning to their 
chairs knelt at their faldstools while 
the archbishop offered prayer. Then 
followed the exhortation, the general 
confession, the- absolution, and the 
prayer of humble access.

After the prayer of consecration, 
the king and queen received the bread 
and wine of the holy communion, kneel­
ing at the altar. Then the archbishop 
again prayed and as the solemn amen 
died away the choir broke forth in 
the inspiring "Glory to God in The 
Highest." There was a little pause 
and the archbishop advancing, and 
lifting his arms covered with gorgeous 
vestments, pronounced the solemn 
benediction.

The whole coronation office having 
thus been performed, the king and 
queen descend*:d from their thrones, 
went into the area eastward of thé 
theater, and then nto Saint Edward's 
chapel, while the organ pealed forth 
in exultant mclod

KING IS DISROBED OF
HIS IMPERIALMANTEL

King Edward was then disrobed of 
his imperial mantle and arrayed in his 
royal robe of state,while the queen was 
also arrayed in royal robes of purple 
velvet. Then the king and queen pro­
ceeded to the west door of the church 
in the same wav as they came, wear­
ing their crowns; the king bearing in 
his right hand, the sceptre with the 
eross. and in his left the orb; the 
queer, bearing in her right hand her 
scepter with the cross, and In her left 
hand, the ivory rod with the dove 
Following them came the peers, all 
wearing their coronets, and the coro­
nation of King Edward was at an end.
NEWS OF CROWNING IS

SIGNAL FOR CHEERS
The recognition in the abbey was 

completed fifteen minutes after noont o « * *

eluded a’ 12.27 p. m. The king was 
crowned at 12.39 p. m.

News of the crowning was announc­
ed by an official outside the abbey. 
It was repeated by a signal through­
out Loudon and was received with 
cheers which sped to the stands and 
crowds far up the streets as the bells 
pealed joyfully.

The queen was crowned at 12:56
P m.

The return journey of their majes­
ties commenced at 1:26 p. m.

As their majesties were leaving the 
abbey rain commenced to fall, and 
they returned and deferred their de- 
parture until the rain ceased. They 
left at 2:06 o'clock.

ONE MORE 
UNFORTUNATE

MRS. MARY GWALTNEY SUC­
CUMBS TO THE TREACHERY 

OF DEADLY KEROSENE.

BURNED BEYOND HOPE
Poured Oil on a Slow Fire in a Cook­

ing Stove at an Early Hour Yes­
terday- Morning— Leaves Hus­

band and Children.

Another victim of the kerosene can 
must be accredited to Fort Worth. This 
time it ie.Mrs. Mary Gwaltney, wife of 
Tom Gwaltney, and the mother of 
three children.

Mrs. Gwaltney this morning sought 
to induce the fire in her cooking stove 
to burn more freely, and in doing so 
»pplied oil from a five-gallon can. Just 
how much oil was in the can cannot 
be accurately estimated, but there was 
a sufficient amount to cause an explos­
ion, which resulted in igniting Mrs. 
Gwaltney’s clothing, completely envel­
oping her in dames.

PAINFULLY BURNED.
Following the explosion the unfor­

tunate woman ran down stairs and fell 
exhausted in the hallway, and by the 
time other inmates of the house reach­
ed her the clothing which she wore had 
burned, and there fs no part of the 
flesh of her bcdy or limbs, head and 
face but what is burned to a crisp or 
cooked. Her agonizing screams and 
the alarm raised by other members of 
tbe household brought others to her 
assistance, but all they could do was to 
«xtingush the flames and render such 
assistance as suggested itself to re­
lieve the poor woman’s suffering«, 
which were intense.

In the meantime an alarm was 
turned in from box 31, Peach and Live 
Oak streets. The house in which the 
accident occurred i3 on the corner of 
Hogg and East Belknap streets, east of

all the railway tracks traversing that 
territory, fully one mile from No. 1 
fire station and one and a half miles 
from central station

COMPANY 1.
The companies from No. 1 station 

were first on the scene. Captain Hines 
gave his attention to the upstairs room 
in which the accident occurred, and ex­
tinguished the flumes with only about 
$50 loss.

The house was a 2-story frame, prop­
erty of Mrs. George Rutherford, and 
is insured for $1200. The furniture 
also has a fire policy covering, but 
the damage is principally to the paper, 
ceiling and carpet.

Mrs. Gwaltney is the mother of three 
children, two of whom are at home. A 
brother, also, was a member of the 
family. Mr. Gwaltney is engaged in 
the oil business at Beaumont. He has 
been notified by wire aiid is en route 
home— a sad home coming, indeed.

Mrs. Gwaltney and her little family 
occupied the upper story, and she was 
engaged in preparing an ear­
ly breakfast. Ou a little stand 
near the stove were two-pans 
of biscuits ready for putting 
Ln the oven. The stove, evidently, was 
not at sufficient heat for their proper 
baking, and 6he sought to increase thi3 
heat by resorting to the ever-fateful 
kerosene. The force of the explosion 
tore away completely the bottom of the 
can, also the screw top and spout.

When a Telegram representative 
called at the house at 8:30 o’clock this 
morning Mrs. Gwaltney was ye: alive, 
though the attending physician. Dr. 
Morton, said there was no possible 
chance for her survival, she having 
•been burned beyond the third degree.

SUFFERS INTENSELY.
While unconscious of her surround­

ings, her moaning from the intense 
suffering was heart-rending to hear. 
Everything possible was being done to 
alleviate pain, but the watchers and 
attendants were awaiting the inevit­
able—death.

DIED AT 10:30 O'CLOCK.
Mrs. Gwaltney died at 10:30 o’clock, 

after suffering more than the agonies 
of death for three and a half hours. 
The funeral arrangements have been 
postponed until the arrival of de­
ceased’s husband, who is expected here 
this morning from Beaumont..

HARRY GRAY 
IN WICHITA

LAUNDRY WORKER HELD ON 
CHARGE OF BIGAMY.

TOUR LIVING WIVES
Served Term In Missouri Prison for 

Illegal Use of the Mails—Came 
to Fort Worth in June and 

Married.

Harry M. Gray, who is under indict­
ment here for bigamy, has been arrest­
ed in Wichita, Kan., and is being held 
on information from Tarrant county’s 
officers. Chief Deputy Sheriff Brock 
is expected from Gaiveston this morn 
ing. and in the absence of Sheriff 
Clark, will make arrangements for get­
ting Gray b?,ck to Texas. Request has 
already gone to Governor Sayers for 
papers on the Governor of Kansas.

It is alleged that Gray was living 
in Fort Worth several months ago with 
his fourth wife, having three others 
in different parts of the country from 
whom he had not been divorced. When 
working, he follows the business of 
laundryman. He came here last De­
cember from Little Rock and held the 
position of “ washer”  in the Natatonum 
Steam laundry. While in Fort Worth 
he became engaged to a woman resid­
ing on the West Side, and June 2, after 
a trip to Little Rock, returned to Fort 
Worth and was married. Wife No. 3 
was left in Little Rock, having been 
told by Gray he was coming to Texas 
for a few days. Wives Nos. 1 and 2 
are said to be residing in Chicago.

Through correspondence between the 
relatives of the Fort Worth wife with 
persons in Little Rock it developed 
Gray had several life mates living, and 
was quietly residing in Wichita, work­
ing at his trade.
GRAY ALREADY HAS A RECORD.

Gray is not a bad looking fellow. He

possesses a wealth of sun-set hair, and 
wherever he worked was a winner with 
the ladies. Not long ago he was re­
leased from the Missouri penitentiary, 
to which he was sentenced in 1900 for 
eighteen months by Federal Judge 
Phillips on the bench in Kansas City, 
for misuse of the mails.

Gray’s crime was not a bad one. He 
advertised himself as being the head of 
a theatrical employment bureau, 
through which, by the payment of $1, 
those who had some talent, or believed 
th*>y had, could find steady employ­
ment and be put in the "business” in- 
stanter. His advertisement, inserted 
in the Kansas City papers, brought 
him a great many letters through the 
mail, and with each correspondent, a 
majority of whom were sta$e-struck 
girls, he made engagements. Gray 
made one of his engagements in a 
questionable resort, which led to his 
arrest, and arraignment before the 
United States court for illegal use of 
the mails. The case was fought bit­
terly, but he was convicted, and owing 
to his then delicate health the sentence 
was placed at eighteen months.

A paper by C. M. Kella of Hous­
ton, v.ho was unable to attend the 
meeting, was read and covered thor­
oughly the groundwork of the associa­
tion, its purposes, advantage«, differ­
ence from regular unions and general 
usefulness. Incidentally the paper con­
tained some hot shots for mediocre 
stenographers and stenographers who 
adopted the profession merely to make 
“cigarette” or “ ribbon” money. A list 
of plaintive queries from stenographers 
who have not yet climbed the height« 
of success, to their more experienced 
fellow-members, closed the paper, 
which throughout was greatly enjoyed.

The use of a phonograph as a dicta­
tor to a typewriter operator who is 
not a stenographer is not new. yet 
the demonstration of President Swope, 
in which he showed the method of u-V 
in a law office, was very interesting to 
all present.

“ When dictating,” said Mr. Swepp, 
“ I usually epeak as rapidly as possi­
ble. It is possible, in this way, to put 
as many as 400 words on a cylinder. 
The operator who takes the dictation 
on the machine, can adjust the phono­
graph so that it will speak almost 
slowly enough for her to write without 
having to stop the cylinder.”

The demonstration closed the morn­
ing session.

_____  A DEFECTIVE FIRE ALARM
^ * » H A T  the city council should act in the matter of a

once remedying the present fire alarm system, there

is no room for argument. People who hear the great 
bell a. central station working off an exaggerated ease of 
Jim-jams can and will testify to the truthfulness of any de­
rogatory statement that oau be made as to its conduct. Fire 
cards are of no use in locating a blaze. The only fact to 
be ascertained is that there is a fire—but where?

The system has been perplexing for a year or more, the 
fire chief and firemen say the fault is in the fact that it 
has served its time, and any amount of money expended in 
attempting to overhaul it is just so much money thrown 
away. The principal fault is with the old gravity battery 
system, a system which has been kicked out by all up-to- 
date cities in the country, and the storage battery Installed 
Instead. The cost of the former runs up into the hundred 
of dollars annually, while, it is claimed. $18 per year will 
cover the cost of operating the latter after it is Installed. 
Fire Chief Maddox deals extensively with this subject in his 
last annual report.

The city electrician ha3 been allowed an estimate by 
the city council of about $400 for repairing thje system, and 
the material has been ordered, but even this, says Fir* 
Chief Maddox, will not suffice if the present gravity bat­
tery system remains in use. Hence the disarrangement lr 
no fault of the electrician.

Only ten days ago the great bell went on a jambaree 
one night and made monkeys of every member of the de­
partment. the horses as well, and for six or eight hours 
there was no sleep or rest allowed man or beast. Every 
time the bell taps the chains drop and the horses spring to 
their positions, and this harassing exerecise kept the men 
and horses jumping at intervals 6t six or ten minutes for 
the six or eight hours mentioned. Finally the chains were 
fastened in front of tne horses so they could not drop, and 
at the tap of the bell the animals would surge against the 
chains in a frantic effort to perform their trained duty. The 
men were forced to do the sliding act so frequently that 
the poles werj kept heated from friction — all to no 
purpose.

Finally, a* a means of relief, the big bell was cut out. 
The horses became so enraged that they would only stand 
and quiver when a tap of the gongs souuded. So inac­
curate was the register that the waterworks engineer has 
declined to ‘ blow in' an alarm, for the reason that to do 
so would be, in all probability, misleading.

Yesterday morning, when the alarm was turned In from 
box 31, all kinds of registrations showed up. and in des­
peration. Fire Chief Maddox called up central telephone 
station to get. n possible, the location of the fire. For box 
31, the indicator registered 321, 22-3, 3-22, 3. One, two

or three minutes delay in an emergency of this kind m? 
the probable heavy loss of property and life. * »  was
rase yesterday morning in which an unfortunate wom an 

was burned to death, a distance of a mile and a 
from central station. In the time delayed in getting th 
location the run could have been covered.

To further demonstrate the freakishness of the system, 
the indicator at No. 1 station showed up all right and 
th^e companies made the run in fine 6tyle. Captain me» 
of No. 1 arriving in time to reduce the threatened damage 
of $2500 to $50. No sort of an emergency run could have
saved the poor Mrs. Gwaltuey.

The matter of an accurate fire alarm system is a serioita 
one and public interest demands action looking to itB per­
fection. With a fire department reputed to be the best in 
th* southwest, in the best city in the Southwest, thus handi­
capped demonstrates a foiesightcdness of the penny-wise 
and pound-foolinsh variety.

REPORT SHOWS OVER MILLION 
AND A QUARTER CON­

TRIBUTED

New York Was Banner State With 
Nearly Fifth of all Money Sub­

scribed—Smallest Individual 
Gift Was Ten Certs

The report of the central relief com­
mittee for the Galvr«ton storm suffer­
ers has been published in pamphlet 
form and is being distributed. It gives 
an itemized statement of the funds 
received and disbursed.

From all sources more than a million 
and a quarter dollars were received for 
relief. Among the largest contributors 
by states was Illinois, which gave $55,- 
543.66. Missouri «ent $52.116.04. New 
York was the largest contributor, with 
$108.373.42. The citizens of Texas con­
tributed $66.789.81. or $41,583 61 less 
than the state of New York. The Dis­
trict oi Columbia and Idaho were the 
smallest contributors, giving $168.26 
and $214.75 ♦espectively. Of the foreign 
countries England sent $44.180.87, 
France $10.005. South Africa $24. Brit­
ish Honduras $5. Nova Scotia $4 and 
Scotland $1.

The smallest individual subscription 
was 10 cents, given in San Jose. Cal., 
and Chicago, the latter by "A  Little 
Girl." A Colorado Springs man con­
tributed 24 cents, a Chicago man gave 
25 cents, one in New York contributed 
74 cents, and one in Belle Vernon, Pa., 
57 cents. The largest sums from any 
one source w'as $50,000 from the New 
York Bazaar for Galveston orphans, 
and $65,806.03 from the New York 
Chamber of Commerce to be used In 
building homes for homeless children, 
and rebuilding hospitals. These sums 
are not figured in with the contribution 
from the state of New York, but which 
would bring the total up to $224,179.45, 
or $157.3S9.64 more than was given by 
the people of Texas and nearly one- 
fifth of all money contributed.

SOME TROUBLE

CHAIRMAN’S LETTER EVIDENCES 
REPUBLICAN DISSENTION.

IT GIVES A WARNING
Disposition to Render Party “Immacu­

late’’ by Elimination of Negi 
Goose-Neck Bill McDonald is 

Boosting Green for State 
/ Chairman.

There is trouble ahead for the state 
Republican convention which meets in 
Fort Worth early in September. State 
Chairman Lyon has issued a letter to 
party followers designating August 2C 
as the date for uniform conventions to 
elect delegatee to the state gathering, 
and, anticipating measured objection, 
has made provision for representation 
in the state convention in event the 
rule i3 not adhered to.

“ In event the county chairman fails 
or refuses to issue a call for the county 
convention,” says Chairman Lyon, 
“giving at least ten days 
notice thereof, and said county 
convention is not called It shall 
be the duty of a majority of the execu­
tive committee of the county to call 
a county convention within three days 
of that time, and in event a majority of 
the county executive committee tails to 
act, the senatorial chairman shall call 
a convention to send representatives 
to the state convention.”

In event the senatorial chairman 
fails to act, the state chairman makes 
no provision. Expected trouble, how­
ever, is made known in the following 
closing paragraph of Chairman Lyon's 
letter:

“ Due warning t's given that any per­
sons claiming to be elected delegates 
to the state convention and not being 
elected in accordance with the fore­
going resolutions, at regularly called 
conventions held on August 26, will 
have no standing whatever at the state 
convention, and will not be considered 
as delegates.’

Don’t Want the Negro in It.
There is a quiet movement to render 

the Republican party in Texas “ im­
maculate” by the elimination of the 
negro, decreeing that he shall vote the 
ticket but not participate in state 
gatherings. If those working up the 
movement are partially successful 
there are indications of a return of the 
old "black and tan" and “ lilly white” 
wings of the party in Texas. The negro 
will not leave the party without a 
fight. Already “ Goose-Neck" Bill Mc­
Donald of Terrell, who has been a 
prominent figure around Republican 
conventions for several years, is tak­
ing a dish in the fight for state chair­
man.

He says:
"Neither Terrell nor Lyon will be 

Republican state chairman in the com­
ing campaign. Neither one of them 
can harmonize the party differences In 
Texas.

“ E. H. R. Breen is the only man in 
Texas who can bring about harmony 
and he is the man w'ho ought to be. 
and who will be, the next Republican 
state chairman.

‘He is not a candidate, but if it is 
offered him he will not decline. He is 
too good a Republican not to serve his 
friends and the party whenever he is 
called upon to do so. All his former 
political friends are still in favor of 
making him chairman and will com­
bine in their efforts toward that end.

“ I am uncompromisingly in favor of 
Mr. Green being made chairman and 
will do all that I can in that direc­
tion.”

In ad- 
duion to Northern money, capital local 
to Fort Worth and Cleburne, is said to 
be Interested in the project.

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 9.—The elabor­
ately outfitted expedition which set 
sail from here early in January on the 
brigantine Blakely to search for the 
mythical treasure of Cocos island, has 
returned, like other expeditions which 
have visited the island without having 
seen a sign of treasure of any kind.

The expedition v/as an utter failure. 
The instruments which were to locate 
the supposed buried treasure failed in 
all instances except in giving the mem­
bers a lot of work in digging in dif­
ferent parts of the island.

Captains Hackett and Whidden, 
commander and mate of the brigantine, 
who have the maps said to have been 
drawn by a Nova Scotia miner who 
is said to have buried some treasure 
there, are disgusted with the gold 
finding instruments, which Justin Gil­
bert, former court stenographer of this 
city, and Enyeart, a prospector, took 
down on the vessel.

The Blakely was 101 days reaching 
the island from Victoria, getting a 
taste of heavy weather which prevailed 
at that time, arriving at the island on 
April 20. After a day’s reconnoiter- 
ing, the Instrument was brought out 
and the men started working at a point 
to which it pointed.

After sinking a shaft twenty feet, 
another trial was made with the so- 
called gold finder, and It pointed In 
another direction, in fact, every time it 
was brought out it pointed in a dif­
ferent direction. Finally, gettng dis­
gusted withf it. Captains Widden and 
Hackett decided to test It with some 
gold coin on the beach. It failed to 
find the coin, and then a search for 
the treasure was made independent 
of it.

Holes were sunk where the crew of 
H. M. S. Imperious and the schooner 
Aurora had searched, without any bet­
ter result. Provisions getting low, it 
was determined to make a start for 
home, and after a supply of corn and 
turtles had been loaded, the vessel was 
turned northward. This was on May 
11, only five days having been spent on 
the island. Captains Widden and 
Hackett still believe that the treasure 
is there, but place no conflence in the 
instruments of Messrs. Gilbert and 
Enyeart.

Artesian Wells Will be Connected Up 
Early Next Month and Flow of 

Water Started in City's 
Reservoir.

Within the next thirty days the test 
of Fort Worth’s sixteen artesian wells 
will be made for the purpose of finding 
out how many wells will have to be 
connected in order to supply the city 
with 5,060.000 gallons of pure water 
daily, the quantity which Contractor 
Daniel G. Meade of . Chicago, must 
pump Into the city mains in order to 
receive his full contract price of $150 - 
000.

Mr. Meade is here to oversee the 
preparations for a preliminary test. 
The work of tunnelling to the sixteen 
weils, is so far advanced a3 to warrant 
the assertion that the test will be made 
early in September. Nine wells will 
be connected with the main tunnel 
which Iea3 to. the pumping shaft, the 
big pumps will be started, and then 
Contractor Meade will estimate from 
the quantity of water obtained, just 
how many wells will have to be con­
nected In order to get the requisite 
amount. '

ROCK ISLAND WILL BUILD TO 
TIDE WATER.

STEWART AND ARDELLFARMERS ARO MECHARICS* RATIORAl The story extensively circulated that 
the Rock Island's extension to the 
gulf had been called off. and the line'3 
busings would be sent south through 
a traffic arrangement with one of the 
existing routes has no foundation. The 
work of procuring right of way for 
the line to Dallas, while retarded dur­
ing last week, will be taken up again 
Monday and the company expects to 
begin construction as soon as the cool 
weather sets in.

Bids for construction which were to 
have been opened early this month 
will probably be delayed until Septem­
ber. The people of Dallas are procur­
ing right of way approaching the town 
from the west, and leaving the town 
on the south. More than 100 miles of 
the road has been located, and three 
parties are now in the field between 
Dallas and Houston. Two lines have 
been laid to Houston's limits. The 
visit of Chief Engineer Peters in Gal­
veston a few days ago was of no con­
sequence. and the story that terminal 
facilities were being negotiated for 
bears a similar mark of extravagance. 
The route between Honkton and Gal­
veston will need little attention until 
that part of the construction is reached. 
The country is flat, with hardly more 
than a foot's raise in the 50 miles 
distance.

Rock Island Wants Its Own Rails.
The Rock Island will consider noth­

ing short of building its own line to 
tide water, and it is known that none 
of the roads are in position to offer 
traffic relations that would be accepta­
ble. It is understood the Houston and 
Texas Central and the Santa Fe both 
offered the use of their rails to the 
Rock Island's executive head in Chi­
cago. and both were refused on the 
ground that the extension would seek 
a line built for tonnage rather than 
take one constructed for local busi­
ness.

It has been estimated that the grade» 
between Fort Worth and tide water 
connection would not exceed 6-10 of 1 
per cent per mile, and the line will be 
the shortest of any of the existing 
ones by several miles.

late husband. He was a promising 
young attorney in Hudson, near Pough­
keepsie. and had the good fortune to 
marry the daughter of Ambrose L. Jor­
don. a distinguished lawyer of the 
place. Having ideas beyond the lirui- 

i tatious ot a Hudson river village, 
j young Clark cam» to New Y’ ork to prac­
tice law. He took up his residence in 
East Fourteenth street, near Second 
avenue, then a fashionable part of the 
city.

Among his neighbors were Rufus 
Choate, Hamilton Kish, Mr. Gunther, 
who became mayor, and many other 
distinguished New Y’orkers of that 
period, famous for great events—the 
completion of the Croton aqueduct, 
street cars to Central Park, the Crystal 
palace and peace following the Mexi­
can war.
Won l«aac M. Singer’s Fight.

Mr. Clark displayed ability as a law­
yer and won important cases. Among 
his clients was a struggling young 
machinist, one Isaac M. Singer, in lit 
gation with Elias Howe, Jr., the sew­
ing machine inventos-, particularly of 
the needle with its eye at the point.

Mr. Singer, horn in 1811 in Oswego, 
N. Y., with a taste for machinery, had 
ventured as far west as what was 
then tailed the village of Chicago. 
There, he invented a patent drill and a 
machine to carve type. He was poor 
and life was a struggle. Hearing of 
Elias Howe's sewing machine, he came 
East, saw Jtira ami suggested improve­
ments. The result was the invention 
of a Singer single thread lock stitch 
tniaehine: next, the double shuttle, the 
Singer stitch and a sort of working 
alliance with Howe, and later litiga­
tion.

The Howe company sued Singer, al­
leging infringement on their patent, 
and Mr. Clark, a young lawyer, was 
retained to defend the suit. He was 
not only successful, but made impor­
tant business suggestions. He was so 
impressed with Mr. Singer’s ability 
and the prospective value of his in­
vention, and particularly with his busi- 
neso sagacity, that he advanced him 
money to build a factory in New York, 
and then became his partner in the 
business.

That was the beginning of fortunes. 
Mr. Clark soon overshadowed Mr. 
Singer's financial backer, who retired, 
but heavy litigation continued.

As the Howe company grew in

wealth their suits against Mr. Singer 
multiplied, Mr. Clark defending them. 
Instead of receiving cash for his legal 
services he took stock, and soon be­
came a power in the rapidly growing 
concern.

From the beginning the most friendly 
relations had existed between Mr. 
Clark ami Mr. Singer, the inventor, but 
eventually they disagreed regarding 
business policy, resulting in a divis­
ion of the stock between them and 
the formation of a company.

Harmonious relafTons w’ere restored, 
however: business tSTanded to enor­
mous proportions linger Mr. Clark’s 
wise management, and he finally be­
came president of the corporation.

Mr. Singer soon began to amass 
wealth. He gave his wife $10 a day 
for household expenses, moved from 
Fourth avenue to No. 14 Fifth avenue, 
kept six carriages and ten horses and 
lived in luxury- Finally he went 
abroad, leaving Mr. Clark at the head 
i>! the business. The office was then 
at Broadway and Pearl street, near the 
old city hospital, with its big elms. 
Took Hi* Fee in Future.

Mr. Clark's forsight in taking stock 
for his services in winning the suits 
against the Howe company increased 
his interests until they nearly equalled 
Mr. Singer’s.

Among Mr. Clark’s sons was Alfred 
Corning Clark, a thoughtful, studious 
young man, passionately fond of mu­
sic. literature and art. which in those 
days did not count for much with busi­
ness men. His brothers cared more 
lor the world and went abroad to see 
life and enjoy themselves, but they 
soon died.

In 1860 Edward Tx>rraine Clark died 
in Rome of Roman fever. His dis­
tinguished father died in the following 
year, and his brother, Ambrose, died 
later, leaving Alfred Corning Clark 
sole heir to a vast estate, which, 
through the Singer stock and wise in­
vestments In real estate on the upper 
west side, increased to millions.

Mr. Singer had also died at Troqiwy 
England, leaving the Clarks masters or 
the business. Alfred Corning Clark was 
a most lovable young man of manners 
and noble courtesy. His thoughts being 
on books and art, and finding himself 
at the head of a colossal enterprise, he 
looked around for a manager.
Rise of a Library Clerk.

Strange as It may seem, his fancy

fell on a clerk In the mercantile 11- 
rary. wh<Jm he had known at the li­
brary in his literary researches.

Thus it was that Mr. Frederick Gil­
bert Bourne, a clerk in the library, re­
ceiving. it is said, less than $1000 a 
year, was engaged by Mr. Clark as his 
coniidentai agent. Although devoted 
to Intellectual pursuits, young Clark 
had the sagacity of his father, and, 
as a stepping stone to higher things, 
offered the library clerk a salary to 
look after the estate. Mr. Bourne ac­
cepted und established the office at 
No. 25 West Twenty-third street, near 
the Fifth avenue hotel, where it has 
remained to this day.

Mr. Clark had been greatly im­
pressed with the young man's industry 
and unfailing courtesy at the libaryry. 
He noted that he attended strictly to 
business. Mr. Clark was a close student 
of men. as well as of books, and from 
the first he had taken a strong liking 
to the young man.

His judgment was vindicated. Mr. 
Bourne soon displayed extraordinary 
capacity for business. His financial 
management was a success, and under 
his advice .Mr. Clark’s real estate 
transactions proved immensely profit­
able. But the young man was equal­
ly valuable as an adviser in the man­
agement of the sewing machine busi­
ness, and was finally made president 
to succeed Mr. Clark.

That gentleman, now relieved from 
business cares, with millions at his 
command, again found himself a free 
man. with leisure for music and books. 
Music was bis greatest passion, ms 
fine mind and lofty imaginative nature 
could now take wings and soar to the 
skies.

He made frequent trips to Europe, 
visiting places of renown, noted gal­
leries and famous churches. His fa­
vorite haunts w’ere among the cathe­
drals and ancient castles of England. 
It was while on one of these trips 
through the country, visiting friends at 
one of the old country seats, that he 
met the most charming woman he had 
ever seen.
Found His Ideal in England.

She was the lady of his dreams—a 
typical English girl—gifted, a clergy­
man’s daughter it is said, of wondrous 
fascination and presence.

To say that the man of books, music 
and poetry, under those English skies

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JOHANNESBURG. Aug. 9.—One 
might almost imagine here that we 
are the center of the Promisea 
I.aiul and a new Canaan had been 

born within the borders of the new 
century. The long promised boom has 
come and it would seem that railroans 
a.td everything in the way of develop­
ment could not be provided fasa 
enough for new requirements.

Every steamship from whatevei 
quarter of tlie globe it hails, seems to 
bring us immigrant©—many of them 
apparently people of substance wuo 
stem to believe that since peace has 
been declared there is a wonderful fu­
ture ahead for South Africa.

That they are not deluded seems 
probable as the activity which is ap­
parent at the mines indicates an un­
precedented era of prosperity for tne 
Transvaal.

BOERS RETURNING HOME.
In spite of a little feeling in regard 

to the settlement of the question, which 
may merely bo considered as an un­
dercurrent now, the Boers are return­
ing to their homes and are delighted 
to do so.

They are not feeling a bit as badly 
about things as some people would 
imag.ne, for they consider that having 
acquitted themselves bravely that they 
have done she best they possibly could 
under the circumstances and look for­
ward to an ultimate independence 
through the development of a genuine 
South African Republic. Their feel­
ing« are shared largely hy the Dutch 
element at the Cape and it is probable 
that they will be gratified at the ear­
liest moment possible by the formation 
of a constitution here very much on the 
same basis as that of Canada.

Of course the- Uitlander element Is 
destined to play a large part In the new 
formation of things, the incoming ele­
ment b»*ing very little interested in 
Dutch ideals, merely seeming to be 
seeking new outlets for enterprise such 
as are looked for generally in new 
coun'rir «

POLICY MEETS FAVOR.
The policy of the government seems 

to meet favor on all sides and it looks 
extremely doubtful if th° few "kick­
ers” would be able to maintain their 
ground in face of general prosperity. 

The most di-gruntled p°ople of all 
the stockholders In the Rand mines 

who expected that after all the light

wa6 accomplished they would be able 
to reap an enormous harvest, exclu­
sively to their own benefit.

That this is not to be so seems ap­
parent from the now system of taxa­
tion which has been formed for the 
Transvaal. <

The owners of the big Rand mines 
are not particular in th° way that they 
sum up the new order of things. “ We 
are a cinch’’ they say. ‘ We own the 
most valuable properties in the world 
and are expected to pay _ 
covery as well as to prove it. 
alone and we will som > day talk l _ 
ting the Boer Republic ou its feet 
again.” Of eomse they talk wildly £ 
they are well able to pay the additional 
tax proposed, in view of the fact _l___ 
they arc relieved from the old taxa­
tions and are not called upon to 
crease unnecessarily the initial capi­
tal expenditure, or augment the 
of working.

TAXES ON PROFIT;?.
According to the government 

which are pretty «tire of being adopted 
individual enterprise will not be cr 
couraged and the poorer miners will not 
be called upon to bear an unfair propo­
tion of the li.-i ul burden. As a conse­
quence of this it ¡3 proposed that the 
revenue he raised by a tax levied, not 
on gross returns, but upon the net 
profits. f

Other steps are being taken beyond 
this, iavorable to the mine owners and 
workers in various ways which will 
cause them to regard the change of 
government more favorably.

The idea of the entire taxation 
scheme seems to be that individual 
enterprise should be fostered and the 
poorer miners not be made to bear an 
unduo financial burden, do thi3 end 
the tax should be levied, will be levied 
not on the gros3 returns, but upon the 
net profits. The proposition is that 
steps be taken to benefit mine owners 
and mine workers in such way that 
they shall b° financially benefited. Im­
portant features of the new regula­
tions ar<v The abolition of transit dues 
upon ?oods brought through the South­
ern colonies, an equitable adjustment 
nf colonial railway rates, a reduction 
of the oxf-iis-sive freight charges made 
hy the Netherlands R .ilway. wh'ch Is 
a ^hort cut to D'lagoa Pav and the 
sweenine aside of the dynamite monop- 
onlv which has p\i«ted for the interest 
of a purely selfish corporation and will

mean a clear saving to the colonies of 
three million dollars a year.

In fact, the economies to be brought

about by the changes in fiscal policy 
here will amount collectively to not 
less than $1.25 per ton of ore mined.

WORKING COST OF MINES.
A prominent capitalist here assured 

me the other day that the work­
ing cost at the mines will be reduced 
practically 25 per cent, amounting to 
$1.75 per ton and a financial authority 
here asserts that we may estimate for 
the coming year, ou these propositions, 
a net gain (taking the year 1899 as the 
most recent calculable basis) after flay­
ing the new profit tax, of at least a 
million and a half sterling per year.

Basing calculations upon this ar-

rangement and probable production it
is estimated that within three years the 
net saving from the Rand mines will 
amount to about three and a half mil­
lions sterling. Beyond these net gains 
in profits the mines will benefit from 
the utilization of low grade ore which 
will now be rendered available for ex­
ploitation.

It is evident from these figures that 
the new tax of ten per.cent.upon net 
profits can really be increased for the

general benefit if necessary and that
the Transvaal can bear the taxable 
iburden of the entire Confederation if 
necessary with profit to itself and a 
general amelioration of conditions all 
round.

In fact it seems impossible to sug­
gest that the new system will not bene­
fit the many and result in a largely in­
creased sphere of prosperity for all 
residential in the colonies.

HOW TEXAS CAME INTO
THE UNION OF STATES

THIS the strange but true story of 
how big events in the. history of 
this country hinged on one vote, 

as told by Colonel Dan Blocher of 
Scott county, Indiana, and re-told by 
Hon. Lafe Prince, humorist and orator 
and ex-member of congress from Col­
orado. to a group of friends at the 
Riggs house, Washington.

“ The democratic national commit- 
eaid Mr. Prince, “ in 189C, wanted 

my services on the stump, and I was 
given my choice of territory. Of course, 
I chose to go back to my Hoosier 
home, among the friends of my boy- 

and one of my first assignments 
was at Lexington, in Scott county, a 
part of the world still uncontaminated 

the refinements of an effete civil­
ization.

"The instant of my arrival at Lex­
ington I was seized upon by Colonel 
Dan Blocher, one of the finest speci­
mens of a Jeffersonian Democrat that 
ever drew breath, a life-long friend of 
Hon. W. H. English, and, though verg­
ing upon four score, active in body, 
alert mentally, and as enthusiastic a 
partisan as he was the outset of his 
career.

“ We had much to talk over, and 
finally the old man, pointing to a lit­
tle clump of trees that stood near by, 
said: ‘Mr, Prince, in your speech this 
afternoon I want you to allude to 
these trees and tell of a scene that hap­
pened under them in which I was an 
actor. All this country was once well 
wooded, but that little clump is about 
all of the original forest left. It hap­
pened this way: My father was about 
the craziest Democrat that ever lived 
in Indiana. On a certain election he

had done his usual vigorous work, but 
after going home was not satisfied. It 
lacked only about an hour of the clos­
ing of the polls, but he had me hitch 
up the wagon, and we started to town. 
Just as we got about where these 
trees are we came acrosB two young 
•fellows cutting timber.

“ ‘What’s the mattey with you boys? 
Ain’t you voters and ain’t you Demo* 
crats?’ said my father. They answered 
both questions in the affirmative, but 
they had not voted because one of 
them, Billy, was bare-footed. He was 
too proud to go to the polls without 
shoes. My father asked his number and 
was told that Billy wore 10s. ‘Mine 
won’t fit you, but maybe Dan’s wilL 
Dan, what’s your size?’ I wore 10s, and 
my parent instantly remarked:

“ ‘Daniel, shuck them boots; climb 
in the wagon, boys,’ and Billy and his 
mate climbed in and we drove to the 
polls.

“ Well, the result of that election was 
that the Democratic candidate fpr the 
legislature in Scott county was elect­
ed by one vote. By his ejection the 
legislature was Democratic by a mar­
gin of one vote, and this occasioned 
the election of Ned H&nnagan to the 
United States senate by a majority of 
one vote.

“ In the United States senate Hanna- 
gan's vote was badly needed, for only 
by the slender majority of one was 
Texas admitted to the Union. Now,
Mr. Prince, Lam not proud and do not 
claim thaLjny old pair of boots caused 
the admission of Texas, but it certain­
ly was a greater thing that they 
brought in those two young farmer’s 
for otherwise the opposition would 
have triumphed.’

“Of course,” , continued Mr. Prince,
“ I told the etory that afternoon, and 
it was « ’hen I had concluded Colonel 
Blocher got up amid wild cheers and 
gave his word that the story was true 
in every detail, and exhorted every / 
man in the audience to go forth and 
work for just one more vote.”

"The Last of the Mohicans" and other 
famous Indian romances by Cooper 
were written.

And it was to this ideal American 
home, surrounded by the loveliest of 
American scenery, that Alfred Corning 
Clark brought his English bride to 
spend the summer months. She was 
even more fascinated by the charm 
of the region and has always made it 
her summer residence. Since the death 
of her husband she has still further im­

New Weather Vane. Pelee Disaster Foretold.

THE OLDEST THRONE IN EUROPE.
What is probably the oMest throne in

Europe ha* Jn-t been discovered and laid 
bare. This remarkable and surprising find 
was accomplished by the British archaeolo­
gist and explorer. Arthur Evans, at Knos- 
sos. on the island of Crete, The main feat­
ure of his lust season'swork was the un- 
eo\ering of the original gypsum throne used 
by King Minns In his great palace, now be­
ing excavated.

Minos, as will be remembered, was the 
son of Zeus, the first law giver of Greece, 
who is styled the Cretan Moses, who every 
nine years repaired to the cave of Zeus and 
received front tbe immortal god of the

mountains the laws for his people. Hero 
from the gypsum throne more than 
years ago h îng Minos read hi* laws to.hi» 
subjeet*.

The most interesting of all the chamber* 
exposed was the spacious throne room. The 
walls were clalioratcly decorated w ith fres­
coes, which have established a new epoch 
in the •history of painting for that early 
period, as little of the kind, even of the 
classical Greek antiquity, ha» I teen hitherto 
known earlier than the Pompeian series.

The colors were almost as brilliant as 
when laid down more.than 4.900 year* ago. 
Round the walls of the throne-room were

found low stone benches, and between these, 
separated by a .-.mail interval and raised on 
a »tone base, steal the great g) p»um throne, 
with a high back and colored with decorated 
designs.

Its lower part was adorned with a curi­
ously curved arch, with crotchctcd mold­
ings. showing nn extraordinary anticipation 
of sonic most characteristic of Gothic archi­
tecture. Hero truly was the council cham­
ber of King Minos and his sovereign lady. 
It may la- said today that the youngest of 
European rulers il'rlnee George) a» High 
Commissioner of Crete has in hi* dominions 
the oldest throne In Europe.

Cheap Postage Stamps.
In the show windowof almost every dealer

In postage stamps on Nassau street, in New 
York city. may be seen complete sets of 
stamps Issued by the different governments 
of South America, uncanceled, and marked 
for sale at an exceedingly low figure. Fre­
quently the face value of the stamps Is far 
in excess of the price mark. Many thought­
ful people who used to collect stamps when 
they were boys lender how New York 
dealers ran sell genuine stamps cheaper than 
the stamps could be bought in the country 
that issues them.

The explanation is very simple. Most of 
the Central and South American govern­
ments have their stamps engraved In this 
city. The engraving companies make an 
agreement with the governments by which 
they furnish them for almost nothing, as 
many stamps as they want, on condition 
that as soon as the issue Is retired the en 
gravers have the privilege of printing as 
many more stamps as they choose to sell 
to dealers.

The stamps are genuine In every respect, 
being printed from the same plates, the only 
difference being that they never saw ihe 
country they purport to come from. For this 
reason many collectors prefer canceled 
stamps for their albums.

ment this morning throughout th e ' 
neighborhood of the Rue de Provence. : 
Tb°. robbers with extraordinary skill 
and boldness succeeded in making an 
entrance to the offices, jn forcing the 
lock of a safe that Las heretofore heen 
considered impregnable and in getting 
away with the enormous sum of 350,- I 
000 francs In bank notes. The police. ! 
immediately informed of the robbery, 
displayed their accustomed zeal, and 
their investigations have been crowned 
with success. Already, it is said.*one 
I ’. B., a clerk in the bank, has been 
arrested, and there is every reason to 
hope that his accomplices will be soon 
overtaken by the hand of Justice.”

But this time the newspapers were 
inaccurate In their information. The 
sum of 350.000 francs certainly had 
been stolen from M. Andre Fauvel’s 
Lank, but not in the manner described. 
The following are the facts as they i 
were related with scrupulous exactness 
at the preliminary examination:

The banking bouse of Andre Fauvel, I 
87 Rue de Provence, is an important 
establishment and, owing to its large i 
force of clerks, presents very much 

t the appearance of a government de­
partment. On the ground floor are the 
offices, with windows on the street, 
protected by strong Iron bara, suffl- , 
clently large and close togeth *r to dis­
courage all burglarious attempts. XI. 
Fauvel’s private office is on the first 
floor over the offices and leads Into his 
private apartments. This private of­
fice communicates directly with the 
bank by means of a narrow staircase, | 
which opens Into the room occupied 
by the head cashier. This room, which J 
In the bank goes by the name of the 
“ cashier’s office.”  is proof against all 
attacks, no matter how skillfully plan­
ned. Fastened In the wall by enor­
mous iron clamps is a safe, a formida­
ble and fantastic piece of furniture, 
calculated to fill with envy the poor 
devil who easily carries bis fortune in 
a pocketbook.

The safe is opened by a curious little 
key. But this Is the least important 
part o f the mechanism Five movable 
steel buttons, upon which are engraved 
all the letters of the alphabet, consti­
tute the real power of this ingenious 
piece of furniture. Before inserting 
the key into the lock the letters on the 
buttons must be in the exact position 
in which they were placed when the 
rafe was locked. In M. Fauvel's bank, 
as everywhere, the safe was always 
closed with a word which was changed 
from time to time. This word was 
known only to the head of the bank 
and the cashier. They each bad also a 
key. There was but one danger—that 
of forgetting the word which was in­
dispensable.

On the morning o f the 2Sth o f Feb­
ruary the employees were all busy at 
fbelr various desks about half past 9 
o'clock when a middle aged man of 
very dark complexion and military 
bearing, in deep mourning, presented 
bimself in the office adjoining the safe, 
where he found five or six employees. 
He asked to see the cashier. He was 
told that the cashier bad not yet ar­
rived and that the cashroom was not 
opened till 10 o’clock, a notice o f which 
was posted in the entry.

“ I thought.” he said in a tone of cool 
Impertinence, “ to find some one here 
ready to attend to my business, hav­
ing arranged the matter with M. Fau­
vel yesterday. 1 am Count Louis de 
Clameran. an iron maker at Oloron. 
and have come to draw 300,000 francs 
deposited In this bank by my late 
brother, whose heir I am. It  is sur­
prising that no orders were given 
•bout it.”

Neither the title o f the noble manu­
facturer nor his explanations appeared 
to affect the clerks.
1 “The cashier has not yet arrived.” 
•hey repeated, “and we can do nothing 
for you.”

“Then conduct me to M. Fauvel.”
