This work has been com­
pleted and a number of new bridges 
were put in at a considerable expense. 
Then a number of large locomotives 
were placed in the service of the com­
pany in Texas. These large locomo­
tives require heavy rails and a good 
road bed. Force« of men are kept con­
stantly on the road keeping the latter 
in good condition and within a short 
time the heavy rails ŵ ll begin being 
placed. The rails have been ordered 
as above stated and will be delivered 
this fall.

Two new depots are now being con­
structed by the Santa Fe, one at Mor 
gan. on the southern division, and 
the other at Coleman, on the Lam­
pasas branch.

PRELIMINARY SCHOOL 
WORK

TEACHERS’ TRAINING
Part of Time to Be Devoted 

to Application of General PrincK 
plea of the Work Set Down in 

the Course of Study

Superintendent Alex. Hogg, of the 
ftort Worth public schools, makes the 
following ennouncement concerning 
the program of the preliminary nor- 

i null institute for city teachers:
Complying with the rules and regu­

lations governing the Teachers’ nor-
1 mal Institute adopted recently by the 

board of trustees. I wish to announce 
that the first session of the prelimini­
nary normal lnstituta will open Tues-

! day. Sept. 1. Monday, the first, being 
• holiday, and will continue in session 
J»o weeks; and that I have appoint- 
•i the following instructors for the 
Institute: Principal W. D. Williams
gad Prof. Ernest Parker of the high 
school. Principal G. R. Hamman of 
school No. 2. Principal R. L. Paschal 
of school No. 5, Miss Sue Buchanan 
of school No. 6. Prof. R. F. Moore sup­
ervisor of writing and drawing. Mrs. 
I .  0. Evans, supervisor of vocal mus- 
le and Principal I. M. Terrell, who 
will be In charge of the institute for 
colored teachers.

Section 2 of the rules and regula­
tions referred to above, is as follows:

"The purpose of the preliminary In­
stitute shall be to harmonize and uni­
fy the work of the schools by explain­
ing the course of study, and by set­
ting forth In detail, the result* to be 
attained; and to give the teachers 
such Instruction as will prepare them 
to do their work in the most efficient 
maimer possible.”

While there will he some Instruc­
tion as to general principles of teach­
ing and management, the greater part 
of the time will be devoted to the ap­
plication of general principles to the 
work set down In the course of study 
as conditioned by the rules and regu­
lations of the board. The instruction 
Is to be entirely professional in char­
acter. the teachers certificates are tak­
en as a sufficient guarantee as to aca­
demic qualifications.

There will be one session of the In­
stitute dally, beginning promptly at 
8:30 o ’clock and closing at 1 p. m. 
The Instruction will be divided into 
general and special departments as 
foHows.—-

(1) . General method of teaching 
and managing schols, which all 
teachers are expected to attend.

(2) . Methods of teaching the spec­
ial branches which will be given In 
three course* aa follows: (a) Prim­
ary methods for teachers of grades l,
2 and 3. fb) Intermediate methods 
for teachers of grades 4. 5. 6 and 7. 
(c). High school methods for teach­
ers within high school grades.

Prom 8:30 to 9:30 o'clock: The sup­
erintendent will give a few lectures 
on genera! school administration af­
ter which $rof. Hamman will give a 
eouree of instruction on the details of 
organiaMon. classification, applica­
tion. rules and regulations, school 
management, c l a s s  management, 
school accounting, discipline, motives, 
and general methods of teaching.

Prom 9:30 to 10:15: Professors
Williams and Parker will direct the 
Instruction In methods in mathema­
tics and science for high school teach­

ers: Prof. Paschal in Intermediate
methods in reading and history; and 
Miss Buchanan in primary methods 
as used in teaching the first grade.

From 10:15 to 11:00: Professors
Parker and Williams will .give a 
course In high school methods in En­
glish, history and civil government 
and Prof. Hamman in intermediate 
methods in arithemetic and science.

From 11:00 to 11:45: Professors
Williams and Parker will give in­
structions in the business and Latin 
branches, and Miss Buchanan in pri- 
mary methods of teaching in the sec­
ond and third grades.

From 11:45 to 12:20: Prof. Moore
will instruct the teachers of grades 1. 
2. 3 and 4 in writing and drawing and 
Mrs. Evans, the teachers of grades 5. 
6 and 7 in vocal music.

From 12:20 to 1 p. m : Prof. Moore 
will instruct the teachers of grades 5, 
6 and 7 in writing and drawing and 
Mrs. Evans the teachers of grades 1, 
2. 3 and 4 in vocal music.

The principals are hereby Instruct­
ed to make assignment of teachers 
to their work and submit it to the sup­
erintendent for his aproval before the 
opening of the institute, that all 
teachers may know which depart­
ment of special work to attend. To 
do the work in the manner contem­
plated it will be necessary for each 
teacher to have Hughes’ "Securing 
Attention” and "Mistakes in Teach­
ing. "Whites School Management” 
and Prince’s "Courses and Methods,” 
or any other equally good professional 
work; and in addition, all the text 
books used by the pupils in the grade 
to which they have been assigned.

It will be remembered that the 
rules and regulations of the board say 
that all teachers are required to at­
tend all the dally sessions of the pre- 
limininar.v institute and that they 
shall suffer a deduction of a day’s sal­
ary for each day absent.

When the evident advantages to be 
attained by both old and new teach 
ers, and the increased confidence it 
will inspire, are seriously considered, 
it is thought that no teacher who 
wishes to do efficient work, or who 
considers the best interests of the 
schools, will object to attending the 
institute.

The preliminary institute is intend­
ed for the city teachers but other 
teachers will he admitted upon the 
payment of 95.

NEW BUILDING FOR THE FORT
WORTH LIVE STOCK EXCHANGE

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The magnificent new Fort Worth 
Live Stock Exchange, which is now 
under construction will he one of 
the handsomest of all the live stock 
exchanges in the world. It will be of 
the purest architecture, the Spanish 
mission style. In dimensions it will 
be about 250 feet square, basement, 
two stories high, with an observation 
tower surmounted by^a flagstaff rising 
to an altitude of 100 feet, its cost will 
exceed $100,000. The material will be 
brick. The front of the building will 
have a southern exposure, the face be­
ing protected and beautified by a gal­

lery with a double colonnade. The 
finish will be in Italian stucco work. 
The entrance to the second floor will 
be from the outside, under the gal 
lery. The inside finishing will be of 
quarter sawed oak.

The lower floor will be occupied by 
the administration offices of the Fort 
Worth Stock Yards company, the 
bank, a restaurant and a barber shop. 
Th.? upper floor will contain the offices 
£ f the various commission companies. 
There will be forty-six office rooms 
in addition to the large rooms In 
which the general business of the en­
terprise is conducted. It is the In­
tention of the company also to have

a first-class restaurant operated in 
the building.

Work has already been begun on the 
exchange, the laying of the cemcrete 
foundations being well under way. 
Close to the exchange will be erected 
an ornamental building for the pur­
poses of a museum in which a constant 
display will be made of the products 
of Texas, together with minerals and 
curiosities that are gathered from 
time to time. This will be one of the 
most Interesting features of the stock 
yards district.

SAYS “ SECRET” 
STORY IS FAKE

DR CHAM BERS DENIES HE W E N T 
W ITH  S EC R ET MISSION.

Contends That He Was Informed on 
Good Authority the Moore Trial 

Would Not Be Held,' So He 
Went East

Dr. R. Chambers, city phyelcian, who 
returned Friday from a three months' 
stay in New York and Chicago, has 
been besieged for information concern­
ing the "secret” he was supposed to 
be delivering to the parents in Ne«w 
York of a boy who had died in Fort 
Worth, concerning which much of an 
exploit was made in the newspapers.

When asked about it yesterday the 
doctor laughed credulously and said 
a friend had sent him a paper con­
taining the article. He further de­
clared that the entire story was a 
"fake,” concocted by the very erratic 
brain of some sensationally inclined 
reporter in New York.

Dr. Chambers said that a young man 
named Flynn was engaged to ride 
horses on the ranch of Burke Burnett. 
He contracted pneumonia and was 
sent to Fort. Worth for treatment and 
fell Into his charge at the hospital. 
The case grew to be past control and 
he told the boy he could not recover. 
The boy then told Dr. Chambers that 
he had ran away from home and that 
his parents did not know his wherea­
bouts. He asked the doctor to under­
take to find his parents if he went, to 
New York city and tell them where he 
died and where buried. While there 
the doctor notified the police depart­
ment and received information that an 
effort would made to locate the par­
ents. As to any great “ secret” being 
entrusted to him. the doctor says that 
part of the story is purely “ fake.”  

DON’T COURT CONTEMF*T.
Referring to the charge of contempt 

made by the state against him. Dr. 
Chambers said he had no intentions 
of acting in contempt. He had been 
summoned as a witness in the Moors 
murder case and was advised at about 
what time to appear. He appeared 
hut the other cases strung out far be­
yond the time set and he was advised 
that when the case was called he 
would be notified by 'phone. He had 
intended -going to New York city for 
a three months' stay.

The dav he left he was informed by 
what he hopes to show was a reliable 
source that Mr. Lattimore had decided 
to have the case go over to the next 
term, because of his overworked con­
dition.

The Moore case was for double mur­
der and he was told Mr. Lattimore did 
not care to enter Into fr and would 
secure a postponement. With this in­
formation the doctor said he left the 
city on the trip he had been plaining 
for several months. Had he thought 
the case would be called, he says, he 
would not have gone.

Texas is not content with being a 
big state merely in size. She has add­
ed to her greatness the responsibility 
of supplying not one, but many of the 
staples that are necessary to life. In­
calculable resources give her the abil­
ity and the hardy thriving south- 
weeterners who comprise her popula­
tion, make the opportunity. A ready­
made opportunity is the best of the 
many kinds, and therefore Tucas has 
flourished. '

A new industry in the southeastern 
part of the state is the subject of an 
article in the August Review of Re­
views. It is entitled "The New Rice 
Farming in the South,” and to one 
who has never seen or heard of th« 
great industry In Southeastern Texas, 
it suggestts the description of an ex­
periment that is being undertaken in a 
new line.

Instead, the story is merely the re­
counting of some of the facts of the 
Texas rice Industry, or rather the rice 
belt of the Southwest. The history Is 
marvelous.

For four hundred miles the "belt” 
extends through southern and central 
Louisiana ahd Southeastern Texas, 
from the banks of the Mississippi to be­
yond the Brazos, varying in width from 
twenty to fifty miles. Formerly it was 
a prairie, feeding only a few herds of 
cattle, and yielding but little grain. 
Hardy western settlers discovered the 
ease with which the rice plant could 
be raised. They collected water In 
reservoirs and made money in spite 
of frequent dry years.

Since the pioneers started in the rice 
belt less than twenty years ago, 350,000 
acres have been reclaimed and 50.000 
acres are being added annually. The 
30.000 rice growers have invested $20.- 
000,000 in making their lands good for 
the crop they raise. The results are 
that the land cultivated yields about 
2,000.000 barrels of rice annually.

The whole plan of rice growing is an 
exaggerated scheme of irrigation, the 
land being kept like a great sponge, 
with the roots of the rice plant under 
water for perhaps three or four 
months of the entire season. Every 
acre absorbs from 14.000 to 15.000 gal­
lons per day. and yet when time for 
harvesting comes, the water can be 
drained off and farming machines can 
pass over the fields without difficulty. 
Thousands of harvesting machines, and 
hundreds of steam threshing outfits 
take care of the crop annually, the 
chaff and straw being thrown Into 
stacks while the white kernel« are 
sacked for market.

Almost anyone with an ordinary 
amount of patience and care in hi# 
make-up can engage 1n rice farming, 
from a farm of a few acres to one of

But added to the 
grain is the straw worth $500 more. t»> 
that 50 per cent of the original land 
value may be paid by the proceeds of a 
year’s harvest.

Success in rice growing has resulted 
In the building of many flourishing 
ltttle towns and the prosperty of the 
rice belt, though smaller In extent, 
promises to rank well up with that of 
the three great C ’s of the Lone Star 
state—cotton, corn and cattle.

Guanajuato’s $1,250,000 Theater Said 
to Have Remained Closed as a 

Mark of the Resentment of tho 
Chief Magistrate

A story is current that the closing 
of the beautiful Guanajuato opera 
bouse for seven years was really due 
to an insult put upon President Diaz. 
The story will not be credited by those 
who are familiar with the liberal atti­
tude of the Mexican president toward 
public improvements, but it is here 
given as it appears in the Hartford 
Courant:

For seven years one of the most 
beautiful opera houses on the North 
American continent, that at Guana­
juato. Mexico, has been tenantless. 
Its original cost was $1,250.000, yet its 
stage has never been trodden by actor 
or musician. It has been under a ban 
because of an insult offered to Presi­
dent Diaz. -

When Mexico was lifting its head 
just above two revolts, riots and revo­
lutions, two men stood prominently 
before the people as leaders. One was 
Diaz, the other Gonzales. It was ar­
ranged, therefore, so the story goes, 
chat the presidency of the Mexican 
people should alternate between Diaz 
and Gonzales and the program was 
carried out until the time came when 
Diaz should have abdicated in favor 
of Gonzales’s second term.

At this particular time Diaz thought 
that any change might endanger re­
sults, so he said to Gonzales: "You
take cjiarge of the state of Guanajuato 
as its governor. It is more important 
that you should be there than in the 
president’s chair.”

People Stoned President
Gonzales obeyed, but the people re­

sented the nonfulfillment of the arti­
cles of the contract and they waited 
revenge. It came.

Diaz, some eleven years aog. decided 
to tour his great republic. He was re­
ceived with ovations everywhere. On 
entering the city of Guanajuato, how­
ever, his carriage was stoned and he 
was insulted. The story further states 
that one hundred men were shot part­
ly to avenge the insult, but apparent­
ly Diaz was a memory. Gonzales 
died. Since tnen his people have had 
time to repent.

Three years after the Insult another 
governor was elected over the state of 
Guanajuato, also a Gonzales and a 
warm personal friend of the president. 
To *furnish a playhouse at the capital 
of his state he raised the necessary 
$1,260.000 and the building was erect­
ed. but it could not be of any practical 
use until the president of the republic 
opened it  This Diaz has not as yet 
done.

But the president, while unforgiv« 
ing. is above all else, progressive. So 
it is claimqfi that at a very near date 
he will open the place officially and 
be given a reception unprecedented in 
the history of Mexico. It is further 
stated that American influence is 
largely responsible for the relenting. 
It is stated that the influence of this 
foreign capital has been brought to 
bear on the president. In the main

by my experience. Spectacles never 
cure headache, unless assisted by hyp- 
Botic suggestion.'

This remarkable statement is made 
bv Professor P. J. Mobius, of the Uni­
versity of Ltepslc, who is one of Ger­
many's great authorities on nerve3 and 
nervous diseases. There are many 
ether things that cause headache, and 
his advice to those who suffer from 
pains of that description is to consult 
the general practitioner rather than 
the eye specialist. He says;

“Tell your doctor whatever the pain 
j?, in the forehead, on the top of the 
head or in the rear. Is it one or two- 
sided? Does it consist of pressure, 
»harp pains, or merely a feeling df dis­
comfort or uneasiness? Is it deep­
ened or boring, or do you feel as if 
jour head vas bursting? Does it feel 
as if your head was held In a vise, or 
do you feel shooting pains at intervals 
or permanently?

■Minute statements relating to time 
and causes are also essential Does 
it come in fits and starts? How long 
do these fits last? Are you bothered 
•t night, and are you especially plagued 
during certain hours of the day or 
night? Do the aches increase or de­
crease when you bow your head or lie 
down? Do food. work, light, anger or 
joy seem to exercise any influence over 
your condition?

“Does your head feel cold or warm, 
damp or dry? Do you suffer with the 
eves, and are your eyes influenced by 
your headachp* or vice versa? Does 
your headache increase when you write 
or read or otherwise, exercise your 
nerves of vision ?

“Do your nasal organs work freely, 
or do you suffer from constipation of 
the nost. frequent sneezing, etc.? Do 
you «offer from buzzing or tingling of 
the ears or earache? Is your head­
ache ever attended by sickness of the 
stomach and vomiting?

“Are you a normal eater, or have 
you no appetite? Does eating prove 
beneficial or the opposite when you 
have a headache? If you drink, does 
beer, wine, water or whisky, tea or 
coffee bring on fits of headache, in­
crease or decrease the disease?

“After going over the ground as 
above the physician should ascertain: 
How long have you been suffering from 
headaches? For weeks, months or 
years? Are any of your relatives like­
wise afflicted ?

“People suffering from continuous 
headache are often victims of megrim. 
This is particularly true of people in 
middle age. who suffer from headaches 
periodically. The majority of such 
sufferers coming under my observation 
«ported that their father or mother 
used to be likewise afflicted.

“These are the first symptoms of 
megrim; Fiery dancing before, the 
eyes, only one-half of things is seen 
by the sufferer, one-half of the fare or 
one hand goes to sleep continuously.

Second stage; One-half of your 
head aches for several hours in suc­
cession usually fotlowed by vomiting, 
which is the third stage. But not all 
megrim sufferers vomir. Tn many cases

Slight diseases of the nose often 
bring on headaches. If your physician 
can't help you. always consult a nose 
cpecialisr. Constipation of the nose, 
which is easily discernible even to 
the laymen, is liable to create violent 
and persistent headaches, and if a me­
grim victim suffers from constipation 
of the nose at the same time his head­
aches are usually the more unbearable 
and persistent. Often a surgical oper­
ation is necessary, but application of 
3alt of iodine may be tried with suc­
cess in all but extreme cases.

‘ For some time American physicians 
have insisted that a good many kinds 
of headaches are due to diseases of 
the eyes, and curable, therefore, by 
the wearing of spectacles, or similar 
measures. My own experience does 
not bear out this somewhat fantastic 
diagnosis Spectacles never cure head- 
iches, unless assisted by hypnotic sug­
gestion.

‘ The first thing that ought to be 
prescribed for a headache sufferer is 
fresh air. But we can't all go to the 
mountain«* or seashore, certainly, but 
»ven city dwellers may find far more 
healthy spots in their prison than their 
own rooms. Avoid sitting in closed 
rooms. Walk the streets, lounge in 
‘ he parks, if you can't do better. And 
if you must sit inside keep the window 
open, if only a little on the top. Head­
ache sufferers should never sleep with 
closed windows, winter or summer.

' The vegetarian« say their way of 
living forestalls headaches, hut my ex­
perience as a practicing physician, 
flatly contradicts that assertion 
Though I had many patients who tried 
vegetarianism and temporarily got rid 
of their headaches, the headaches came 
hack, and came back to stay, after the 
first, enthusiasm had worn off. spinach 
and peas notwithstanding. Still, at 
the same time. I always advise my pa­
tients to curb their appetite for m eat- 
undoubted ly too much meat is liable to 
cause headache in people otherwise 
predisposed for the disease.

“ It's important that nervous people 
suffering with headaches should eat 
every fpw hours. If their stomach is 
empty they become faint and headache 
is the result. But never lose sight 
of the iact that constipation is one of 
the prime causes of headache. Head­
achy people should make it a practice 
to have prunes and honey cake around; 
also to eat plenty of honey and rhu­
barb. and occasionally use sitz-bad 
<cool) and chew tamarind. Salts should 
be avoided except by very robust per­
sons.

“ A barrel of alcohol will cause more 
headaches than all the meat the ever- 
popular American trust controls in a 
year's time. Even the healthiest man 
will confess that he is occasionally 
punished by headache for over-indul­
gence in alcoholic drinks. I have had 
a number of ‘incurable’ headache pa­
tients, whose disease proved incurable 
because they wouldn’t, let liquor alone.
I advise any man or woman suffering 
fom headaches to sign the pledge and 
drink as much, or more, water as he 
or she formerly drank beer or wine. 
Those who do so will find themselves 
much benefited in a very short while. 
For alcohol is a murderer, and should 
be treated as such.

Aberdeen Angus and Shorthorn cattle 
roam over what was formerly waste 
land.

Tnp ranch lies in the staked plains. 
It has an altitude at its northern ex­
tremity of 4.700 feet, and at the' south­
ern end of 2,300. Its'greatest length 
is 200 miles Its average width is 
about twenty-five miles. It is situated 
in the extreme northwest corner of 
Texas and covers all or a portion of 
nine different counties. The state of 
Connecticut could not contain it, and 
it would cover the states of Rhode Is­
land and Delaware combined and then 
lap over on adjoining states. Fifteen 
hundred miles of wire fence inclose 
the 5.000 square miles within its boun­
daries and separate the different divis­
ions of the tract. The services of a 
head foreman and about 125 cowboys 
are requisite for the work upon it.

There are 3«»0 wells upon the land, 
and these. In addition to prairie lakes, 
dry in rainless seasons, running 
streams, and reservoirs built to con­
serve the surface water, afford drink­
ing water for the stock. Tho wells 
are from 100 to 400 feet in depth. They 
are unaffected by drougth and have a 
constant flow of good, pure water. 
Each well, when supplied with a wind- 
mill and reserve tank, will furnish wa­
ter for 500 to 1.000 head of stock. In 
the summer time, wben there is not 
sufficient wind sometimes to run the 
windmills, a gasoline engine is used to 
run them.

There are only two towns upon tbe 
ranch—Channing and Texline. The 
main headquarters are at Channing. 
There a daily record of the rainfall, 
temperature, and snowfall is kept. A 
telephone system connects the head­
quarters with every division, and a 
stampede or anything that occurs out 
of the ordinary routine is known at> 
headquarters as soon as it happens 
•The top Wire of the fences is a tele­
phone wire, insulated at the posts 
When a gate is made in a fence two 
upright poles are placed on either side 
ot it above the htight of a lead of hay 
or any tall object that might pass 
through it and the wire' is stretched 
over these poles and down on the oth­
er side of the fence again This sys­
tem of telephoning is used on many 
isolated ranches in the west, connect­
ing them with other ranches and the 
nearest towns. To k*>cp his telephone 
in working order a man must keep his 
fences in repair.

The soil is a black, fertile loam and 
is covered with buffalo, mesquite and 
other grasses, which cure upon their 
stems in the dry seasons and furnish 
pasturage both summer and winter. 
Cattle from the ranch have taken 
many prizes in stock expositions 
throughout th e  country. Shipments 
are made to Chicago. Now York and 
Europe. The herds have gradually 
been enlarged and improved. Upon 
the small ranches 90 to 95 per cent of 
the calves from the stock are branded 
each year, but upon the large tracts 
not so great a percentage is obtained, 
as it is more difficult to shelter and 
protect them. The only loss is a 
small per cent by an occasional‘ ‘north­
er’’ in the winter time.

The day of the large ranchman is 
passing away It is found to be more, 
profitable to do business on a smaller 
scale, in proportion to the outlay in­
volved. Since the opening of Oklaho­
ma the country Is being more thieklv 
settled; lands have risen in value, and 
many of the large ranches are being 
cut up into smaller ones. The next in 
size to the X. I. T are two ranches of 
a million acres each Though tbe Far- 
well ranch has been utilized hereto­
fore as one vast body of land, a por­
tion of it is to be divided and 6old 
The head foreman has charge of the 
entire tract, but there are many divis­
ions of thousands of acres each in 
charge of assistant foremen or cm 
ployes

The cowboys ke^p fence.- in repair, 
grease windmills, look after the cattle 
—often having to ride long distances 
after straying hunches—assist in the 
roundups and brand calves. When at 
work on outlying portions of the land 
a “ chuck“ wagon follows them from 
place to place, with a cook in charge. 
It contains a complete camping outfit, 
and the men take their meals upon the 
ground around it. They often sleep 
for weeks in the open air upon the 
ground, living constantly in the saddle!

supreme court of Utah Anne Armi­
tage Park Hilton has been pronounced 
the widow of the late Dr. John R. Park.
The thousands of dollars which the 
distinguished Mormon educator left to 
the University of Utah must be given 
to her.. .

But the money is not worrying the 
Mormons half as much as the far- 
reaching effects of the supreme court 
decision. The legal finding has tied a 
knot in the tenets of Mormonism which 
can not be untangted. Hundreds of 
women who were married according to 
the ■'celestial” form find that they now 
have more than one husband—a con­
dition which they have always looked 
upon as being an unpardonable sin

There is no way of getting around 
the embarrassing state of affairs. The 
supreme court's ruling is final, and 
what’s more, it is a reversal of the 
finding of the lower court.

This strange condition has been 
brought about by a peculiar phase of 
the Mormon institution of marriage.
The followers of Joseph Smith go 
through ceremonies good for this world 
and for the next, making a distinction 
between the “ earthly marriage" and 
the “ celestial marriage." Some wom­
en are “ sealed” or married to one hus­
band for this earth and another hus­
band for heaven. Heretofore the “ ce­
lestial marriage” has not been recog­
nized as applying to this earth. Now 
comes the. court with a decision which 
says that a 'spouse selected on earth 
as a companion for heaven only Is a 
spouse indeed in this -worlS. and the 
Mormon women who have made other 
selections for their earthly existence 
find themselves in a highly embarrass­
ing position.

next world, was authorized by this re 
vealed law. and hence any and all 
such unauthorized marriages would be 
a violation of tbe revelation and 
would subject the contracting parties 
to tbe penalty provided for its disobe­
dience for the express revealed cov­
enant is that sealing or marrying 
ohall he for time and eternity.”

The opinion quotes from Brigham 
Young Orson Pratt. John Taylor, and 
other prominent, church authorities, 
and then goes on to say:

“ in the light of these authorities, 
can there be any doubt that. In Mor­
mon church parlance ‘sealed’ means 
the same thing as the word ‘married.’ 
or tojt a ‘sealing ceremony’ is with 
the Latter Day Saints a ‘marriage cer­
emony?’ Is it not apparent that by 
them these terms are used inter- 
chargeably and synonymously. With 
♦ hem. whether the solemnization of 
the covenant of marriage be called a 
sealing or a marriage ceremony, it 
means the same. In either case it es­
tablishes the marriage 6tatus and

lock on this earth, but in marriage for 
heaven alone.

But Anne did not take her flight to 
the celestial sphere. The ceremony 
proved to be the turning point in her 
illness. Buoyed bv the thought tha* 
she was indepd the wife of Dr. Park, 
the man she revered, «be began to im­
prove. and soon recovered completely.

This was an embarrassing surprise 
fo Dr. Park. He desired the girl's re­
covery. hut did not wish a wife. Nev­
ertheless. the girl he had befriended 
on an ocean voyage an.1 humored on 
her supposed deathbed was in pos­
session of a documentt which read a« 
follows:

“John Rockey Park, born Seneca. 
Tiffin. Ohio, 7 May. 1S33.

"Anne Flora Armitage. born Nott- 
inghill. London. 10 Feb. 1853.

"The above parties were sealed by 
President D. H. Wells in the presence 
of Emelins Free Young, at h»r resi­
dence in Salt Lake City. IT. T.. Dec 
5. 1872, the lady being on her supposed 
death bed.

This was spread upon the church rec­
ords in the historian's office.

One-Sided Love Affair
The ‘ 'professor's love story" con­

tinued to he a one-sided affair He 
kept on visiting his bride until she 
had recovered, and then informed her 
that there was "an obstacle” to their 
assuming the earthly relations of hus­
band and wife. A divorce was finally 
agreed upon Bearing date of March 
3. 1873. the following document ap­
pears on the records-

“Know* all persons by these pres 
ents; Tha* we. the undersigned John

creates the relations between husband 
and wife.

As a result of our Investigations, 
the eonclusfon that the sealing cere­
mony performed m this case establish­
ed ihe marriage status and created the 
relations of husband and wife is irre­
sistible." The decision is signed by all 
tbe justices on the Utah supreme 
bench.

Mrs. Hilton has not announced 
whether she will be re-married to her 
present husband.

“You' know I was only nineteen 
years old at the time of the marriage 
and divorce,” she said, in commenting 
on the decision, “and I took Dr. Park’s 
word for everything because he was 
so much older than I. 'When wc were 
separated by the church divorce he 
told me, and Mrs. Wells and others 
told me. that it was all I required— 
that I could go ahead and get married 
again. 1 believed them, and did get 
married, and I had no idea, that the 
divorce was not legal until my attor­
ney informed me of the facts. In this 
suit I was only after my rights ”

What the “Sealing" Means
This court decision has led tn a 

discussion which has resulted In more 
light on the Mormon practice of seal­
ing or marriage. The Mormons rec­
ognize three kinds of mariage cere­
monies. The first is the sealing for 
time, which corresponds to the ordin­
ary marriage ceremony. Then there 
is the sealing for time and eternity— 
the adopted Momon marriage. The 
third is the sealing for eternity only, 
as was the case with Dr. Park and 
Miss Armitage.

When a man is sealed to a widr̂ w 
for time only he forfeits all hope of

land, so soon to be left behind, and 
tears camé to her eyes as she thought 
of leaving beloved England for a new 
and to her unknown country. Mr. 
GIbbe, catching sight of the sorrow­
ful figure and of the streaming eyes, 
spoke to a man who was to take pas­
sage on the steamer and asked Jiim to 
make the girl's voyage as pleasant as 
possible. The man thus addressed was 
Dr. John R. Park, who became cole- 
brated as a Mormon educator.

Dr. Park was a learned man. de­
voted to his books and to the cause of 
education. He was a devout Mormon, 
but his great aim in life was to uplift 
by education the converts already in 
Utah rather than to spread the faith, 
and he was one of the founders of the 
Utah educational system At that 
time he was 40 years of age. and was 
returning from a tour of Europe. Pos­
sessed of a kindly heart, Dr. Park took 
pity on the lonely girl, and often 
talked with her during the voyage 
across the Atlantic. But the thought 
of marriage never appeared to have en­
tered his hea<f

Arrived in Utah. Anne Armitage be 
came a .servant first in the home of 
Daniel H. Wells, counsel to Brigham 
Young, and father of Heber M. Wells, 
present governor of Utah, and later In 
the home of Emeline F Young, a wife 
of Brigham Young Dr Park occa­
sionally called to see the girl, but 
there is no evidence that he entertained 
even then any feeling toward her more 
tender than that of a kindly interest. 
With the girl, however, It was differ­
ent. A deep, respectful, admiring love 
sprang up in her heart.

Desired to Be “Sealed”
Six months later the affair came to 

an issue. Miss Armitage wa3 taken 
seriously 111. Hope of her recovery 
was abandoned. Realizing that she 
was facing death, Counselor Wells 
asked her if she desired to he “ sealed” 
tp anybody for eternity.

It » 3» not the fear of death that 
haunted Anne Arming* at this lime 
Death meant merely the exchange of 
an exlatence »hat had been dreary for 
a life which off®red joy to »he faithful 
But dfro»r Mormon that the w*«. «ft#

The belief is that the 
children of the second marriage as 
well as of the first will go with the 
mother in the next world, and will fie 
called children of the first husband. 
This would leave the second husband 
both wifeless and childless In tbe oth­
er existence, greatly diminishing his 
chances for the extreme of bliss, ac­
cording to the Mormon faith.

An example of this belief was shown 
not long ago. A young Mormon not 
extremely strong in the faith married 
the widow of another prominent young 
Mormon. A brother of the first hus­
band congratulated the bridegroom 
and then remarked;

“ I am glad to tee you taking rare of 
my brother's wife in this world. I am 
sure he will take care of and cherish 
your children in the next.*

Thus it has come about that confus­
ion reigns among the Mormons. The 
usages of the church and the construc­
tion of the law arc in direct conflict, 
for the Mormon leaders have derided 
to take no official cognizance of the 
decision They still hold that sealing 
for eternity only has no application 
to this earth Whether they will con­
tinue to perform this ceremony be­
tween perrons sti’l living Is something 
for the future to develon

hereby mutually covenant, promise 
and agree to dissolve all the relations 
that have hitherto existed between us 
as husband and wife, and to keep our 
selves separate and apart from each 
other from this time forth."

This constituted a "church divorce." 
as it is known in Utah. No action was 
taken in any civil court, but the di­
vorce was recognized by th«* Mormon 
church, which constituted a law unto 
itself in those days.

In October, 1875, Mrs. Park was 
“ sealed” to William Hilton, now a 
patrolman on the Salt Lake City police 
force. Several children resulted from 
the union, and. until his de,ath. Dr. 
Park entered into his former spouse's 
life only as a friend.

December 5. 1900. the aged educator 
died. His estate was found to be 
worth $40,000. and hp had left prac­
tically all to the University of Utah, 
of which he was one of the founders.

Then came Anne Armitage Park 
Hilton to the front. She had received 
no bequest in the will, and she claimed 
a third of the estate as her right as 
the lawful widow of Dr. Park. Her 
lawyers set up the claim that th*- cere 
mony of "sealing" for eternity consti­
tuted a legal marriage, while the 
church divorce wa» not a legal di­
vorce

These point? had never been ruled 
upon Judicially, and the case attracted 
wide attention among the Mormons. In 
the lower court Judge Hall ruled 
against Mr». Hilton. The supreme 
court, however, has decided in her fa­
vor. declaring that "sealing” consti­
tutes legal marriag*. and that a 
church divorce is illegal. None of the 
Judges who passed on the ca?" are 
Mormons.

For Time and Eternity
Defining the legal status of “ seal­

ing.” or "celestial marriage." the Su­
preme court says;

Out of the Southwest and into promi­
nence, In an amazingly short time, a

Texas man has brought one of the 
most unpromising of the granger roads, 
and with the. road, himself. This rail­
road, the St. Loui* & San Francisco, 
originally was a “ joke.” and railroad 
men were in a habit of laughingly 
speaking of it as "a line that began 
nowhere and ended nowhere.” and it 
was a line that reached out from one 
city, touching a prairie here and ramb­
ling through mountain passes there, 
without important connections, living 
only because the country through 
which it ran wouldn't let it die. It 
was cast off and made an orphan by 
what is now one of the greatest rail­
road systems in America—the Santa Fe 
had no use for it.

Benjamin Yoakum's first railroad ex­
perience was in construction work on 
the International & Great Northern, 
which was being built under the man­
agement of H. M. Hoxie and Captain 
H. S. Hayes, men who were then the 
leading spirits of railroad construction 
in Texas. Mr. Yoakum later went Into 
the passenger department of the same 
road, his first assignment being as di­
rector In charge of a large display of 
Texas products at the St. Louis expo­
sition.

His First Inspiration
He says that out of his work in con­

structing the road and displaying the 
products of Texas before many thous­
and* of people came his first inspira­
tion and was born his one great ambi­
tion—to develop the Southwest. Upon 
being congratulated by a friend In St. 
Louis last week upon his splendid vic­
tory over several of the great railroad 
generals of the country 1n acquiring 
eontol of the Chicago and Easten Ill­
inois unsuspected by them while they 
bargained for it, he said:

“ Mv one great purpose in life Is to 
develop the resources of my country. 
T can think of nothing else; I can 
plan to do nothing else; I can enjoy 
doing nothing else. You can under­
stand, can't you?”

His friend sympathetically answered 
that he could.

After the exhibit at the St. I kjuIs 
exposition Mr. Yoakum was stationed 
in Atlanta, Ga.. where he looked after 
the passenger business of the Interna­
tional. His interest in that section of 
the South was awakened while holding 
that position. Latter he returned to 
Texas as division freight agent at San 
Antonio.

Soon after the construction of the 
San Antonio and Aransas Pass railroad 
he was put in charge of the traffic of 
that road and rapidly rose to the po­
sition of assistant general manager. 
He displayed such judgment and abil­
ity of management that he was pro­
moted to general manager in charge of 
all the affairs of Itie road. But the 
road, previous to his connection with 
it. had become involved to such an ex­
tent that, a short time after hi3 pro­
motion to it* management, it went 
Into the hands of the courts. Mr. 
Yoakum was appointed receiver. And 
it was while in this position that he 
is said to have shown an aptitude for 
finance, a matter which he now knows 
so well.

Fitted for Higher Things v
So well, in fact, did he learn his first 

lesson in connection with that receiver­
ship. that his record has since become 
a matter of pride with him and has 
won the confidence of many of the 
best financiers of the country.

It is just such a man that came into 
the life of the Frisco and brought it 
out of disrepute into one of th^ biggest 
and most substantial systems In the 
Southwest. In fact, In mileage and 
earning capacity its record now com­
pares most favorably with the oldest 
established systems. As general man­
ager and as receiver of a small road 
he learned his first practical lessons 
in the business that has made him one 
of the richest men in St. Louis.

In April, 1893, Mr. Y"oakum was

made general manager of the
Gulf. Colorado and Santa Fe railway 
company. At the first meeting of the 
directors after his election he was 
made third vice-president, which posi­
tion he retained until elected vice- 
president and general manager of the 
St. Louis and San Francisco railroad 
company, July 15, 18%.

His consolidation of the Frisco line 
and the Memphis route into the Frisco 
system and hi* election to its presi­
dency. are now matters of history, 
the facts of which are still fresh In 
of every person interested in the de­
velopment of the great SouthwesL

Mr. A'oakum, it is stated, originated 
the phrase, “ the Great Southwest.” and 
he modestly admits that he "Believes 
he was the first person to use it,” not

replies broadly, "Limestone county.” 
From that you infer that he was 
born on a farm. Asked for more di­
rect information by the Republic, he 
stated: “ My father settled in West
Texas and then removed to Eastern 
Texas to take the presidency of the 
Cumberland Presbyterian college at 
Larissa. At the beginning of the civil 
war this college was broken up. but 
was later re-opened at Tehuacana as 
Trinity university. After the war my 
father practiced bis profession as a 
physician, at the same time engaging 
in farming and horticultural pursuits.”

It was on that farm that the railroad 
president ând financial giant of the 
Southwest began life.

By those who have known him for 
many years’ it is said that he was al­

pressed in favor of expansion, of ex­
tensions of one big system, running 
new lines into undeveloped country. 
As to his opinion about mergers, he 
is silent. He says:

“That is a subject for a book. No. 
I do not Intend to write one. I think 
that every extension is an explanatlou 
of why it is made. I believe only In 
such extensions as open up new coun­
try and develop its resource*. It is not 
my ambition to parallel the other fel­
low’s line. I want new country. There 
is plenty of it. and it is going to take 
millions of capital to develop the 
Southwest ar.d many years, even to 
that point which has been reached fn 
the Northwest. I believe that Hill is 
one of the greatest forces ever felt in 
American development.

It is said on the street that his force 
Is that of a big gambler. He will take 
a chance on anything that promises a 
lair hazard and big profits. No small 
game for Gates! His methods in 
some respects more nearly resemble 
those of James R. Keene than those of 
any other man easily recalled. Were 
it not for Isaac L. Ellwood, it is said. 
Gates would plunge into the vortex 
and get swamped; but Ellwood acts as 
the balance-wheel and safety-valve 
and, incidentally, to Ellwood belongs 
Gates’ first start.

Gates was a hardware drummer out 
In the west, and a good one, too, they 
say. He could sell more ten-penny 
nails, cross-cut saws and jack-knives 
than any other drummer in his cir­
cuit; and, incidentally, he had a facul­
ty of winning more money at draw 
poker than any other drummer who 
traveled his way.

Then he met Isaac L. Ellwood, the 
inventor of barbed wire for fences. 
They looked each other over, took a 
fair measure, shook hands and Ell­
wood gave Gates a job.

There are two stories about the car­
eer of John W. Gates. The first was 
that Gates believed that there were in­
finite possibilities in John W. Gates if 
only he had a backer; and Ellwood be­
lieved that there were infinite possi­
bilities in his patented barbed wire if 
he only had the right kind of a man 
to push it. So the two joined forces 
and formed a company for manufac­
turing the wire.

In a recent sketch of Gates told by 
himself he alters the above history 
slightly and tells the story like this:

First, I started traveling for Isaac 
L. Ellwood. I erected the first corral 
in the state of Texts, hiring men to 
help me put it up to show the rangers 
what use could be made of barbed 
wire. I had not traveled very long 
when I came 10 the conclusion that 
there was more money in the manu­
facture of barbed wire than there was 
in selling It at a salary of $100 per 
month. I bad a friend in at. Louis—I 
was living in Cnicago at the time—of 
the name of Alfred Clifford. Clifford 
and I started in to manufacture barb­
ed wire in a very small way. I think 
we had three barbed wire machines. 
Our total investment was less than 
$8,000 to start with. The business 
proved very profitable, and we shortly 
increased it, not in the same factory, 
but in an independent factory. We 
started an unincorporated concern un­
der the name of J. W. Gates & Co., in­
to which eight of us put each $2.500, 
making a total of $20,000. All these

&

$90.000,000, and the American Steel 
and Wire company of Illinois with a 
capital of $$24,000,000 with Gates 
chairman of both. According to a re­
cently reported interview. Gates takes 
the credit of the formation of the Unit­
ed States Steel corporation. I

The other side of the story Is Inter- '  
esting also, but shows that at a cer­
tain stage of the negotiations Gates 
concluded to get In out of the wet He 
made money on the deal, but nearly 
not so much as he had expected.

His next important deal was at the V 
time of the Northern Pacific in the 
spring of 1901. Nobody knows Just 
how Gates came ont on that, but the 
uight after the modus vivendi had 
been arranged Gates was asked how 
he stood, and he replied:

"Well, I’m not broke, but I’m pretty 
damned badly bent.”

A trip to Europe followed and the 
American correspondents kept the 
wires busy sending reports of Gates’ 
heavy winnings at baccarat in France, 
and on the races in England.

Returning he butted into Loaisi 
and Nashville. It is said that Ga 
bought 300,000 shares—just half the 
issue—before August Belmont told 
him that an issue of $5,000,000 of 
treasury stock had been authorized.
It is quoted that Belmont called Gates 
to his office and delivered something 
of an oration:

“The devil you say!” was all that 
came from John W.

Gates was born at what was then 
knotfn as Turner Junction, thirty 
miles west of Chicago, but now known 
as West Chicago. He was educated 
at Wheaton College and the Northwes­
tern Business College at Naperville, 
Arthur (Texas) Rice Milling company, 
the First National Bank of Port Ar­
thur and the Port Arthur Electric 
Light company, and is a director in 
the following companies: West Vir­
ginia Central and Western Maryland 
railroad, Kansas City Southern rail­
way, Colorado FNiel and Iron company 
and the Texas company.

He is very fond of outdoor sports, 
and is an enthusiastic golfer. He al­
so has a fad for automobiles and is an 
ardent sportsman with rod and- gun.
At present it is hard to say where Mr. 
Gates lives, his life being one of al­
most constant travel. He selects a re­
sort for his summer vacation, hires a 
house and with Mrs. Gates takes pos­
session. Sometimes he goes abroad, 
but wherever he goes his devotion and 
attention to Mrs. Gates are most 
marked. He is an ideal family man, 
and his wife and son are always bis

In fact, there has 
been a widespread belief that one of 
the conditions atached to the sale of 
the Carnegie mills was that Mr. 
Schwab should become the head of the 
combination to be formed.

In dates and facts Mr. Schwab’s 
career may be very briefly summarized. 
Born at Williamsburg Pa.. Feb. 18, 
1862. of poor parents, he attended a 
small elementary school until he was 
16 years of age, and then began clerk­
ing in a grocery store at $2.50 a week. 
At 18 he obtained work in the Edgar 
Thompson steel works at Braddock, 
Pa., at $1 a day.

Schwab was the chief engineer of the 
works. He had built the Homestead 
steel plant. He turned out of the 
Carnegie mills its first armor steel 
plate, in 1889 he was made general 
superintendent of the Thompson mill«, 
and in 1892 he directed both the 
Thompson and the Homestead mills. 
In 1896 he was elected a member of 
the board of engineers, and in 1897 
president of the Carnegie steel mills. 
He drew a salary of $50,000, with an 
Interest In the amount of business 
done ’by the company. Then followed 
the election of the steel trust presi­
dency in 1901, with the enormous 
salary.

Since his election to the head of the 
steel trust, Mr. Schwab has been a 
spectacular figure in both the social 
and financial world. He has been very 
liberal with his money, and has »pent 
as well as given away large sums of It.

A Liberal Giver •
One Incident of his liberality occur­

red last winter. A newspaper was 
raising a fund for certain relief pur­
poses. Reporters from the paper wei*> 
sent to solicit subsciptions. One re­
porter was assigned to see Mr. Schwab. 
He very reluctantly explained his mis­
sion to the steel trust president, 
whereupon Mr. Schwab promptly drew 
a roll of bills from his pocket and 
handed the reporter $2,500.

Mr. Schwab took a trip to Europe 
last winter, during which time he was 
almost continually in the public eye. 
First, he went to Monte Carlo. Extrav­
agant reports came back by cable of 
his winnings and losses at the gam­
bling table. There was widespread 
comment upon these reports and It 
was currently reported in Wall street 
—though subsequently denied—that J. 
P. Morgan & Co. cabled to Mr. Schwab 
inquiring into the troth of the reports, 
and advising no more gambling. The 
stories of the Monte Carlo winnings

Some Striking Instances
When next heard of Mr. Schwab 

was in Vienna. He was accorded a
most gracious reception by the em­
peror of Austria, and It was reported 
that the emperor wanted to see Mr. 
Schwab again, but found it impossible 
to arrange It. Then the steel trust 
president went to London, and King 
Edward and he had a half hour’s talk, 
the details of which were more or leea 
fully reported.

A voice student asks: ‘My high

tones are called v e r y  good, my 
middle and low tones don’t amount to 
much. How can I help them?”

From the tone of the question the 
voice is undoubtedly a tenor, although 
he chinks it is a baritone. Aside from 
the location of the change of register 
from the lower to the higher chest 
voice (which occurs around b or c in 
the middle of the voice) the most posi­
tive evidence that a voice is tenor is 
in the absenefe of good low notes. If 
he can sing but a little on f the voice 
is pretty sure to be a tenor and with
proer cultivation will go up to high a 
or b-flat. If a voice with almost no
low notes is not a tenor, it is worth 
nothing for professional use. One 
should cultivate such a voice because 
it leads into music and its pleasures 
and there are many fine songs to 
which it can adapt itself. But when 
a singer tries for professional engage­
ments he comes into competition with 
voices not so much handicapped and 
the monstrous tones of even an uncul­
tivated singer will please the general 
public so well that the lesser voice
will have little demand.

The low tones should be developed
by practicing such syllables as “oh,”

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THE THIRTY-THIRD DEGREE.
■ The Eastern press is taking no little exception to the 

"sweating’’ process adopted by Chicago's police department 
in an attempt to secure a confession in a great murder mys­
tery, and deplore the fact they never before heard of the 
famous thirty-third degree aid Its tortures. Such an ad­
mission to come from a town like Philadelphia where the 
Holmes murder case had its culmination seems almost in­
credible.

The thirty-third degree is an institution long in use 
around police stations, although sometimes hideously bar­
baric. It was found necessary years ago in ferreting out 
New York crime, and consists of the most rigid police ex­
amination. Prisoners only suspected of crime have been 
beaten and, sometimes, maimed by detectives in an endeav 
or to locate guilt. It has always been a question with 
police boards whether the ends justified the means, and 
In nearly eyery instance the conclusion has been that any 
one capable* of being suspicioned of great crime should be 
made to stand the most rigid test. The theory has been 
with metropolitan detectives that measures In the extreme 
were necessary in obtaining information relieving the pub 
lie and bringing crime to Justice. And so it was the mod 
ern sleuths abandoned the eighteenth degree and adopted 
*J»e thirty-third.

But the thirty-third degree is no more. The assassins 
tlon of President McKinley and the arrest of the assassin 
furnished opportunity for advancement, and he was given 
what the Buffalo department designated the forty-third do 
gree. This treatment in attempting to wring from the 
Incarcerated man the names of his then supposed confed 
erates, consisted of a searchlight being turned onto hi 
face whenever he attempted to sleep: and, the placing of 
a frugal and inviting meal just beyond his reach three 
times a day, and upon his refusing to speak for it to be 
removed and water and bread offered instead. This con 
tinued, it is told, for forty-three hours, which gave the 
treatment its name, at which time the treaters relaxed and 
became human once more.

The thirty-third degree mark is not confined alone to 
the North. It was practiced on a negro in Houston several 
years ago, the culprit believed to have been the thief of a 
set of harness was placed in a room and made to keep out 
of the way of a vicious bull dog. The method might have 
been considered proper several centuries ago, but in the 
present age there appears to be small necessity for resort 
Ing to barbarous tactics even in running down crime any­
where but America. France and England with two of the 
hast organized departments on the other continent rely 
upon thair finesse and powers of research, a combination of 
which arc usually successful. And why not in America?

THE VAGRANT QUESTION.
At this season of the year no excuse can bo given for 

Idleness that should be swallowed by the officers or the 
courts. There has ever been a scarcity of labor in cotton­
picking time, compelling cotton producers to pay almost 
any price for pickers. In addition to this, just now iu Fort 
Worth no laborer, white or black, who applies to the pack­
ing house contractors in sincerity for work, and are worth 
a continental as laborers, are denied It. Still, up to within 
the past ten days the town was crowded with idlers and 
vagrants of both colors. There are some yet, but Chief 
Rea and his force are prosecuting a crusade against them 
that is materially thinning their ranks. As an evidence of 
this only last Sunday there were eighty-eight prisoners In 
the city calaboose, a majority of whom were In on vag­
rancy charges, or for being drunk or fighting, or for theft 
—all because they were vagrants, and the week’s registra 
tlon has kept the list well up to this standard. Burglars 
and petty thieves have been given a hard chase the past 
■week. As a result of this crusade many negroes and some 
whites have been started well on the road to the peniten­
tiary. Many dollars’ worth of stolen property, too, have 
been recovered, and this stuff, found as it was. is unim 
peachable evidence against many of the prisoners. Sc 
strong, in fact, is much of the evidence that confessions 
have been obtained.

Chief Rea is so thoroughly determined to put an end 
to these depredations that the vagrant classes are twinning 
out-to such an extent that the arrests now average but 
about a half dozen daily, and these are sure cases in al­
most every instance. The Instructions to the police force 
are imperative, and these idlers, loafers and vagrant3 
must get out of the city; either that or else do service for 
the city or county. The recovered plunder for the past 
week alone will run close to $1,000, and this for burglary 
and shoplifting.

Kerosene will cut the accumulated grease 
from the drain pipe of a sink, and will keep 
thi link Itaelf perfectly sweet and clean. 
Kerosene cuts all grease and fats generally; 
axle grease disappears before It and tar 
aafteaa and fades away. It is so volatile 
that. If put in dry heat, as near an open 
ngiattr or oven door, it will quickly evapo- 
rata aad leave ao stain on the fabric upon 

.«kick it has been used.
Aa a bleacher, kerosene stands high. Tut 

half a teacupful into u washtub of water 
aad then proceed with the washing efter the 
aaaal method. The clothes will be whiter, 
tweeter and hyglenlcaliy much cleaner than 
they eaa be get without the use of the oil. 
ftr kerosene is a disinfectant. It kills ail 
lavertebrate life, ao that many kinds of 
germs are utterly destroyed by its use.

Kerosene will clean dirty window* or 
■lrrors, giving them a high luster. It will 
■she dull brasses shine, if not as well as 

of the acid and brickdust pastes used, 
to well that a little rub frequently 

keep them in good condition, and 
eao'a hands do not suffer by the process 
••they do If the acids are used. After pol­
ishing brass It should be rubbed over with 
sweat ell and wiped dry.

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SOME NOVELS
■ASIS Of A STORY O PTEN  FROM 
"  OVERHEARD REMARKS

How Conan Doyle Secured Inspiration 
for His Latest. “The Hound of 

the Baskervilles.”

So pnrfolic have home interviews 
trith celebrated authors become within 
recent years that the public at large 
Js thoroughly familiar‘with the man- 
aer in which even thejmoet conserva­
tive writers spend their days.

Ouida, in a luxurious arm chair, and 
Richard Harding Davis, in the latest 
of morning coats, adorn the leading 
magazines. And, as for Mr. Howells, 
his postures at writing desk, at the 
breakfast, at the mantel, and even the 
ornaments on the mantel, are no Iong- 
ar matters for conjecture.

But the more interesting specula­
tions as to where these same writers 
obtain material lor thft stories which 
have made their pictures worth while 
remain ungratlfced.

“Of one thing «you may be quite 
sure.” a popular novelist said recent­
ly!. “that few. if any, fiction writers of 
any repute buy their plots. As Mr. 
Anthony Hope said. “ I'm positive­
ly inundated with plot-mongers, pro­
fessional and amateur, but I never 
even look at them. You can no more 
take another man’s plot than you can 
wear his cloth« * / ”

Another thing is equally certain, 
thai practically no two novelists work 
on identical lines,. The most curious 
method is that adopted by “ Rita,” who 
has written nearly half a hundred de­
lightful novels. “ Rita” is one of the 
very feVP1 literary waiters who can 
make their literary bricks without 
straw. All that she requires for her 
purpose Is an attractive and suggest­
ive title: and. equipped simply with 
this, and without any attempt to 
evolve even the skeleton of her story, 
she sits down to her desk and begins 
to write—leaving the plot to develop 
Itself.

“ It's Just like weaving a spider’s 
web.” she says. “ I begin with my 
title as the spider begins with his 
thread, and I work away until the 
threap snjkps and the story is com­
plete. *1 am quitq in the hands of my 
characters —they db just as they 
please, and my part is simply to chron­
icle their doings. When I begin a 
chapter I haven't the slightest idea 
how it will develop; and as for fore­
casting the end of my story, I could 
no more do it than any of my readers. 
Occasionally I get an idea from some 
event in actual Hie, as when I intro­
duced the Cross poisoning case into 
T he Sinner.’ and the details of au 
Irish murder ease into ‘The Sin of Jas­
per Scandisti.,’ ”

Occasionally a friend suggests a 
useful idea for a story to a novelist. 
“ Shameless Wayne.”  Mr. Halliwell 
Sutcliffe's wierd and haunting novel, 
was suggested Òy a Yorkshire legend 
told to the author by a medical friend 
at Bradford. Doctor Conan Doyle’s 
latest story, “Thè Hound of the Bask­
ervilles,” owes its birth to a stroll and 
a chat with a literary friend, and Mr. 
Max Pemberton tells how the plot of 
“ Sea Wolves” sprang directly from a 
story told him by one of Rothschild's 
clerks, of how he and another man 
conveyed £3.000.000 in gold from Lon­
don to St. Petersburg.

Origin of Some Novels 
Many of the best novels have had 

their origin in a similar way. In fact, 
on# of the most successful of a cer­
tain author's books was the direct out­
come of a single sentence heard one 
day in the smoking-room of the Na­
tional Liberal Club in London.

Any trivial accident may suggest a 
plot. One of fne late James Payn’s 
best stogies was Inspired by a name 
seen on a signboard from a passing 
omnibus; one of Sir Walter Besant’s 
by an advertisement In a newspaper, 
and Anthony Hope's first novel by an 
Idea that was suggested to him whilé 
listening to a case in the law courts. 
Xor want of anything better to jio.

Rider Haggard traces his rareer..as 
a novelist to a casual attendance at a 
church in Norwood. He was so struck 
by the parity and beauty of the face of 
A girl who was sitting near him that, 
instead' of listening to the sermon, he 
began to weave a story around It.

This story a few months later saw the 
light as “ Dawn." "King Solomon's 
Mines” was suggested by reading an 
article on boy's books; and when Mr. 
Haggard sat down to write "She”—a 
feat which he performed in six we?ks 
r-he had absolutely no material to 
work with beyond the simple idea of 
an immoral woman.

Anthony Hope admits that he never 
introduces actual characters into his 
books. "I may take a trait or little 
trick of manner now and then, but 
real people never give you wfcat you 
want, and personally, I should find it 
impossible to portray them in my stor­
ies.”

For the rest of his Jife the long scare 
on the face and arms of W. E. Tribble, 
a resident of Rifle, Col., will remind 
him. as well as his friends, of the most 
desperatp hand-to-hand encounter with 
two bears that evpr occurred in Colo­
rado. That 1̂r. Tribble escaped with 
his life is a source of amazement tw 
the people of the little town in which 
he resides. His success was due in part 
to the visiLof President Roosevelt to 
that part of the country two years ago. 
"Teddy,” as ihoy still call him. showed 
the ranehme just how to give the 
coup d* grace to a bear with the knife, 
and Mr. Tribble bears a greatful ac­
knowledgment that “Teddy knows.”

Bears are common in the vicinity of 
Rifle, .but they are so timid in their 
relations with men that the moun­
taineers are inclined to smile when 
they read wierd fiction tales telling of 
deeperate encounters with the brutes. 
They are so rarely seen that when 
Mr. Tribble wept into the mountains 
last. week, with a companion. bound on 
a hunting and fishing trip, he had no 
thought of meeting one of the animals.

So surprised was he when he sud­
denly encountered a big bear, that he 
forgot, for a moment, that he had his 
rifle with him. The hear forgot noth­
ing. however, and before Mr. Tribble 
recovered himself, the bear was on him. 
A fierce encounter followed in which 
Mr. Tribble was severely wounded. He 
finally succeeded in driving his hunt­
ing knife .home in a vital spot.

Weak from loss of blood and scarcely 
able to move Mr. Tribble wa« startled 
by a noise In the Underbrush. He 
looked tip just in time to see the mate 
to the hear he had killed approaching 
him. This time he acted m ore quickly, 
and picking np his rifle, he quickly 
killed the second hear.

Weak and exhausted he caught his 
horse and in some manner—he doesn’t 
know just how—found his way hack to 
the camp. Thhre he fainted as the re­
sult of his injuries. When he recovered 
his senses his companion, who had 
been attracted by the shots and the 
noise of the fight, was binding up his 
wounds. Mr. Tribble reached Rifle last 
Saturday, swathed in bandages, rough­
ly put on, and immediately received 
medical attention. He is well known 
in Rocky Ford. Grand Junction and on 
the western slope, and Is very popular. 
While he Is recuperating he in devot­
ing his energies to the gentle game 
of ping-pong, which has invaded Rifle, 
and although he is handicapped by his 
injuries he is becoming an adept.

As Teddy Would Have Done
Mr. Trihhle fells the story very mod­

estly and Is not inclined to give the 
battle as much Importance as it de­
serves. His injuries, however, give 
testimo' y to the fearful struggle In 
which he narrowly escaped death. He 
tells the story of his encounter as fol­
lows:

“ We were camped up the south fork 
of tho' White river close to that, won­
derful cave—George Garrison and I— 
and I struck ofT up in the gulch hunt­
ing pack horses, riding through the 
brush. I heard a rustling and thought 
I'd run onto a bunch of deer, so I slip­
ped around the thicket and came onto 
a raspberry patch and the bear. Scared! 
Well. I guess I was scared, but I 
needn't have been because I had a 
good knife and Winchester and that 
bear gave me plenty of time to kill ¿im 
before he got mad. if I'd only have 
been cooler-headed. I just began to 
shoot wild. I guess. I don't remember 
exactly. I was surprised and in a hurry.
I always thought I'd be in a hurry 
when I met a.bear and he looked huge 
and business-like. I creased him and 
then he came for me, landed on my left 
arm and then scratched my face. I 
wasn't long in getting my knife out 
then, and somehow I’d gotten over be­
ing scared and I stabbed him good and 
straight, right where Teddy showed 
us the place, and Teddy was right, be­
cause the thing rolled over, and I 
knew he was mine. I was hurt and 
my head was bleeding badly, when the 
mate hove in sigh’t, thinking she was* 
needed. I guess, though I don’t know

who ever w-anted her. But I had learned 
to play bear games now to win, so I 
shot her straight between the eyes, 
because I knew what would happen if 
I didn't, and that’s all. only I kfow this 
—I can outrun any bear in the moun­
tains hereafter, provided I see him 
first.

“ I don’t know how I got hack to 
camp. I was weak and dizzy and T 
had quite a hunt for my horse. He'd 
been frightened, hut couldn't get far 
through the brush and fallen timber. 
We were only about two miles from 
camp. I got him on the trail some­
how. and then about the next thing 
I knew Garrison was winding up my 
arm w’ith strips of a flour sack. A 
great doctor he'd make—Teddy had 
better take him along next trip.; I 
thought my arm was broken, but just, 
the flesh was badly torn and there 
was a bad gash on the left temple.

“ I came home as soon as I was able 
and left Garrison to bring the game. 
He'M stop a few days at his friend 
Ed Ellison’s, who has a ranch up the 
south fork, and be home the last of the 
month.”

EVENING  PAPER'S PROGRESS

Of Hornellsville, N. Y., Hands 
Down An Important 

Decision.

Afternoon Newspaper Is the One Care- 
fully Read

Chicago Evening Post: There Í3
much in the special census report on 
the newspaper industry—beg pardon, 
profession—which will interest the in­
telligent reader. It is shown, for ex­
ample. that of late the daily newspaper 
has been more of a public institution 
than ever before, because it sacrificed 
an increased share of its revenue for 
the public benefit, obtaining no com­
pensating return from either purchas­
er or advertiser. This is a delicate, 
but not consciously ironical way of 
saying that over circulation has made 
unwilling philanthropists of many pub­
lishers. There is a limit to newspaper 
expansion as there is a limit to em­
pire. Newspapers are published for 
profit, but thP search for circulation 
may be too successful—it may result 
in the disappearance of “ the favorable 
balance of trade.” the cost of paper 
alone exceeding the returns from ad­
vertising.

Butthe most striking, significant and 
—to us. at least—gratifying feature 
of the pre«s development of the last 
decade is the growth of the evening 
paper in popular favor. The figures 
are remarkable, not to say amazing. 
It appears that, whereas in 1890 there 
were two evening papers printed to 
every morning paper in the United 
States, In 1900. the ratio has risen to 
three to one. In other words, at the 
present time ffor there have been no 
changes since the summer of 1900, 
when the Information was obtained by 
the census bureau) the evening paper 
comprises 75 per cent of the whole 
number of daily journals. This seems 
incredible, hnt thus saith the census 
report, and its figures in this case cer­
tainly do not lie.

The splendid growth of the evening 
paper is, however, in complete accord 
with the fitness and reason of things. 
In the words of our Washington con­
temporary, the Star:

"The afternoon newspaper is the pa­
per for the people who want to read 
the news, both early and leisurely. It 
prints first the greater portion of thb 
fresh items. It roaches the average 
reader at an hour when he has time 
and inclination to peruse It thoroughly. 
Newspaper reading is a habit formed 
largely by The occupations of life. If 
the whole day be filled with details 
of business, the individual has but a 
short space of time to devote to keep­
ing himself informed as to the progress 
of the world. But the greater ma­
jority have a period of rest, and in the 
largest number of cases this period 
occurs after the hurry of the day Is j 
over.”
m We are a busy and strenuous peo­
ple. We go to work early and have 
no time in the morning for newspaper 
reading. We glance at the headlines, 
read’ hastily a few items and turn to 
“ the order of the day.”  Who can 
stop to assimilate the editorial com­
ments. the book reviews, the dramatic 
and musical notices, the correspond­
ence, etc., of a morning newspape.*? 
Even if the evening papers did not 
print first the greater portion of the 
news they -would be valued for their 
departments, editorials and elaboration 
of the news. The morning paper is a 
necessity of modern existence: the
evening paper is a comfort, a joy and a 
blessing. Necessaries we accept as a 
matter of course; the comforts and lux­
uries of civilization we appreciate 
and cherish. To progressive people 
luxuries are the real necessaries of 
life.
