At the close of Mr. Atwell's speech 
yesterday afternoon, and at the  point 
The Telegram 's report ot' the day’s 
proceedings closed, he was asked to 
rela te  som ething about Congressm an 
Hawley, and w hat he had done in 
congress.* Ho said that he was not a 
Hawley m an or a Lyons m an or for 
anybody else. He also said he (Mr. 
Atwell) was holding the  last office he 
ever expected to hold by appointm ent 
of the federal governm ent. W hen the 
party  got big enough in  Texas to ask 
a m an to run for any such office as he 
m ight want, he m ig h t consent to  run.

W ith reference to Mr. Hawley, how­
ever, he would say th a t Mr. Hawley 
had brought more honor to  the party  
than  any o ther man who was ever 
honored with a sea t there.

Mr. Atwell then urged the fighting 
faction to shake hands and get togeth­
er and join in an a ttack  on the  com­
mon enemy—the Dem ocratic party. 
He referred to  the recent congression­
al convention In th is, the twelfth d is­
trict. and said "17.000“ m ore o r less 
ballots had been cast, and then  be­
cause they were afraid  th e  Republi­
cans would put out a  ticket if they 
all th ree  run, they “drew s traw s” to 
6ee which one of the  th ree would 
m ake the race.

D iscussing the national problems, he 
said th a t cotton was never so low as 
when Cleveland was president, except 
when Buchanan was president, neither 
were there  ever so m any enforced 
sales of property as during these two 
adm inistrations.

Eulogizes Roosevelt
Tacking. Mr. Atwell paid high trib ­

ute to  W illiam McKinley, and pictured 
in feeling flights of o ratory  the adm in­
istration  he inaugurated  and how it 
had been perpetuated by th e  m an now 
in power, and pictured Roosevelt 
standing in the  M ilburn m ansion on a 
particu lar day, saying “the policies of 
my em inent predecessor shall be 
m ine.” He made th e  em phatic an ­
nouncem ent th a t  Roosevelt would oc­
cupy the chair again.

In addition to th e  charges of bribery  
and perju ry  In connection  w ith th e  
suburban s tre e t ra ilroad  deal, the  
combination now re s t under addition­
al charges of bribery . T hese  w ere 
found by the  grand ju ry  before which 
J..K . M urrell testified  T uesday  as to 
the city ligh ting  scandal of 1900, in 
whtch each m em ber of th e  com bine is 
said to have  received $2500 in pay­
ment for his serv ices in securing  the  
passage of the  bill. Bonds w ere fixed 
at $15,i>00 for each ind ictm ent, m ak­
ing a to tal of $45,000 necaasary  to  be 
secured fo r th e  re lease  o f any  of the  
accused. i

Early in the  day fo rm er delegates 
J. K. S chnettie r. John  H eim s, O tto  
Scbum acbar and Chas. G utke and 
Delegate J. J . H aon igan , who spent 
the n ight a t th e ir  resp ec tiv e  hom es 
in the custody of depu ty  sheriffs, w ere 
locked up in jail, because o f th e ir  fail­
ure to secure  bonds. Chas. G utke w as 
later released  in  bonds of $30,000 on 
tha first tw o Indictm ents, b u t w as 
soon re a r r-s te d  on th e  b ribery  ind ict­
ments re tu rned  T uesday , and is still 
in custody, hav ing  failed to  secu re  ad­
ditional surety .

CUBA TO GET 
A BIG LOAN

PRESIDENT AUTHORIZED TO BOR­
ROW MANY MILLIONS

It Is To Be Payable in Forty Years 
Beginning Ten Years After Date 

of Issue—$4,000.000 For 
Agriculture

Havana. S e p t 10.—T he loan bill 
passed the house#of representatives 
by 48 to 2 votes. President Palm a is 
authorised to  make a  loan in the 
name of the nation for tha  amount of 
$35,000,000. the minimum price of is­
sue to  be~90 and the maximum ra te  of 
In terest to be 5 per cent.

According to the bill the loan Is 
payable In forty years, paym ents to 
begin ten years after the date of Is­
sue. Four miHlon dollars of the loan 
is to be devoted to the encouragemenl 
of agriculture and the cattle  inductrj 
and the sum of $31,900,000 is for thf 
fulfillment of obligations contracted 
during the  revolution and the pay­
m ent of the Cuban army. The army 
is to ba paid in accordance wtth the 
decisions of the governing council of 
the  revolution set forth In the decree 
of Oct. 24, 1895, and Sept. 1, 1896, and 
a fte r the army lists  have been recti- 
fled and classified by congress.

Rome. Sept. 10.—The case of Princess 

Ro.spigliosi, who was a Mise Marie 
Reid of W ashington. D. C„ for the an ­
nulment of her first m arriage, with 
Frederick P arkhurst of Bangor, Me., 
Involves a point of canon law. the de­
cision of which is considered in church 
circles as liable to affect thousands of 
m arriages of Catholics and non-Cath- 
olics in the United States.

The application for the annulm ent 
was filed 14 m onths ago. It is now 
said that the principal reason for the 
delay is because the Propaganda was 
unwilling to decide in favor of the 
supplicant, on a point which might 
possibly raise the question of the le­
gality of many o ther m arriages. The 
Princess' lawyers expect to serure an 
annulm ent on *h° ground th a t there Is 
no trace of dispensation having been 
either granted or read in the church 
at th “ time of the m arriage, which ac­
cording to canon law. is indispensable, 
as Mr. Parkhurst was a non-Catholic. 
The American clergy say that these 
form alities are generally om itted and 
th a t a decision in favor of the Princess’ 
contention will affect thousands of 
sim ilar cases.

The lawyers have complained of the 
delay in reaching a decision, which 
they a ttribu te  to malevolence. The case 
has aroused intense interest in society, 
where the Princess has warm friends 
as well as enemies.

IS ORGANIZED

W IL L  EN TER  INTO T R A D E  W IT H  
C H IN A  A N D  EASTERN PORTS

HALF MILLION CAPITAL
W ealthy Men Back of the Projected 

Steamship Company W hich W il l  
Be Im portan t Factor in Com­

mercial Development

New York, Sept. 10.—Increased in­
terest in trade with China and else­
where in the orient is indicated, says 
today’s issue of the Journal of Com­
merce by the announcement that  an­
other steamship company has been 
formed by strong financial and ship­
ping interests of this city and will 
coon enter into active competition for 
commerce between this port and the 
ta r  east. The new line from New 
York is to be operated by the Ameri­
can Asiastic Steamship company, an 
organization formed under the laws 
of Maine with an authorized capital 
of $500,000. The sailings will he 
monthly and the first vessel is ex­
pected to be dispatched from this 
port about the middle or latter  part 
of October.

The vessels of the new line will call 
at Singapore, Manila. Hong Kong. 
Shanghai. Nagasaki, Kobe, Moji and 
Yokohama.

MANY VESSELS CHARTERED
The service will be Inaugurated by 

the  steamship Gibraltar, which has 
been chartered by the company. It is 
the intention of the company, how­
ever, to  build its own vessels. Shew- 
an Tomes & Company, who have their 
own offices in leading ports in the far 
east and have operated a steamship 
service from ports in China and J a ­
pan. such as Yokohama. Kobe, Shang­
hai, Foo Chow, Amoy. Hong Kong and 
the s tra its  settlem ents to New York 
will become general agents in the 
orient for the  new company. Form er­
ly they have been sending out nine or 
ten boats a  year.

All of tnese vessels have been char­
tered and have not taken return car­
goes from this port, th a t  is, to China 
and Japan. The new enterprise will 
tnerefore complete the  line of afford­
ing an outward service. In fact the 
American Asiatic Steamship toni- 
pany will not only establish a new 
line from this port, but will also take  
charge of the business already estab­
lished in the orient.

The steam ship Gibraltar Is a  new

vessel. 344 feet, 49 feet beam and 17.9 
inches depth.

In this connection the nows may be 
of interest that  the Union Pacific rail­
road company through the  Oregon 
Short Line company, which it con­
trols, has concluded to try  for the  ca r­
rying trade between the Pacific 
coast, Japan  and China.
