Drop by small spoonfuls into boil-
ing chicken gravy, cover tightly 
and cook 15 minutes. The cover 
must not be removed white the 
cumplings are cooking, for if Ow 
steam escapes they will not be 
light and tender. 

For cool summer eating, try 
Chicken-Avocado Rice Salad. Six 
servings call for 4 teaspoons le-
mon juice, 11/2  cups diced avo-
cado, 1 cup each cooked, diced 
chicken and cooked rice, 1/2  cup 
finely chopped celery, % teaspoon 
finely chopped green onion, 	2 
tablespoons each sour cream 
and mayonnaise.

One of the important reasons 
the Federal Government needs to 
adopt a greater sense of fiscal 

responsibility — in curbing ex-
cessive spending and holding 
down the burden of taxation — is 
that State and local governments 
also must look to the same citi-
zens for support of their opera-
tions. When a clear delineation 
is lost as to the proper role of 
Federal, State, and local govern-
ments, a trend I have opposed, a 
clear delineation is also lost as 
to sources of revenue each level 
should rely upon. 

It seems apparent from the 

growth of the Federal budget that 
more and more Americans want 
and expect more from the Govern 
ment in Washington. A theory of 
centralization in government acti-
vity has become more and more 
accepted as the years have pass-
ed, and its advocates are not lim-
ited to any one political party. 
But at the same time as Federal 
activity has expanded, so has that 
of the States and local govern-
mental bodies. They, too, have 
attempted to deal with heavy de-
mands for more, better, and cost-
lier services. The extent to which 
the States and local governments 
have met these requirements is 
often overlooked. A new report 
of the Advisory Commission on 
bddy set up by Congress to study 
the intricate relationships among 
levels of government, makes the 
point that there has been a 300 
percent post-war increase in State 
— local general 	government 
spending. 

Between 1948 and 1969, the an-
nual level of State and local govl 
ernments' spending for general 
purposes increased by $52 billion 
compared with a $14 billion in-
crease in Federal general expendi-
tures for civilian domestic pur-
poses, according to Commission 
figures. The number of State-lo-
cal government employees in-
creased by 90 percent compared 
with a 22 percent increase in Fed-
eral civilian employment. The per 
capita debt actually declined by 
$91. 

Some States and city govern-
ments — particularly those in 
huge metropolitan areas — have 
been looking more and more 
to Washington because their own 
ability to finance such rapid ex-
pansion has become jeopardized. 
Grant-in-aid programs have in- 

creased enormously. A publica-
tion of the Congress entitled "Cat-
alog cf Federal Aids to State and 
Local Governments" contains 159 
pages in the initial document and 
257 pages in supplements issued 
to it. Together they list the my-
riad of Federal grants-in-aid and 
other forms of assistnace to States 
and their political subdivisions. 
Many of these programs were en-
acted to assist revenue-short state 
and local governments — at their 
request. Others came as a part 
of the centralization of Federal 
activity and were forced into the 
States, whether they wanted the 
prograrns or not. Some programs 
in this latter category have, des-
pite the Federal contribution, forc-
ed States into activities they'd 
have preferred to avoid. 

At its command, the Federal 
Government has a vehicle for 
raising revenue — the personal 
income tax — that from modest 
beginnings now has grown to pro-
duce some $50 billion a year, Be-
cause the income tax is directly 
tied to the degree cf prosperity, 
meeting requirements quickly in 
an expanding economy, State gov-
ernments have been more and 
more attracted to it — and now 
33 States collect income taxes to 
raise more than $3.5 billion. Tex-
as, as you know, does not levy a 
State income tax. But because of 
the growing conflicts in taxation, 
we are certain to hear more 
about propocals that the Federal 
Government share mere of its 
Federal income tax revenue with 
the States, and this is a contro-
versy that will not easily be re-
solved.

CONSTRUCTION — The Capitol 
covers three acres of ground and 
has 192,374 square feet of floor 
space. 

At the time of its completion in 
1::;,it was said to be the seventh 
largest capitol building in the 
world. 

In 1879, the Legislature appro-
priated more than three million 
acres of land in 10 Panhandle 
counties to pay for the building. 

Construction was begun Febru-
ary 1, 1882. Owners of Granite 
Mcuntain near Marble Falls in 
Burnet County offered free 	of 
charge to the state all granite 
needed to complete the building. 
(Original plans called for con-
struction of Texas limestone.) Ex-
tended labor problems delayed 
completion, but Texas finally got 
a building that cost more than ;3,-
700,030 in exchange for her three 
million acres of land. 

Rising to a height of more than 
309 feet (from basement floor to 
top of the Goddess of Liberty sta-
tue on the dome), the building is 
seven feet higher than the Na-
tional Capitol in Washington. 

It is 585 feet long and 299 feet 
wide, including outside steps in 
both measurements. 
OX-POWERED — Fifteen thou-
sand carloads of Texas red gran-
ite for exterior walls were hauled 
into Austin from Burnet County 
by ox-power and a specially built 
railroad. Texas limestone forms 
interior and dome walls. 

Wainscoting of oak, pine, cherry 
cedar, walnut, ash and mahogany 
would reach a length of seven 
miles. 

Door and window frames are 
all in oak and pine, except those 
in the Governor's ornate reception 
room, which are of cherry. 

The original copper roof covers 
85,000 square feet. 

Original floors were of hand-
blocked clay tile, glass and wood. 
New hall and rotunda floors are 
of terrazzo, all Texas rock aggre-
gate except for the blue in the 
U. S. Seal which was imported 
from Italy. These rotunda floors
