The ecase of Joseph Wilfrid

1901, was called for trial today.

attract wide attention. Blondin
was captured in New York city
several months after the com-
n:ission of the crime.

Local employes of the Houston and
Texas Central have received copies of
the following special from Houston,
Texas, which is of interest to them as
well as to employes of all Southern
Pacific lines in the state:

“President Harriman of the South-
ern Pacific has decided upon a plan for |
pensioning aged employes of his lines|
and has directed Vice President f\!ark-g
ham to put it into effect on Sounthern |
Pacific lines in Texas. In general the|
plan follows closely the pension system
heretofore established or now in opera-
tion on the Pennsyvlvania railway, Illi-|
nois Central and Chicago and North-
western railways. Employes who have |
attained the age of 70 vears or more
are to be retired, and will receive pen- |
siong on basis of 1 per cent per annum

of the average salary received for ten| formation gained from the officials ot

vears prior to retirement for each ymr'
of service—for instance, an employe
whose pay averaged $1,000 per annum |
for ten years prior to retirement and!
who had heen in service of the com-|
pany for thirty years would receive a
pension eqnal to 30 per cent of $1.000 |
or $300 per annum. Between the ages
of 61 and 70 employes incapacitated
from further work may be retired by a|
rnension board selected from depart-|
ment officers of the company, provided |
they shall have oeen in service for|
twenty vears or more. Employes make |
no contribution to the fund, the pen-
sion being paid by the company in full |
and without any conditions, the om«i
plaves being at liberty to engage inj
other bnsiness after being pensioned,
shonld they see fit,
