NEW YORK. Dec. 3 — A decision 

has tK'cn handed down here by United 
States Circuit Judge Wallace, wherein 
he decided a question of importance to 
importers, particularly those who stoic 
goods in the bonded warehouses. The 
plaintiffs imported sugar from Porio 
Rico in April, lS'JD. which was stored
in 1 bonded warehouse. On April 
¡S'jh. the sugar was withdrawn for 
consumption. In the interim the peace 
contract between the United States 

: and Spain had oeen ratified and th** 
sugar was entitled, according to later 
decisions of the United States supreme 
court to admission duty free, under the 
insular decisions.

It was to recover $1.423 duty as­
sessed that th*' plaintiffs sued. Th** 
government interposed a demurrer, al­
leging that the goods were not assessa- j 
hie at the time they were withdrawn, 
but at the time of their importation. 
The court overruled 0he demurred and 
decided for Ihe plaint iff.

Anti-Trust Am endm ent.

000. Annual reports are required to 
be made by all persons, firms and cor­
porations engaged in interstate com­
merce.

The present pastor. Rev. J. F.

The average Fort Worth housekeep­
er ran toll something about the price 
of food stuffs nowadays, but even the 
careful housekeeper does not have to 
contend with the problems lacing the 
hotel and restaurant managers.

The manager of perhaps the bpst 
dining room in the city said recently 
that the restaurant keeper or chef who 
can manage to maintain the reputation 
oi his table without losing money is a 
manager and a financier of the highest 
order.

Time was when "bacon and eggs” 
n»ado a good meal for a hungry man, 
hut nowadays the same order at the 
same restaurant will bring four or fiv6 
narrow and exceedingly thin slices of 
meat instead of the generous cuts 
formerly given. The eggs are not 
shrunken in size, though it is confi­
dently believed were there some way 
of doing it the process would lie used.
