MISS HARRISON SPEAKS

P r inc ip a l  o f the  Chicago K in de rga r ten  
College Addresses Ladies of the  As­
soc ia t ion  on Child  Deve lopment and 
the  W o rk  o f the  K in de rg a r te n  in 
T ra in in g  and Broadening Its Pupils

The regular weekly meeting of the 
Fort Worth Kindergarten Association 
study class was held In the Fifteenth 
street kindergarten Friday afternoon. 
Jan. 9.

Miss Elizabeth Harrison, principal 
of the Chicago Kindergarten College 
and author of tho book on child na­
ture which forms the basis of study 
for the class, was present, and gave a 
talk.

Speaks W ords  o f Praise
Miss Harrison congratulated the 

Kindergarten Association upon the ad­
vanced step taken in organizing this 
study ciass and upon the subject of 
the work which has been undertaken. 
In  substance she said:

“ To know, to understand scientific­
ally the mind of a child, to Ik; able to

interpret each phase of an unfolding 
life, is a knowledge which every wom­
an, every motherly heart, longs to at­
tain. Organized, systematic, definite 
study is the most efficacious means of 
gaining such a knowledge, together 
with the determination on the part of 
nach member of the class to make 
practical application of the principles 
which may be discovered and discuss­
ed in the course of study.

“There are three great fundamental 
facts concerning child nature, upon 
which all educators are agreed. All 
educators are agreed also upon the ne­
cessity for understanding well those 
facts in order that there may be a sci­
entific basis for child training.

“These three facts are:
“ 1. The indisputable fact of hered- 

ify.
“2. The fact of environment.
“3. The fact of self-activity, or that 

power in a human being which enables 
him to control wrong inherited ten­
dencies and to overcome obstacles in 
bis environment. There are both posi­
tive and negative features concerning 
heredity.

"Good tendencies as well as evil 
ones are passed front one generation 
to another. The fart of heredity can 
not be disposed of by denying it. neith­
er is it to be tamely submitted to by 
any human being. To sft meekly down 
and say, ‘I was born so, ami l cannot 
help it.’ is to deny the power of God, 
who gave to everyone the power to 
overcome.

“ When a father and mother under­
stand the transmitted characteristics 
which their child possesses they are 
then prepared to help him battle 
against the wrong and build up on 
the side of right. To be forewarned 
is to be forearmed, and many a wise 
mother l.as been able to assist her

child to exercise his will activity for 
the purpose of controlling an inherited 
quick temper or a predisposition to 
laziness or deceitfulness.

Influence of E n v iro nm e n t
“ The fact of the influence of envi­

ronment on the human character is 
one which is claiming, and holding the 
attention of educators in every branch 
of work. No one can begin to esti­
mate the value to a child of a well-or­
dered, well-kept house, with harmo­
nious surroundings, colors wisely cho­
sen and appropriate furnishings. An 
untidy, disorderly home produces cor­
responding qualities in character. Dis­
order and discontent usually go to­
gether. A wise, thoughtful father and 
mother who realize this important fac­
tor in the education and up-bringing 
of their child will strive with all their 
strength to make them surroundings 
as ideal as possible. On the other 
hand, the wise father and mother will 
help their child to exercise his seif- 
activity. his self-determination, in the 
matter of adjusting himself to phases 
of his environment which cannot be 
changed. If one cannot realize his 
ideals the next best thing is to idealize 
his real. One of the greatly needed 
lessons of humankind is that of adapt­
ability. to make the best of what can­
not be helped, to subordinate one's 
own personal preferences when neces­
sary.

“ From very babyhood a child can be 
led to endure his little humps and 
falls with bravery and fortitude, and 
this will serve as a preparation for the 
endurance of the bumps and falls of 
lat^r life, which come to us all. To 
whine, to complain, to fret over what 
is inevitable in one's environment, is 
to inflict unhappiness and discomfort 
upon one's self and all others within

reach without bettering the condi­
tions.

“ S e l f -A c t iv i ty ”
“The God-given power of self-activ­

ity, then, is the mighty instrument 
possessed by every child, by means ot 
which the human soul may rise above 
and beyond whatever may be imposed 
upon it by inherited predisposition or 
by undesirable environment. Let a 
mother enlist a child's interest on his 
own behalf, in conquering himself 
through this means, and she has 
reached the secret of the force which 
results in true character making.”

Miss Harrison then spoke of the 
kindergarten games which are to form 
a feature of the work of the study 
class, as follows:

“For acquiring easy, graceful con­
trol of the body and making it a fit­
ting vehicle of expression of the spirit 
within there is nothing equal to the 
wholesome, hearty activity which is 
called play. Delsarte. physical culture, 
gymnasium exercises, Swedish move­
ments cannot compare in value with 
the games and plays which are pro­
posed.” _

The next regular meeting or the 
study class will be held Friday, Jan. 
16. at 3 o'clock in the afternoon in the 
kindergarten room at 209 Fifteenth 
street.

AN EARLY MORNING AFFRAY
J. C. Murrell and James Hays Quarles 

Come to Blows
There was a personal difficulty this 

morning at 8:15 o'clock between J. I ’ . 
Murrell and James Hays Quarles in 
the office of the Lin (Isay hotel.

The affair grew out of an editorial 
in the Messenger Tuesday, in which 
the Messenger took issue with Mr. 
Murrell on the question of a bond is­
sue. The editorial attracted a great

Excitement was rife in the vicinity 
Main and Ninth streets la.-t even­

ing about 7:3" o'clock, caused by the 
<Fi»charge of a sixshooter carried by 
Walter Hargroves a bartender from 
Bowie, who is »aid to hold a deputy 
sheriff's commission in Montague 
county.

Hargroves came to F’ort Worth yes­
terday with a jovial party of triends 
and put, in the day seeing the sights 
of the city. The shooting occurred on 
Ninth street half a block east ot Main, 
an ! is .-aid w have be- n directed at 
Mrs. Carrie Turner, wife of Jordan 
Turner, a colored man living in “the 
bottoms’ 'on East Tenth sireet, though 
Hargroves claims that the pistol fell 
from his pocket and was accidentally 
discharged. However this may be, he 
was arrested by Detective Sebe Mad­
dox on a charge of discharging fire­
arms in the city limits, contrary to 
the municipal ordinance. After the 
shooting lie and a companion took ref­
uge in the barroom of the Metropoli­
tan hotel, where the warrant was serv­
ed upon him. He was afterward re­
leased on hail.

Mrs. Turner was returning home in 
company with Cora McNeill, colored, 
of 1105 FTast Ti nth street. They had 
reached a point about midway in the 
block when Hargroves and a compan­
ion are said to have passed and ad­
dressed seme remark to them. The 
women hastened along, but had riot 
proceeded far when they were startled 
by the discharge of a pistol, the bul­
let from which struck near the feet of 
Mrs. Turner and was imbedded in the 
sidewalk. A crowd soon gathered and. 
fearing mob violence. Hargroves went 
into the saloon on the corner, where 
he remained until the scare had blown 
over.

For a time it was rumored all over 
town that a murder had been commit­
ted and people from the remotest 
parts of the city soon tloekcd to the 
scene of the occurrence. When they 
learned that nothing serious had oc­
curred they return home relieved.

About thir­
ty, operatives will be employed besides 
clerks and traveling salesmen, mak­
ing the total number of.employes be­
tween forty and fifty.

Secretary Paddock feels consider­
ably elated over securing the Brohme 
factory and will make it a shining ex­
ample fbr-eonvictlon in future efforts 
o.' Beard of Trade in securing 
more small factories for the city.

in a few leet of the end of the walk 
on his way home Friday evening when 
he was accosted by his assailants, who 
were intent upon stripping him of his 
valuables and securing satisfaction for 
fancied wrongs. What happened after 
that Mr. Wilson is as yet too wcaa to 
describe in detail, but Mrs. E. H. Pope, 
his dead wife’s mother, tells a graphic 
story of the‘events which followed the 
successive discharges of the pistol.

"I was in the front bedroom when 
the shooting occurred,” she said, “and 
tuough my view of the street was par­
tially obscured by the evergreen trees 
on either side of the walk leading to 
the front door I plainly saw the re­
peated flashes of the pistol. I could 
a’so see both of Mr. Wilson's assail­
ants very plainly. One of the men 
was nearly six feet tall, I should say. 
He was very slender and had a slim 
face, but I could not see his features 
very plainly on account of the black 
cap which he wore and which was 
pulled down over his face. The other 
man was short and thick-set aud 
weighed about 160 pounds, I should 
think. He wore a black derby hat, but 
did not have on an overcoat.

“ When I heard the discharge of the 
pistol I said to the children, ‘Oh, that 
might be papa!’ and ran to the front 
door, the little ones following me. I 
have always been apprehensive that 
something would happen to my son, 
but did not quite think that anyone 
who might have a grudge against him 
would be bold enough to strike him 
down right in front of his own door.

Pursuit of the Thieves
“ I hastened ont into the front yard 

and heard one of the thieves remark 
after glancing in my direction, ‘Oh. It’s 
only a dog.’ It was evidently too dark 
in the yard for him to see anything. 
Before I reached the—street George, 
our colored servant, had run out In 
front of me and reached Mr. Wilson 
just as the tall man was rifling his 
pockets. When they saw us coming 
the thieves abandoned their efforts at 
robbery and beat a hasty retreat 
across the school yard. I told the col­
ored man to follow and keep up with 
the men. and he pursued them as far 
as Bewley’s mills, where they disap­
peared in the darkness and he lost all 
trace of them.”

The thieves did not get as much as 
was at first reported to the police. 
Tney secured Mr. Wilson’s $500 dia­
mond stud and a diamond ring valued 
at $350. but missed his gold stop­
watch. which cost $S00 and is prob­
ably the most expensive timepiece in 
the city. This was protected by a 
very strong gold chain, which defied 
the efforts of the thieves to wrest it 
from his person. It was found hang­
ing out of the pocket of his vest this 
morning. After the shooting the gar­
ment was left on a chair in the front 
room and during the excitement no­
body thought to look for the watch.

The scene of the tragedy is in one 
of the most desirable residence dis­
tricts of the city. Mr. Wilson's resi­
dence stands diagonally opposite the 
fourth ward school, and is a neat little 
one-story house of five rooms, partially 
surrounded by shrubbery and trees. 
Since a year ago last July he has 
made his home there.

For eighteen years past Mr. Wilson 
has been a resident of Fort Worth, 
though his early life was spent in San 
Francisco. He went into partnership 
with Harry Huey in the management 
of the White Elephant turf exchange 
about seven years ago and has acquir­
ed the reputation of being one of tne 
most expert handlcappcrs in the west. 
He is district deputy of the Eagles and 
prominent in that order. His wife 
died June 10 last, leaving a family of 
small children ranging in age from 10 
to 2 years. In his family relations Mr. 
Wilson has always been a model hus­
band and father, and the dastardly at­
tempt upon his life has cast a deep 
suadow over the little home.

Hopes fo r Recovery
Unless gangrene sets In or other 

changes for the worse develop. Mr. 
Wilson, though desperately wounded, 
will probably recover. After the op­
eration by which seven bullets were 
removed from his body he passed a 
fairly good night. For a few hours he 
was realtesa. but sank into a . deep 
sleep about midnight. Yesterday he 
was uneasy for a part of the day, but 
became easier before evening. Early 
this morning It was reported that no 
cnange for the worse had developed.

The W ork of Amateurs
The work was plainly not that of 

professionals. Professional robbers to 
not shoot first and rob afterwards, say

A man living In the neighborhood of 
where the shooting occurred has re­

ported to the police that Thursday ev­
ening he saw two suspicious looking 
men in the vicinity of Wilson’s home. 
The man says the two looked sharply 
at hint, but made no remark and lie 
passed on. Friday night he says he saw 
two men running, who looked very 
much like the two he had seen Thurs­
day evening. A description of the two, 
so far as he can remember, has been 
furnished the police. The fact that 
the two men did not attempt to rob 
the citizen seems to indicate that if 
they were the men who shot Wilson 
(hey were not plain footpads and mere­
ly after money. It indicates, too, they 
were acquainted with Wilson and evi­
dently planned to get him just as lie 
Would he returning home.

If such were the case, plain robbery 
would hardly be sufficient motive for 
the murderous assault. It is general­
ly believed that tne assault was done 
by amateurs and that the motive was 
a double one, or else personal injury 
was the primary motive and robbery 
an after thought.

Police Bum  W ires
When notified of the assault Friday 

evening. Chief Rea came down to the 
station and since then has hardly 
known a moment's rest. He took per­
sonal charge of the work of attempting 
to'get a trace of the robbers and tele-1 
phoned and telegraphed all over the en-1 
tire country. The surrounding towns! 
were thoroughly stirred up and a ll! 
available forces in Denison, Dallas, 
Sherman. Denton. Waco, uleburne, 
Weatherford, McKinney and many 
other smaller towns were put at work 
on the case.

Early in the evening two men' were 
arrested in the Rio Grande yards on 
suspicion, but were released because 
they failed to answer the description 
furnished.

Yesterday morning trainmen at Den­
ton discovered two men on the train 
whom they suspected of being the rob­
bers and sent word to Whitesboro, 
where the sheriff met tne men and ex­
amined them. They proved to be rail­
road men and uad credentials with 
them to bear out their claims so they 
were released.

The Sherman police force was par­
ticularly active in going over the 
town, and by noon yesterday had 
searched everywhere for suspicious 
characters. Another search was made 
yesterday afternoon, but without re- 
sulL

Pursuit of Suspects
For a long time last night it was be­

lieved that the police department and 
sheriff’s office had obtained a substan­
tial clew to Wilson’s assailams, and 
a report was widely circulated to the 
effect that the robbers had actually 
been raptured. The story was general­
ly credited and had for its basis the 
fact that two young men, suspected of 
being the long-sought culprits, were 
pursued on horseback and overtaken 
six miles west of Benbrook. They had 
taken refuge for the night in a straw 
stack on the farm of D. T. Finley and 
were rudely awakened by a posse of 
officers, which included Deputy 
Sheriffs C. E. Parsley, W. li. Roark 
and R. S. Purvis and Assistant Chief of 
Police James Allen. Upon being ques­
tioned, the suspects gave the names of 
Charles Grider and William Mock. 
Both are about 25 years of age and 
were dressed in working clothes. They 
told a straight story to the effect that 
they had been employed in grading 
along the projected route of the Rock 
Island railway' extension between 
Fort Worth and Dallas.and that after 
the work was finished they struck out 
in the hope of finding 'other employ­
ment. When searched no weapons 
w'ere found upon them, with the ex­
ception of a pocket knife carried Dy 
Grider, i urtner inquiries convinced 
the officers that the young men knew 
nothing whatever of the assault upon 
Wilson and they were released.

Hounds of No Avail
Bloodhounds from the county con­

vict camp have proven of no avail tn 
the efforts to capture the fugitives, but 
establish the fact that the trail leads 
in a westerly direction. This was the 
impression all along and only needed 
confirmation. The two dogs, in charge 
of Sheriff Honea. Assistant Chief Al­
len and Deputies C. E. Parsley. R. S. 
Purvis and Walter Roark and Officer 
Ab Speight, struck the scent Friday 
night in the Clwir Fork bottom lands 
Just this side of the stove foundry set­
tlement, but lost It again. Another 
scent was struck in the same locality 
Saturday afternoon, hut soon became 
too faint to follow. Early last evening 
Sheriff Honea and Officer Speight re­
turned the dogs to camp and they will 
probably not be employed again.

Another Clew Followed
It has been learned that two men 

answering the description of the rob­
bers changed clothes in a barn on the 
west side the night of the occurrence. 
The men were afterwards seen walk­
ing westward across country near the 
Weatherford road, but from tnere all 
trace of them Is lost.

Yesterday was a busy day at the 
courthouse. In the district courts 
three divorce suits were hied, the 
grand jury adjourned after returning 
sixty-nine indictments, two men ac­
cused of theft were fined and sent to 
jail, a dozen cases were filed in the 
office of the county court clerk and 
the court of civil appeals handed 
down a long list of decisions.

The D istrict Courts
Though the district courts were not 

in session, three new suits were filed 
there and all are for divorce. J. N. 
Robertson alleges that a month after 
the wedding in May, >902, his wife, 
Eugenia, left Fort Worth and went to 
Abilene with one George Dunn, since 
which time she has steadfastly refus­
ed to return and live with him. He 
asks for an annulment of the mar­
riage on those grounds.

Mrs. M. A. Walker seeks a legal sep­
aration from Gabe Walker, who, she 
claims, was cruel to her while intoxi 
cated. Ardelia Fairell wants her mar­
riage to Ben Fairell set aside on alle­
gations of drunkenness, cruelty and 
neglect.

Next Monday the Seventeenth Dis­
trict court will reconvene for the Jan­
uary term. A total of two hundred 
and thirty cases are on Judge Smith’s 
non-jury docket, one hundred and nine­
ty-five of which are on the non-appear­
ance side. The judge has entered an 
order to rescind the decree setting 
aside the divorce of Mrs. Terry 
Blanchard from O. Blanchard. On the 
same day that the original decision 
was handed down Mrs. Blanchard mar­
ried again, and the court, suspecting 
collusion, wanted time to investigate 
the case more fully.

The Grand Jury
After returning into court seventeen 

felony indictments and fifty-two indict­
ments for misdemeanors, the grand 
jury adjourned sine die. The jury was 
organized Dec. 8. with W. S. Wilson as 
foreman, and has had a very busy ses­
sion, its most important business be­
ing the investigation of the Joseph 
Wagner murder, which still remains 
largely a mystery.

The County Court
In the county court Z. H. Barrow ac­

knowledged the theft of a hat belong­
ing to his former roommate, Quince 
Dunwoody, and wras given a fine of 
$100 besides a term of one hundred 
days in jail. E. H. Church pleaded 
guilty to the theft of an overcoat be­
longing to J. P. Simpson, which was 
stolen from a train on the Rock Is­
land railway Friday. Deputy ShcYiff 
Seott arrested him while he was try­
ing to sell the garment to A1 Levy, a 
swond-hand dealer. The judge gave 
him a similar sentence. The reason 
for the heavy punishment in these 
cases was that both the prisoners are 
ex-convicts and have been out of the 
penitentiary for only a few days.
