The Agid Senator  Came Near an Elec­
tion Yesterday

Denver, Jan. 21.— Both houses of the

general assembly balloted for United 
States senator at noon Tuesday and 
Henry M. Teller received fifty votes, 
only one less than is needed to elect 
Senator McGuire, a Democrat, refrain­
ed from voting, but he has frequently 

| said he would rote for Teller if it 
should appear that he could be elected. 
Only two Republican senators were in 
the senate chamber when the rote for 
senator was taken, and they did not 
respond when their names were called. 
Soon afterward the nine regular Re­
publican senators, the two who were 
expelled by the Democratic majority 
and the eight contestants who had 
been sworn in on the steps of the 
capitoi Tuesday night assembled in 
the lieutenant governor's room and 
formed a separate organization, the 
senate officers previously chosen being 
ordered removed. A ballot was then 
taken for senator. Subsequently two 
of the regularly elected Republican 
senators, Drake, of I>aramer Bounty, 
and Cornforth of El Paso, left the Hag- 
gett senate, and returned to the senate 
chamber where they announced that 
they would act with the regular senate 
and would no longer participate In a 
“farce.” Under the constitution Lieu­
tenant Governor Hagget is the presid­
ing officer of the joint session. Gov­
ernor Peabody says he will not inter­
fere.

Minister Bowen, accompanied by Mrs. 
Bowen, reached hero shortly after noon 
Tuesday from Charleston. They drove

after luncheon. Minister Bowen called 
*t the state department, where he had 
i  io*g conference with Assistant Secre­
tary Hill. He then proceeded to Sec­
retary Hay s home to report his ar­
rival.

“Until 1 have reported to the officials 
fere,”  said Mr. Bowen, "o f course it 
will be impossible for me to discuss my 
mission or to announce any programme 
for the conduct of negotiations. I have 
not seen a paper in five days and there­
fore am not posted on any legal de­
velopments since I left Caracas, so 
for the present I cannot say Just when 
my conferences with the representa 
lives of the powers will begin.”

Minister Bowen received a hearty 
welcome from the officials at the state 
department, to whom his tactful con-' 
duct of affalra at Caracas has given 
the greatest satisfaction. Assistant! 
Secretary Hill and S°cond Assistant 
Secretary Adee congratulated him on 
the diplomatic ability he has shown.

Mr. Bowen Is a man of great energy 
and has undertaken the important and 
delicate duties connected with the set­
tlement of the Venezuelan difficulty 
with an earnest desire to discharge 
them with the greatest degree of speed 
consistent with safety. -It is expected 
that the representatives of the allies 
who so far a3 known are sincerely de­
sirous of terminating the unfortunate 
situation of the Venezuelan coast will 
lend him every aid In his task. There 
must be frequent exchanges between 
the ambassadors here and their home 
governments, but it Is fully expected 
that frequent recourse will be had to 
the Atlantic cables, and that this new­
er method of diplomatic exchange in 
large part will take the place former­
ly occupied by the mall exchanges. Mr. 
Bowen, as soon as be had shaken the 
dust of travel from his clothes and 
paid a visit of ceremony to Secretary 
Hay, sfttrted out to call on the British 
and Italian ambassadors and at the 
German embassy, where, in the 
absence of Count Quuadt. he saw Bar­
on Ritter, the acting charge d’affaires.

Mr, Bowen, above all things, is anx­
ious to secure the removal of the 
blockade and that Is the heaviest 
charge laid on him by President Cas­
tro. So. when he called on the repre­
sentatives of the allies here he urgent­
ly requested them to name an early 
moment for the beginning of the ne­
gotiation*.

Columbia. S. C„ Jan. 21—About 2- 
000 people attended the funeral of N. 
G. Gonzales at Trinity Episcopal 
church at 4 o’clock Tuesday afternoon, 
packing the galleries, aisles and ves­
tibule and every part of the building. 
About 300 unable to find standing room 
within, remained outside, braving a 
cold misty rain which froze as it fell. 
With the single exception of the fun­
eral of General Wade Hampton, held 
in the same church last April, the as­
semblage was the largest and most 
representative seen in South Carolina 
in the last quarter of a century. The 
exceeding severity of the weather con­
sidered, it was remarkable. Governor 
Miles B. McSweeney, former governor 
John C. Sheppard, now president of 
the state senate and presiding in the 
absence of lieutenant-governor, most 
of the members of the general assem­
bly and state officers and scores of 
leading men from every part of the 
state were present.

Newspaper men from Charleston, 
Greenville, Sumler, Newberry and oth­
er towns attended.

All business places in Columbia were 
closed during the funeral hour.

Bishop Capers of the diocese of 
South Carolina, assisted by Rev. 
Churchill Satterlee. rector of Trinity, 
and Rev. Dr. Samuel M. Smith, pastor 

i of the First Presbyterian church of 
Columbia, officiated. The line of ve­
hicles in the funeral procession stretch­
ed for six blocks. It was headed by a 
carriage containing four of the active 
pall bearers, close associates of Mr. 
Gonzales in his newspaper work. The 
hearse followed it and afterwards came 
the remaining pall bearers, family and 
friends in carriages.

Floral tributes were sent from indi­
viduals, newspapers and organizations 
all over the state and from beyond the 
state.

The funeral service was impressive 
and the great concourse was deeply 
and manifestly affected. The lesson, 
from the fifteenth chapter of Second 
Corinthians, was read by D. Smith, and 
the prayers were said by Mr. Satter­
lee.

A large part of the assemblage at 
the church accompanied the body to 
the cemetery. The bishop announced 
the benediction nt the grave.

The site of the grave is the summit 
of a lofty hill at the base of which 
sweeping a half circle, and in full 
view, is the Congaree river. The fun­
eral has been the single incident of 
the day connected with the tragedy.

Immediate action to urge recogni­
tion of the necessity of payment of 
poll taxes by voters of the city was 
the most important decision at the 
meeting of the directors of the Board 
of 1 racle held yesterday afternoon.

Tlie other decision of importance 
was the appointment of a committee 
of three to assist in making the com­
ing Fort Worth Fat Stock show a suc­
cess.

Proceedings in Order
Under communications a latter 

from Stuart Harrison asking Presi­
dent Spencer to appoint a committee 
to solicit funds for the coming fat 
stock show was read. Mr. Harrison 
was present at the meeting and was 
asked to give further explanations. He 
said that a meeting of tlie fat stock 
snow committee was held yesterday 
and badges costing about $175 had 
been ordered. He said that the com­
mittee needed about $3,000 In order to 
fill out the premium list properly. 
When asked regarding the value of 
donations already received Mr. Harri­
son said that the Shorthorn Breeders’ 
Association had donated $600, the 
Hereford Breeders’ Association $600. 
the Red Poll Breeders’ Association 
$200, the Chicago Stock Yards Coni 
pany $100, and it was expected that 
Swift and Armour would also donate 
$600. Mr. Harrifnn said, however, 
that the donations of the last men 
tioned companies would probably be 
in special premiums for particular 
classes. Very little expense will be 
attached to the show after the pre­
mium list fs completed. The show 
will he held in the inclosed and cov­
ered hog pens at the new stock yards. 
On motion of Mr. Davidson it was de­
cided for the president to appoint a 
committee of three to solicit funds 
and have general charge of the Board 
of Trade's interest in the matter. Mr. 
Spencer suggested that Fort Worth 
ought to gpt together on the occasion 
of the show and advertise the city in 
connection with the’ formal opening of 
the packing houses. Regarding the 
opening of the packing houses Mr. 
Harrison said he understood it would 
be agreeable to Swift and Armour to 
throw open their plants for public in­
spection about the time of the show 
and that he thought the two events 
eould he arranged to be held together. 
In that event, the attractions for vis­
itors to the city would he made strong 
enough to draw large crowds, here.

Educational Lectures
The communication of Mrs. J. C. 

Terrell in behalf of the Women's De­
partment Club of the city, calling at­
tention to the coming lectures of Prof, 
Claxton and Mr. Works in the interest 
ot the Southern Educational bureau, 
was read and discussed. It was ex­
plained that the ladies wished the 
board to give its support to the lec­
tures, which will be given some time 
next month and will be free. The 
only expense attached will be the pay­
ment of the fares of the lecturers 
from Dallas and Denton, respectively, 
and their entertainment while here. 
Captain Paddock was appointed to 
further confer with Mrs. Terrell.

Poll Tax Needs
Captain Paddock suggested that the 

board should take some definite ac­
tion regarding the poll tax payment, 
following the line of remarks made at 
the last open session of the board. 
Zane-Cetti. who was present, was call­
ed upon for his opinion as to a course 
of action that would insure certain

payment of poll tax by citizens other 
wise legally qualified to vote.

Mr. Zane-Cetti said he had investi­
gated the payment of poll taxes in the 
city and county and had found that no 
more than one-seventh of the entiro 
number of voters in both city and 
county had fulfilled the legal require­
ments in this respect. He said that 
there were only about 2.000 payments 
in both county and city so far and 
that of this number about fun) pay­
ments had been made in the city, lie 
called attention to the glaring com­
parison which would be made next 
year if any public question should 
come up for decision and it should he 
shown that after claiming a popula­
tion of 35,000 hut 80m legal voters 
could he shown. Mr. Zane-Cetti said 
that the matter was critical and 
should not be considered front a parti 
san standpoint, it should be made 
the aim of every citizen not only to 
nay his own poll tax, but also to urge 
upon others the necessity. Mr. Zane- 
Cetti further suggested the founding 
of a fund to assist voters who are 
unable to pay their poll tax and thus 
save for them the rights of citizen­
ship.

Ex President Waples
Tanl Waples, ex president of the 

Board of Trade, followed Mr. Zane- 
Cetti by saying that the matter of 
paying poll taxes should be entirely 
removed from consideration on a par­
ty basis. "The question is.'^-said he, 
“ whether or not we are going to allow 
a great number of our citizens to go 
without their rights of franchise.”

Air. Waples said that to his mind a 
good plan for enforcing the present 
need upon the greater number would 
be to call the attention of every busi­
ness man and employer to the neces­
sity of paying poll taxes and impress­
ing on him the need of calling his em­
ployes’ attention to the matter. “ I 
said to my nten at noon today," said 
Mr. Waples, "that if anyone were un­
able to pay his poll taxes and would 
conte to me I would pay it for him, 
but that if anyone were able to pay 
and were unwilling to pay it, I didn’t 
want him to work for tne any longer. 
I want men working for me,” he saitj.

Mr. Waples suggested the advan­
tages of calling the attention of em­
ployers through the press and by 
means of circular letters, but said, to 
bis idea of looking at the matter, the 
quickest and surest way of bringing 
results would be to appoint a commit­
tee to go around the city and impress 
the same need on their employes.

Committee Appointed
Acting on Mr. Waples’ suggestion, a 

committee of twenty was appointed to 
take up this work. The members of

It was decided that a committee 

composed of Jacob Washer, Paul 
Waples and B. B. Paddock be appoint­
ed to prepare an address to be given 
to the press of the city for publica­
tion. calling attention of the voters of 
the city to the importance of poll tax 
payment. The meeting then ad­
journed.

SAY TH E Y  KNEW  NOTHING OF 
TRAGEDY U N T IL  N EXT DAY

They Admit, However, They Were in 
the City at Time of the Shooting and 
Left the Same Night— Held Without 
Bail and Closely Guarded— Past Rec­
ord Not Reassuring

The city and county authorities are 
busily at work collecting all the evi­
dence which is likely to throw any 
light on the murder of James M. Wil­
son. It it: not likely that the examin­
ing trial of Joe Lawrence and loe 
Wolf, the two suspects arrested in El 
Paso and brought to this city bv Chief 
of Police W. M. Rea and Sheriff J. T. 
Honea. will be held for several days. 
Witnesses of the tragedy are now he- 
ing located and will be served with 
notices to be present in court.

Prisoners Closely Guarded
Both prisoners are in tho county 

jail, closely guarded. Jailer Joe Roy 
has been instructed to permit no one 
to converse with them and no sum it 
large enough to secure their tempor­
ary released on bail. Whether or not 
they have any actual knowledge of the 
crime is a point which Chief Rea and 
Sheriff Honea have been unable to de­
termine. Both protest their innoeence. 
however.

What They Admit
Lawrence and Wolf do not deny 

that they were In Fort Worth at the 
time of the shooting, and they admit, 
too. that they left the city on a freight 
train the same night, hut did not learn 
that Wilson Dad been fatally wounded 
until they reached Baird, the division 
headquarters. 125 miles west of here 
on the Texas and Pacific railway. This 
assertion is regarded with suspicion, 
inasmuch as news of the affair had 
penetrated to the remotest parts of the 
city within a few minutes after its oc­
currence. They claim that they went 
to El Paso in search of employment. 
Iawrence is a painter by trade, hut 
Wolf is said never to have done much 
in the way of work.

Description of the Men
In appearance, the prisoners tally 

fairly well with the description of Wil­
son's assailants furnished the police. 
Lawrence is 28 years of age, lias a thin 
face and Is nearly six feet tail, while 
Wolf is about 24 years old and short of 
stature. Both have served terms in 
prison on charges of burglary and 
theft.

The preliminary hearing will take 
place before Justice Terrell, in whose 
court conjplaints were entered against 
the suspects before the departure ct 
Chief Rea and Sheriff Honea for El 
Paso.

THE STATE QUARANTINE 
LINE IS_HERE TO STAY

It  Was Established as a Public Ne­
cessity and That Necessity Requires
Its Future Maintenance
A number of large cattlemen, but 

not a large number of cattlemen, will 
make their annual spipl at Austin in 
an effort to have the state quarantine 
lino wiped out. It is not likely that 
anything will be done, however. Be­
fore taking a step which would prove 
so disastrous to the live stock inter­
ests on both sides of the line, the legis­
lature w?i. give both sides a hearing. 
The state live stock sanitary board, 
whose special duty it is to look after 
the welfare of the entire state, has 
made a study of the quarantine faws 
and are in a bettor position to give 
testimony as to the causes which ren 
dor a quarantine necessary than are a 
few cattlemen who have given the sub­
ject no serious thought. Two members 
of the board live below the qnaran 
tine line, and it would seem that if a 
fight is to be made those who are 
most active in the work would first at­
tempt to get the board pledged to ns 
sist them. There are Individual cases 
where cattlemen are put to a great 
expense and annoyance through the 
maintenance of the quarantine, but 
that it is best for the uve stock Indus 
try of the state as a wnole, few will 
deny.—San Antonio Express.

If one could believe even a portion 
of the arguments advanced against the 
state • quarantine line by some of its 
most rabid opponents, it is the great­
est iniquity of modern times. Just 
about the beginning of each state 
campaign, and again, upon the assem­
blage of the state legislature, cru 
sades against the line are. inaugurated 
and men work themselves into a fever 
heat for nothing. The state quaran 
tine line, while it may be modified^ 
is here to stay. Experience has dem­
onstrated the necessity for its exist­
ence, and the men who are trying Jo 
pull it down are simply going up 
against a brick wall. Had there been 
no necessity for the line the law creat­
ing It would never have been enacted. 
It is here to stay.—West Texas Stock- 
n;an.

Fever Has Been Arrested
The Brownwood Bulletin states that 

the fever among the Scott. & Robinson 
cattle at that place has been arrested 
to a great extent by placing the cattle 
in different pastures in that section. 
The total number of cattle that have 
died Is not given, but the Bulletin 
states that there Is no doubt as to 
them having the tick or splenetic fe­
ver, as they are thoroughly infested 
with ticks. This it seems should thor­
oughly upset the theory of some of the 
stockmen below the linp that there is 
no danger of contagion during the cold 
weather whether cattle have ticks on 
them or not.—San Antonio Express.

The Kaufman County Statesman Is on 
a Mission to Friends in Dallas— He 
Says That E. H. R. Green is the 
True Friend of the Colored Race. 
Marshal Green May Be Reappointed 
William M. McDonald of Terrell is 

in the city, says the Dallas Times- 
Herald. He is known to some as 
“Gooseneck Bill” and has lined up the 
negroes in past campaigns for the 
cause of Hon. E. H. R. Green. Green. 
Hawley and Lyon, representing three 
factions of the Texas republican par­
ty, are in Washington, scrapping over 
a division of rich plums about to he 
shaken from the tree by President 
Roosevelt.

“Mistah Green is the true friend of 
the nigger,” said Bill to a Times-Her- 
ald reporter. “ He never throws ’em 
down. He don’t want nothin' hisself, 
but he is a sure-enough republican, 
and wants to give every man, white 
or black, a square deal. He will be 
the next national committeeman, 
shuah. Yes, he will.”

“Who will be appointed United 
States marshal?”

“ I dunno. Mistah George Green, 
perhaps. You people of Dallas appear j 
to want Mistah Green. The leaders 
are up there, but they don't seem to 
be gettin’ together. Mistah E. 1L R. 
Green is friendly and very close to 
the’ administration— very close. He 
has no axes to grind. Only the good 
of the party and the country actuates 
Mistah Green.”

“ What about the republican league 
recently organized at Dallas?”

“Dunno. Dr. Acheson is the invent 
or and chief apostle of that thar 
league. I'm a republican, puah and 
simple.”

“ What is your mission here. Bill?” 
“Jus’ coine to town to see mah 

friends and to go out in society a bit.” 
At this juncture “Gooseneck” was 

introduced to a white man as one of 
Kaufman county's “squarest niggers.”
’1 ne ebony-hued follower of the G. O. 
P. elephant drew himself up proudly 
and said:

“ We don't raise any other kind of 
darkies in Kaufman county. You nev- 
ah hear of trouble with the white 
folks or race troubles in Kaufman. 
We are good people down there. Mr. 
Green, Mr. Colquitt, and all the leading 
white folks will tel* you what I say is 
true. No, sir; the nigger attends to 
his own business and makes crops, 
and de white man helps him to do it. 
When we needs anything down at 
Austin the white folks help us get it.” 

Bill McDonald is one of the shrewd­
est politicians in Texas in the ranks 
of the Afro-Americans. He has en­
joyed this reputation for years, and 
even his enemies say that he never 
deserts a forlorn hope and never “ lays 
down.” Years ago Hugh N. Fitzger­
ald was at Cleburne reporting a repub­
lican convention. The proceedings 
were stormy and a young darkey, 
black as the ace of spaces, led the 
minority in the early stages of the 
fight and when the battle closed vic­
tory had perched upon his banner. 
Tms was McDonald's first Introduc­
tion in the arena as a political gladia­
tor. Fitzgerald devoted considerable 
space in his reports to McDonald, who 
had been referred to In debate as a 
"gooseneck nigger” by an irate rival, 
and Bill, like Byron, crawled out of | 
bed next morning and found himself 
famous—in Texas at least. Printer's 
ink gave him a big boost. He has 
been prominent in republican politics 
since.

Years after, in speaking of the Cle­
burne convention, Gooseneck said:

“ Yes, Mistah Hugh Fitzgerald dis­
covered me, but I discovered Mr. E. 
H. R. Green.”

Charles N. Ferguson and Gooseneck j 
Bill have been political rivals for 
years. Ferguson is a mulatto, slick 
and suave, and as foxy as a moon­
shine maker in old Tennessee. The 
negro Epworth leaguers were in ses­
sion in Dallas and Ferguson deter­
mined to make a killing and donated 
$50 to the missionary fund. But 
Gooseneck Bill was on his trail. Fer­
guson had just dropped into his seat 
wnen a voice, loud and resonant, in 
tne rear of the church rang out: 

“Breddern, I am a poor man, and I 
fear at times I does not walk in the 
ways of the Lamb, but just put Bill 
McDonald down for $100 for the prop­
er elevashun of our down-trodden 
race. I ain't no rich niggah like Mis­
tah Ferguson, but I goes the limit fo’ 
the good of de cause.”

There were cries of “Bross de 
Lawd!” “ We’se youah friends!” 
“Gawd bless Bruddcr McDonald!” 
“ Praise de Lawd!” “De Lam’ am wif 
us!” and the clapping of hands and 
stamping of feet. “ Brudder” McDon­
ald, overcome with deep emotion, 
sank into the nearest chair, saying to 
a frjend near by:

“Guess I fixed that yellow’ nigger 
this time!”

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GOVERNMENT TAKES UP 
BOLL WEEVEL QUESTION

(Special to Th* Telegram.)
WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—The de­

partment of agriculture has prepared 
an Interesting bulletin on the methods 
of controlling the boll weevil, which 
Is of special interest to the state of 
Texas and other cotton growing sec­
tions.

The division of entomology has
worked with the boll weevil since the 
first appearance of the pest in Texas 
In 1892. Up to the present time prac­
tically continuous observations have 
been made upon its natural history, 
habits and the means by which it 
reaches new regions; and the results

of these observations have already 
be°n published.

Though still confined to Texas, the 
territory occupied by the cotton boll 
weevil at present includes about 28 per 
cent of the acreage in the United 
States. This region is bounded on the 
north by the Red river, and on the 
east by the pine forests of the divide 
between the Trinity and Sabine riv­
ers. In tihe newly invaded region be­
tween the latitude of Dallas and the 
Red river, the Insect, though scatter- 
lngly present, has not multipied to 
such an extent as to cause much dam­
age. The damage done is variously 
estimated at from eight to twenty-five 
millions of dollars.
