Cottonseed meal is our cheapest ¡ted, 
and we desire to use it as much' as 
possible for that reason.” The an­
swers are by Professor A. M. Soule of 
the 11‘line.,- a- experiment station, 
who says; "CoUanseou meal is «>n- 
tirely too rich a food for suckling 
calve. , as it-produces indigestion fol­
low«^] bv scour , from which death 
freQOently cceur . buckling calves 
sfiotild hr fed wheat bran or oa's or 
even ground wheat, if the bran is uu- 
avaiialiie. After they have been w««an- 
ed and ha\ learned to oat small quan- 
tites of c. disced meal may be fed, 
say one-eighth to one-quarter pound 
per head per day until they become 
thoroughly used to it, in conjunction 
with sonic hran, ground wheat or cats. 
Your correspondent can aiso feed cot 
tonseed meal at the rate of one quar­
ter to one-half pound with ground 
corn and hran with safety* after six 
to/pin«- months‘ of age.

i Changes Made.

The opposition of southern men in 
th»' senate compelled the friends of the 
nnliiia bill to linally abandon sectioB 
2*4, which organized the militia of the 
several states into u reserve force if 
the arm y.' This sectiou practically »». 
tionulf/.ed the state forces, and, whifr 
th«‘ men who favored the propositi«» 
asserted that it would never work tl 
the detriment of the states, yet tkey 
dually decided to allow the section to 
foe defeated rather than eudauger tin 
bill. Some changes have been midi 
iu tbe army staff bill, but they are if 
minor importance aTd will not endan- 
ger it if the senate is willing to ac­
cept a general staff fur the army. 
The house has provided for tbe in­
crease of the signal corps in tbe army 
appropriation bill, and already some 
other branches of the service »ay that 
the officers of the signal corps will se­
cure more promotions than they de­
serve. It is not thought that the op­
position will be great enough to de­
feat the provision, as tbe work of th« 
signal corps is growiug more and met 
important each year.
Is License a Failure?
