As part of Admiral "Bull" Hal-
sey's Third Fleet in the South 
Pacific, the USS Hancock was 
credited with knocking out 733 
enemy planes and 45 ships during 
the Pacific campaign. The carri-
er shot down more enemy planes 
in a single day than any other 
American ship — 71, during the 
First Naval raid on Tokyo in Jan-
uary 1845, And during the Battle 
cf Leyte Gulf, the USS Hancock 
and its planes were credited with 
sinking nine enemy warships in a 
single afternoon. 

For his service aboard the USS 
Hancock, Derrick was awarded 12 
citations in all, , including seven 
Battle Sars, the Presidential Un-
it Citation ("which was the one 
we were all the proudest of") and 
four other commendations and 
medals.

The tallest man-made structure 
in Texas, a new 1,629-foot tower 
for I<VII-TV, will soon give view-
ers here substantially better tele-
vision reception. 

CONSTRUCTION of the new fac-
ility will begin immediately, and 
is scheduled fcr completion in 
mid-January, John Tyler, KVII 
manager, said in making the an-
nouncement. 

More than three times as tall 
as the tallest building in Dallas, 
the new tower will extend up to a 
height almost a mile above sea 
level. 

In addition to improving the 
television signal in all areas, Ty-
ler explained, the giant steel tow-
er will double XVII's effective 
viewing area. 

The new tower will also improve 
reception for viewers receiving 
xvn-Tv by cable. 

GENERAL Electric, prime  con-
tractor, will erect the new tower 
at a site 12 miles north of Ama-
rillo. The structure was design-
ed by Dresser-Ideco of Columbus, 
Ohio, which has designed and pre-
fabricated many of the tallest 
towers in the world. 

The proposed KVII-TV tower 
will contain more than 185 tons 
of steel, 31,000 feet of guy cables 
and about 2% miles of electrical 
wiring. Two and one-half tons of 
zinc will be required to galvan-
ize the structure.
