Suspicious powder is ‘speed’;
youth faces narcotics charge

A sample of white powder found
in a California youth's posses-
sion here and sent to the state
laboratory last weck turned out
to be metamphetamine ,common-
ly known as ‘‘speed.”

AS A RESULT, the 18-yeur-old
“hippy,” Donald Lake, will face¢
a felony charge of illegal posses-
sion of a narcotic,

Seven paper-wrapped “‘pods'’ of
the white powder were found in
a plastic soap case belonging to
Lake after sheriff's officers ar-
rested him and his 17-year-old
buddy fcr public drunkenness Sept.
13 on US 385.

Also found in Lake's scap case
were 32 red-jacketed capsules con-
taining a barbiturate identified as
seconal.

SUSPECTING the paper-wrap-
red powder to be heroin, the sher-
iff's office sent a sample to the
state laboratory in Austin fcr an-
alysis.

Meanwhile, Lake was held in
county jail under a $200 fine cn
the public drunkenness charge af-
ter pleading guilty before Justice
of the Peace T. E. Harrison, and
his 17-year-old friend was held on
a charge of carryving a prohibited
weapon — a long-bladed knife.

Friday, Lake was arraigned be-
fcre County Judge R. E. Wilson
cn a second charge — possos-
sion of a prohibited drug, to-wit,
a barbiturate (seconal). He plead-
ed guilty and Judge Wilson set
his bond at $3,000.

COUNTY Attorney Robert Bun-
tyn said Lake will be charged
next with possessicn of metham-
phetamine, a felony, and will
face Grand Jury investigation and
District Court trial as an adult.

Sheriff's officers said that while
the row-short-haired Lake ponders
his mounting troubles in county
jail here, his 17-year-old buddy

will be rcturned to Califernia this
wcek to face trial on a separate
rarcetics charge.

DEPUTY Sheriff Rex Cowart
said the use of seconal and metam-
phetaniine tcgether is a sophis-
tication of drug ‘‘tripping.”

Metamphetamine, when taken
alcne, ‘“gets a pcrscn high real
fast, then lels him dewn hard,”
often resulting in severe after-
effects, Cowart said. But when
seccnal is taken with a dose of
“speed,"” the deputy said, ‘‘it
clows down the trip — it takes
you up slower, keeps you high
longer, and lets you down easier.”

Cowart said that when the two-
Icng-baired youths were arres:-
cd Sejt. 13, they were “stumbling
around in an intoxica'ed condi-
ticn," apparently under the influ-
ence of the “speed’ and seconal.

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The murder trial of Ramon Her-|
rera Reyes ended in a mistrial
lagt Thursday night when the
jury couldn’'t agree on a sentence

REYES, a 66-year-old farm
worker in the Easter community,
was charged with murder with
malice aforethought in the Sept-
ember 1968 shcoting death of
Jose M. Ramos, 37. The case was
tried in A4th District Court before
Judge Jchn T. Boyd. !

The 12-man jury found Reyes
guilty of murder without malice
after dcliberating two hours, re-
turning its verdict at 6:10 pam.

But after going back to the
jury rcom to set the sentence,
the jury dclibcrated 3'2 more
hours, then declared itself dead-
lccked at 10:30 p.m,

JUDGE BOYD, after co
ing the jury for being ‘‘co
tious,"' declared a mistrial a

Had Reyes been convicted of
murder with malice afcrethought,
the jury could have sentenced
him to a maximum of life im-
priscnment. District Aftorney Tomn
Hamilton and County Attorney
Robert Buntyn, who prosecuted
the case, had already waived the
death sentence.

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Bobzats outrun Farwell’s aerial show, 41-20

ne T .unmitt Bobeats got sweet
» ,enge for one of last year's two
defeats as they handed the Far-
well Steers their first loss, 41-20,
Friday night in Bobcat Stadium.

THE STEERS, however, proved
they are probably the passingest
team in the state as they put
the ball in the air 47 times, com-
pleting 23.

The clock stopped so many
times on incompleted passes that
it tock 45 minutes to play the
first quarter, and a total of 35
points were scored in the period.

After the wild first quarter, no
other score came until time had
run out in the third period, when
Dimmitt increased its 21-14 lead
to 28-14.

BILL SANDERS, Bobeat line-
backer, intercepted the first pass
thrown by Greg Hargrove on the
third play in the opening period.
The Cats went to work immed-
iately with Roy Thomas and Nel-
son Chavers alternating at hitting
the line.

Then the Bobcats proved they
could chunk the ball, too, as San-
ders hit Danny Newton with a 15-
yard pass that went to the one-
yard line. Newton tried to go wide
for the score on the following play
but was thrown for a four-yard
Joss. Chavers however, bulled
his way over from the five-yard
line on the next play. Mark Cleav-
inger booted the extra point and
the Cats led 70 with 7:45 show-
ing on the clock.

Farwell took the kickoff on its
own 39 line and began its aerial
circus with Hargrove fossing to
back Gary Erwin on a pass that
carried to the Dimmitt nine-yard
line. Hargrove tried ancther pass
that went incomplete, but then
found all-state end Dean Stovall
in the end zone and hit him for
the TD. Hargrove swept wide to
the right side and went in standing
up for the two extra points that
gave the Steers an 87 lead with
5:16 left in the first period.

ROY THOMAS took the Far-
. well kickoff on the Cats’ 10-yard
line and ran it back up the
middle to the 35. After four
hard-charging runs by Chavers,
Sanders missed on a pitchcut to
Thomas and Eddie Wingeart re-
covered for the Steers at the Far-
well 45. -

But the Cats held and forced
the Steers to punt. Roy Thomas
called for a fair catch at the
Dimmitt 20, and as he caught the
ball, a Steer lineman hit him,
giving the Cats 15 more yards to
the 35.

On the first play from scrim-
mage, Chavers blasted through
the left side of the line and went
65 yards to paydirt — but the
play was called back and Dimmitt
was penalized to the 30 for illegal
motion.

TWO PLAYS later, Sanders
faked the Steer defense in think-
ing he was going on a sweep,
then handed off to Danny Newton.
With good blocking on Dimmitt's
right side of the line, Newton burst
into the clear and was off on a
70-yard touchdown run. Three
Farwell players were laid flat at
the line by Bobeat blockers to
spring Newton loose. Cleavinger's

kick for the extra point was
wide and the Cats again were
in the lead, 13-8 with 1:23 left in
the first period.

The Cats had pass interference
called against them at the Dimmitt
nine-yard line, then Hargrove
passed to Danny Prince for the
second Steer touchdown. Sanders
broke through the line and blocked
Bobk Wiman's try for the extra
point, but the Steers led again by
a 1413 score with 49 seconds left
in the first period.

It tcok the Cats only two plays
and a five-yard penalty to cover
61 yards for their third sccre.
Chavers set the Cats up for the
score with a 6%yard run to the
Farwell cne-foot lire before being
brought down. Sanders went cv-
er on a quarterback sneak and
Thomas ran the two extra points,
and Dimmitt was back in the led,
21-14, when the initial period ended
25 seconds later.

JERRY Cartwright and Hoyt
Hestand threw Hargrove for a
five-yard loss just as the quarter
ended.

This game was far better-play-
ed on defense than the Muleshoe
game the week before. Farwell
has a potent offense and even
though the Steers scored 20 points
on the Cats, with 47 passes being
thrown, the defemse had to be
good,

The second quarter was a score-
less affair but both teams threat-
ened. Farwell drove to the Dim-
mitt 24 early in the quarter
but the stiff Cat defense stopped
the drive and took cver. Dimmitt
then moved the ball to the Far-
well 30 and was stopped after
quarterback Mark Wohlgemuth
threw three incomplete pasces.

HARGROVE then began to hit
Stovall, and after the stellar
end caught three passes in a row
and moved the ball to the six-yard
line, three smashes into the line
put the ball on the Cats’ one-yard
line, Randy Talley, Newton and
Randy Schumacher threw Har-
grove for a yard loss on the cru-
cial fourth down, and the Cats took
over on the two.

Facts

The first chartered public bank in Sweden was founded

in 1656.

Exclusive rights for the bank
were given to John Palmstruch. At
the time he was head of the Mer-
chants’ Guild. He was also a pro-
minent miner.

The only capital he had was
the cash on hand and mines. The
bank was divided into two depart-
ments: The deposit hranch which
could make no loans. The loan
department which was permitted
to lend money.

Money could be lent on real
estate and commodities. Ten per-
cent interest was often charged.

Within two years the bank was
issuing notes payable upon de-
mand. Some were payable to or-
der and some to bearer,

They were probably the first
rayable-on-demand bank bills ev-
er issued.

Any person within the above
counties engaged in the business
of producing, cr causing to be
produced grain sorghum for com-
mercial purposes is eligible teo
vole, including owners of farms
and their tenants and sharecrop-
pers, if such person would be re-
quired to pay the assessment pro-
posed,

Any person qualified to votc at
the referendum may place his
name in nomination for mem-
bership on the proposed commo-
dity producers board by applica-
ticn to the above organization sign-

'led by himself and at least ten

other persons eligible to vote in
the referendum. Such applications
must be filed at least 30 days
prior to the election date.

Any person qualified to.- vote
who does not receive a ballct
prior to September 25, 1969 may
obtain one at his local County
Agent’'s office.

Long time studies of irrigation
systems in Castro and surround-
ing counties have proven that al-
most every irrigation system can
be improved to conserve and make
more efficient use of irrigation
water.

THE MOST outstanding defic-
fency in present irrigation sys-
tems has been found to be too-
sloping soils around playa lakes
and along the several draws in
the area. In most instances,
these areas are gocd fertile soil,
but cannot be cropped with con-
tinued success without the appli-
cation of adequate erosion control
measures.

Many practices, ranging from

The coalition of farm organiza-
tions agreed that farm programs |

THE GROUP met with Secretany
of Agriculture Clifford Hardin
Monday aftermoon to show him
that most farmers and their or-
ganizations are in agreement on
extending the basic objectives of
the present farm program.

The farm coalition is composed
of 18 farm organizations, includ-
ing three of the four major ones
— National Farmers Union, Na-
tional Farmers Organization and
and National Grange. The Nation-
al Federation of Farm Bureaus
did mot take part

Most other organizations in the
coalition were cooperative asso-
ciations and commeodity groups
representing grain sorghum. soy
beans, wheat, colton, peanuts,
milk, corn, rice and potatoes.

THE COATITION issued the fol-
Jowing statement:

““Unity exists between general
farm organizations and major
commodity groups, Farm commo-
dities — each with its own grow-
ing cycle and market system —
are closely related. The resources
and productive capacity of the m
tion's agriculture are essential to
the security of the nation and
the well-being of its people. Farm
income must be maintained and
improved in order to protect the
social and economic structure of
America.

“Permanent ‘extension of the
1965 Food and Agriculture Act
is the first step in improving
it. We must not be forced to re-
turn again and again to pass
legislation already approved by
the Congress. Our purpose must
be to improve it. Some improve-
ments camot wait, and we are
proposing them this year.

“We reject a massive crop-
land retirement program as a
substitute for existing commodity
programs. Programs must
tailored to fit individual commod-
