Newspaper Man Who Made Rapid StHdea 
Succumbs In New York

N irtV  YO RK. June 22.—W . C. Van Ben- 
thu.rsen o f the editorial staff o f tho 
World, died a t his home tn Brooklyn Frt- 
fi.a.v aft.'moon. Ho li.ad been In declining 
health for more than a year, H iving been 
ill with Hodgkins’ disease. E’er a time 
his ultimate recovery seun»ed assured and 
he returned to his desk in the W orld o f­
fice. Four weeks ago ho suffered a  re ­
currence o f the malady and grew  steadily 
woi-se until de.ath came.

Mr. V:in Benthuysen was born near 
DrskevUle, Davis county. Iowa, on D e­
cember 1, 1855. His father, who is still 
living, l.s Judge W illiam  Van Benthuysen 
o f BloomfieM. Iowa. The fam ily Is of 
Dutch descent.

A t the age o f 13 Mr. V.an Benthnvsen 
bec.ime a printer's apprentice at Bloom­
field. A fter thoroughly learning the print- 
er'.s trade, he went to California in 1873, 
where he worked as a  compositor.

Returning to Bloomfield he purchased 
the Bloomfield Commonwealth and then 
d!.-!posed of It to purchase the Observer at 
Carbondnle. 111.

In ISTs Mr. Van Benthnysen said his 
news^iaper Ipteresls and went to Leaven­
worth, Kan., where he Joined the editorial 
staff of the ITesa. In te r  he Joined Colo­
nel D. R. Anthony on the Ijeavenworth 
Times. In tim e Colonel Anthon.v saw that 
he could not offer to Mr. Van Benthuysen 
tho ̂ Inducements he deserved and he rec­
ommended him to Joseph Medlll o f the 
Chicago Tribune.

Mr. Van Benthuysen Joined tho T r i­
bune’s staff a.s a reporter In 1883. He was 
promoted rapidly and within two years, 
tot'k ch arge ' of the paper ns managing 
editor. In this position ho remained eight 
years, during which time the Tribune 
made the most rapid strides in its his­
tory.

Mr. Van Benthuysen was called to  New  
York In March. 1898. to t.oke the poeltlon 
o f editorial manager of the World and for 
five years ha<J been a valuable member o f 
the editorial staff.

I.ONDON, June 22.—Major General 
Charles Camyon Egerton, who has been 
in command of the I ’unjaub frontier force 
since 18HH, has been appointej to com­
mand the Somaliland expeditionary force 
which Is operating against the Mad Mul­
lah. superseding Hrlg-adler General W. II. 
Manning. General Manning, who took 
command o f the Britl.sh expedition in 
Somaliland bi.»t November, a fter a re ­
verse suffered by Colonel Swalne. has not 
proven successful in his campaign. Col­
umns detached from the force have been 
badly manlcd by the Miillah’s followers, 
the most seriou.s British defeat being the 
ambushing o f 208 men. with Maxima, on 
April 27, when Colonel Plunkett, all his 
officers and practically the entire force 
were wiped out. The last advices received 
In London. June 1», were to the effect 
li ’a t General Manning himself was sur­
rounded and unable to assist Colonel 
Cobbe, whose column was In a serlou.s 
position at Callady and on half rations. 
One of tho causes of tho non-success of 
the expedition has been the cowardk'e of 
the native Somali regiment, of which so 
much was hoped when It was recently 
formed. ^

Only a few  days ago notice was re­
ceived that the natives had deserted. The 
operations against the M«id Mullah, which 
first nilsed the tribes against the British 
In 1899, have already cost J2.000,0‘)0. A 
desire has been manifested to abandon 
the campaign, but In view of tho predica­
ment of Manning's force. It has been 
found necessary to order British troops 
from India, and when they arrive the 
British forces In Somaliland will consist 
o f 800 British, 1,290 Indian troops and 
4,000 natives.

Von F'er.sen. cou­
sin to the crown prince, .«ays he did not 
t>elleve then, and does not now, that Ru­
dolph was a suicide, although that opinion 
was the one expres.sed by the cmpi-ror 
»nd others in authority. The supposition 
was that he killed himself becaii.se it wa.s 
lmpoa.sibIe for him—the heir to the crown 
—to wed the wom.an he loved.

On the other hand. Von Fersen says 
th.at Rudolph was murdered, and that for 
political reasons. This was his belief at 
the time, and his persistency in attempt 
Ing to ferret out the murderers led to his 
summary dismissjil from the service. B e­
lieving then that he would be Imprisoned 
unless he left the country, he came to the 
T’ nited Stjjjcs and located in Nebrask.a 
later In Oklahoma. In Woodward county, 
where he now re.sldes,

L IK E  PR INCE
The Oklahoma memlier of the house of 

Hapsburg was greatly attached to tho 
crown prince, under whom ho served In 
the army a.s a capLaln of cavalry, and the 
two were much together as the result o f 
their Intimate friendship. The idea that 
his cousin was murdered was so apparent 
to Captain Von Fersen that he began a 
thorough Investigation of the m:ittcr. He 
was immediately apprised that he hiid se­
cured the displeasure of tho emperor by 
attempting to ferret otit the facts In the 
case, but still he persisted, and a.s a re 
suit lo.st his rank in the army: then he 
c;ime to America. He still maintains that 
his cousin was the victim  o f a  political 
p lo t

A  PO L IT IC IA N
Since coming to the T'nited States Von 

Fersen ha,s been prominent In politics, 
having aligned himself with the republic­
an party. He Is now about 40 years old. 
In Nebraska he took the stump against 
prohibKlon. and during the last congres- 
.sional campaign In Oklahoma he'w.as on 
the stump eontlnually for B. S. McGuire, 
the republican nominee, making speeches 
in German to voters of that nationality. 
He stands high In the favor o f the repub­
lican leaders of Oklahoma.

ROME. June 22.—The consistory today 
was specially Important, owing to the 
l»ersl.stent rumor* regarding the pope’s ill 
health and previous postponements. N at­
urally a ceremony In which the pope was 
half hidden in veslments, lioine on a 
chair and continually assisted, is not the 
l>est opi>ortuhity to Judge of his appear­
ance or the state of his health, but a  man 
capable of undergoing the strain o f such 
functions has plonfy o f vitality.

The pontiff’s features .seemed slightly 
more clear-cut and his hands trembled 
pf-rceptlbly, but his voice was plainly 
heard, though It has lost something of it.s 
power.

The ceremony was shortened as much 
as possible and only lasted about thirty- 
five minutes. A ll the cardinals of Italy 
ware Invited to the Vatican half an hour 
before the p<)pt''s appearance, and they 
as.scniblf'd In the consistory hall in the 
order of precedence, forming a striking 
picture.

The appearance of the pope clad In 
white vestments and surrounded by his 
trusted companions In their red robes 
gave a finishing touch to the scene. A fter 
receiving the homage of those present the 
pontiff recited a prayer and then pro­
ceeded to the nomination o f the new car­
dinals.

The traditional secrecy was maintained, 
though now It Is largely a matter of form. 
The pope proposed each c.ardinal. Fol­
lowing were the cardinals:

Monsignore Fischer, archtiishop of Co­
logne; Monsignore Tallanl. papal nuncio at 
Vienna: Monaignore Cavlcclonl, secretary 
o f the congreg.atlon of the council; Mon- 
signore AJutI, papal nuncio at IJ.sbon 
khmslfmore Mocella. secretary of the 
conslstorl.al congregation; MonsIgnore 
Katschthaler, archbishop of Salesburj', 
Austria; Most Rev. Ilerrey Espinosa, 
archbishop of Valencia.

Afterward the pope announced the 
nomination o f several archblshop.s. who 
ha l bt'en appointed by brief.

The pontiff appointed Cardinal AgILardi 
who had been replaced as prefect of 
economy of tho propagnnds.. to be vice 
chancellor of Chlesa Della Volpe.

A t the eoncluslon of th* consistory the 
pope went to the throneroom. where sur­
rounded by cardinals and the chapel choir 
he received the hom.oge of the new arch­
bishops and bishops. The ancient cere­
monies were observed, each of the prel­
ates kissing the pontiffs feet and receiv­
ing the apostolic benediction. In the 
mehnwhlle the master.s of ceremonies, ac­
companied by the church dignitaries, pro- 
cetded to the resldeni'C of Monsignores 
Ki.seher. Cavlcehloni and Mocella, an­
nounced their appointments and Informed 
them a public consLstery would be held 
Thursday. Special selected members of 
the Noble Guard will be sent to officially 
convey the ncw.s to the appointees who 
are abroad.

The setllcm ent o f d ifficu lties  w ith  em ­
ployers, he thinks, should be le ft  to 
local unions.

"R ecen t s ta rtlin g  revela tions," he 
said today, "have shown that a w a lk ­
in g delegate Is more o f a  detrim ent to 
unionism than a benefit.”

M ayor Rulllvan also said that in his 
opinion the recogn ition  clause In a g ree ­
ments between unions and em ployers 
is not w orth  s tru gg lin g  for, as when 
union w ages and union hours are 
granted that is In its e lf recogn ition  o f 
the union.

"In  my opinion." he added, "the 
clause is frequ en tly  Inserted fo r  the 
benefit of the w a lk in g  delegate and 
fo r the purpose o f  keep ing the breach 
open between em ploye and em ployers.”

ST. T.OUIS. Mo.. June 2*.—The direc­
tors of the public library have, a fter two 
years of steady and successful effort, ful 
filled the conditions of Andrew Carnegie's 
offer of $1,000,000 and have received from 
him a.ssurance of his perfect satisfaction 
with the way the city has performed Its 
part, and his announcement that drafts on 
his ca.shter will be honorad a.s the money 
Is neo'led to pay for work done on the 
buildings.

Tw o years o f waiting and working en­
abled the library board to send to Mr. 
Carntigle on May 14 a statement with 
documents showing that the requirements 
that conditioned his g ift had been fu l­
filled.

This city furnishes a larger and more 
aluable site and a larger proportional 

revenue than those provided by any other 
city to which Mr. Carnegie has extended 
bis generosity, it Is said.

Not more than onc-half o f Mr. Carne­
gie ’s g ift Is to be used in the erection of 
the central library building at Thirteenth 
and Olive streets, the Ijalance being re­
served for branch libraries. Work on the 
buildings w ill not begin until after the 
world’s fair.

There Is an Increasing tendency on 
the part o f  labor unions to  subtract 
some o f the powers that have come to 
be assumed w ith in recent years by 
that peculiar product o f unionism—  
the w a lk in g  delegate.

T im e there was when the laboring 
men's agent, o r delegate, was sole 
m aster o f the situation In any strike 
that he m ight call. The members o f 
the union qu it w ork  at the s igna l o f 
the delegate, they allow ed the dele­
ga te  to present their claims to their 
em ployer. They  even let him dictate 
the term s o f settlem ent to  this same 
em ployer and when the la tter refused 
to  consider the delegate as a part o f 
the controversy, they lo ya lly  deprived 
them selves o f their salaries In his sup­
port.

As In the case o f book agents, a ll 
o f whom are not a like  save In the fact 
that they are book agents, there has 
been and Is a d ifference in delegates. 
There have been and are today men 
who are in te lligen t, capable and fa ir -  
mind 'd. who are able to  sk illfu lly  pre­
sent the claim s o f the untutored classes 
better than could any o f their mem­
bers, and whose honest desire is to 
see every  branch o f labor organized 
.'in>l on a flrr.i basis o f understanding 
as to a reasonable scale o f w ages and 
a just w o rk in g  day. The need o f such 
men in advancing the cause o f union 
labor In tim es past cannot be under­
estim ated becau.so In a m ultitude o f 
cases the v is it  o f the delegate was the 
firs t  step toward successful organ iza ­
tion and many unions can data their 
b eg lnn lng-from  that time,

Tha abuses, however, that In many 
cases have resulted in the assuming 
o f autocratic powers by these same 
delegates, have often  resulted In real 
harm to the cause they represented. It 
c.innot l>e denied that there is many 
an em ployer today w ho is an enem y o f 
"organ ized  labor," as he understands 
It. who, i f  his prejudices w ere 
s ifted  down to the ba.si.s, would 
confess his in form ation and Ideas were 
form ed from  an in terv iew  he m ay have 
had ut one tim e w ith  a representative 
o f  his em ployes who was not on his 
p.ay roll, and o f whom he had never 
heard before the d ifficu lty  between 
h im self and his employes.

The tendency to  di.spense w ith  much i 

o f the powers o f delegates is being 
shown by the a ttitude o f many labor 
leaders today who hold that local 
unions can best settle their own d i f f i ­
cu lties or can re fe r  them fo r ad just­
ment to  their International body, more 
sa tis fa c to r ily  than they can turn them 
over to  a professional arbiter.

R ecen tly  in New  York  severa l o f the 
strongest unions decided em phatically 
that h erea fter no s tr ik e  can be called 
by a d e lega te  and that labor d iff icu l­
ties that arise must firs t bo re ferred  
to  the local union fo r  adjustm ent and. 
I f  fa ilin g  In that e ffo r t, must go  to the 
in ternationa l body fo r  its  considera­
tion.

G eorge P. Sullivan, the plumber who 
w as elected m ayor o f I<erby, Conn., on 
the combined vo te  o f the local Dem o­
crats and the members o f the labor 
unions, aald In a recent In terv iew :

"R ecen t a tn rtlin g  revela tions have 
shown that a w a lk in g  delog.tte la more 
o f  a detrim ent to unl(>nl.‘>m than a beue- 
f iL ”  M ayor Su llivan  a lso said that
