NO SECRETS FROM HONEA

Chief Rea, in reply to Sheriff Honea's
interview in vesterday’s Telegram, said:

“lI have kept none of the developments
in this case seeret from Sheriff Honea and
I @m astonished that he should express
strong faith in the innocence of Wolf and
Lawrence after assuring me soon after the
arrest of those men that he thought they
were the right ones.

“So far as the Hemphill street clew is
concerned, it was discovered by me. We
eould find no trace of the men and other
clews arising, which led to the conviction
of Wolf and almest the conviction of
Lawrence, we of course dropped th>
Hemphill street lead.”

Sheriff Honea today reiterated his be-
lief in the innocence of Wolf and Law-
rence.

THE KING'S BIRTHDAY

To the golden egg of fairy tale re- t
nown' is not due more attention than |
the double egg which was laid by a
Fort Worth hen, and which was on ex- |
hibition in The Telegram office for sev- |
eral days this week. !

The Fort Worth product is properly’

termed a double egg. Mr. and Mrs. R.

W. McDonald of 808 Maddox avenue,
own the hen which laid it. In size it is
much larger than the ordinary hen’'s
egg, and on the inside of the shell
proper is another perfectly formed egg,
the shell on the innermost egg being
more nearly round than that of the out-
er shell and of the shape of the ordi-
nary hen's egg.

The outer shell is quite thick. Mrs.
McDonald, upon removing the egg from
the nest, at once appreciated the oddity
of the general formation of the same.

She- cracked the shell at the smaller
end and found the contents to be a
larger quantity of yolk than is ordi-

narily contained in an egg, and in place
of the usual white, or albuminous mat-
ter, was found the perfectiy formed egg |
above referred to. !

thick or outer shell, and the
in it made sufficiently large to enable
one to clearly inspect the little egg

within the outer shell. The contents of
the little egg appear to be of the regu-
lation material, white and volk.

The egg has attracted unusual at-
tention in the neighborhood in which
the McDonalds live. The hen that laid
it is a last spring's pullet, and is the
pride of the neighborhood. She is a
very ordinary Buff Cochin, with little
shaggy feathers on her legs, and evi-
dent#ly is as proud of her record as is
her mistress, judging from the manner |
in which she comes running up for in-
spection when she is called.

Mrs. MeDonald, in order that she may
experience no difficulty in distinguish- |
ing this particular hen frora others in |
the yard, has cropped the tail feathers |
on the Buff Cochin pullet which has
distinguished the McDonald hennery.
