He was ill a  padded car, e legant ly  
equipped and attached to a passenger 
train, en route from  Oklahoma C ity 
to Kansas City.

W . R. C 'B e r ry " )  Hogan  died o f  heart 
disease at Muskogee at 8 o 'clock on the 
morning o f  0> t. 2«. Mr. Hogan  was 
one o f  the old w h ite  settlers o f  the 
Indian Terr ito ry ,  hav ing  moved here 
th ir ty - fou r  years ago  from  Mi.ssourl. 
The funeral was held on the morning 
o f  Oct. 28, at the home o f  the deceased 
in Tulsa, and the body was Interred 
at the Broken A rrow  cemetery. Berry  
Hogan  had done much to b r ing  the In ­
dian T e r r i to ry  into the rank o f  c iv i l i ­
zation. Those w lio  may l iv e  here, now 
and in the future, w ithout hearing the 
perils and hardships whieh he hnre. 
owe him a debt— a debt which though 
it may never be paid, should a lw ays  
stand to his credit somewhere.

to approve former deeds. Mr. W est 
as w e l l  as the grantor and grantee 
feel v e ry  much pleased that this sale 
ts at last consummated.
