C. -rmany acquired 
a -zone of itifiuenee" in Shantung iTov- 
iree. with the harlsir of Kian-Chou. on the 
Yellow sea. Three weeks later the Rus­
sians took po.sscs.slon o f Port Arthur.

Knr while the play best quiohens and appeals to the emotions, books best 
nourish and satisfy them. People whose emotions are normal and healthy 
find it necessary to diet them once ina while upon something more solid 
and substantial than the exhilarating nectar of the play.

The price of a good book is about the same as the price of a good seat 
at a theater. The hook furni.shes entertainment for two or three evenings, 
while the play furnhih*>s entertainnaent only for as many hours. Besides, 

jthe book, at one cost, may give pleasure to several persons. And, If It is 
j a good one, it is kept and looked into for many recurring niumouts of pleas­
ure and profit.

From an economical iioint of view the book has decideilly the better of 
the play. And it i.s not unreasonable to regard them %s indirect rivalry, in 
which the liook has for the time being gaiiu'il undisputed ascendancy.

Old Fashioned Pound Cake
A young housekeeper writes to know Just 

how to mske a go(^ pound cake, such as 
m-/ still be found In small towns where 
women do their own fine cooking and where 
(Kimpauy teas are something to remember.

The old rule-and there Is none l « ‘tter— 
calls for one pound each of butter, sugar 
and flour, ten eggs and a half wine glass 
each of wine and brandy. Pent the butter 
to a cream and add the sugar little by little, 
Btirriug all the while. I f  preferred, this 
beating may be done with the hand instead 
o f a spoon. Beat ten eggs without sepa­
rating, until they become light and fcamy. 
•Add gradunlly to the butter and sugar nnd 
beat hard. Sift In the flour already once or 
twice sifted, aud add the wine and brandy. 
Line the cake pans with buttered pap<-r, nnd 
pour In the well beaten mixture. Bake in a 
moderate, steady oren.

This recipe may be vnrled. by the addition 
o f raisins, seeded and cut In halves, shred­
ded citron or almonds, blanched and pounded 
In rose water. Some old fashioned house­
keepers always add a quarter of a teaspoon 
of mace. This same mixture may lie baked 
In patty tins, putting currants Into some, 
almonds or raisins Into the rest. Bound 
cake Is apt to be lighter baked in this way. 
The cakes may be left plain or frosted. I f  
kept In stone Jars, they will grow richer with 
the keeping. Old time houaekeepers used to 
keep an apple In the Jar with their pound 
cake, thinking It tended to keep the cake 
moist.

An Invitation to g  raalold fatbloned candy 
Ipnll never goes begging. There will be no 
auddenly devised "prior engagements" or 
"aw fn lly  sorrya.”  Preparations are simple. 
No florlats. no decorations, no caterer, no 

: frocks, no frills, no aftermath o f hills. There 
' needs be plenty o f substantial plates, tin 
or stone ware; fruit knives, nnt picks and 
glasses or steins for the elder. Begin prep­
arations early. Have great dishes of ap­
ples. green and red, all polished until they 
reflect the glow o f the fire. Have two or 
throe bright tla pans for the corn and nuts, 
aud as each gneat arrives Induce him or 
tier, regardlcea o f eex. Into a volnmioona 

I kitchen apron and a cook'a cap o f white or 
I brown paper.

There mast be e mlstreee o f  ceremonies

and can say to one nuthorltatlvely. “ Pop!”  
and to another ''('rack.'”  nnd to a third, 
“ Watch the pot,”  ".stir.”  "piiH" or what­
ever else needs be. Workers at a candy 
pull should be in pairs. Darby and .loan, 
who are the most steady, sliould be told off 
to look after the boiling of the camly; Jack 
and Jill to crack the nuta nnd I ’nul and 
Virginia to pick out tin* meats. Romeo and 
Juliet can pop the corn. Hector and .An­
dromache flu the beakers high and all hands 
stand ready to pull when pulling time conies.

To ninke the caudy, put three cups of .New 
Orleans molasses, a cup aud a h a lfo f hrowii 
sugar and a piece of tiutter about the size of 
an egg Into a large saucepan. le.avlng plenty 
of room for fiolllng. Boll thirty mtuiites, 
stirring almost coifstnntly to prevent Its 
boiling over. This It Is specially apt to do 
over a gst flame, i f  it seems to be coming 
qnlekly to the top o f the saucepan, lift for n 
moment. As It thickens test by pouring a 
spoonfnl of the syrup on to a suowiiall or In 
1 cup of roll! water. As soon as the drops 
retain their shape, are brittle and do not 
stick to the teeth, lift from the fire and stir 
Into the syrup half a feaspoonftil of soda. 
Add a teaspoonfni of lemon Juice and turn 
into greased, shallow pans to cool.

When cold enough to handle easily oil the 
bands, take a portion o f the candy and 
begin pnlllng. I f  one has a large piece to pull,
• good, strong hook securely fastened Into 
the window frame is o f great assistance. 
Throw the candy over the beok and pull 
toward you. When It seems likely to pull 
away from the hook throw over again, and 
so contlnna, making the randy move and 
not the hands, until the candy is as white 
as desired. Draw into long, rop’-llke nleoes 
and cut with shears Into any length de­
sired, or braid and ent In sticks. U t« old 
■heara for the operation.

T o  P op  tb *  Corw.

In popping the corn put a double handful 
In the popper, aee that the hasp la aemrely 
faetened end begin moving the popper over 
the coeli or gas flames, taking care not to

hrtve It too close at first. As soon as the 
first pop Is heard shake more vigorously, 
moving the popper closer or further away 
from the beat, as occasion demands, it 
must not p«ip loo fast, or the kernaU can­
not ex|iand to their full slxe. The utoiueiit 
file last dying report l.s heard take from 
over the coals or ga.s flame and empty Into 
one o f the pans. Dust liberally with salt, 
and i f  you like the luitter flavor pour a talde- 
spoonfnl of melted liutter over the pan and 
shake the corn until the whole panful is 
seasoned. This must be done while the corn 
Is atll! hot.

I f  yon have no popper or i f  you are coun­
try bred yon may elect to pop your corn in a 
deep round bottomed kettle. In this case 
put a generons lump of lard into the p«t, 
together with a tablespoonful o f salt. When 
It gets piping hot, pour in a doulile handful 
of dry popcorn, cover closely and then shake 
the kettle autll all the corn is ^pped.

For corn halls have ready a big panful of 
corn. Make a mulaasts taffy o f one cupful 
New Orleans moiesMs, halt a (nip of sugar, 
a talilesp-ionful o f vinegar and butter the 
slxe of a butternut. C(H)k the syrup until it 
crisps when dropped into cold water, theu 
work it into the com until nil the k-mels 
slightly adhere together. Heap on to but­
tered plates and make op Into loose balls.

I f  yon come from the country yon need 
no coaching as to cracking nuts. I f  you 
are a city product you must be told. But­
ternuts should lie stood up on the round­
ing end, grasi>ed firmly about the middle 
with the left band thumb and forefinger 
and hammered smartly on the pointed end. 
The hutternat prise cracker Is horn, not 
made. Hickory nuts shonld be cracked on 
their rounding sides, not the flat sidea nor 
yet the points. Black walnuta are to be 
cracked on their aides like hickory nnts. 
Beeeh nata arc beat when taken squirrel 
fashion between tbe teeth. Chestnuts re­
quire a sharp penknife. In serving nuts of 
any kind tend a salt shaker aronnd with 
them.

The leaves 
thus assume a vertical position and 
point north nnd south. Travelers on 
dark nights are said to feel the edges 
of the leaves to asoertuiu the point of 
the compass.

A TH R EAD  IN H AN D  

There are moments which stand out 
%ifh intense force an<l clearness in 
'Very man’s life. Mine was the one 
which followed the reading of these 
lines— lines which were meant for a 
warning, but whicli in more than one 
case had manife.^tly served to oi)on 
the way to a repetition of the very 
• ”ime they deplored. 1 felt myself un-
