George 
and Alexander. The cathedral wa.s 
reached shortly a fter s a. m. There the 
representatlve.s o f the f<>reign powers, 
cabinet ministers and others had al- 
veady been w aiting for some time. A ft ­
er prs v.T the premier and other min­
isters handed the crown and regalia 
to K ing Peter. He kissed the crown- 
and pl.aced it on his head and robed 
himself in the royal garments. The a r­
tillery salute o f 101 goun.s announced 
to the people o f Belgrade K ing i ’eter 
had been crowned. It was nearly tliree 
hours before the service was con­
cluded. K in g  Peter a fterward re­
ceived the coronr.tlon document which 
■was witnessed by the metropolitan, tlic 
cabinet ministers and other heads of 
state.

King Peter I o f Pervia. the successor 
of the assas.sinated K in g  Alexander, 
was crowned today, the event being a t­
tended with much pomp and ceremony. 
The coronation took place in the 
cathedral In the presence o f the o f­
ficials of state, members o f the leg is ­
lative assembly. church dignitaries, 
military officers and <lei>utations from 
all parts o f the kingdom.

Crowds early began to assemble on 
the street ■ ami by noon, when the royal 
procession st rte<l from the palace for 
the cathedral, the thoroughfares and 
public squares were densely thronged. 
The route was lined by several thous­
and troops. The royal procession w-.as 
•  spectacle o f considerable m agn ifi­
cence. It consisted o f variou.s state 
officials, a h.and and a .squadron o f the 
Vuard, preceding tlie king's carriage, 
^hile the crown prince, the royal fani- 
Hy and a squadron o f cavalry followed.

They Are Much Displeased at 

Control Exercised By China 

and May Start a Conflict to 

Bring About a Change

m.— It l.s rather significant with the 
success o f the British expedition to 
Tibet and the protest o f Russia against 
tlie British-Tibetan treaty some Rus­
sian pa|«er.s have .suddenly become 
greatly  disturbed oveh the importance 
o f the Buildhist p ilgrim age to Moue- 
ran in February. Acconllng to in for­
mation which has been driftin g  east­
ward from the depth.s o f Mongolia the 
pgitation for a holy war noted at the! 
time o f the pilgrim age to Ourga In j 
July last, continues. Wandering M a­
mas are spreading agitation, not among 
the Buddhists In Mongolia but among 
the fo llowers o f Buddha in the A ltlr 
regions o f Ventral China, among the 
Russian Briates and even beyond the 
Siberian horder.s and in India. Ac­
cording to reports at Onrga there Is a 
general agitation among the Buddhists 
Ir favor o f freeing themselves from the 
domination of China, some of them fav- 
oring removal o f Dalia Mama to the 
Northern Mongolia and entering on a 
I.oly war for the estabishment o f the 
Buddhist kingdom, while others advo­
cate appealing for protection to Rus­
sia. What effect the British expedi­
tion and the deposition o f Dalai Mama 
w ill have on the movement Is a subject 
of much speculation.

In the mid­
dle of Center and Main streets, after It 
has been ginned.

GINS BUSY PLACES
The gln.-i art- the busiest places In the 

town. There are two here now In opem- 
tion. They an- J. T. Crlnn's nn<l the 
North Texas gins, both stiuare bale a f­
fairs. The other gin, whh-h turned out 
rounil bales, is now in the hantls of a 
receiver, aiul is not at the present time 
being operatetl. Both of the gins are run­
ning night ami tiny ami even tln-n can 
harilly turn out the lint as fast as the 
farmers wish It.

Arounil the gins It Is an Interesting 
slglit. Mirly in the morning farmeis li.is- 
ten to town witli the .stsd cotton taken 
from the last pickings of the <lay bt fore. 
They drive to the gin of their choice 
and usually find that a number of "(■:irlier 
birds ’ have be.'iten them In. Many of 
the farmers prefer to bring the cotton dl- 
lect to the gin when picked ratle-r than 
store in the cotton liouse or the fieltl.t. 
W’h- n otlifj's are aht-ail of them at the 
plant they must wait their turn. A 
marker goes among the wagons ami num­
bers each wagon in rotation. AN’hen No.
1 ha.s dumpeil the loail from his wagon, 
after being weighetl. th*n No. 2 follows.
1 tc. The loatls are run through the gins 
•it the rate of one load every sixte- u min­
utes. Here then is the lint t.iken from 
tile seed. Out comes the lint tieil ami 
liaggeci and a clerk m.arks the bal*- with 
the number correspomllng to the numbty 
haled for the season, with the owner’s in­
itial on the sacking, for further iilentifica- 
tion. The seed in the meantime htis bt'eti 
cjirrieil to the seeil house ami iluly ac- 
countitl for. The st'ed ami lint mii.st 
weigh within fort.v or fifty poumls of the 
original weight of the seed cotton wlnn 
in the w.ipon.

E'or ginning the cotton a rate of 5i> 
cents a humlrt ll iiouml.s U charged. I^ach 
iKile l.s exiiectetl to average about r><)0 
IMiuntls, but, of course, this often vajlt-s. 
The seed, as well as the lint, gt'es to th-’ 
farmer if he wishes It. The seed cm  
be t.aken to the oil mill or back home for 
planting or feeiling purt»oses. or tie- gin 
peo|>le will buy it on the spot. The late 
of 50 Cents at this isrint Is not governetl 
by any .set standard known to the wrlt>T. 
In illffi-rent localities the rate difft-is. 
but here it hiis stuck at 50 cents f-ir 
years. This rate is one th.at has worrletl 
some of the members of the Farmers’ 
Educational ami Frotective I ’ nion. whose 
mtmtiets have at tllvers times tlurlng the 
present year eontemi> tl that this rate was 
ex'-f'.ssive and also that furtln-r there 
sliould be no loss of from forty to fifty 
ptiiimls in the ginning of the cotton, th'-v 
coiitemlinK the price pant for the work of 
separation was aulllcient to cover any 
such los.s.

After tho lint has been lialed. off to the 

“ Cotton S'luare”  goes the farmer. He 
liai ks ilia team anti wagon up against the 
crossing, sets the bnike anti climbs from 
tlic deep lad. which an hour ado wa» full 
of si.etl cotton. leatly for tho s.ale of the 
hale. From the shatle, if it si in the heat 
of the day. of some m arliy awning comes 
one or more cotton liuyers. Now, If one 
has never seen a cotton buyer, a btlef 
description at this point might be of in­
terest. He is usually a calm, cool In- 
dlvitlual. who looks like he didn’ t know 
a bale of cotton from a railroad tie. When 
the farmer backs up on the square ready 
for a bargain the buyer saunters leisure­
ly from the shade. Very selilom is he In 
a hurry, or rath-r he h.asn’ t that appear­
ance. He comes up to back of the wagon 
with a “ Well, 1 declare; is this your cot­
ton. John?”  and a sickly sort of a smile, 
just as if he didn’ t care whether or not the 
farmer was In town or had any cotton to 
sell.

This is 
attributed to earlier varieties and earlier 
lilanting. as well as favorable weather 
conditions. ’J'lie highest price paid in 
1003 w.iH lo*K cents, on October 10. and 
tlie lowest for “ giK>d middling’’ grade, 
was cents. It l.s j)ro|»hesi»-d by buyers 
of thks season that no such a broad mar­
gin of flui'tuations will occur this year, 
and th.Tt cotton is very apt to hold more 
steady between 10 and 11 cents. Of course, 
this is Something that none can safely 
bi t on. and remains to be seen.

Saturday of Inst week over 540 bale.® 
were sold on the streets. This week the 
average for the first two days has been 
aliout 250 liales. A numlier of the farm­
ers are not disposing of their cotton, hut 
are eltlu-r taking it back home after the 
ginning or storing it In town. They are 
waiting for better jirices and are hmioful 
to see it reach the 12-cent mark. Others, 
who have no money to tide them over, 
are comiielli-d to borrow or sell. Some

John Tiirnbow, who lives six miles 
southeast of Arlington, said: “ Arling­
ton Is lieaiing Fort Worth as a cotton 
market a{ the pn-sent time. For Worth 
should ccitalnly be a good market, for 
It is In the center of the best cotton 
cr-untry In northern Texas. However, the 
buyers there mu.«t offer better prlce.s tô  
get me there,’ ns this Is my nearest pointT 
To go to Fort Worth 1 would have to 
travel eleven miles more than I do to 
tome here. The price would get me. how- 
over. 1 will h.ave two hales on the mar- 
kc-t this afternoen. Crop will run alxnit 
one-third of a bale to the acre.”

J. I ’ . Weathers, who lives near the 
I ’i'lytechnic College at Fort Worth, said: 
“ Well, one rea.son is that there is but one 
gin In Fort Wmth. and we can get better 
results here than there. Fort Worth to 
become a big cotton market must have 
more gins, buyers and offer a bi’tter price. 
I will ofTer two bales today. Haven't 
gaihi-red enough cotton to know how the 
yield will lie."

West Camphell, who lives two miles 
west of Arlington, said: “ Fort Worth 
must pay me a better price than Ailing- 
ton. and when she does she can gi t my 
cotton. I have three Kales for tdlay. 
Some say my crop will run a little more 
than one-third bale to the acre, and 
others less, but I don’t really know.”

Vulcon E*. who lives at Candon, a 
small station on the Rock Island, said: 
" I  have hauled cotton her as it is the 
nearest market, and we get a fairly guoil 
price. Would come to Fort Worth gladly 
if it was to iny interest to do so, but I 
see no inducements tli^e  at present. I 
will have two bales on today s market. 
The yield on my place will average with 
that of last year.”

W. E. Cribbs. who lives one mile east 
of Arlington, said: “ Fort Worth must o f­
fer better prices If she wants to get mjr 
cotton. Arlington pays as good a price 
and is nearer for me. Some time ago 1 
used to go to Fort Worth, but have quit 
now. There was a time when Fort Worth 
was the be.st market of all. It paid us 
then, and It ought to now. Have two 
bales to sell today. I will make a third 
of a bale to the acre.”

A. L. Morrow, who lives two miles 
north of Handley, said: “ Fort .Wortb

I h.is not iKs-n a market in several years. 
Mils of cotton would go there If there 
well- more buyers. It makes no dlffer- 
eieiice where I .‘•cll. whenever I get the 
mo.®t money. If Fort Worth had several 
more gins It would hi-lp the town a lot. 
Arlington has more Iniyeis and is a busy 
littli- iilace. with lots of energy. I brought 
two biilc.s for male today. I will inake 
about one-fourth Imle to the acre.”

E. H. Thomp.son. who lives five miles 
southeast of Arlington. «iid : ’ the K-st 
pi ice will take me to Fort Worth to mar­
ket my cotton. I will o ffir two bales to­
day. The cotton on the ttralrie land is 
lignt. Will not make a third of a bale 
to the acre.”

John M. Collier, wlio lives one mile east 
of Arlington, said; " I am not .selling 
iny cotton, but if Fort Worth will i>ay m»- 
12 ceiit.s I will go there. I will make a 
little over one-fourth Kile to the acre.”

B. E. Burnett, who lives four miles 
southeast of Arlington, said; “ I will 
proKibly hold my cotton for a betti-r
inice. GockI buyers and a lietter ririt-e 
will make Fort Worth a guoil maiket 
for cotton. The yield for me will be about 
one-four ttale to the acre.”

B. I- Burnett, who lives four miles 
southeast of Arlington, said: " I will
probalily hold my cotton for a better
price. .Guoil buyers and a better iirice 
will niake Fort Worth a glKul maiket for 
cotton.

Have two ba!»-s todav. My crop will in- 
one-third or It-ss to the acre."

J. 11. I ’atterson. who lives two and one- 
half miles soutlieast of Arlington, said: 
“ Would I I- g!ad to eomi- to Fort Wo: th 
if price was ligiit. This is tin- nearest 
point for me. I will have about two and 
mayl e tlin-e bale.s toda.v. My yit id will 
be iii-aily .a half bale to the acre.”

C. D. Brinson, who lives two miles 
soutli of Ailington. said; "Fort Worth 
stands no chance to be ;i market for me 
unless I get a lietter price. Also must 
have more gins and buyers. Oh. al>out. 
two bales today. My yie.d will be nearly 
a tliird."

W. T. Cumpton. who lives four miles 
southeast of Arlington, said: ‘ Fort Worth 
would have to do a wliole lot to heat this 
pl.ace. We get gi'od priei-s as anywhere 
in the country and the buyers have lots 
of competition. Your town could be made 
the best market in the state if the citi­
zens tiled real hard. Only two bales to­
day. I will get about twelve bales to
thirty aeros.”

J. W. Danner, who lives three miles 
southwest Ilf Handley, said; "Fort Worth 
should jiay more money so farthers could 
get the best price there. My l-uslnetis and 
my Interest.® are in Fort Worth, and I 
would like to see it the best market in 
the state, and a united effort of ail busi­
ness men would make it such. It would 
take several years to i-stablish it. I have 
but one bale for today’s market. T'.ic 
yie.d for me will be aKiut one-third hale."

H. W. Thomas, who live.® three and a 
Knlf miles southeast of .Arlington, said; 
“ Don't thifik Fort Worth ,a good market 
at the present time. About twenty yeai-s 
ago it w.is a gooil one. but since then I 
have hauled to Dallas or Arlington, be­
cause I coulil get better jirices and have 
the cotton more quickly ginned. I only 
have one l-ale for sale today. My crop 
will make nearly a half l*ale to the 
acre.”

Cotton equivalent to wliat a celling com­
mittee of tlie union deemed proper.

During this meeting considerable time 
is said to liave bn n devoted to the 
discu.ssion of the charge.® made by gin- 
meii. the' cost of bagging and ties, and 
the luicc that cotton should bilng to 
propuly n-compen.sc the growei’s for it. 
Then, so it is said, the idea prevailed 
that cotton of fair giading should sell for 
12 cent.® a pound, and unless It did. the 
grower was not receiving liis just i>ro- 
jiortion of the protii.s of his lal>or. A 
week ago The Telegram announced that 
tod.ny these memhers would haul to 
Arlington their cotton, to be sold in this 
m.anniT, which was directly contrary to 
the -wishes of the members.

All of yesterday and last evening the 
deteunined members of the organization, 
not only of Tarrant, hut also of Wise, 
Dallas and Denton counties, have been on 
tlie mtne. Some came Kildly into Arling­
ton at the Close of day. in long caravans 
of from fifty to sixty teams, pulling from 
two to six bales on a wagon. Others 
camped along the roads and in grovi-s as 
far out as ten miles away. Parties had 
been formed under the leadersliip of one 
man. who received oiders as to the move­
ments tif each deli-gation ovt r the long 
distance telephones from tlie geneml at a 
central point.

Those who reached Atlinglon did not 
tarry in tlie town, hut moved to th« 
grove mar VilUige cn-ek. w.iere a largo 
camp of nearly 150 twms was formed. 
To thi.s camp I went for '1 ne Telegram, 
but not a man in the camp would talk on 
the situation. Every one. wtieii queried on 
cotton was as silent as the Sphynx of 
Egypt. Cotton to them was a subject 
not to be di.scussid la®t night, and tCHlay 
they are lepeating the silence

The jmrl.v which canipi-d on the out­
skirts ol Arlington -was composed of cot­
ton growers from .lellii-i. Hransford. 
(Srapi-vlne. Di-ve. Long Prairie. Denton 
and the Azk- parly, which |iassed tlirough 
Fort Worth late yesterday afleriuxm. Tlie 
men brought none of the women folks 
with them. They brought inovlsions in 
baskets, and after seeing that the faith­
ful horses and mules had been watered, 
feed and tethered out for the night, they 
ate their lunches and sat aKiul for an 
hour-In groups, discussing r>c-rsotial af­
fairs.

General Kuroiiatkin's Headquarters In 
the Field, via Fu S.an Tuesday. Sept. 20, 
11 a. m. (delayed.)—The Jaiianese ara 
slowly pushing northwaid. The outpexsts 
are in touch mar Yen Tai and skirmishes 
between the Outposts and patrol parties 
t'ceur da'ly. It is believed the Russiaift^ 
are gathering a force at Yen Tal pre­
paratory to making a .strong stand for 
the protection of coal mines. The Japa­
nese are rapidly changing the gauge of 
the railroad from New Chwang and prob­
ably it will be in operatio to Liao Yang 
iu a fortnight. They ar" rushing forward 
supplies of ammunition.

DID NOT CROSS HUN RIVER.

Kc.ri-patkin t*Iegrajihs the Japanese yes- 
ii-iday twice attacked the pasitlon occu- 
pi'-d by the Russians in Da Pass, and 
they were repulsed and the turning move­
ment checked by the Russian cavalry 
with machine guns.

2:25 P- m.—The reports that General 
Kiireki crossed the Hun river at Fushurr 
turns out to lie false. The Russians 
strongly hold the road to Fushun and 
l!i ntz’apiitzi-. It is pointed out if the 
Japanese occupied Fushun the Russians 
will b- com pi lied to evacuate Mukden, 
since Fushun is nearer to Tie Pass.

IN CLOSE TOUCH.
TOKIO, Sept. 21. noon.—The impres­

sion is growing general that an engage­
ment will soon take place at Mukden. 
General Kuropatkln is evidently prepar­
ing to make a determined resistance to 
any attempt to dlsinssess him and is en­
trenching and constructing a defense. Ho 
has an Immense force avallahle. but the 
opinion Is expn-s.sed that Tie Pas.® would 
lie a more favoralde condition for the 
defense. The Ru.ssians. howewpr, are un­
willing to Buffer the loss of prestige 
which will he Involved by the abandon­
ment of Mukden.

The armies are now rested and recov­
ered from the effects of the fight at Liao 
Yang. They are in condition to fight and 
the weather is favorable for military 
operations . The roads are drying and 
the Japanese are speedily restoring the 
lailway. The party of military attaches 
w’ho recently came to Liao Yang from 
Tokio were dragged for a hundred m‘les 
in open trucks by coolies. The army Is 
now forwarding rolling-stock with cap. 
tured car and engines and the servicq 
w ill soon be. thoroughly organized. With 
the Mao river open the ia.®k of trans­
porting men and supplies to advanced 
Kases of operations at Mao Yang will he 
simple. There I.® much special attention 
new as to the extent of the fall and win­
ter campnlgn. It is generally thought 
Field Marshal Oyama will (?ontlnue press­
ing Kuropatkln back until winter falls 
and then strongly guard the advance line 
until spring. Tho Japanese carried oif' 
an aggressive campaign against the Chi­
nese during the winter, but conditions 
ate different In this war.

The renewal of the attack upon Port 
Arthur on newer and more aggressive 
lines is expected this week, and It Is pre­
dicted in well Informed quarters the re­
duction of that fortress will be accom- 
idishid within ten days or a fortnight. 
Authorities continue silent concerning the 
opi-rations there. The publication of a 
small list of casualties in the naval bri­
gade operating on land is the only recent 
official utterance in reference to the 
siege. The spoils taken at Mao Y’ ang 
gontinue to grow. General Kuroki re- 
I>oi’ts the capture of four miles' of rail­
way rails and two hundred tons of coal.

NEW  YORK. Kept. 21.—A dispatch from
l. ondon to the Times on the subject of
m. arlne ln.®urance says:

Business is active In steamers with 
coal, oil and stores for Russian account. 
It is clear that urgent mea.surea are be­
ing taken to secure supplies for Siberia 
and Manchuria before the winter. Un- 
ilerwriters are skeptical as to the weath­
er permitting steamers which have still 
to sail from Euroiie to reach Vladivo­
stok.

It has been known for months, the cor- 
res|Kin<lent adds, that unless large quanti­
ties of O i l  are got out many of the eastern 
SilH'i ian towns may be in darkness dur­
ing the winter.

The directors* report of the Missouri. 
KaiiHits and Texas road for the fiscal year 
ending June 30 ha.s t>een received ia this 
city, shoa'ing the gros.s earnings for the 
year to have b^vn $17,775,595.41. an In- 
cicase of over $.'.i)« . imm) nlM>ve tho gross 
earnings of 1903. The oiM-ratliig ex- 
p»-nses of fhe road, including lax*-a. were 
$12.997.7'»9.85, leaving net receipts of $4.- 
75H.hn5.55. Other income of the.company 
netted $.HS.722.90. making the total in 
come $5.aH5.5i)H.46. Of this, $4.019,-.'3'J.95 
wa.s applied in payment of interest on 
bon<Ls and rentals, leaving a .surplus of 
$I.055.35H.50. The report also stales that 
the eomiMiny Is free from floating debt, 
and stales that the pits.venger earning.^ 
have inerea.s)!d $$41,747 as a result of the 
rapidly Inertasing population in the ter­
ritory reached by the road.

Taking up the physical condition of the 
company's property, the ref>ort shows 
that material progress has been made 
during the year. Including construction 
of citallng stations, cotton platforms, liay 
barns, reservoirs and cinder pits. Four 
hundred and one miles of new telegraph 
line has been constructed, eight Inter­
locking plants established, two now In 
course of construction, and large amount 
of fencing being done along the tracks. 
a«*vcnteen miles of which alone remains 
tinfenced at present

The report also refers to the burnt cUiy 
balList bedng manufactured at Greenville, 
which will be put upon the Diillas d.vis­
ion between Denison and Hillsbigo.

The rolling stock equipment has been 
largely increased, the report .saying; “ The 
total equipment at the close of the year 
was 420 locomotives, as against 351 at a 
corresponding pcrlo<l last year; 14,300 
cars, as against 12.930 cars at a corre­
sponding iteriod last year. 1.534 cars be­
ing added and 251 de.stroycd. making an 
Increase of 1,370 cars.”

The large number of new Industries 
constructed in the year along the lines 
is made tho subject of comment, as Is 
also the completion of tho txten-sions into 
Austin and into Oklahoma City and Guth­
rie. The total main line nille.ige is 3,043 
miles, and the side trackage 591 miles.

The ext>ectatlon of Incrca.sed passenger 
farnlngs for the coming year as a direct 
result of the St. Ixiuls exposition Is 
stated in tho report.

The report closes with the announce­
ment that the company has under eonsld- 
erutlon a plan of finance to provide capi­
tal for future extensions of the system 
and at the same time make provision 
for the reelemption of various mortgages 
now In existence before maturity. Under 
the pl.an uniformity will be given to all 
future bond issues by the creation of a 
refun<ling first mortgage to the amount 
of $40,(KK),t>0<), with pro|>er safeguards for 
the l.ssue of these securities against any 
propertb-s constructed or acquired. These 
bonds will be deposited with the trustee 
as ultimate exchange for or as payment 
of the existing divisional bonds. Of the 
proposed Issue, it is stated $27,000,000 will 
be available for the future purposes of 
the comiiany. The report states that no 
Immediate extensions arc In contempla­
tion. but that it is deemed expedient 
under existing conditions to make timely 
preparations for any demands which may 
arise for new railway facilities in the 
Southwest. The report contains the usual 
statements and tables.
MORE

distribution of the new steel was com­
menced at Garrett and this afternoon the 
crew reached Waxahachle.

WACO. TEX.. Sept. 21—E. E. Rising 

of San Saba county, one of the best 
known pecan raisers in Texas. sp«-nt yes­
terday In Waco. He had been to Temple, 
where he sold a lot of pecans at 124 
cents per pound, the first crop. This Is 
the earliest maturing p<'riod for pecans 
ever recorded, by about three weeks, Mr. 
Rising aald. and he is rather puzzled to 
know wh.at could have caused the nuts 
to get in such a hurry about ripening. 
The crop in that section will not be very 
good and the cla.ss of pecans will fall 
somewhat below the average. It Is 
thought. While here Mr. Rising talked 
with Dr. W. S. Starkey, who has gone 
extensively Into the pecan culture busi­
ness and has thousands of young trees 
planted on the Braxos below Waco. The 
two spent the time In a profitable man­
ner, discussing their experiences In con 
nectlon with pecan growing, as there Is 
much to be learned yet even by the best 
posted in this line. The San Saba sec­
tion-* is one of the famous places for 
pecans.

Union, was selected a.s temisirary chair­
man. not only of that meeting, but of 
any otb»*r meetings which may l>e held 
during the stay of the members of the 
organization here. W. K. Buckner of 
Grapevine was elected secretary under 
the Hiiine conditions. A committee was 
selected, which is to have charge of the 
selling of all of the cotton. This com­
mittee has the power to act for all the 
members, and Is composed of the chair­
man. the secretary and A. J. Reynolds of 
Azle.

It Is a well known fact that one of the 
obj«Hts of the meeting was to place a 
price on the cotton. \4'hat price was de­
cided on will not be known until the cot­
ton is sold, but if the price ia not reached 
In the bidding by the Imyers it will not 
bt‘ known for .some of those in attend­
ance at the meeting gave out that It 
wa.s a case of getting the price decided 
on or taking the cotton to another mar­
ket. or Ijack home to await that price, as 
ail were determined to get what they 
thought was right.

The selling committee held a meeting 
early this morning with all of the locjl 
buyers and several outsiders who reache»l 
here last nighL At this conference noth­
ing has l>een given out. and It Is sup- 
IHjsed that the committee from the union 
simply told the buyers under whiit con­
ditions the cotton would bo sold and un­
der what It would not. The buyers came 
from the meeting with no apparent dis­
play of Joy at the supposed instructions 
they received.

The method to be pursued In the sale 
of the .staple, as far as can be learned. Is 
this: All of the meml>ers .are to bring 
their cotton to “ I'otton Sijudre.”  and 
dump It from the wagons. This will 
make alK)ut 500 liales contributed by tho 
members of the union, not counting the 
250 or 300 bales which others farmers, not 
members of the union, have offered and 
which will be kept separate, as their dally 
contributions.

The cotton being all arranged, the com­
mittee will €'Scort ail the Ituyers 
among the bales. Samples can be taken 
an<l a general grade on the cotton Is to 
be made. All i.s to l>e sold together. No 
one buyer can take two hundred hales and 
another a similar amount but one must 
take it all or there is to be no .sale. The 
price offered must be equal to the amount 
these men believe Is their due. and which 
they claim they have heretofore lost by 
cotton gamblers, reckless speculators and 
cotton Jobbers and which really belongs 
to them as their rightful share of the 
money for the labor they have performed 
In the production of the crop. I f  the 
highest bid of the buyers does not come 
up to their expectations the committee Is 
said to be empowered to reject and hold 
the cotton. The decisions of the commit­
tee are to he absolute, as If they were 
handling their own Individual property 
and not representing others, as well as 
themselves. The members of the union 
have expressed an opinion that It Is high­
ly improbable the cotton will be sold for 
at least two days. The Impression that 
each man's offerings were to be sold sep­
arately by an auctioneer Is erroneous In 
the extreme, for such is not the case.

SURPRISE TO  ARL ING TO N
Very few of the Arlington citlzen.s were 

aware of the coming of the vtuI ous dele­
gations and the town was taken by sur­
prise. Nevertheless, when It became ap- 
Ijarent la.st night that today was to be 
one of the biggest days In the cotton line 
In the history of the town, a self-appoint­
ed committee of energetic business men 
at once started out with a .subscription 
list to secure fund.s to properly entertain 
the self-invited gue.sts. The list was not 
long In circulation Ijefore sufficient money 
had been raised to serve for the visitor's 
a dinner at the noon hour tmlay. Mer­
chants and all have Joined In the event 
and ate making It a gala day with the 
biggest crowd In town they have ever 
liad.

On the success of the sale of today de­
pends future sales. Each month until 
the season 1s over other s.ale.s are to be 
held at various places. The members wl'l 
not give out where the next meeting Is 
to be held, and claim they wish to take 
the town and buyers by surprise, and In 
that way they are ablo>' to get a better 
pflce for their cotton.

ADVICE TO FORT W ORTH 
At the meeting last night resolutions 

were adopted suggesting to Fort Worth 
citizens how to make Fort Worth a mar­
ket place, not only for cotton, but all 
other produce as well.

This Is the first sale of this nature 
which has ever l>een held. In the heyday 
of the Farmers' Alliance a number of ; 
members would bring cotton to market 
on the same day and would auction it off 
to the highest bidder, but it wa.s not sold 
in bulk, as that of today.

The Farmers' Union of Tarrant coun- 
t.v has taken the initiative in this nov-»l 
method, and if this sale is a suocesa many 
other sal% will be undoubtedly held, not 
only In Texa.s, but all through the south, 
as well, this year. The various organi- 
zation.4 are watching this sale with great 
Interest, and are heart and soul in the ' 
hope that It will be a success.

.oro S A L E  IW M O H N IN G
The members o f the Farmers' T’ nlon 

did not offer their cotton for sale dur­
ing this morning. Most o f the various 
delegations, which came In last night 
and early In the morning .spent the 
time m ingling wHli the crowds on 
“Cotton Square" and watching the sales 
ot individual parties not affiliated with 
the union. No cotton was sold until 
nearly 10 o'clock, as the New Orleans, 
New York and I.iverpool market quo­
tations. which daily guide the buyers 
were late in being received. These 
.showed the market to have advanced 
several points over the prices quoted 
yesterday. Cotton went as high as 
10.55 during the morning and none 
sold under 10. This cotton sold wa.s 
the daily offerings o f the farmers who 
regularly make Arlington their mar­
ket.

Up to the noon hour several other 
delegations o f farmers, members o f the 
union, came in with from two to six 
bales to the wagon. Some of the later 
arrivals came from as far aw ay as 
Wise and Parker counties. A delega­
tion o f ten wagons o f six bales each 
reached here a l noon from Kennedale. 
They Joined the large camp along V il­
lage Creek.

It  has been tacitly  agreed between 
the buyers and the commission that 
all o f the cotton is to be sold on. a 
strict “ m iddling" basis and then a fter 
all has been .sold, both the buyer and 
the selling committee are to each 
choose a grader and these two men are 
to class the staple and the decision o f 
the two men Is to be final. The mem­
bers o f the union are sanguine they 
w ill secure the desired price and the 
Arlington buyers have stated that 
rather than let outside buyers get the 
cotton offered today they w ill strain 
the price a point or tw o to hold it 
I'.ere.

They apparently realize the fact, i f  
the cotton is bought by an outsider It 
w ill detract from the town's reputa­
tion, which o f course, all citizens are 
zealously guarding. To have the cot­
ton bid in by an outsider would take 
away considerable from the town's 
leputation as a market and also the 
further fact that the next sale would 
be taken to some other point next 
month, which place is to be decided 
later by the members o f the union.

Then, too, by paying.a good price the 
buyers expect to succeed in getting 
these farmers to hau l'cotton  here a.s 
individuals during the season. Thl.s 
morning the buyers o f Arlington got 
together and practically decided to do 
this even at a small loss to them, for 
It was figured to be the best plan all 
around.

A t noon a spread was given by the 
enterprising merchants .of the town to 
the iiblon members at the Texas and 
Pacific restaurant. The affair was in­
terspersed w ith a few  brilliant re ­
marks a ll around and a pleasant time 
to all. Just before the dinner hour a 
number o f the cotton growers got to­
gether and passed a resolution thank­
ing the citizens of Arlington fo r the 
hospitality shown them and to the 
Woodmen for the use o f their hall.

the rtimantic attachments of youth are 
not generally lasting.

"I would not w’ish to be regarded 
as laying down ironclad rules con­
cerning the exact age when a girl 
should marry; it might be at 22. 24, 
23 or 26 years— it all depends upon 
the -physical and mental development 
of the girl. I meant rather to indicate 
that a girl should not marry until 
she was over 21 and of an age to 
comprehend the responsibility of the 
marriage state and to make an intel­
ligent choice of the man whose com­
panionship will he either a help or a 
hindrance to her life.

“ There are many serious questions 
to be considered in deciding upon this 
moet Important step. Health, hered­
ity, environment, taste, social ten­
dencies. ail should be carefully weigh­
ed if a happy married life is desired. 
Girls should not be carried away with 
the good looks acd fascinating man­
ners of men. The man a girl would

marry when she leaves school is usu­
ally not the man she would select af­
ter she has seen more of the world."

“Do yon not think, governor, that 
mothers of the twentieth century are 
in a measure prone to feel that their 
first duty to a debutant daughter is 
to get her comfortably settled in fife 
through marriage, and that fathers, 
unless they be very wealthy, fear to 
die and leave their daughters unpro­
vided for?”

The governor shook his head. “ Mar­
riage for the purpose of settling a 
daughter In life is, as a rule, a fail­
ure and an unhappy one. No parent 
especially no true and loving mother! 
will wish to push her daughter into 
matrimony before she is fully matured 
and fitted for the grave responsibili­
ties of married life. Young girls just  ̂
out of school are not equipped for the 
ordinary household duties of wives 
and for the cares and trials of mother, 
hood. They should, after leaving 
school, spend some time with their 
parents, giving tboaa parenta the

pleasure of their companioonship and 1 
learning something of the every-day! 
work that will bo theirs as wives.

“ The girl who marries too early 
misses many of the pleasures of life. 
She is doomed to spend her youthful* 
days In the trying and taxing cares i 
of motherhood and household duties, 
with broken health and run-down 
nerves before she has passed out of 
her teens. Such marriages are un­
fortunate. They are entered into with­
out due consideration and frequently 
before the husband has fully estab­
lished his business ability and the 
earning capacity that will enable him 
to provide for the increasing wants 
of married life. Girls should be 
taught that there is more in life than 
getting married; that when they leave 
school they owe some service to their 
parenu, and that they should spend 
some of their days in making the 
lives of their fathers and mothers 
easier and brighter.

“The same advice pertains to young 
men. I have known of cases whom

young men, because they married tco 
soon and before they had establidied 
themselves in permanent positioaa 
were compelled to give up good OF 
portunities for advancement bccaaM 
famllj' ties and environments kgft. 
them down to one locality. The reii*- 
xation of the mistakes of marryiBg 
too early has discouraged many •  
young man. blasted his future, biiiigM 
disappointment to himself and depH* 
vatlon and suffering to his family.

“Do not understand me as fixiag 
any age limit as the period for 
riago, though the proper period, ia aU 
judgment, is between 21 and 2« ye«i. 
I only speak from my own expericnogi 
I was 38 years old when I married aRt 
my wife i j  years my Junior. We art 
Jiappy and contented with our lot, a t i  
have four children—three girls 
one boy—all vigorona and hu 
physically and mentally. Hence 
f*taona tor advocating a mature . 
before marriage."—Biatimore Sua.

THE CROPS IN TEKAS
O.VLVKSTO.N', Texas. Sept. 21— The 

follow ing l.s the w eek ly crop report as

Texas for the I ’ nited States agricu l­
tural department;

Weather Conditions.— Ifeavy  rainfall 
occurred over the southwestern and 
coa.st divisions on the 13lh and H th and 
good shower.s in the eastern counties 
on the same dates. The fo llow ing  
places report rainfal In excess o f two 
Inches: Blanco. 2.ti2: Corpus Chrlsti. 
4.70; Ciireo. 3.HH; Galveston, 2.33; San 
Antonio. 6.10, and Wharton, 3.22 Inches. 
A cool wave overspread the state on the 
l!>th and 16th, but the average tempera­
ture for the week was Just about nor­
mal.

Cotton.— The plants have generally 
taken on second growth, but there is no 
prospect for a top crop. Boll weevils 
are doing as much damage in the 
southwestern, coast, central, eastern 
and a numlier o f northern countie.s es 
the advancement o f the season w ill 
permit. The bolls continue to open 
rapidly. P ick ing was delayed in tlie 
Bouthwestern and coast divisions by 
the rains, hut elsewhere progressed a.s 
rapidly as the scarcity of pickers would 
permit. The yield Is generally much 
below the average, but is proving 
somewhat better than expected In the 
northern portion. The staple now be­
ing picked has suffered little  or no 
dam.tge from the rainfall.

Corn.— The picking o f early corn !s 
progres.sing -slowly.

Rice.—The rain fall delayed the har­
vesting and thra.shing of rice.

Sugar Cane.— The rain fall was bene­

ficial to sugar cane and the crop u 
maturing nicely.

’ ’But while I .sjty thjtt the object of the 
war la the security of the empire and 
the permanent ptaee of the east, I say 
also, and with e«jual emphasis, that the 
war is TTTit a war for the supremacy of 
race over race or of religion over religion. 
With differences of race or religion it has 
nothing to do; and it is caj-ried on in 
the interests of justice, humanity and the 
commerce and civilisation of the world.

” 1 do not think that any government in 
the world at tlie outbreak of war ever 
took such imins as the government of 
Japan has taken to emphasize to all the 
duty of conducting the war in strict ac­
cordance with the principles of humanity 
and the usjiges of international law.

•’The imputation is made Hint if Japan 
Is successful in the present conflict, the 
day will come when, to serve her own 
ends, she will not be above utilizing th«' 
anti-foreign spirit that is now lurking 
among the masses, of China; the spirit 
that held the legations in Pekin in i>eril 
of life; that massacred hundreds of help­
less foreigners and occasioned deep anx­
iety and sorrow to the whole world. 1 
will not go Into the hi.story of the Boxer 
movement, and the .steps taken to sup­
press it; though if 1 did I could show 
that, for reasons that are now somewhat 
more evident than they then were, no 
other nation occupied so difficult a posi­
tion as Japan. But no candid man can 
say that in all that trying time Japan 
was derelict in the performance of her 
duties; and no one has a right to insin­
uate that In the future she will be less 
broad-minded, less honorable, less hu­
mane. or less the friend of the civiliza­
tion of the west than she was when her 
army went to the relief of the foreigners 
besieged in Pekin.

"The argument against Japan Is some­
times put in this form: "Russia stand.* 
for Christianity and Japan stands for 
Buddhism.’ The truth is that Japan 
stands for religious freedom. This is a 
principle embodied In her constitution; 
and her practice Is in accordance with 
that principle. In Jspan a man mav be 
a Buddhl.st. a Christian, or even a 'Sew  
without suffering for it. This is so clear 
that no rigMt-mlnded man aetjuainted 
civilization of the west Is the education 
of the west. That Japan ha.s accepted 
with Jaiian would question it.

Contest at Liao Yang Ranks 

Ninth With the Great A f­

fairs of Famous W ars—Fig­

ures in Civil W ar

Much has b^n  nald about the battle of 
I.aUio Yanx on account of the aroat 
alauKhter Involved, but when it is looke<l 
back upon in future.s times it will only 
taka rank as the ninth most fatal battle 
of modern times. The general staff at 
St. Petersburg has given out that Kuro- 
patkln had 132,000 troup.s with him, and 
estimates that Oyama had 220,000 men. 
which makes a total of 352.000 men en- 
ganged. If these figures can be relie<i up­
on. Notblng has been given out at Tokio 
relative to the size of the Japanese ar­
mies. and these figures are Russian es­
timates. but their preptmderance of num­
bers must have been fully as great, to 
judge from the result attained. Kus.sia 
says her losa In the fighting about Liao 
Yang was 17,000. and Japan puts hers 
at 600 more, or a total of 31.500 for both 
forces, or 9.8 per cent. The relative rank 
of the ten most bloody battle of recent 
years follows:

Liao Yang does not even rank first In 
the total number of men engaged, for at 
Leipzig, sometimes called "the conflict of 
the nations.”  there were 280.000 of the 
allies opposed to the army under Napo­
leon, krlUch numbered 150.000. says the 
Springfletd Republican. The battle waged 
a week, and was the first reverse which 
the Grand Armee suffered, the French 
loss being 78.000 In killed, wounded and 
captured, while the allies lost 53.000. Ev­
en with such great losses, however, the 
result o f the bottle was not Immetliately 
conclusive, for Nhpoleon. like Kuropat- 
kin. extricated his army and retreated to 
France. Gravelotte .saw more men with 
the colors than fought around the Man­
churian city, the French having 150.000 
and the Russians 200.000, the former los­
ing 14.000 and the latter 21.000. but the 
battle led to the surrender of the whole 
French force, numbering 173.000 men of 
all miiBB. Waterloo is usually considered 
one of the greatest battles of the world 
because of its tar-reaching results, but 
It was small when compared with these 
three so far as the numbers engaged.

Napoleon went to his dnw'nfall with 71.- 
940 men fighting under the eagles, while 
Wellington had 68.000 and Blucher 50.000. 
The casualties on- the great plain near 
Brussels were heavy, because the fighting 
was at close range, the whole field being 
easily seen now from the great mound 
built In honor of the English dead. Na|>o- 
leon was not beaten until the Old Guard 
was down and he had lost 32,000 men. 
while the Iron Duke and Blucher lost 22,- 
000 together.

One must turn to the battles of our 
civil conflict to find war In all its terror, 
for the carnage on some of our fields has 
never been equaled, and probably never 
will be. now that the modern rifle has

, taken the placf of the old Springfield, 
i Gettysburg lead.s the list of iNittb-s for Its 
I bloodiness and fierceness, and there 80.000 
} federal troops were opjxis- d to ti'eatKI un­
der the st.-irs and bars. Tit*- I'nlon loss*-.s 
were 23.186 and the ('onfedenit*- 31.621. or 
over thirty-five per cent of the total en- 
g:iged. The Wilderness was our s*-i-oti*l 
most fatal contest, and there 116 iio:t K*sl- 
trals fought 70.000 Confederates and lo.st 
37.737 men to their oi:ponetifs’ 11.400. 
Ch:inc«-Ilorsvil*-l wa.s a d*‘sp* iale struggle 
between teh northern army, numbering 
89.000. an<l the southern atmy of 50.000. 
and the casualtle.s of the foitner tot.aled 
16.030 anil of the latter 12.2̂ 1.

Fair Oaks .saw more nn-n with the col­
ors, the northern army numbering 112.- 
000 and the southern 67.0oo. but the total 
losses were only ft.971. of which 5.739 must 
be given to the Stars and Strl|«-s and 4.- 
232 to the enemy. The war with Spain 
and the fighting at San Juan were light 
when compajed with the work of the sol­
diers in the early '60a. The strength of 
the Fifth army corps under Shatter In 
Cuba was 18.216 when the tmttl*- began, 
and the total casualties were l.t'2t5. or 9 
per cent. This does not Include the loss 
of the Spaniards.

Russia has st<M>d up under some much 
more heavy losses than those siie has Just 
suffererl at Liao Yang. I ’ levna ranks filth 
among the most fatal fights, and there the 
czar lost 40.000 out of his 135.000 men. 
and killed 33 1-3 per cent of the 90.000 
TurkLsh troops. In 1812 Russia figured in 
another great Igittle. when her forces met 
those of Napoleon at Itorrslino. and each 
lost 40.000 out of Its 140,000 trooi>s. Najs)- 
leon started his Russian camiaign with 
an army of 400.ooo troops, the same num­
ber which has l.een err-dited to Oyam.a 
and Kuropatkln together. The t'oislcan’s 
armies were not near as laige as this In 
most of his great battles. He lerl 70,000 
men at Austerlitz, against the 84.000 of 
the allies, and at Wagrarn he had 160.*- 
000 to the llO.oOO of the allies. Marshal 
Razaine hiid 15o.(mh) men at Metz when 
he fought the Russians under much the 
same circumstances as prevailed .at l.lao 
Yang, hut the Russian did not make the 
fatal blunder of the Frenchman and be­
come penned in the Manchurian city. 
Oyama probably hoped tlrat he would, for 
he witnessed the victory of the I ’russlans 
at Metz, where they lost 21,000 to the 14,- 
000 of the French.

The Duke of Marborough had 62,000 
men under his standard when he fought 
the French army, numbering 56.000, at 
Blenheim, and caused them to lose 30.000 
men to his 13.000, and took rank as the 
victor in the second most fatal tattle of 
comparatively modern history. Fr*-derlck 
the Great seldom had an army of over 
thirty thousand men In his wars, and at 
Rossbach only 23.000 were with him to 
fai-e the 60.000 of Austria, but he only 
lost 6.000 as compared with the 7,700 
killed, wounded and captured of the en­
emy.

INTERSTATE COMMISSION HEARING
Judge Sam Cowan left last night for 

Washington, to ai>i>ear b"fore the Inter­
state Commerce Commission and submit 
his arguments In the case where the raise 
in freght rates from Mississippi river 
points to Texas is attacked.

Judge Cowan represents the government 
in the case and has collecte*! the evidence 
air* ady submitted to the commission. The 
purpose of the present he,iring September 
28 1s to hear the arguments of both sides. 
Should the commission decide the rates 
are too high the question will Im* t.aken 
into the Federal courts, where the com­
mission findings will have the force of 
prima facie evidence.

Judge Cowan, who had Just returned 
from the hearing at Denver, where he 
represented the Cattle Growers* Associa­
tion. stated that the results of the meet­
ing would l>e greatly beneficial and that 
a number of the roads represented had 
announced Improvements in their service.

Mr. Cowan also states that the grain 
dealers of Wichita, Kan., are apidylng to 
the commission for lower rates, declaring 
their rates to Galveston are h gher than 
thoiie from Kansas City, although they 
are over 200 miles nearer.

ORDINANCE NO. 913.
An ordinance d.^elaring it to be unlaw­

ful to establish any eemelery In the city 
or to enl.trge any cemetery already estab­
lished in the city:

Be It ordain, d by the city council of 
the city of F'ort Worth—

Section 1. That it shall hereafter be 
unlawful for any is-rson, firm, corporation 
or a.ssociatlon of persons to establish any 
cemetery within the city limits of the 
city of F'ort Worth or to enlarge any 
cemetery now established wlth'n the lim­
its of saijl city.

Sec. 2. That It shall hereafter be iin- 
I.awful for any i>erson. firm, corporation 
or a.ssociatlon of persons to bury or in­
ter or permit to be burled or Interred 
In ground under hls. its or their control, 
any corpse of any human being, within 
the limits of the city of F'ort Worth, ex­
cept within the established limits of S 
cemetery now exi.sting and established.

Sec. 3. That every per.son, firm, cor- 
pocatlon or association of persons guilty 
of violating the provisions of sections 1 
and 2 of this ordinance or any of them, 
shall l>e deemed guilty of a misdemeanor 
and on conviction thereof In the cor­
poration court, shall be fined in any .sum 
not exceeding two hundred dollars ($2(>0). 
and each day that a cemetery shall re­
main established or enlarged contrary to 
the provisions of this ordinance, shall be 
deemed a separate effense and each day 
that the corpse of any human txdng shall 
remain interred or burled or be permitted 
to remain buried or Interred contrary to 
the provisions of this ordinance, shall be 
deemed a separate offense.

Sec. 4. That all ordinances, parts of or­
dinances in conflict herewith to the extent 
that they are In conflict herewith, be, 
and the same are hereby repealed.

Sec. 5. That this ordinance take effect 
and be In force from and after Its pas­
sage and publication as required by law.
