Pfntlon. Condutdor Caldwell misread 
tile order and his train ran past the 
meeting point. One mile and a lialf 
west of Hodges Station the two trains 
met liead-oii wtille rounding a curve 
at a lilgli rate of speed. The impact 
was terrific and tlie day eoaelies and 
the expres.s cars on the east hound 
train were totally wr.*cke(l and tlie 
passerrgers eillier killed or seriously 
injured.

Ibdh engines were overturned and 
demolished.

Oddly enough, none of the pa.'-^enger.s 
on the west hound train were killed, 
tliougli tlie passengers were liadly 
sliaken np. Tlie engineers are pinned 
iimler their engines. The dead and 
injured were idled in heaps in the 
wrecked east hound train.

Passengers on the Pullman iilighted 
ami assisK'd the train crews in rescu­
ing and aiding the Injured. Word of 
the disaster was sent to Knoxville and 
a wrecking and a hospital train were 
soon on tlie spot. Puperlntondent Loy­
al], who was in Chattanooga, arrived 
on a speidal train ami at once took 
charge o f the work of cle.iring the 
wreckage, which w ill take eight or ten 
hours.

Passengers on train No. 12 were sent 
to Knoxville ami forwarded to their 
destination from there. A niimher of 
the passenger.s were en route from 
Knoxville to New Market to attend th-:* 
funeral o f W. R King, a prominent 
citizen o f Knoxville, who died yester- 
da.v. James King, one of the dead,

Forty-eig'nt 
l.o*!i*-s were counted Fiefore I left for 
Knoxville, and seveial of the injured died 
on the way to the city. From all tluit I 
can learn there must have been from tifly 
to slxty-tive pei.sons killed and 125 in- 
juied.”

Sfieaking of Ms own Injuries. Mr. Brown 
stated that they were slight.

A CONGRESSMAN ESCAPES
Judge IJenry R. Olhaon, representative 

fn-m the Second congressional district of 
Tennessee, was one of the passengers on 
the lll-fated train. He was not seriously 
hurt, his greatest inconveniences being 
(lainful sprains of both ankles. Judge 
Gihson considers himself most fortunate. 
in*iicd. and states t^at tliere were only 
two in the coach ill which he sat who 
were not killed outright, he b*-lng one * f 
the two. He said that he had shifted his 
sent from place to place after entering 
the ci\r. to allow women to have seats, 
and finally located In the smoker of the 
day coach mar the first sleeper. He was 
looking over his political notes prepari- 
toty to making a speeclt at Husselville 
when the wr*-ck oocuricd.

He said he heard a trememluous crus'i- 
Ing sound wFilie the car In which he sat 
shook and lunged. He thought the i-ar 
was t'ff the track and running on the 
cross ties. He was hoping that the en­
gine would liri-ak loose when the car 
.'topped. When he realized wFiat had 
happened he fouml himself fastened h.v 
the lower tutrt of the legs. When he tried 
to extrlcat*; himself he found his logs 
hard fast, but with anoth«-r struggle lie 
got loose. He took a glance at the car 
in which he had iKcn riding land the 
g*-neial aspect was a mass of hitman be­
ings. tiacks of car seats, dress suit cases, 
grips, baskets and wearing apiiarel of all 
sorts.

There was not a sign of life in all of 
it i-xcciit near his side, where a you-.ig 
man who had F>een saved was struggling 
out with a wild look in his eyes. He 
never saw the young man again. XVith 
some effort Judge Gibson made his way 
to tlie giound over a section of the si*Je 
of till- car. which formed a very koimI 
liriilge from wliich to reach the ground. 
Judge Gibson said it was three minutes 
liy his watch after he reach*<l the ground 
tliat th*'ie was a sign of life in the car 
from which he Fiad escaped. Then came 
the wails of the women and cries for 
help. Judge Gihson was in the second 
coach. This coach he described as having 
hri'ki-n in two near the midille and sep- 
nrnti-d there for five or six feet. The floor 
In the section In which he sat appeared 
to have scraped along the cinder road 
h«'d and as a result there wa.s cinders and 
diit upon everything. This was the rea­
son wliy the injured and dead were so 
grimy. Judge Gibson thinks that it was 
the young man at his side who ran to 
New Market and wired the first news of 
the wreck to Knoxvlile. The Judge said 
that it was an hour after the wrt-ck oc­
curred before there was any relief work 
done •

The casualties 
were light on either side.

His yachts, 
his dog.s, liifi flow’ers, his art. his horses— 
all are the finest money can buy. He and 
his beautiful wife and their six children 
live the simple.st sort of llve.«.

l,aw.son'.s gi'.-at pleasure is leading sur­
rounded by liis family; his greatest fun 
i.s his bu.siness; his best amusement is 
writing, and his triumph I.s fighting for 
what he believes to lie right. He once 
sail!; "In  this W’orld every man is just 
a.s big as he thinks he Is—until he sits 
into the game. Then he Is just as big as 
ho makes the other fellow think he is. 
When he Is through and gone he Is Just 
as big—as he was."

As I left the queer little office the enig­
ma of Thomas W. l.aw’son has fadded 
and there popped into my mind a thought 
of Brutus wlio loved Upesar as an honest 
man, but .slew him as one ambitious.

A’ istula provinces, as was to be expected. 
Precarlwis news Is filtering through the 
censored press, and anxiety prevails not 
only in Russia, but al.so In the colnterest- 
ed neighboring empires of Austria and 
Germany, especially the latter, which has 
a fuil%ieasure of wrong and Injustice to­
ward the Poles on her conscience. Glow- 

~4ng manifestoes are being spread through­
out Poland, penetrating even to the Rus­
sian barracks where Polish soldiers are 
quartered. It la  naively as.serted that 
Japanese agents^and spies agitate and 
arouse the people as though evexy Inch of 
PolDh soil had not Its memory of old 
glory, as though every tomb In the 
churches and numberless battlefields, ev­
ery banner that moldered on their .sacred 
walls, did not teach some passage of tneir 
history. Beside, a sum total o f hatred 
has been accumulated from the mother's 
milk among the oppres-sed nation by the 
suppression of their language and litera­
ture and their native schools, and dis­
crimination against their religion, dra­
conic, exceptional laws, police surveil­
lance. constant "administrative”  exile 
without due process of taw, transportation 
of Polish soldiers as far as possible from 
home, preferably to Siberian and Cauca­
sian garrisons, if there Is no war to deci­
mate them.

The hundreds of thousan<Ls. nay. mil­
lions of Poles, driven out and scattered 
over the world. In the course of the wild 
Polish outbreaks of rev^utlon In 1830, 
1848, 1863, and the constant silent revo­
lutionary movements, the millions of their

descendants, carrj'ing the gospel of the 
torn great nation among the freedom- 
loving people of the world, have always 
remained conscious and proud of their na­
tionality which is the foremost, the most 
cultured and the most glorious In age and 
achievement among all the Slavic races.

In the i:nlt»“d States 3.000,060 of Poles 
are living, united by their church and po­
litical as well as social organlzation.j, ever 
mindful of their fatherlaiul. the hojH> of 
whose future greatne.ss and Independence 
among the family of nations they have 
never given up. Rich and splendidly or- 
ganlzeil they actually constitute a tre- 
mc-ndous moral power and a great jmliti.’;;! 
force. Their treasures for the cause are 
grow’ing .safely in the United States ind 
Switzerland, the jxiore.st laborer and miner 
contributing his mite toward the s lored 
cause. A V’er>' exten-sive national j)re...s 
keeps the agitation and the con.sei.jusnes.s 
of their w’rorg.s alive. There i.s not on*> 
Polish family anv-where at home or abroad 
the blood of w’hose ancestors did not 
drench the soil on the battlelietd or under 
the ax of the executioner.

Now the, hour of revenge seems to have 
struck. I f  Manchuria become.s the grave 
of the Russian army, the Chinese sea has 
become the grave of the eastern Rus.sian 
fleet. Polish revolutionary movement Is 
by no means an lmi>ossibiiity. It is true 
that the Ru.ssian government Is well 
aware of what Is going on at home and 
abroad, for no government has such a 
perfect system of espionage, not only 
within the vast empire, where every jani­
tor of every house is an official Informer, 
but also everyw’here else where there are 
Polish colonle.H. Yet Russia was Just as 
well inform**d before the former great 
outbreaks. In 1830 bills were repeatedly

posted on the Imperial paiice wall of 
Gnnd Duke Constantine, brother of Cz.ir 
Nb’holas I. at War.saw’ : “ To let af4er 
Ni’W Year.”  N.-veitheless the revolution 
tiKik the grand duke—governor of I’ol.’iiid 
—and Ills |)OW’i-rful army alm.xst on a 
war footing, by surpjise. Constantine e.s- 
caped with his life l>y mere ueciilent, and 
the whole country was abl.ize all at tho 
same time. It re.juired immense efruit.s 
on the |.<irt of Ru.ssia to jiut dow’u tlie 
revolution, and even then, only Prussia'.s 
active a.ssi.st.’ince along Hie entire frontn-r 
from the Baltic down to Au^-trlan Sil*-sla 
ln.surc.1 the Ru.ssian upp.’r haiul.

If a Poi.sh reMiliitlon broke out at this' 
time, would I ’russia a.’t a.s Bismarck «l.d' 
in 1x6::? TIil.s levolulion also had to be 
.xui.i.tcss W’ith rutlil-ss ein‘rg>'. ’I'lie i 
c.untry w’as ilrow’ii.'d in li'axsl, and Prus­
sia Was forceil into an iHiious co-operation ' 
with Russi.i. Rut the outcry of the w’cst-| 
ern nations and the wate of hate against, 
Bismarck in Prus.-ia h.'rs-If nearly fori-cl 
the ‘ ’Iron Chanci’llor" from h's office .at 
an early stage of his gran.l . areer as the 
unifier of tlermany.

There is no doulit that the German gov­
ernment w’oul.l tmlay assist In stamping 
out a Polish movement in Ru.ssia even 
with a greater will than forty years ago. 
for the antagonisms of tho two Irrecon- 
ellable races, enemies hy Inheritance, have 
become at present more accentuated than 
before. A  silent war Is raging In all the 
eastern provlnci-s of Pru.ssla between Ger­
man nationalities and a dogged passive 
resistance and active propaganda of thj 
1‘oles. A strange letter of Ri.smarck—ly­
ing liefore the writer—of the early dale 
of 1848. wrltti-n by that great journalist 
to the Magdeburg t.azette, reads; 
man dreamers may wish to restore Poland

within her original frontiers, then the 
last sinews op Prussia wouhl be cut and 
millions of Germans Ih‘ turned over to 
Piiliish Jirtiitrarlness, In order to win an 
unsafe ally who would gree.lily wait for 
any embarrassment of Germany to win 
Etistern Piussla. Polish Silesia and tha 
Polish dl.stricts of P.imeranla. How can 
a German, from sheer sentimentality, ever 
tlilnk of ereatlng in clos st jiroximity to 
the fatlK rlai'.d a restless enemy who will 
always strive to divert by w’ars the fever­
ish unrest in Its Interior an.l fall ujKm 
our rear in > very w’cstern complication; ; 
an en.-m.e who will be more grce.ly for' 
c.’nqucst at onr exjicnsc than the czar of. 
Russia. W’ho is gla.l wh.-n he can hol.l' 
together his j.rescnt colo.s.sns." Here the 
lion is alreaily visilile by his c!aw’ ; B is-. 
mar. k was then a Viiung country ’squiraj 
.IS years oM! But tli se lines throw a 
perfei't flash of light ujion hl.s future i>ol- 
Icy.

But as th<‘ Poles, no oppression ha.s 
cowe.l them or rendered them olillvious 
of the glories of Jaglell.i, and the yoke 
which he imriosed upon the Germans. 
Even today a te deum Is held In the ca­
thedral an.l the churches of the capital of 
the Pni.sslan province of Posen by’ the 
Polish clergy under the Polish Archbishop 
Stablew’skl on the anniversary of the 
great victory of Tannenburg. one of the 
most decisive bottles In the history of 
Europe, a victory which. In 1410, broke 
forever the power of the Order of Teu­
tonic Knight.s, and made Prussia for sev­
eral centuries a Polish fief.

The Polish press in Prussia being under 
a harsh and watchful supervision, which 
is considered quite legitimate and neces­
sary for the safety of the state. Is, of 
course, able to agitate but covertly, but

the Austrian press throughout the king­
dom of Galicia is perfectly clear and out- 
sjKiken regarding the Polish aspirations. 
The Uracow and Lemberg journals and 
magazines vindicate the sacred right of 
an ojipressed nation to rise against the 
tyrant for their Independence and against 
denationalization. They maintain that 
"the I ’oles have even more cause to re- 
vi’Oge the wrongs of centuries in the Rus­
sian slaughter hou.se than the Finns, 
whose wrongs are new and tempered, 
after all. by the exigencies of the present 
more enlightened era.”  The time seems 
to have come to exploit the internal 
Weakness .>f Russia, tliough thousands 
and hundreds of thousands of Polish son.s 
are now’ figliting or their bodies molder- 
Ing on tile liatllefieids of Manchuria.

The Piussi.an and Austrian Poles are 
naturally sufficiently wise to do nothing 
that would make their, own rulers sus­
picious. They see clearly the folly of 
jirov.iking W’ar measures on the part of 
Hie two other great powers. In 1831 they 
. ven mooted tho (juesHon of calling a 
Prussian prince or an Austrian archduke 
to the throne of resuscitated Poland to 
conciliate those pow’ers. But at least 12,- 
000. German Poles crossed the Russian 
frontier nnd fought the bloody’ battles of 
Ostroloneka and Praga (fortress of 'War­
.saw). Even the Prussian General t.^mlnskl 
and hosts of officers, non-commissioned 
officers and soldiers, deserted their I»rus- 
sian regiments to fight against Russia. 
But Pru.ssla, fearful of the spread of rev­
olution. moblllzeil four army corps (at 
that time one-half of her entire army) 
under Gnelsenau. her greatest field mar­
shal. of Napoleonic fame, who died of 
cholera during those events.

In 1863 the Warsaw secret rovolution-

• ry committee had branches In Posen and 
Danzig and a number of moat 'eloquent 
deputies in the parliament. Again four 
army corps were mobilised and a military 
convention w’ith the Russian government 
was concluded, permitting pursuit by the 
tioojis of each country Into the territory 
of the other.

But the wave of shame and excitement 
on the part of the Prussian liberal and 
centrist jiarties was such—Bismarck be­
ing att.aoked as a traitor to his country— 
that the Prussian government did not 
dare to acknowledge the Russian conven­
tion. Walileck, a most eminent liberal 
purllamentaiian. arraigned Bismarck “ for 
those police serx’lees rendered to a bar­
barous butcher that brought a blush to 
the face of every’ Prus.slan.”

Today conditions have changed In Prus­
sia as w’ell as In Germany’ at large. The 
Poles, far from being suhduc>d, have 
sjiread w’ith w’onderful rapidity’ and v i­
tality, in spite of the oppression of their 
language, and extensive plans of German 
colonization, upon w’hloh countless mil­
lions have been lavished; the Poles have 
spread their numbers, their territories 
within the eastern provinces, their or­
ganization. their language and their 
church. In business, a mutual boycott 
has rent the races still more asunder. 
Endoweil w’ lth their constitutional rights 
and most able representation In the Im­
perial diet and the Prussian parliamenL 
they cannot be placed outside of the pale 
of constitutional freedom, as la the case 
In Russia with an absolute gox’emment. 
Thus all the German parties, regardless 
of political affiliations, are In opposition 
to the Pole, fer they’ see their own house 
burning. Only the socialists hare a per­
fect and the centrists a lingering affec­

tion for the Catholic Poles. As to Rus­
sia, It Is safe to say, a larger army 
stands today In Poland than in Manchu­
ria. and for good reasons; In the same 
proportion in w’hich Poland, as the Indus­
trial artery and life blood of Ruzela, li 
more important than Manchuria. A Pol­
ish revolution would stagger the world. 
Too much blood has been spilled by 
Russia, there has been too much oppres­
sion by Pru.ssia. necessary’, perhay^, but 
not less grievous on that account! to 
countenance for a moment the restoration 
of Poland. But still tho Imposalblllty of 
stamping out a nation so ancient, so 
highly civilized, so glorious, as Poland; 
Usted by fire in the Russo-Prussian forge 
of one and a half centuries, discloses 
large vistas for a nation of twrenty mil­
lions. spread between the Baltic and th» 
Black seas. Draconic measures and ex­
ceptional law’s w’ould not necessarily re­
press the white eagle from soaring over 
the Russian double eagle In the present 
emergency, and the medieval patroness, 
"SanctA Marla Regina Polonlae," is as 
strong in the hearts of all Poles today os 
she was In the glorious days of the battle 
of Tannenberg, or the time of Sobieskt 
before "Vienna, or the golden age of lit­
erature when Poland was the foremost 
nation of eastern Europe. Too much 
hatred has for centuries been engendered 
to allow tho Polish question to slumbtf 
for good. A  DIPLOMAT.'

He, who was used 
to see a Taraa Bulba In every Russian 
officer, had during tho last hours en­
tire ly  changed his opinion and could 
not find words hard enough to use 
about his former friends. He swore 
that every bit o f friendship for Russia 
had disappeared from his heart, and 
that he would return to Paris the first 
chance he had, a resolution which he 
rea lly carried out shortly afterwards. 
'When I  asked him what had made him 
so indignant he replied:

"Tou know how sad I fe lt yesterday 
at the news o f the blow ing up o f the 
battleehip Petropavlosk and the death 
o f Makarov and "Verestschagln and the 

..jibsence o f any news concerning Grand 
Duke Cyril. Last night when I went to 
N ara ja  Kolchlda. that disgraceful cafe 
ehantant In which no decent man ought 
to put his feet, to have my dispatches 
coMrared by an officer o f the general 
■talf. who la never to bo found any- 
wboro Oise. 1 hoar from  ono o f tha

private cabinets the most Infernal 
noise, mirrors were broken and painted 
women scream and carry on In Hie 
most disorderly manner and when 1 
ask a W’ell known officer, who was so 
Intoxicated that he could not stand 
on his feet, where I could find Colonel 
Petroff, he asked to be excused, that 
he had no time to answer me a.s he was 
dining with Grand Duke Boris, tho 
brother o f Grand Duke Cyril, who. we 
feared, had heen killed. And Just now 
1 met a number o f officers In full dress 
uniform and when I asked one of them 
if today was an orthodox holiday he 
replied with a laugh w’hich made the 
blood boil In my veins: "Oh. no; we 
only celebrate the death of this Ma- 
karoff."

Imagine a Russian officer speaking 
In thi.< manner o f his comrade, who hed 
died the death o f a hero. I w ill not 
remain here one day longer among 
these scoundrels, who know neither 
honor nor patriotism."

And Girard was partly right, though 
It would not do to Judge all Russi.an 

! officers from these few  officers whose 
morals had been corrupted by the » res. 
ence among them o f an imperial de­
generate. In the first place one must 
remember that Russian officers should 
not be gauged by the standard c f other 
European officers, because Rusalx in 
spue ul a thlB varnUh o f weatera civ i­

lization Is really an Asiatic more than 
a European empire.

The Asiatic corrupHon, which exl.sls 
among all Russians officials, is also 
prevalent among army officers an l Is 
so deeply rooted that they have or­
ganised a regular and hy no means 
secret sy.stem of robbing the govern­
ment.

I have heard two cavalry officers 
who met for the first time openly ask 
one another how much they m.ade on 
their regiments. A  colonel of cavairy, 
a count and bearer o f one of Russi-j's 
noblest names, complained that he, who 
In time o f peace was used to make 2.'’. 
kopek a day and was furious because 
he had received orders to give up half 
o f what w’aa saved on the regular »x - 
penscs o f the regiment to the divisicn 
commander.

The manner In which money Is saved 
hy the regimental commander is also 
typical Asiatic. In the first plar'e the 
full number o f men are never enlisted 
and a great number are always away 
on "w ork ing furlough." that Is to say, 
they are hired out as field laboiers to 
owners o f large estates by the reg i­
mental commander who not only px 'k - 
ets their government ration money, but 
also the wages paid them by the men 
for whom they are working. As a lule 
nearly half o f the money allowed for 
oats and hay oloo ffooa la tha colonol a

pocket and the poor horses are fed 
only once a day and drugged with 
srsenlc and sulphur so as to present a 
slick appearance. That the horses are 
also used by the officers for their car­
riages goes without staying.

Among the officers all rac«s. ijrpes 
and ages are found. In the same reg i­
ment one may find orthodox Russians 
W’ho hate the sight o f a European as 
fanatically as a Mtissulma’i hates a 
Giour, German speaking and German 
thinking officers from the Baltic prov­
inces and others from Kurland end 
Llpland who despls* the Russians as 
they despise their form of government. 
Fins and Poles are about the only men 
one does not see as officers, except oc- 
ca.slonally as surgeons. But In thej 
army there are thousands og Tartars. 
Turkmenes, Tekerkesses, Kalmucks 
and Bashkirs, who as Mahomedan 
hate their Christian fellow  officers 
with a hatred which never dies, and 
one wonders how the Russian govern­
ment dares trust these men who In 
their hearts have never recognized the 
authority o f the czar.

It would be too much to say that 
the Russian army is always on the 
verge of a revolution, but one shud­
ders to notice how the orthodox officer 
despises his Mohamedan or Protestant 
comrades and In every possible way 
Irlda to prevent their promotloa.

Promotion In the army goes on the 
whole, only by promotion, and this is 
the reason why one often sees colonels 
o f th irty and second lieutenants of 
fo rty-five , who w ill remain lieuten­
ants until old age forces them to re­
tire. though in m ilitary experience and 
knowledge they are In every way su­
perior to those whose orders they must 
obey.

But among tho officers o f frontier 
regimenta which have never been gar­
risoned In the large cities, one finds 
hundreds of young ofllcera, splendid 
young men. often descendants o f noble 
but poor families, who know nothing 
higher than to keep their escutcheon 
unstained, who would sacrifice their 
Inst drop o f blood fo r^ h e  czar and for 
Russia, and whom It Is really refresh­
ing to meet. "VN’ lth these Russia may 
still win battles, and whether they are 
well led or not they w ill always do 
their duty.

But the Salon officers from Moscow 
and SL Petersburg are entirely d if­
ferent.

L ike the Turkish officer the Russian 
seem to lose all his good qualities m ili­
tary and otherwise as soon as he has 
learned to speak French and becoone 
a stupid but sharp critic o f his su­
periors. whom the government gets 
rid o f by burying him In the general 

where it la supjKMed that bla

Ignorance Is less harmful.
Another characteristic o f this class 

o f Russian officers is their distrust 
o f all foreigners, which, however, does 
not prevent him from discussing m ili­
tary subjects In their presence and 
thereby In a few  moments lay bare his 
dreadful ignorance o f m ilitary history.

I have often, during this w’ar, heard 
foreign correspondents tell Russian o f­
ficers o f the glorious battles foughl 
by the czar's armies In the wars In 
the Caucasus and against Turkey, of 
which these had never heard.

The Russian lieutenant is— as the 
young officer in any army— courageous 
and reckless, but what is the use o f 
the bravery o f the.se men, who have

fallen by the hundreds, when their 
commanders are cowards. Three times 
1 have seen Russian regiments routed 
rtnd thrown Into panic only ftecause 
their colonels lost their heads aad fled 
in a manner w’hIch ought to  have 
earned them a bullet through their 
brain from their own men.
. One Colonel Lipowltsch Popowitach 

told me openly In the pre.sence e f sev­
eral reporters that he could never fight 
unless Intoxicated. And to men o f hie 
stamp the lives o f hundreds e f the 
bravest In moments which require a 
clear head and cool Judgment.

One easily understands that the Rus­
sian soldier figh ts best when not un­
der command o f his officera

Principle Point Is That in Ear­

lier Years the Sacrament of 

^Extreme Unction was A d ­

ministered W ith  a View to 

Healing

LONDON. Sept. 24.— A  im a ll section of 

the English church has a strong lean­
ing toward Christian Science, although 
perhaps in a vague and Indetermincd 
manner. Three young clergymen, wl.o 
are well known in Ix)ndon, have taken 
up the Idea enthusiastically and are 
determined to rev ive the ancient rite 
o f the extreme unction.

A  small eociety has been formed, 
not to examine into the credulity o f the 
stories o f faith healing, because that is 
already an accepted point; but to be 
prepared to encourage the belie f among 
their own people, and to teach the 
principle that God is a God o f Healing 
and that He means men and women to 
have a healthy mind in a healthy body 

On many points they differ funda­
mentally from Mrs. Baker Eddy. They 
do not profess to believe that matter 
is non-Christian, but they are disj>osed 
to encourage people to dw ell as little  
M  possible on the symptoms of i l l­
ness and to cement the mojrbld dis­
cussion as to the various ills to which 
flesh has hitherto been supposed to 
be heir.

The principal point, however, for 
which th< y contend .s tiiat in earlier 
years tlje tacram tnt o f extreme unc­
tion was administered w ith a v iew  to 
healing. One o f their members was 
questioned as to his opinion on the 
reputed miracles o f Lourdes and St 
W in ifred ’s W e ll and other cures with 
which fa ith  healers are credited, and 
he replied: “ I  believe these cures, in so 
fa r as the evidence shows them to be 
genuine, are not a contradiction of the 
laws o f nature. W e must now ex 
tend our observation o f nature so as 
to comprehend them. That is my per- 

• sonai view  o f all miracles.”
An extraordinary Instance o f faith 

healing is reported from Paris. Mile. 
Marie Glaser, aged nineteen, the daugh­
ter o f a tradesman, had lain prostrate, 
suffering from pulmonary tuberculoals 
and heart affection for three years.

A pilgrim age o f Loudes had been 
made but w ithout results. The doctors 
had completely g iven  her up, and took 
her to Notre Dame des Vlctolres. At 
the moment o f the benediction the g irl 
sprang from her couch, walked to­
wards the altar and began singing a 
hymn.

The congregation were startled, and 
then In a fe rvor o f religious emotion 
they began to chant the m agnificat In 
thanksgiving. A  crowd o f people as­
sembled to catch a glim pse o f M afic 
Glaser as she le ft the church a fter 
this miraculous event. Inquiry has 
since been made and the g ir l Is eating 
and sleeping well. Is In the best of 
spirits, and has apparently completely 
recovered her health.

A ROM ANTIC  STORY 
The romantic story o f the young 

man who baa returned home to North 
Shields rich In this world's goods, from 
having discovered a gold mine In New 
Zealand Is ,pot unprecedented.

The youth was about to throw a atone 
at a wood pigeon, and aa he held It 
for a moment to take a better aim, he 
Bcticed that something g littered  In the 
lebble. He looked at it more care­
fu lly and observed that there was a 
trace o f gold. He proceeded then to 
examine the ground on which he found 
It and he a g ^ n  remarked the existence 
e f the same precious metal. He and 
a friend im m ediately purchased a small 
elaim. and having prospected it they 
found that they possessed a gold mine 

It may be remembered that O liver 
Martin’s pickaxe atruck the famous 
I.M 6 pounds sterling nugget, the la rg ­
est ever found in California, when he 
was d igg ing his partner’s g rave ; that 
the great mine o f the Antilles was 
discovered through the accident o f a 
labbit running to earth, and an Indian 
trying to d ig  it out; that the rich mine 
In Chlavaras county was brought to 
light by tw o fuel gatherers who were 
l-reparing an earth oven to coca a 
haunch of venison; that another mine 
la Arisons was revealed by the accl 
dental axplosion of dynamite, and that 
the second largest nugget In California 
fell to the lot o f a young Indian who 
chanced to wash his overalls In the 
■traam where it was hidden.

And new n rich gold mine has been 
discovered at Toklo, capiable, they tay, 
of producing two or three m illion ster­
ling annually, at a time when the coun­
try needs a il the gold It can amass.

A BOATING TR AG E D Y 
The terrible boating tragedy which

A representative o f the press inter­

viewed Professor Sandew the other day, 
who gave his views on the comparative 
powers o f endurance o f the sexes.

A RUSSIAN OFFICER’S QUARTERS IN 
MUKDEN

The ancestral tombs of the Manchus are 
situated In the city of Mukden, which 
was the original capital of the kings of 
Manchuria, the ancestors of the present 
rulers of China. When Pekin was made 
the capital of the empire of the Manchu 
sovereigns in the fourteenth century, the 
Imperial tombs were constructed In 
Chihli province. In which Pekin is sit­
uated, and In process of time became 
known as the eastern and western Im­
perial mausolea.

The present war having been brought so 
perilously near the ancestral tombs of the 
Imperial house of Ta Ta’lng, it Is but 
natural that H. I. M. Kuang Hsu Is anx­
ious to preserve the mausolea of his Im­
perial ancestors near Mukden from pillage 
and desecration—or even destruction by 
the torch.

The emperor has therefore commanded 
the Walwupii to Instruct the Chinese min­
isters at Toklo and St. Petersburg to call 
the attention of those governments to 
the matter, with the urgent request that 

the generals commanding the armies ofpieces of Imperial porcelain, bronzes, em­
broideries and other treasures sent from the respective btdiigerents' be asked to or­

der their troops to respect the imperial 
tombs when they happn to be In their 
neighborhood.

Pekin to be taken care of. No one is 
supposed to see or touch or appreciate 
these treasures, which are destined some 
day to meet utter dstruetton by the fall 
of the wretched building, which Is as old 
as several completely ruined structures 
nearby.

HOW WOMEN SHOP.

I.ONDON, Scptem»>er 24.—'fhere is 
wide diversification in the way In 
which women shop and the reasons for 
which they shop. An Engllsli woman and 
an Amexioan shop often for the mere 
pleasure of buying.. They will wander 
aimlessly through a milliner’s or a dress­
maker’s, because’ there are pretty things 
In the window, not because they need 
anything special, and they will buy be­
cause the article Is admirable tn Itself, 
not always because it suits them.

The result is that an English woman or 
an American Is often much dlosatlsfled 
with her purchases when she returns 
home, wants something else, has seen 
some one In another garb which Is more 
to her liking, and begins her ^hopping 
anew.

A  French woman knows what she 
wants. She makes her plans for the 
year, be it autumn, winter, summer or 
spring, arranges what is necessary ^or 
her wardrobe, goes straight to the point, 
ordem what she believes will suit her­
self, regardless of what looks pretty in a 
shop window, and is as business-like and 
methodical over this as she is about ev­
erything else in the world. In I»ndon 
I have noticed that many women fill in 
long hours of their time by shopping, and 
it has sometimes been to me a matter 
almost of envy to find what leisure people 
have to dispose of as they like.

I remember a year or two ago finding 
myself in a hairdresser’s shampooing 
rooms, and overhearing, through a thin 
screen, the conversation of two ladies 
who were having their hair brushed and 
dressed in the same room.

One said to the other: “The beauty of 
this sort of place is that one can get rid 
almost of an afternoon by coming here. I 
constantly have my hair washed and 
waived, when It la not necessary, simply 
because it will take ms from • to 4:10. 
and it is a splendid way of killing time.”

The other answered that she was fond 
of shopping, but not fond of sitting stia  
and so they compared their aimless Mves.

We have all seen the 
buyer who will turn over everj’thiiig that 
can be brought out. ribbons and laces, 
gloves and veils, and having looked at 
each pai'ticular ai-ticle, buys nothing, and 
smiling the shop girl says her ‘good 
morning”  and begins to ariange her 
packets again with unhioken calm.

A movement has been set or. foot In 
England for providing these girls with 
seats. In most of our large shops they 
are obliged to stand the whole day long, 
with the result tliat their ^jealth is often 
injured for life and that their suffering 
is sometimes extreme.

Many philanthropic ladies, with I-ady 
Aberdeen at their head, have bound them- 
sflves to try and alter tliis state of 
things, but the Idea of providing seats 
has not met with a favorable respon.se 
from many of the largest stiopkeei>ers, 
and the foolish fashion of keeping these 
girls standing still too widely prevails.

CONSUL GENERAL
M 'W ADE’S DISMISSAL

ROBERT M. MeWADE.

Washington; United Rtates Consul 
General Robert M. MeWade at Canton, 
China, has been removed by President 
Roosevelt as the result of an investi­
gation o f the consular service gen­
erally and of the conduct of MeWade In 
particular.

Complaints were made that fraudu­
lent certificates had been Issued to 
Chinamen by t'nited States consuls, 
and that by reason o f them tlie Chinese 
exclusion act had been evaded in a 
number o f instances.

It is also alleged that army officers 
in the Philippines had made unfavor­
able reports of the consular service in 
China, and that MeWade had been 
severely criticized. There was also 
talk of excessive fees.

Third Assl.stant Secretary of State 
Pierce, who conducted the Investiga­
tions, satisfied himself that the 
charges were well founded, and Mc- 
Wade's removal by the president fo l­
lowed.

MeWade was born in Ireland in 1850. 
He came to America as a young man 
and became a newspaper reporter and 
editor in Philadelphia. He always took 
a prominent part tn Irish affairs, and 
wrote a biography of Charles Stewart 
Parnell. He was appointed consul to 
Canton in 1900, and in 1902 was raised 
to the rank of consul general. He has 
received the decoration of the Order of 
the Double Dragon.

LONDON, Sept. 24.—There is in Lon­
don today no living man or woman who 
interests Londoners half as much as an 
Egyptian high priestess who died nearly 
4,000 years ago. She is, of course, now 
a mummy and known by the offlcUiIs of 
the British museum as exhibit No. 22462.; 
The history of this mummy from the 
time of its discovery until tt was bought 
by the museum is one of death and d ls-, 
aster, and after having been quiet for a* 
long time its spell seems to have been 
at work again.

The gentleman who bought It from ita 
Arab finder in 1864 lost his fortune with­
in a few  weeks, and shortly afterward 
died. Two of his servants, who had 
handled the coffin, died within twelve 
months. A third has lost hla arm, owing 
to a gunshot wound.

On being transferred to London the 
ease brought unmeasured misfortunes to 
its new owner. Then came a startling 
development, which suggested a connec­
tion between these disasters and the 
mummy case.

A  photographer who attempted to make 
a picture of it got a negative, not of the 
cast of a face which is on the box, but of 
a living Egyptian woman, whose featurea 
wore an aspect of horrid mallglnjty. 
Shortly afterward that photographer dlad.

The dkse was then transferred to the 
British Museum. The carrier who removed 
It thither died within a week, and one of 
the men who helped to eet It In Its place 
broke his leg next day.

Such Is the record history of the coffin 
cover until a few weeks ago.

Jr., smashed his thumb so badly 
that ho has not been able to use h’e right 
hand since. The photographer got homa 
safely, but only to find that one Of hla 
children had fallen through a glass fraaia 
and sustained dangerous Injuries.

Nothing deterred, the photographer re­
turned the case. Lifting his head sud­
denly as he took the picture^ he struek 
against the frame of a glass case and 
cut his noso to the bone. At the earn# 
time he dropped a valuable screen, whioh 
Is rendered useless by the tall.

BERLIN, Sept 24.—Owing to her 
extreme youth a"nd the retired life 
which she has led, little is known 
about the young duchess whom the 
German crown prince has chosen to 
be his bride.

Duchess CecHle Augusta Marie, com­
monly known by her first name Ce 
cilie, was born at Schwerin in 18S6 
and she celebrated her 18th birthday 
on Sept. 20. Her father was Grand 
Duke Frederic Francis HT of Mecklen- 
burg-Schwerin and her mother. Grand 
Duchess Anastasia, was a Russian 
grand duchess before her marriage.

Duchess Cecilie spent the first elev­
en years of her life on the Riviera, 
where her father was obliged to re­
side on account of his weak health. 
Finally the grand duke died of con­
sumption and Duchess Cecilie’s brotn- 
er, the present grand duke, succeeded 
to the throne of Mecklenburg- 
Schwerln.

Henceforth Duchess Cecilie grew up 
under the care of her mother, who is 
known as one of the gayest royal la­
dies in Europe. Grand Duchess Anas­
tasia is over-fond of pleasure and has 
gained a great reputation as a reckless 
spendthrift. It is interesting to recall 
these aspects of Grand Duchess Anas­
tasia's character becauce she created 
the environment in which Duchess Ce­
cilie was educated.

It is only a couple of years since

Grand Duchess Anastasia one day sud. 
denly disappeared from her home in 
Mecklenburg and reappeared at a re­
mote spot in the south of France where 
she was found with a young German 
hair dresser. The scandal was hushed 
up and the young grand duke fetched 
his mother home again as quickly as 
possible.

It is said that Duchess Cecilie h.as 
Inherited much of her mother’s live­
liness of disposition and love of pleas­
ure. As a little girl she was a regu. 
lar tomboy and is now an extremely 
active young lady. When Duchess Ce­
cilie was a mere child and the little 
daughters of Mecklenburg aristocrats 
were invited to the palace to take lea 
with her, their mothers always expect: 
ed to see them come home with torn 
frocks if not with bleeding hands and 
knees because Duchess Cecilie in­
variably led her Juvenile guests into all 
sorts of scrapes.

Now, nt the age of 18, Duchess Ce­
cilie is unusually tall and she has an 
unmistakable tendency to become 
stout. Already her build is broad and 
heavy. In a few years she Is likely to 
be a giantess in height and girth

She has been brought up to be a 
German housewife and she is credit­
ed with a strong taste for cooking, 
sewing and other womanly occupa­
tions However, she Is stMl more fond 
of all kinds of out-door amusements.

THE DUCHESS CECILIE OF MECK- 
LENBURG-SCHWERIN.

wi,'>h as riding, motoring and yachting. 
As the crown prince himself Is an en­
thusiastic horseman, autoniobilist and 
yachtman, the duchess has common in- 
tere.sts w'lth him.

There is a general expectation that 
the German court will be very different 
In tone and character witeii Duchess 
Cecilie becomes empress. She is a 
striking contrast to the pious, puritan 
lady who now shares the throne with 
the kaiser and will almost certainly 
gather a different class of courtiers 
around her. The Gorman court, instead 
of being dull, heavy and puritanically 
respectable, is expected to become gay 
and interesting.

Duchess Cecilie’s tuition was con­
ducted under the supervision of an 
austere English woman. Miss King, 
and It is thought that her gayety is 
largely due to the natural reaction re­
sulting on her liberation from Miss 
King’s bondage.

The duchess is a linguist of excep­
tional ability, psosesslng an absolute 
mastery of English, French and Rus­
sian. She is described as being good- 
tempered, amiable, remarkably kind- 
hearted and generous. Many little 
anecdotes are related of her goodness 
to her servants and Inferiors In rank.

Duchess Cecilie’s elder sister, Alex­
andrine, Is married to Prince Chris­
tian. eldest son of the Danish crown 
Ttrince, and is thus likely, in all hu­
ms n probability, to become queen of 
Den.nfiik.

Mecklenburg-Schwerln, whX'h has 
supplied Germany with her future em- 
pre.ss and Denmark with her future 
queen, is one of the smallest states of 
t'le federal German empire. The grand 
duchy has a total area of .5,000 square 
mi'ts and a population of OOO.COO in­
habitants. Its capital is the quaint 
little town of Schwerin, with a popula­
tion of not quite 40,000.

It Has Been Demonstrated that 

Fortifications Are Not Suffi­

cient to Meet Attacks of a 

Great Power

TO IN CR EA SE  TH E  N A V Y

Geniian Goveniinent will Make 

a Demand on lieiehstag for 

Millions for the Establish­

ment of Strong Defenses 

Along C'oast Line

BERLIN, Sept. 24.—The great military 

and naval maneuvers which took place 
during last week along the Baltic con.st 
biought many surprises, most of these of 
an unpleasant natuie, liecausc they proved 
beyond doubt that in case of war an 
enemy who po.ssessed a strong navy would 
be able to land trooiis almost anywhere 
along the Baltic coa.st and the German 
army would not be able to prevent the de­
struction of many importapt but not 
strongly fort'fJed seaports along that 
coast.

Though the gre.atest efforts had been 
made to establish an effective coast 
gnard, which it h-id been thought would 
bf able to detect the enemy's squadron in 
time to concentrate strong military forces 
on any threatened point and repulse a 
landing force, it was proved that this 
could no: be- done and th:it It would be 
comparatively easy for a power like Eng­
land to inflict considerable damage In 
ca.se of a sudden outbreak of war before 
troops endugh could be biought together 
to beat her off.

The result of the experiments made will 
doubtless be that new demands will be 
made by the government for millions for 
fortification.* at all important points along 
the northern coast line, demands which 
will be bitterly opposed by the Socialists 
in the relchstag, as will also the demands 
for an increase of the German navy.

The splendid re.sults gained by the Bal­
tic squadron during the maneuvers won 
the admiration of the kaiser so much that, 
forgetting h's love for the army, 
after the naval review at Brunsbuettel, he 
could not find words strong enough to 
praise the officers, and end<^ his speech 
with the words: “ When I ascended to the 
throne I found a navy In which the o ffi­
cers did not have a sufficiently strong 
feeling of belonging to their warlord.

“ 1 have succeeded In changing this. The 
naval officers of today know that they 
are my officers; that they belong to me 
personally, and that the navy Is my 
navy.”

For these words the kaiser has not only 
been strongly criticised by the press, but 
the speech has al.so been resented by sev­
eral of the other monarchs and princes of 
the empire, who think they al.so have 
some part In a navy which has been paid 
for with money raised by taxing their 
subjects.

CONGO STATE NEWS
■While the rebellion of the Herreros In 

German Southwestern Africa Is by no 
means over and will still cost Germany 
much blood and money, alarming news 
comes from the Congo State, showing that 
trouble between that state and Germany 
may be expected any day.

There is a strong feeling against Ger­
many In the Congo State, and many Ger­
man subjects have been expelled during 
the la.st month, and Congo officials are 
actively engaged in constructing concealed 
forts of great strength along the entire 
western coast of Lake Tanganyika. One 
of these, which has been completed and 
Isf'qulpped with twenty large Krupp guns, 
is within two hours’ march of the German 
frontier.

COMMEMORATION TAB LET
The kaiser has just finLshed the deslgpis 

for a commemorative tablet which Is to 
be presented to parents of soldiers who 
have fallen in the war against the Her­
reros.

The design represents St. George on 
horseback holding In his left hand a laurel 
wreath which he Is about to depose upon 
a pyramid of German standards, drums 
and trumpets.

It l>ears the following inscription: “ This 
tablet has been cast In memory of (the 
name of the soldier) who died for his em­
peror and his country. Honored be hts 
name.”  On the left is a  place for the 
soldier’s portrait In colonial uniform.

One of these tablets framed In ebony Is 
to be sent to the parents of each fallen 
officer and soldier, with a circular letter 
signed by the kaiser.

AGAINST AMERICAN PE RIL
Once more a certain part of the Ger­

man press Is sounding a note of warning 
again.st the “ American Peril,”  which, they 
say. is becoming more and more a menace 
to Germany. It is demanded that the 
government systematically keep out all 
American capital, lest German industry 
shall l>e entirely wiped out, and also to 
place the highest possible duty on all 
American goods.

John T). Rockefeller, who la said to have 
successfully bought a  laxige bank In Lon­
don and vfho repeatedly has tried to get a 
foothold In Berlin, is said to be using all 
possible means to get hold of at least 
part of the recently discovered oil terri­
tory In Holstein, Is described In these 
papers as reaching out for banks In all 
parts of Germany that he may eontrol 
this country, as he already (Kmtrols the 
United States.

PATHETIC  STORY
A pathetic story comes from Moscow, 

w-here It was told in the military hospital 
by a wounded ca\’alry officer:

“ It was during out rapid and unfortu­
nate retreat from Tellssu. Two of our 
Cossacks, pushing forward a dwarf, 
marched up to Colonel Riabinin with the 
words, ’Your Honor, this Is a Japanese.’

“ As we had no time for formalities, he 
was tried on the spot. There were no 
papers of value upon him. but those he 
had proved unmistakably that he was a 
spy. He was sentenced to be hanged.

**Xll the time the little fellow, with a 
<5ontemptuous look upon his ugly yellow 
face, kept chattering In good Russian. ‘I 
don't deny It. Do what you like!* 'A t 
any rate, they can meet death,' com­
mented Riabinin.

“ A t 4 o'clock he was strung up. and, 
when the poor wretch's body fell from 
the cart, a little sliver chain Jerked from 
underneath his tunic and glistened a mo­
ment In the sun.

“ An hour later we were sitting together, 
pc'uring vodka Into our tea-pannikins, 
when In rushed one of the spy's captors 
‘Your honor.' he shouted. 'It’s a woman' 
W e were taking this.' And he put in my 
hand the sliver chain with a pendant 
locket, containing the portrait of an un­

mistakable European in Russian officer's 
uniform.

“  ‘Good God. what a ra<» of people!* 
said Colonel Riabinin. A  terrible silence 
fell upon MS all.

BLOW TO ONE MAN 
The birth of a son to the czar was a 

severe blow to at least one man, the 
Grand Duke Michael, who. until then, hi^ 
bfen heir-presumptive to the throne.

I learn, on the authority, of a gentle­
man of the court who was present when 
the news was broken to the grand duke, 
that he turned pale and appeared about 
to fall, but with a great effort controlled 
himself and dropped on his knees In 
prayer.

I,ater In the day the grand duke, un­
aided. con.*umed two magnums of cham- 
p.ogne, drinking to the health and long life 
of the newly arrived prince

“ Shoow your teeth, girls." said the big 
chap hoartll.v. ‘ •Oia-ti your moiitlis .and 
show those teeth. Forward, tmek—quick­
er row. Sing out—let your volci-s out. 
Every word must be understood. Show 
your teeth. Miss Elsie—more of them-*- 
ah, that’s better.”

The big chaji was Will I.nurence. stage 
director of the comfiany—one of the men 
George W. Savage intrusts with a gt>od- 
sized fortune every year, and the big 
chap make.s good.

“ Show your teeth is the first rule In 
all S-ivage comiiitnles.”  said laiurenre, 
auer the rehearsal. "It 's  a case of 'No 
smile, i.o salary.’ Our girls must smile 
all the time the.v are on the stage.

“ Why? Well, stop to think. The min­
ute the curtain g i« ‘s up at a p»-rformance 
the audience is In a receptive miMsl. The 
first Imiiression Is the most essential, for 
it lasts all through the play. If the girls 
come cut looking stolid or tearful, the au­
dience is opjiressed.

“ So we insist on what I call the gal- 
vanixed grin. I often tell our girls tliat 
if a man committed'a c«ild-hl<»ded mur­
der with a genial smll«\ and tried that 
smile on the Jury, he'd t>o ai-qultte«l.

“ Of course. It's hard. Mr. Sa\'«ge be­
lieves in taking raw material, so we get 
the gills who have never been on the 
stage before. They Iwve been told by 
music teachers that they have good 
voices. They come before our musical di­
rector, who bellows at them that they 
can't sing at all. This frightens the poor 
little things mnirly to death. Then they 
are turned over to the stage manager— 
a |»erfectly harmle.ss and much maligned 
individual, with a philosophy of his own 
furred upon him.

"But to return to the 'show your teeth’ 
Mea. These i>oor little girls line up with 
eyes opened wide in wonder and fright, 
mouths shut tight and jaws clinched 
firmly. Oh. it’s awful! They'd give an 
audience the cold rhllls. But by degrees 
wo get their confidence and they learn 
lo take that smtie with them.

■ Next, we want th«m to sing out. It ’s 
Mr. Savage’s orders that the music is to 
be sacriftoed ever)' time for the lyrics. 
A fter 'show your teeth.’ the maxim of his 
companies U. ‘the audience must under­
stand every word.’

"liance we require clear, penetrating

voices—not neceswirily good solo voices, 
but voices that carry out in tho ensemble 
numbers.

“ But to got l*aok to the "show your 
t«"eth’ again. It's liard to get girls to as­
sume a smile while singing. Some of tiiem 
twist tlulr faces into the most horrible 
grimaces.

He played Denis In 
"Du Barry," both in this country and 
In London: Rockingham in "Under Tw o 
F lags" with Blanche Bates, both here 
and abroad, and also played in "Mme. 
liu tterfly ." He is a Missouri boy, a 
cousin o f Congressman Champ Clark 
and »  grandson o f William la Gatt-

wood, Missouri’s famous statesman.
" I  go back to Mrs. Carter, after 

two weeks more in vaudeville. She 
is to have a new play. What it la none 
of Us knows.

"L ike her? Why, she is the most 
delightful woman I ever Worked with.
