m.—I’ nofriclal reports from the battle­
field are more encouraginK this morn­
ing. There has been no rout but there 
Is no question the Russians have fa l­
len back twenty miles. According to 
private advices dated Mukden at 6:30 
la.st night General Kuropatkln ch eck ’ d 
the Japanese advance yesterday at 
Shakhe river. l ie  crossed the river 
and is holding the line along the north 
bank extending from west o f the rdkd 
eastward to Bensiaputze.

K l ’ ROPATKI.\'S 5i.\RHOM' E»C.%PE
According to special dispatches re 

ceived here. General Kuropatkln had 
a narrow escape during the fierce 
fighting 'Wednesday night and Thurs­
day for possession of Temple Hill and 
Double Horned mountain east of the 
railroad.

With his st.'iff he was personally di­
recting the fight at this point. The 
orderlies were constantly galloping up 
with reports from other parts o f the 
field and carrying dispatches to and 
from the telephone and telegraph sta­
tions which were working in the hill.s. 
This evidently attracted the attention 
o f the Japanese, who cleverly unmask­
ed some batteries, .shells from which 
burst all around the distinguished 
group, compelling General Ki^ropat- 
kin to shift his position hastily and 
seek shelter. It is understood Gen­
eral Kuropatkln before the battle com ­
menced again designated Ideutengnt 
General Sakharoff and then Lieutenant 
General Bllderling to succeed him in 
the event o f his being disabled.

5:22 p. m.—The silence of Russian au­
thorities at this critical hour is heart­
breaking for the public. Not a single 
•fflcial word ha.s been given out to 
relieve the suspense and anxiety for 
over twenty-four hours and the public 
Is convinced it can only mean Gen­
eral Kuropotkin's world proclaimed ad­
vance has ended in complete disaster 
with such frightful losses that they 
will stagger Russia even after Liao 
Tang.

Most circumstantial stories attribu­
ted to court circles told o f the failure 
ef the Russian left from where Kuro­
patkln aimed his chief blow. The Rus- 
•lan commander is stated to have had 
two and two h.aif army corps there with 
one and a half corp in reserve and 
they are said to have been beaten and 
thrown into a state o f confusion bor- 
Aarlng on rout, it being now only a 
gvestlon of the magnitude o f the de­
feat. According to these stories Kuro­
patkln is really feinting on his front, 
having only three corps with one gen­
eral In reserve along the whole center 
and right.

OPENS UP A ROAD.
Mt'KDEaj, Oct. 14.—(Delayed.)—News 

been received here to the effect that 
one of the Russian eastern columns over­
come the desperate resistance of the 
Japanese and captured Tumin Pass, which 
opens a direct road to the right flank of 
the Japanese main positions at Yental 
mines. If the reports are true General 
Kuropatkln’s plans have succeeded and 
the Russians have taken the Japanese In 
flank and rear and In one more effort It 
1s assterted the Japanese must retreat 
with heavy losses from Shakhe river or 
run the risk of being cut off from the 
army between the Shakhe and SchiUl riv­
ers and t>e annihilated. But. It must be 
remembered, flanking movements are 
double-edged and cut both ways. In any 
case, a decisive moment appears to have 
arrlve<1.

At Russian Front, Thurstlay. Octol>er 13. 
via Mukden, Oct. 15.—The Japanese of­
fensive began Tuesday along the whole 
line, the heaviest work being on the Rus­
sian extreme right, where fighting for 
possession of Faeu Pass and Tumin Pasa 
did not cease until midnight. The Rus- 
sFans succeeded In capturing the latter, 
though at fearful cost. The poeltlon at 
Poilasauti still further toward the 
Talt.se river, held by the Tomsk regiment 

' was furiously assaulted and the regiment 
loat heavily. The Tamboff regiment ex­
tricated Itself from the seemingly hope­
less position and succeeded in effecting 
its retirement. The Russians stuck to 
most of their positions heroically Tuesday 
except at Sohili river. On tha morning 
of Wednesday the Japanese renewed the 
attack preparing way for Infantry with 
an artillery bombardment. At noon the 
Russian right began failing back but the 
attack upon the Russian center and left 
weakened perceptibly. The artillery fire 
slackened In the evening but the rifle fire 
eontlnued with but little intermiaslon 
throughout the night.

The Japanese today. Thursday, renewed 
their attacks and the battle proceeded 
with varying success, but on the whol- 
favorable to the Japanese as the Russian.* 
continued to give ground. Russian wound­
ed are being sent north to Harbin.

NEW YORK. Oct. 15.—Correspondents 

report that military activity Is e.verj’where 
noticeable in southern Russia, says n 
Times dispatch from I^ondon.

The military transport authorities esti­
mate that the through carrying capaclt.v 
of the Sll)erlan railway during the next 
six months will be 360.000 men and th- 
necessary stores.

Manchuria the last contingents of 150,00(> 
men from European Russia, or 200,000 
men if the transport of general supplies 
ould be temporarily reduced.
In the meantime the railway system 

of southern Russia is disorganized by the 
diversion for war traffic of locomotives 
and cars, so that only about 150 grain- 
laden cars are now delivered dally at 
Odessa.

DIAM OND PEICES AR E
TO AD VAN CE A G A IN

NEW YORK. Oct. 15.—It will he econ­
omy to lay in the winter's supply of dia­
monds before Christmas, as after that 
time the prices of the stones will go up 
5 per cent. Cutters and importers in this 
city have received notice of an increase of 
5 per cent in diamonds on the rough. The 
Increase will extend to cut stones as soon 
as the present supply is exhausted. Manu­
facturers of mounted Jewelry and retailers 
make it a rule, when there is an advance 
in the price of uncut stones never to 
make a similar increase in the price ot 
finished stones until their old stocks are 
exhausted.

The advance on the importers was made 
by the De Beers selling syndicate of Lon­
don. which controls 93 per cent of the 
world's output. It makes the eighth simi­
lar advance In the last two years, so that 
the prices of desirable sizes of diamonds 
are now 40 per cent higher than they were 
in the beginning of 1903. Smaller sizes 
have advanced from 20 to 30 per cent, ac­
cording to their availability. The advances 
are said to be due to a decrease In the 
supply of stones at the mines, ail .if 
which are in or near Kimberley. South 
Africa.

Mukden—^War acquaints one with 
itmnge l>edfellows, and still stranger 

resting places. I am writing just now 
from a scene of such idyllic peace as the 
world rarely gives. It Is a garden of rare 
shrubs and blossoming fruit trees, of fa­
miliar flowers and gentle turf slopes, of 
cool and shaded courtyards. It is the 
tomb of the founder of the Manchu dy­
nasty, the graveyard of a dead emperor of 
China.

Set far apart from the stress and tur­
moil of the city, it Is an oasis upon the 
dusty plain of Manchuria, a place of peace 
in time of battle. The keepers of the 
sepulchre are old men and silent, treading 
noiselessly In soft-soled felten slippers. 
The calm of perfect peace is over every­
thing. The repose of the great dead is 
all unruffled save for the crooning of the 
doves In the eaves of the temple. War. 
for the moment, is forgotten; and I. the 
recorder of war, most gratefully am at 
rest.

There Is a friendly familiarity about 
the violets and the daisies, the blossoms 
of the apples and the pear trees, that 
strikes kindly to the heart of the stran­
ger among the thousand fantasies of the 
Orient. By the necromantic perfume of 
pine trees one Is carried ten thousand 
miles fo the westward. Is quietly laid in 
some abbey yard of England. This Is 
no longer ea.st of Suez, this coppice of 
alders and hazels, this bank of hawthorn 
and lilac, this forest of firs and oak 
trees. It Is u>o kind, too natural too 
homelike. From the turf peep hyacinths 
and forget-me-nots, frail columbine and 
nodding bluelKlls. The trees are gM- 
landed with bloesom. From the mlstle- 
toed limb of an elm tree the cuckoo Is 
calling to the spring—Ctickoo. Cuckw. 
Heavily a heron flaps overhead to the 
mere beyond the willows, a pheasant trips 
It daintily across the light enrlbboned 
sward Into, the denser greenness. And 
this Is Manchuria, and the time Is war­
time!

As I rode forward, pushing the sprays 
« f  syrlflca wblte-plpe aside, stranc*

monolithic griffins gaped from the un­
dergrowth, carved obelisks stood sentinel- 
wise in the clearings, rarely chiseled bal­
ustrades flanked the avenue. Out from 
under a giant cedar 1 burst upon the 
delicate arabesque of the southern gate­
way. My pony's hoofs clanked upon the 
paving. A hawk poised hungry overhead 
in the turquoise Manchurian daytime. I 
entrance to the tomb of the first great 
entrance to the timb of the first great 
Manchurian monarch. It surpassed one's 
conception of the art of the Chinese, was 
superior to the tombs of the Mings In 
Pekin. I found Its only parallel In the 
monuments of the Moors.

Round the trim wall of terra cotto tll-=>s 
I rode to a side gate, dismounted under 
Its shadowing eaves, walked silent and 
uncovered between great lines of pines 
along the alley that Intersected the main 
approach, found mjTielf in a broad avenue 
guarded by stone statues of camels and 
horses and elephants.

back set forth the styles and dignities of 
the dead l*eyond. A great gray wall shut 
off the succeeding court yard.

The ancient keepers of the place, ptacing 
about in silence, granted me entrance to 
the sacred precincts. A bonza undid the 
heavy sliver lock, passed me on to the 
great square. Here were the temples 
and the mourning houses. At each cor­
ner of the wall was a look-out tower 
roofed with the glistening tiles from the 
imp<-rlal potteries, embellished with red 
and green and silver tracery. The wide- 
flung 8(|uare was grass-grown. I.«ading 
to the central temple was a gangway 
chiseled of stone, the sacred dragon of 
the emperor, upon which no man may 
set foot and live. Beyond this lay the 
tomb.

In the rear of the temple stood a solid 
stone work screen restraining the evil 
spirits from the resting place of the em­
peror. At its base was the altar with 
its colossal vessels hewn out of granite. 
I passed through a vaulted passage to the 
base of the imperial tumulus. Before 
me was the entrance to the tomb sealed 
with imperial tiles. The mystery lay be­
yond, the traditions of vast treasure, the 
bones of the man who founded a dynasty- 
in Cathay.

In this strangely democratic land of 
China all tombs are alike, the coolie's and 
the emperor's, mere mounds of earth dif­
fering in strictly apportioned^ height ac­
cording to the quality of the dead. So it 
is that all the grandeur of the imi>erial 
tombs at Mukden is expended on the 
entiances and the outer courts—the ante­
rooms to the death chamber. The tomb 
itself is but a heap of lime-white earth 
surmounted by a tree to mark It. On the 
branching tree were roosting a pair of 
ravens. Sooner or later they will quit this 
restful God's acre for the charnel bouse of 
the battlefield.

Neither 
they ror 1 may rest too long in my Gar­
den of Peace.

AUSTIN, Texas. Oct. 15.—One of the 
very closest, most exciting and inter­
esting races for supremacy In a-ealth 
ever run by two Texas counties was 
run between Dallas and Harris during 
the year 1904. Both ran under quirt 
and spur from start to finish, mad* 
good time, keeping neck to neck from 
one end of the course to the other.

The rolls of these counties for the 
past two years show taxable values as 
fellows, the Harris rolls having only 
been received by the comptroller to­
day:

Harris county, values for 1903, $38,- 
452,408; 1904, $40, 679,434; Increase, $2. 
227,026.

Dallas county, values for 1903, $38,- 
652,720; 1904; $40,716,470; Increase. $2,- 
063.750.

Although Dallas maintained her 
place as first in values, Harris leads in 
the Increase for the year by the hand­
some amount of $163,276.

■While these counties have been foam­
ing in the race for ascendency in 
wealth, Tarrant county has been quiet­
ly sawing wood, and while its rolls 
show in round numbers $13,000,000 le.ss 
property than either Dallas or Harris, 
yet the increase is $2,506,630, which is 
greater than Harris by 3279,604, and 
leads Dallas by $442,880.

In this respect therefore Tarrant oc­
cupies first place of all the 244 coun­
ties in the state and leads all others in 
adding to its wealth during the year 
1904.

Oct. 14.—Directed against 
the manufacture of clothing In bedrooms 
and kitchens of tenement houses, a gen- 
eml strike ft threatened by the Ladies* 
Garment Makers' International Union. The 
general secretar>- of the union has an­
nounced that strike will be ordered 
against all Fifth Avenue Women's cus­
tom tailors who compel workmen to take 
their work to the tenement house quar­
ters where they live.

"The strikes will be ordered to compel 
the manufacturer of clothing in saniUxp 
and properly lighted and ventilated watil 
rooms, rented or built by the employer*,** 
said the secretary. "I am of the (giinFei 
that If the wealthy women who patronlz* 
custom tailors knew the conditions undee 
which a good deal of their clothtac •• 
made they would be aa anxious _as we are 
to bring about a revolution in the Indus­
try by refusing to patronize any except 
the firms which have their clothing man­
ufactured in aanitarjr workahope.

"The workmen eotployed in the manu­
facture of wealthy women’s riding and 
street dresses are paid very low wagsg 
and as a eonsequeix» live In the worst 
and most unsanitary tenement houses. 
They must take their work home and 
finish It in squalid, unsanlury, disease- 
infected bed rooms and kitchens.

"In addition to insisting on the mana- 
facture of the clothing In saniUry work­
shops the union will demand a rntnlantas 
scale of $21 a week. Strikes wHl he o»v  
dered wherever the demand la refused.** .

AUSTIX, Texas, OcL 15.—Conversa­
tion was had between two gentlemen 
and this reporter which tend to remove 
two errors prevalent In regard to the 
productive capacity o f that part o f the 
state known as the Panhandle, or 
Northwest Texas. One of these errors 
is In regard to trees growing In that 
portion o f the state and the other Is 
the production of cotton.

Brown Robbins has Just returned 
from W ilbarger county and said that 
the cotton crop would yield one half 
bale to the acre this year, many o f the 
farmers having already gathered that 
much. In the counties northwest of 
W ilbarger for 150 miles cotton had 
been successfully grown for two or 
three years, the crop the present season 
being good.

R. I.. Hlsbee o f Anderson county, who 
had recently been on a prospecting 
tour through the Panhandle, which In­
cluded the tier of counties bordering on 
New Mexico, was here yesterday for u 
short time.

He said that he noticed trees all 
over tho plains, one and two years old, 
tliat were growing nicely and appeared 
to he vlgorou.s and strong.

In the Capital Syndicate pasture. Mr 
Bishee said, he saw a great number of 
trees in some instances two and three 
years old. fifteen to twenty feet high, 
well branched and affording abundant 
gracious shade. ’fhe best success lie 
said had been with th e 'b lack  locust. 
’I’he soli and climatic conditions seems 
most favorable to this species.

The experience of the settlers on the 
plains In tree planting In other coun­
ties and states taught them that when 
the black Im-ust had attained good 
growth It could he felled and useil for 
any purpose desired, and sprouts would 
spring from the .stiimpage which would 
provide anotlier tree in a few years In 
less time In fact than If planted.

Mr. Hlsbee had no sort o r  doubt hnt 
what In a few years the plains would 
liave all the .shade and timber tho 
people needed for ordinary purposej.

To prevent this influx of hordes of the 
worst class of European Immigiatlon 
through the Mexican frontier, or border, 
into Texa.s, ihe commissioner general -if 
immigration, Frank S. Sargent of the bu 
real! of commerce and labor of the United 
States at Washington, has definitely de­
cided to station 2U0 mounted In.speeto's 
along the International border between FI 
Paso and Brownsville, Texa.s. The.se ni'-n 
will turn back all persons who are iMt 
citizeru of the United State.-*, 01 who <lo 
not come up to the re<iuiiemenls of the 
federal immigration laws.

In addition. It Is asserted here that se­
cret service agents will be stationed at 
various points In Mexico, wlio will keep 
the immigration Inspectors on the Mexl- 
can-Tex.as border iwsted on the move­
ments of immigrants who may arrive in 
the republic from EurojK? or oilier foreign 
Countries, and who are suspected of iii- 
leiidlng to attempt to make theli way Into 
the I’ nlted States by escaping the vigi­
lance of the authoilties at the border.

It is asserted by the United States 
immigration authorities that a con.spliacy 
exists between shipping agents In Europe 
and various steamship companies to in- 
triHiuce Into the United Slates, by way of 
Mexico immigrants who could not obtain 
admission at any of the Immigration sta­
tions on the Atlantic coast. The wor.st 
feature, it Is alleged, is that i|Uite a large 
percentage of those who enter the United 
States through Mexico, are p» rsons from 
Syria and other countries who are suf­
fering from a contagiou.s eye disease— 
tracoma. Such i>ersons are absolutely 
baiTed from entrance to the I’ nited States 
by Ilic imniignitlon laws. Then. too. it 
Is di-elded to keep a stricter watch over 
the Chinese, who, like the Euroiiean im- 
mlgiants, liave been making their w.iy 
into this country over the Mexican bor­
der.

The European shipping agent has a very 
comprehensive and effective system, im ­
migrants. who wish to go Into the Unit -d 
States mid who, it bs evident, could not 
gain entraiK-e at any immigration station, 
are told that they can be larded in the 
United States by way of M< xieo. It is 
statt-d that they are sent to Vera Cruz 
and then to the City of Mexico. From 
the hitler |K>lnt they are .sent north ;n 
.--quads of .six to eiglit. They do not go ’-J 
any of the gateways, but get off the 
train one of two stations Ihe other side 
of the iKirder, and .arc then driven in 
conveyantes acio.ss the Isirder.

“There appears to have been quite a 
little Insurrection against the corporate 
powers that be, over at Dallas last 
Wednesday,’’ said Judge B. R. Webb 
to a Telegram reporter yesterday. "Not 
only did Governor Hogg and Colonel 
Wynne talk out In meeting in the open 
day time, but that night, when good 
wine was flowing freely at the festal 
boards, divers and sundry other good 
citizens dared lift up their voices In 
protest and boldly expressed them­
selves on the real and vital issues of 
this present time. There is said to be 
a famous brand o f good old Kentucky 
corn whisky so potent and exhilarating 
In its effect that three drinks of It will 
make a Jack rabbit spit in the face of 
a bull dog; and it .seems possible that 
they had some of that kind on hand 
there at Dallas.

"However that may be. It Is refresh­
ing. In the.se piping times of peace and 
subserviency, to witness the spectacle 
of a robust lot of free-born American 
citizens vigorously engaged In exercis­
ing their inalienable right to kick. 
Considering that the democratic party 
of Texas has already In convention as­
sembled formulated its views and Its 
dcm.-inds with reference to legislative 
action, these utterances political at 
Dallas appear to come a little late, but 
sometimes it Is better late than never. 
Then there Is another consideration 
that may serve as a counterbalance 
against the matter of lateness. When 
the pendultim of the political clock has 
swung as far as It can go in one di- 
recJlon, It then swings that far In the 
opposite direction; and the operation 
of the law of nature Involved In this 
process serves to preserve the eternal 
balance of things.’’

The nice luscious fruit 
came all the way from Pennsylvani.i 
and wa.s welcomed by the many people 
who have been denied the pleasure of 
eating the California grapes, which 
have been kept from reaching here on 
account of th’e delay of all freight, ow ­
ing to the high waters In the south­
west. Tokay grapes also came in to 
be Introduced to the Fort W’ orlhltej 
yesterday. They came from New York.

Colorado plums and some Grand 
Junction peaches with eoft velvety 
cheeks also arrived In the city early 
last evening and were just In time to 
take In the big circus. The New Mexi­
co lemons are coming today as well as 
some old Mexico oranges, but thes? 
two fruits are so high in price thar 
they are almost prohibited. The Mexi­
can or.mges are to come by expres.s. 
The duty and express on them will 
make them cost at retail almost a dol­
lar a dozen. The New Mexico lemons 
now In are high hi price, but don’t gc 
near the point of their neighbor from 
across the border.

Since the floods there have been no 
.grapes or lemons on the market from 
California, except the very few ship­
ped by express. The flood situation 
having cleared up. the fruit Is now 
expected to arrive In large quantities 
and be very plentiful. Most of the 
roads have been getting their passen­
ger trains through before attending to 
the freight business, thus causing the 
absence of the fruit from California.

The first threshing machine was re­
cently set up in Damascus. It Is a 
steam thresher from Indiana.

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BEEF TR I ST METHODS

The InvestlRation o f the private car 
lines In progress at Chicago by the 
Interstate commerce commission Is 
throwing some side lights on beef trust 
methods that are very edifying. A 
prominent railway man who was on the 
witness stand testified that the rail­
ways o f the country dare not dlsf.bey 
the orders of the beef trust, which con­
trols these private car lines, as it is 
the largest shipper in the country and 
the most remorseless and arbitrary in 
■enforcing its demands. This testimony 
was as follows:

*Tf any railroad dares to disobey the 
orders of the big packers a boycott is 
instituted at once by these, the largest 
shippers in the United States, and the 
most remorseless and arbitrary power 
in the world.’*

This is the reply that J. W. Midgley 
made to Commissioner I'routy when 
asked how it was the packers were en­
abled to compel the railroads to send 
their empty cars back on expre.«s time 
and pay the packers for so doing.

Mr. Midgley was the first witness at 
the Investigation which the Interstate 
commerce commission began into the 
use o f cars owned by private corpora­
tions. J. Ogden Armour, from whom 
little o f value was obtained, wa.s al.so 
a  witness, and many of the biggest 
railroad officials in the country were 
in attendance.

“ By the payment o f excessive mile­
age by the railroads for the use of 
these cars," continued Mr. Midgley, 
“ the packers are en.ibled to control the 
traffic and to peddle it out to the liigh- 
est bidder. I do not mean to reflect 
upon any traffic man. for, they have 
got to get business or lose Iheir po.si- 
tions. 1 know personally tliat \V. K . 
Vanderbilt and men like him ask for 
results, and they do not care nor in­
quire how they are secured.”

Asked what there was to prevent any 
other Industry from building cars and 
operating them, the witness replied:

“No one could compete with the big 
packer.*. Their power is unlimited. But 
for them there would be no market, for 
they are the market. The same thing 
is true of the dairy and fruit business, 
and if this thing Is not stopped the 
time will come when the private car 
interests will sidetrack all equipment 
now in use by the railroads. Why, even 
Pabst & Co., the brewers, are now en­
gaged In tile dairy business."

“ What is the effect of all thlsT’ 
asked Commi.ssioner Prouty.

“It creates an effective monopoly of 
the commodities carried in these cars," 
replied Mr. Midgley.

“ What Is the effect on the consum­
er T’

“ We all know what that is. for we 
all eat meat. We have seen the price 
go up t n̂d up as the price o f cattle 
went down and down.”

Stockmen who read this testimony 
can begin to see and fully understand 
the character o f the people they have 
been dealing with all this time when 
there has been a cry o f market depres- 
sion*and low prices for every class of 
stu ff practically that has gone to mar­
ket. They can begin to understand 
how it is that the railways o f the coun­
try have opposed them from the fact 
that they, too, were in the grip of the 
beef trust. That when the beef trust 
was putting the screws to the railway 
people, it became necessary for the 
railways to in turn put the screws to 
the cattlemen.

In the situation the cattlemen have 
been between two flre.«. The beef trust, 
not content with its enforced .schedule 
o f  low prices, robbing the producers~bf 
millions of dollars, has also sought to 
levy the same tribute from the rail­

ways, and this additional tribute haa 
only come through the railways from 
the same source the beef trust was a l­
ready getting Us pound of flesh. Be­
tween the two, they have very nearly 
wrecked the cattle industry of the 
country, and the end la not yet.

At this Juncture it would seem that 
the stockmen and the railway people 
ought to be able to get closer together 
and make common cause against the 
enemy. Instead o f fighting each other. 
Now that the facts are being developed 
tiiat it is the hand of the beef trust 
that is back of the railways in their 
extortion, it places the situation in a 
wholly different light. It is to bo hoped 
that the investigation will be pushed to 
the limit and all the facta in the dia­
bolical conspiracy given publicity.

In the meantime, where is President 
Rooaevelt and his coterie o f trust 
busters?

It must be ^\nlliam J. Bryan’s diseased 
lung that is breathing those threats of re­
organising the democratic party.

vance in Fuel for the W in ­

ter— There Is a Chance for 

It to Be Cheaper

Ben Waggoman. the coal dealer, 
stated this morning that he did not 
apprehend a shortage o f coal this 
winter, and all the mines have been 
running on full time during most of 
the summer and there Is on hand a 
l**’ffe supply o f coal for winter.

Last year there was any amount of 
trouble experienced by the local deal­
ers to secure enough coal for steam 
and heat purposes, but Mr. Waggoman 
does not believe that such a condition 
will exist this season.

The prices, he says, will not be ad­
vanced over those of last year, and In 
fact he believes that coal is going to 
be very much cheaper than it was last 
season.

No strike troubles have caused the 
operators to advance on coal this year. 
Heretofore the strikes cut a \ery large 
f.gure in the supply and prices o f coal. 
These conditions will be obviated this 
year.

The coal supply for Fort Worth 
comes principally from the mines ip 
Ctiorado and Indian Territory. How­
ever, Thurber coal finds a ready s.ile 
here, but the local dealers have here­
tofore been able to secure very little 
o f this coal, as the bulk of the produtt 
is sold to the railroads for fuel.

Take the whole coal situation into 
consideration, the Fort Worth people 
need not worry about the supply and 
prices this winter, if wiiat the dealers 
say proves to be true.

Visiting principal itoints In the 
i'nited States, the itinerary was arranged 
fvr them to visit the circus in Fort 
Worth. They arrived yesterday morning. 
The baron saw the (tarade and the im­
mense croWd at the matinee performance. 
I.Ast night he sat at the grand entrance 
and a.sked many questions about the 
ticket business. At the p«‘rformance last 
night with Mr. Ringling. Mr. Pluesteln 
and James Jay Brady, the press agent, 
he occupied a reserved seat and saw tii-i 
performance again.

"W e have nothing as big as this In 
France,”  said the baron, who speaks Eng­
lish fluently’. "Our circus performance is 
of the one-ring variety—one ring and a 
stage. I have an idea that a show like 
the Rlngllngs’ would take well with us.

It being pointed nu( that a 
flve-mlnute schedule at the least will 
then be In service across the river.

CLEAN STREETS ARE

THIS CITY

since the city has practically abandoned 
the matter of cleaning the business 
streets Houston and Main, there has been 
no end of complaint from buslne.ss men 
and citizens generally.

The machine formerly used In washing 
the streets gave very good satisfaction, 
but the sweeper which was substituted 
for a short while, failed to do the work 
to the satisfaction of the city, and to 
the business firms, and it has been laid 
on the shelf.

The subject of street cleaning has given 
the authorities much trouble during the 
past six months, and the street commit­
tee has been at Its wit’s end to know 
Just what to do in the premises.

Many plan.s have been suggested, hut 
as yet. a definite plan has not been hit 
upon. That the streets need cleaning, 
every one who has occasion to use them 
will testify. Since the cleaner was taken 
off the mud has been allowed to accumu­
late until it Is hard to tell what the 
streets are made of—except mud, and 
lots of it.

It was teamed this morning that a 
m»mber of the streets and alleys com­
mittee will leave for St. lx>uis next week 
for the purpose of investigating devices 
used by St. Ixiuls in keeping the business 
thoroughfares in the best possible con­
dition. If possible, the Fort Worth coun­
cilman will buy a "street washer”  if 
such a thing be i>ossihle. The old washer 
used here gave the best satisfaction of 
any of the devices used In Fort Worth, 
and it Is more than probable that one of 
these will be purchased by the Fort 
Worth council.

o f success. I believe that the rcputill- 
cans will elect their candid.ates In both 
the.-e districts. The democrats admit 
that the poll tax law Is going to Injure 
them in the coming election and that 
the usual vote for the democrats by 
the negroes and Mexicans will be ma­
terially reduced because of the fact 
that as a rule they paid no poll tax and 
consequently are not eligible to vote.”

Judge Moore Is of opinion that the 
republicans will Increase their vote in 
the state over that cast four year* 
ago for McKinley at least 25 and pos­
sibly 33 1-3 per cent this year. The 
total vote for McKinley In Texas four 
ye.ars ago was 121,173.
