TO REVISE TEXAS LAWS

Bill Providing for Commission Intro-
duced Iin House

AUSTIN, Texas, Feb. 17.—A bill by
Mr, Bartholomew which the committee
on judiciary has reported favorably is
ag follows and of more than passing
interest:

That a commission of five members
of the Twenty-ninth legislature, learn-
ed in the law, shall, within thirty days
from the passage of this act, be ap-
pointed as follows: three members shall
be appointed from the house of repre-
sentatives by the speaker thereof and
two shall be appointed from the senate
by the president thereof, which said
commission-shall make a complete re-
vision and digest of the laws of the
state of Texas, and embody the same
in a bill which will be by the commis-
sion reported to the governor and by
him laid before the next session of the
legislature, and said commission shall
revise all the general statutes of the
state in force up to the time they shall
make their report and report to the
legislature which of said statutes in
their opinion ought and which ought
not to remain in force, shall suggest
such omissions and contradictions as
they shall find in said statutes; and
the mode in which they can be recon-
ciled, supplied or amended; and they
shal] arrange, under appropriate titles,
chapters and articles, all the different
acts and parts of acts relating to the
same subject-matter which they shall
deem ought to be gontinued or adopted
with such marginal and foot notes and
explanations asg they deem essential to
a clear understanding of the same; and
shall execute and completa the revision
in all respects in such manner, as in
their opinion, will render the general
gtatutes more concise, plain and in-
telligible; and shall embody the result
of their labors Iin two bills, one con-
taining the entire body of the ecivil
statutes, and the other the entire body
of the wxtatutes relating to ecriminal
law, both properly indexed.

The gen-
frankly avows he relinquished his
command after the recent attempt of the
Russians to flank Ficld Marshal Oyama,
because, as he claims, General Kuropat-
kin refused to send him help when vie-
tory was in General Grippenberg's hands,
and instead orvdered the latter to with-
draw. Grippenberg will personally report
on the situation to Emperor Nicholas,

It is too early to say what the result
will be, although .it is evident Kuropat-
kin's enemies are pushing the campaign
against him.

It is only fair to Kuropatkin to say his
fricnds claim Kuropatkin's side of the
story is that he only intended to make
a demonstration in force and Grippenberg
pressed the attack too far and became tog
much invelved.

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B  AFFECTS TAX SALES

Ruling That Citations Must be Made to
“The Unknown Owners” Causes
Uneasiness in El Paso

A recent decisioq of the court of
civil appeals of Fort Worth, upheld by
the supreme court, in regard to lands

sold for taxes’ has caused much un-
easiness in El Paso, and according to a
statement made by an attorney of that
city, will render al] of the judgments
rendered about two years ago in favor
of that city against unknown owners
of property, which had been unsuc-
cessfully for delinquent taxes, void,
and the titles obtained thereunder by
the purchasers of such property not
worth the paper they are written on.

The point raised is that the cita-
tions in all the El1 Paso suits were de-
fective and that the judgments, there-
fore, are void. It is alleged that the
city attorney proceeded under the
wrong section of the statutes when he
issued citations in the suits,

It seems there is a general statute
governing the manner in which cita-
tions must be issued in case where
there are non-residents and unknown
owners of property which is made the
subject of suit. Under this statute the
citations are issued to “the sheriff or
any constable.” It was under this
statute that all of the El PIaso cita-
tiong were issued in the tax suits.

There is, however, a special statute
which provides-that in cases of suits
for the collection of delinquent taxes
on property, the owners of which are
non-residents or unknown, the citation
must be directed to *“the unknown
owners” of such property.

In the case referred to, as decided
by the court of civil appeals, a sult had
been brought against, to sell for taxes,
some property, the ownerd of which
were not known to the city officials.
The citations in this case were directed
to “the sheriff or any constable.” A
judgment was obtained and the prop-
erty so0ld, and the judgment was after-
ward set aside because the citations
were not directed to “the unknown
owners."”

The ruling of the Fort Worth court
of appeals on the question has caused
considerable consternation among
those who bought the El1 Paso property
at public auction from the sheriff,

TRADES UNION EFFDRTS
IN STRONG RESOLUTION

Plan of Co-operation Adopted

and Legislative Committee
Sent to Austin

POLITICS IS BARRED

Strong resolutions calling for co-oper-
ation with the trades unions and the
sending of a legislative committee of thre.
to Austin were significant steps taken by
the farmers convention Thursday after-
noon and night, A long night session
was held, the business being completed
and final adjournment taken.

POLITICS BARRED

The indorsement of the trade
movement and the appointment of the
legislative committee mean a total vic-
tory for the members of t labor or-
ganizations, who, headed by ‘C. W, Wood-
man and M. Grant Hamiiton of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor, and George R.
French of the Cigar Makers' Unios, used
every effort to secure a co-operation be-
tween the organizations and to bar poli-
tics as it is barred from trades unlons.
While refusing to discuss the situation
last night, they were visibly pleased w.uh
the results obtained. The appointment of
the leglislative committee, which will in
all probability act closely with the joint
labor board now at Austin, is expected
to have a direct effort on tax legislation
and other matters now before the legisla-
ture.

The press committee report of the aft-
ernoon and evening session was as fol-
lows:

The report of the committee on con-
stitution, with practically no changes
from the old constitution, was adopted.

That feature of the constitution ex-
pressing the will of the union on politics
was made clearer, and under the new
constitution it is made mandatory upon
all local unions to refrain from even the
discussion of partisan polities of any na-
ture,

Oklahoma and Indian Territories were
granted the right of independent state
organization, and until such organization
has been formed, with officers elected,
the Texas organization will receive dues
and assessments from sald territories and
hold same subject to demand. Delegates
from each territory were present and the
action of the comnvention met with their
hearty approval, and all say the result
will be the perfection of the organization,

CONSTITUTION CHANGED

The constitution was changed, by re-
quest of delegates from Louisiana, so
that hereafter, when a state or territory
has reached a membership of 5,000 it can,
if it so desires, enter into an Independent
state organization, :

The convention next proceeded to the
election of officers, which resulted as fol-
lows: N. C. Murray, Kingston, president;
E. A. Calvin, Lamar county, vice presi-
dent; Newt Gresham, Point, secretary-
treasurer; J. D. Montgomery, general or-
ganizer,

The election resulted in practically all
of the old officers being re-elected by ac-
clamation, which is evidence of the har-
mony prevailing.

Every loyal Texan, and, in fact, every
citizen of the United States, hopes and
believes that Senator Bailey is a true
prophet. The state of Texas ought never
to be divided,

As it stands now, Texas is literally an
empire, Compared with its vast extent,
Great Britaln is a mere atom in the
world’'s area, and France could be set
down and lost in a far-off corner of the
state’s domain. Great as Is ithe territory
of the United States, one-eleventh of that
territory is included in Texas. It is al-
most a two days’ journey from the east-
ern to the western boundary, even though
the distance be traversed in a fast-mov-
ing railroad train.

Texas has the grandest pub-
lic school endowment of any state in the
union, and we might go on and string out
these facts Indefinitely, but it is not
necessary. The world is finding them out,
and these are the things that are bring-
ing so many new people into Texas,

Texas will never be divided.

The people of this state are too proud
of the state as It is, and are too thor-
oughly convinced that the time is not far
distant when Texas will be in position to
very nearly dominate the affairs of this
nation. And when such time comes the
nation will be but the better off for the
domination, for the Texas plan is to give
all men and all things a square deal,

As the price of the necessaries of
life continues to advance the prob-
lem of living becomes more complicat-
ed. When even such a common article
of food as eggs can be cornered by a
big combination and the price placed
beyond the man of average means, it
but serves to show how completely
the consuming element of the country
is at the mercy of the people who
maintain they do not engage in con-
spiracy in restraint of trade.

He has been engaged in
the work nearly a year, and had it not
becn for the impatience manifested by
the members of the house ewer his pro-
crastination there is every reason to be-
lieve the iInquiry might have extended
far into the coming summenr.

Assurances have been given by tue
commissioner that there will be no fur-
ther delay, and his report will be in the
hands of the president in time to be sub-
motted to congress before the adjourn-
ment March 4. The report, said Mr. Cun~
kin, has information relative to the pac«-
ing industry which will greatly surprise
the public. It is understood that the vio-
lations of the anti-trust law discovered by
Mr. Garfield's agents deal with the trun-
sactions by packers both before the
granting of the federal restraining ord-r
and also subsequently.

Evidewre collected by Commissioner
Garfield is understood to establish these
facts.

HE accident in Pulver's valley
was perhaps as strange a hap-
pening as the annals of rail-
roading In the middle west can

show. To a certain order of minds it
had the cast and color of a miracle, to
the more literal and hard headed it ap-
peared as pure coincidence, but to both
it was perhaps equally astounding
and impressive. It had inception in
the next chair to mine in the dispatch-
er's office at Traynor. It was the re-
sult of a cross order—that terrifying
shadow of doom and disgrace which
hovers over every train dispatcher’'s
life, though happily not so menacing as
formerly owing to improved methods.

I had been some three mouths in the
d¥spatcher’s office. My position was
that of way operator, which signifies
that I had not reached the grade of
dispatcher, but stood next to it, my
work being confined to receiving car
reporis from the different stations and
sending and taking all sorts of mes-
sages relating to the train master’s de-
partment.

There were three dispatchers, divid-
ing the twenty-four hours of the day
into “tricks"” of eight hours each. Be-
sides myself and the three dispatchers
there was Traln Master Wilkins—"0Old
Wilk” we called him—a grizzled gradu-
ate from the dispatcher’s chalr. Char-
ley Sanline had the second trick—that
is, from 8 in the morning until 4 in the
afternoon. He was a dear fellow, kind,
conscientious, painstaking, and every
ene liked him.

Through several years he had order-
ed trains fromm midnight until 8 In the
morning and with never a serious
blunder. But his night vigils and the
long strain bad broken his health.
Gradually he had grown thin, and the
telitale pallor of overwork crept into
his cheeks. Dalily I sat beside him,
marveling at his pluck as I saw his
long, thin fingers dangling on the key
o8 he bent over the train sheet, guiding
the hurling monsters over 200 miles of
track. Old Wilkk wanted him to quit
and go to California, but Charley
couldn’t afford it, he said. We knew
this was true, for he had a mother to
support, his father being dead; be-
sides, he was trying to keep a younger
brother In high school! until the boy
should graduate.

“Oh, I'll be all right when cool
weather comes,” he would say in sum-
mer, and, “Never mind, I will brace
up when spring arrives,” would be his
laughing excuse in winter.

The train master, grim, serious and
seemingly as cool and unfeeling as
fron, I observed often watched Sanline
and sometimes gruffiy ordered him to
go out and walk about for a half hour,
while the old veteran himself took
Charley's chair and ordered the tralns,
to the discomfort of many a lazy oper-
ator out on the wire.

One day toward the hot end of June
2 long train of coaches decorated with
bunting and many flags came pound-
ing across the switches and drew up
glongside the platform at Traynpor.
The train was loaded principally with
well dressed men wearlng badges upon
the lapels of their coats and carrying

As the panting engine was uncoupled
and started for her stall in the round-
house the crowd swarmed on to the sta-
tion platform.

Having some messages
for him, I hurried down and presented
them. He drew a writing pad from his
pocket and, scribbling several replies,
handed them to me, then turned with
a cheery “Hello, Drant!"” and shook the
grimy hand of a short, grayish, solid
looking man in engineer's overalls who
was passing toward the front.

WOMAN'S HOME
ILL ENDORSED

House Committee Reports Fa-
vorably Measure Appro-
priating $10,000

AUSTIN, Texas, Feb. 17.—The house
committee on asyvlums yesterday re-
ported favorably on house bill appro-
priating $10000 to maintain a Con-
federate woman's home in Austin, for
which the Confederate Women's As-
sociation has already raised money to
purchase a site and erect the building,
and adversely on house bills appro-
priating $25,000 for an old men's and
women's home on the San Jacinto
battlefield, and appropriating $25,000
for a negro widows and orphans home.

TO REVISE SCHOOL LAWS

The house committee on education
reported favorably a bill by Messrs.
Rosser Thomas, Alderdice, Sperry and
Glenn revising and codifying the pub-
lic. free school laws of Texas; Mr.
Bartholomew's bill prohibiting traffic
in examination quéstions used by the
boards of examiners in examining
teachers, and a bill by Messrs. Wil-
liames and Fitzhugh to validate incor-
poration of towns and villages for pur-
poseg of independent school districts,

The house committee on municipal
corporations reported favorably Mr.
Black's bill giving cities the right to
condemn property outside the cor-
porate limits for the erection of reser-
voirs and stand pipes; the bill by Mr.
Love of Williamson creating city de-
positories, and Mr, Shannin’'s bill pro-
viding for the payment of bona fide
claims against any city or town, the
corporate existence of which has been
forfeited or terminated by decree of
court by city or town, afterwards or-
ganized out of same district by same
inhabitants.

Resuming consideration of Mr. Brels-
ford's bill creating the county of Ross
out of parts of Eastland, Comanche,
Brown, «Coleman and Callahan coun-
ties, the house committee on counties
heard numerous arguments for and
against the measure, but postponed
final consideration.

The committee reported favorably
on Senator Hicks' bill increasing from
$3 to $5, at the option of the commis-
sioners’ court, the ex-officio fees of
sheriffs in counties under 25,000 popu-
lation, and to $8 in counties having a
greater number of inhabitants,

The house committee on suffrage,
privileges and ®lections reported favor-
ably on the bill by Mr. Carswell of
Wise to prevent the use of money,
free passes, telegraph or telephone
franks to influence elections.

AGAINST DICE GAMING

The house committee on eriminal
jurisprudence reported favorably a bill
by Messrs. Sanders and Dean making
it unlawful to aid a prisoner convieted
of a misdemeanor; by Messrs, Sanders,
Dean and Greenwood making it un-
lawful to bet on a game played with
dice at any place; by Mr. Haltom mak-
ing theft of orchard and garden prod-
ucts punishable as other agricultural
products; by Messrs. Guinn, Nelms and
Daniel permitting judges to excuse
persons summoned by speclal venires
before heing impanaled; by Messrs.
Bryan of Harris and Hoskins, to pre-
vent diversion of electric, gas or water
current from meters Intended to meas-
ure such currents.

The house judiciary committee re-

ported favorably bills by Mr, Carswell
of Wise, to diminish eivil and crim-
inal jurisdiction of" the county court
of Wise county; by Mr. Black, restor-
ing the civil and criminal jurisdiction
of the county court of Titus county;
by Mr. Bartholomew, fixing venue in
suits brought by district and county
attorneys far recovery of taxes due on
persornial property; by Mr. Wilmeth,
giving judges twenty days after ad-
journment of terms of court to file
findings and conclusions of law in
causes; by Mr. Guinn, providing that
suitg to recover lands not held in ad-
verse possession and paying taxes
thereon against one holding in good
faith by deed duly registered exercis-
ing ownership and paying taxes there-
on, shall be instituted in fifteen years,
and providing that any pérson claiming
peaceable heriditaments must claim
same in good faith and pay taxes of
same to make defense of ten years
limitation.

The committee reported adversely
Mr, Werner's bill, previding for re-
hearing by courtg of civil appeals after
ten days after return of precept serv-
ed; Mr. Glenn's bill, authorizing nine
members of a jury to return a verdict
in civil cases; Mr. Cobbs’ bill, provid-
ing for taking testimony by deposj-
tions de bene esse, and Mr. Smith's bill,
regulating the granting of divorces.
