An Important opinion Involving the 
right o f a shipper to sue In the state 
courts for discrimin.ations In Inter­
state freight vhii>ments was h.anded 
down here Saturday by the court of 
c iv il appeals. This is said to be the 
first time that the question has been 
directly passed upon hy a state court.

In the opinion the court recognized 
that the federal court has exclusive 
jurisdiction in suits for penaltie.x for 
discrimination arising under the In­
terstate commerce act. but It was held 
that the act In question did not take 
away the right o f the state courts to 
take jurisdiction o f cases where the 
railways were being sued upon <om- 
moii law liability for diacrimiiiution 
in Interstate shipments,

'The ease In whic h the de<'ÌKÌon was 
handed down was that o f the Abilene 
Cotton Oil Company against the Texas 
and I ’a iific  railroad. The case. In 
brief, is an actUm by appellant for 
damages for ,a violation o f an alleged 
common law right. In that appellee dft- 
manded and coercively collected from 
appellant freight charges In excess of 
a reasonable compensation for the 
transportation o f a number o f c.ir 
loads o f cotton seed from Cottonpolnt 
and other designated towns In the 
state o f I»iilK Ìana to Abilene, Texas.

It  Is averred that the rate actually 
demanded and received by the railroad 
was <!7 cents for each ihO pounds of 
cotton seed transported, whicli rate 
is alleged to have been unreasonable, 
unjust and discriminative; that .'j rea­
sonable charge and compensation tor 
the services performed would have 
been the sum of the local rates, as es­
tablished by the railway cempany from 
the several towns In Tx)uislana named 
in the petition to the town o f A lex­
andria. and from the latter town to 
Abilene. It Is further alleged the d if­
ference between the reasonable and 
unreasonable charges, approximates 20 
cents per 100 pounds, aggregating the 
sum of I I .951.83, which Is the sum 
sought to he recovered.

The railroad company, at the trial 
o f the case, contended that the ratea 
charged were lawful, because it was 
the rate fixed on the commodity In 
question, between the points named, in 
the classification and lists o f freight 
rates that had beep filed by them with 
the interstate commerce commission 
and promulgated as alleged by appel-

A  Judgment was accordingly ren­
dered below for the railroad company. 
The case was then appealed to the 
court o f c iv il appeals, which now re­
verses and remands the cause for a 
new trial.

The district hetw , ;i Oulchita avenue 
and ITospect street was entirely swept by 
the Naze. In addition to the Gi'und Cen- 
tral hotel, several othyr hotels and flat 
buildings were destroy®«!. The fire did 
not reach the large ludels, however, and 
It is due to this that the property loss 
was not greater and that more lives were 
not .sacrificed. Will» the dying out of 
th • fire the excitement began to abate 
and thoughts of the people were directed 
to the work of caring for the suffaiers 
from the conflagration.

APPEAL FOR AID
An appeal has been issued by Mayor 

B< Won to the pcoph-. calling on "very one 
to aid the liomelesfi in every' way pos­
sible. A mass meeting to airaiige for 
some s.vstematlc way* of conducting the 
relief wotk was called today. Plans for 
caring for the homeles.« and distributing 
c<,ntributions systematically so that the 
most good can be acconqdlshe«! were laid 
out at this meeting. Fortunately, the 
weather has moderated so that there will 
not be so much suffering as there would 
have be»n» had the fire come earlier In 
the winter.

The early rprliig brings many visitors 
to Hot Springs, and It is estimated that 
fully 20,000 traruslents are here at pres­
ent.

And if the followers of the mat 
dW not overdo the “ fiair’ part of It, 1 
believe today wrestling would flourish iii 
nearly every city of the country.

The opportunity to "fool.”  however. Is 
•o great that the wrestlers forget the end 
of Lincoln’s famous aphorism and try 
to work the public all of the time.

This will not do, as they have found 
out. Probably the best example of “ fool 
tho public”  1 ever heard of was a wrest­
ler who traveled with a theatrical com­
pany ao a champion of the world.

He. like most of tho “ meet-all-comers” 
wrestlers, bad a partner wno traveled 
with him. Probably the first night ne 
would meet a local man. He would is­
sue a challenge to anyone In the house, 
and before anyone else had time to think, 
■p would pop a well built little fellow with 
a French accent.

*T am tho c-hamplon of Greece and will 
meet you.”  he would say.

Of t-oui.»e his tongue was enough to 
give him away, out the peoi-le didn't take 
time to corjil-l- r that. He would he given 
the fust < liHHce. The next day the |ia|.eis 
would gtv<! th>- “ chamjtion ' i iedlt for 
tiirowir.g the champion of Greec»- and 'n 
|.*r.- than two w-.-ks he would llirow the 
chajnpion wrcKtlers of every countiy In 
tho world. lIowev"r. he would lie m e(-t- 
Itig the sam-- man who w.-is traveling with 
him an<l wh-. -nú.i put up a great ex- 
hiblt'on.

In wrestling this seldom happens, for 
there Is slway» a counter to work for 
n«wrly every hold. In the fight game 
when a blow is landed, even If the Inten­
tion back of It is only to fool the public. 
It sometimes reaches home and puts an 
end to all the prearranged Idea».

“ I f  society looked upon the esenpades 
of youna men as it does upon the same 
escapades of yomi«: women, there
would be fewer such scandals in the 
world. I have seen youiiK men who 
went all the paces o f immorality, and 
when finally eauirht. society wcmld 
hold up its hand.s In holy liorror. then 
beftin to pat him on the back and 
call him "a «rood fellow, but a little 
wild.” But the woman In the case was 
kicked lower and lower. Now. who i> 
It that pats the younsr scapesroat on tlie 
back and condones his crime w liile it 
kicks the woman lower and lower? 
Is It not the women? They are so for- 
ftivinfc. And they seem to consider tliat 
he Is not to blame, so very m’ii-li tlie 
woman in the case led him off. Ttie 
men don't pass that kind o f Judifment 
on them; it Is the women— the mother.s 
and sisters o f other women. In refer- 
rlnir to l">ve. I must sav. that, if K\c 
had been capable o f looklnsr beneaili 
the surf.sce. she would have known 
that Siitan was a ‘tray de*eived.’ But 
If Eve was Rke the majority o f her 
dautrhters. she liked him all the bet­
ter for that."

Our text this morning is cllppcil 
from the columns o f a b i*  city dally 
newspaper, and it furnishes mucti food 
for tlioutrht on the part of the mothers 
and daughters o f our fa ir land. There 
hi. unfortunately, much truth in tlie 
suggestions contained in thi.s extract, 
for there I'» a too general disposition 
to condone the folUe.s and escapades 
of the young men o f today. There is 
too much of the sentiment that tlie 
average young man mu.st he permitted 
to sow his crop of wild oats, and too 
much confidence in the belief that lie 

; w ill sober down and ultimately make a 
citizen who w ill be honored and use­
ful ill the community in which he re­
sides.

I f  the young man engaged in sowing 
A prop o f wild outs was the only one 
destined to participate in the harve-t 

r  the situation would be vastly different. 
But sucli is not the case. Tlie pure and 
innocent too often are compt’ iled to 
reap the fu ll harve.st o f the sowing. 
'While the sower Is exi-used on the 
ground that it is only natural tliat 
young men should be so afflicted dur­
ing their callow youthhood. Nine times 
out o f ten the young man understands 
this fact Just as well a.s the puidic 
generally, and the result is he feels 
that he is accorded liceii.se to thus in­
dulge himself under the cert.ainty tli.it 
in the end all w ill Ih: forgiven and

. forgot ten.
This is all wrong, and public sentiment 

should demand that the young man of 
the period shall be just as free from 
blemish as the young woman ol the 
yerlod. The single standard rule Is a 
most unfortunate and unjust one, from 
the fact that it encourages the young 
men of the day to Indulge In various 
forms of licentiousness and deijauchery, 
when the requirements should be that 
there mu.st bs the same spotless purity 
on one side as the other. No man who 
Ig engaged In the practice of sowing a 
crop of wild oats is a tit associate for 
pure womanhood. No man who has 
Bowed his crop of wild oats is decent 
•nough to be tolerted by that same pure 

. Womanhood, and if the force of this id so 
was made applicable In all cases the 
acreage devoted to wild oats^in the fu­
ture mould ba so materiallr»reduced that 
Wild oats sowing would soon be nothing 
but an unplesisant memory.

I ’nfortunately. there seems to be a 
•ort of deadly fascination about men who 
are sowing or have sowed their wild oat 
arop. Women seem partial to them, per- 
baps from the fact that they are a little 
bit daring, and like the moth flitting 
about the flam# of the candle, try to 
sec how cloae they can come to real 
danger and not be scorched. Men do not 
treat the frmala sower of wild oata in 
this manner. Saak aa sna immediately 
reaps the benefit of her unfortunate 

* couise, and Is compelled to continue along 
that line until there ht no hope for her 
rvdrmpUoii. Bhc begins to harvest as 
Boon n« she begins to sow, and the:-e Is 
■o escape from tha ponnity. A  woman 
thnet have a  good moral character be­
fore she tan enter the portals of decent 
Bad polite society. But with the man it is 
different.

The young man may grovel with the 
yenr swine today in degradation and de- 
iBUchery, and the cry among wonruin- 
ktnd is “ poor fellow; he has been very 
bad. hut he cannot he altogether bad, and 
we 'Will give him a chance to aecompUeh 
refermatlon.”  He Is taken up out of the 

"Milra in which he has been waUowlng.
. aad tender bands eesay hie reelemation.

I pure and noUa littia woman 
ided that It Is her duty to link 
to that of sudi B mao uuder the

mistaken Idea that ahe can reclaim him. 
but where one reformation is effected, 
there are ninety and nine miserable fail­
ures. What right has a young man of 
this character to thus blight and ruin the 
life of your sister or daughter? Must 
her future be completely marred In order 
that this sower of wild oats may add the 
wrecking of her life and happiness to the 
escapades that have only seri'ed to give 
him unploa.sant notoriety?

The parents of the present day are sad­
ly remiis In the exercise of duty in shield-j 
Ing their daughters from the attentions j 
of such men. They should demand of thej 
young men that same purity of life and! 
action that the young men demand of the! 
woman, and where the man falls to meas-j 
ure up to the standard, he should be de-| 
nled the privilege of association wlth| 
decency. If he has shown a disposition toj 
seek congeniality In the brothel he should | 
not be permitted to enter the home, for 
the man Is a moral lep«‘r and utterly as 
unclean as mankind can be. And the as­
surance of the.^e young men In continuing 
to thrust themselves into decent society 
and into the presence of the pure and 
good shows tliat they are not to be 
trusted. The fact that they are evil- 
minded and corrupt l.s amply attested by 
the a.HS(K iatlons they keep, and no imrent 
can afford to have hl.s daughter exposed 
to sucli dangers.

It can w ry  truly be s.'ild that society 
l.s to bl.ame for the continuation of these 
evils, for when -X'iely sh.all e*M«e to 
rei-ognlxe the .single st.indard of morality 
there will be no more Indulgence on th’  
part of young men In the things tliat| 
will not lie tolerated by sticlety. Young 
men are not all kind.s of fooN. and cm  
be depended uii-m to come to a tpileg 
realization of a situathm that is lo.idedj 
when It Is lii.’ught to th-ir attention.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 25.— In the 
house o f representatives yesterday the 
figh t o f many years waged against the 
appropriation o f $130.404 for rental of 
the old New York custom house, re­
sulted In a victory, Mr. Hemenway of 
Indiana, chairman o f the committee on 
appropriations, being unable to muster
suirtcient strensth to retain the pro­
vision o f the bill.

Mr. Sulser o f New York said the 
renting o f the custom house was a 
notorlou« scandal, a steal and a fraud, 
and he could not understand why the 
City National Bank bad not been com­
pelled to pay to the government the 
$3,000,000 purchase money for the 
building. Instead of the money being 
simply transferred on the bank's books, 
except that It was due to the influence 
behind the bank.

"E very  man in this chamber knows 
what that Influence is.”  he said.

*Tt is the Influence o f the great 
Standard OH trust, that owns that 
bank and the influence that bank has 
had in governmental affairs o f this 
country.”

Explaining that he was not defend­
ing the contract which was made by 
Mr. Gage, who was then secretary of 
the treasury, Mr. Hemenway contended 
that i f  the amount for rent was not 
appropriated the bank could not go 
into court and get a Judgment.

Mr. Hemenway admitted In reply (o 
Mr. W illiams that no deed had passed 
from the government to the bank and 
that the bank was not paying taxes for 
the building. Mr. Hemenway insisted 
that form er Secretary Gage was not 
being charged with having eommitted 
a crime, but with having made a bad 
contract.

It de­
veloped that no title had passed to it, 
and that in conse<iuence It was paying 
no taxes to the state o f New York, Tbe 
failure o f the government to g ive  a 
deed was ascribed to be due to the in­
fluence o f the Standard Oil Company.

The soil when trodden to dust
last year Texas cattle were driven to Abt 
lene. Settlers began to acquire the lands 
and local politicians, finding that »  con­
tinuance of the trade might endangar 
their political control and personal am­
bitious. secretly mailed a circular letter 
to ranchmen and drovers In Texas declar­
ing that Texas cattle would no longer be 
permitted to come to Abilene. This cir­
cular letter had the effect of turning tne 
trade to other towns and Abilene became 
distressingly quiet. The ambitious poli­
ticians, seeing what loss and ruin their 
action had wroughL published excuses 
and explanations of their action, and the 
only surviving one of the trio persists in 
bis statements to this day.

Tlie railroads bad not sufficient cars to 
supply the demand and were compelled to 
put frames upon their flat cars In order 
to accommodate stock shippers. No other 
private patron turned a tithe of as great 
Income to the company's treasure as the 
ridiculed Illinois man and his live stock 
trafile; yet the railway company (»leaded 
Us ignorance of the great trade he had 
brought to them and repudiated it.s con­
tract with him.

The constant travel of 
the herds upon the same train destroyed

Many features of that great inland con»> 
merce were worthy of note and illustra­
tion.

The character of the early Texan drov­
ers and ranchmen, and their employes, 
everywhere called cowboys, evidenced 
emphatic types of self-reliant, resolute, 
energetic, <laie-devil inmtlersmen, wh» 
feared neither man nor the devil.

In 1867 the Texas drovers who brought 
their herds to Abilene were full of sus­
picion and were quite Incredulous. They 
believed that the facilities for live stock 
shipment and marketing were all for th» 
purpo.se of s<ime way or somehow sa'ind- 
ling them. They could not believe It was 
a square entenirlse at which they could 
seU or ship their herds unmolested, on 
equal terms with any northern man.

They held several secret meetings at 
cow camps to try to detect the trap they 
felt sure was secretly set to catch them. 
Their su-spicions were an outgrowth of th» 
Uitely-ended civil war, which had left no 
love In their hearts for northern men tn 
general and Kansas men In particular. 
But as the months rolled by they came to 
know that they were assured of a fair 
«leal and honest treatment.

It was the duty of the writer as an 
employe of the census office In 1880 and in 
1800 to gather and collect the statistics 
of the numbers of live st<x'k that passed 
ever that trail seeking a northern mar­
ket.

the assembly that met at Springfield tU» 
first of the year. He was loaded for re- 
f(>rm; almost busting with IL As a pre­
liminary to his campaign he sent back all 
the beautiful annual passes with which 
he had been favored by the railroads. As 
a warming-up heat he delivered an ad­
dress on grafting to the students of a 
Chicago law college.

In this lecture he did not say anything 
that might be offensive to his legislative 
colleagues, except that (naming them):

One was a grafter.
One had delivered the democrailc minor­

ity for a boodle bill.
One was controlled by the gas lobby.
One triad to bribe »  colleague with 830«.
Then, to cUnch the mattar, ha dedarod

republicans and democrata formed a ma­

They appointed a committee of seven to 
lnve«tlgate Comerford.

He was not permitted to jroM -ez-
amin» witnesses except by
gucstioiis and submitting tbem '̂

committee. Some a-itnesses were heard In 
secret when Comerford was not present. 
The scope of the Investigation was great­
ly rostrlcte«L

session of the legislature. In which every­
body called every other body a Uar or a 
poltroon, or both, and Comerford was ex­
pelled.

Thus they cast him from their midsL 
but they did not get rid of him. It hap­
pens that the performance attracted the 
attention of Mr. Hatch, state's attorney 
for Sangamon county, and he is going to 
have the grand Jury Investigate the 
charges. Comerford will assist him and 
wants to act as assistant prosecutor with­
out pay,

“ Intense excitement prevails among 
members of the legislature," says a news­
paper report from Springfield. Anxiously, 
eagerly, they are trying to find out if 
Hatch Is anything like Folk.

"What most Impresses a new member 
gping to Springfield with some notion 
of honesty r ’ Mr. Comerford was asked.

“ The first thing that shocks his sense 
of honesty and decency,”  he ssltl, "1* the 
large number of legislative agents of Illi­
nois «'orporatlons at every general assem­
bly. Nearly all are attorneys under pay 
from the <K>rporatlons. Nobody has offered 
any reason or extaise for their presence 
there. Springfield 1* not a health resort. 
This lobby has been so prominently Iden­
tified with the work of the assembly that 
it ha* gained the dignified title of the 
•third house.*

"A  railroad company maintains a regu­
lar office for the distribution of passes to 
legislators. A  member, for the asking, 
can send his whole family to the mardi 
graa at New Orleana."

A COSTLY BUNCH
"How much does the assembly cost the 

coriK>ratlon«?”
‘The statement haa been repeatedly 

made that the corporations distribute be-

Blon. Much of this money la extorted 
from them by means of bills attacking 
thelr-Bpecial privileges. These bin* are 
caRad aaixlbaggers or fetchers. The com- 
pgnltT pay to have the measures killed.

^*Hlgh water marit was reached a few 
years ago, when, at one session, the cor- 
poratiOM puUed down a fifty-year street

railway franchise bill, wart house btH aad 
a gas grab. For these enormous Caven 
they are said to have paid 8S,«««,0«0.

"This big fact stand« out in tba assem­
bly. There is no party line. You are a 
grafter or you are on the square. Men-,, 
tion of conscience calls forth a grin.”  '

Ml* 
action In ahelving the agreemente with 
Kurnpean powera after the rebuke 
which the senate Intended to admin­
ister Is warmly Indorsed here, ns Is his 
evldoaily sincere efforts o f curbing 
the trusts.

It seems absolutely absurd to the 
.average German that the free American I  people allow all genuine reforms tend­
ing to further the welfare o f the 
masses to be blocked by a body o f sen­
ators, obviously owned by the corpora­
tions.

"But o f all the people on earth." say.  ̂
a prominent Berlin paper, "the tieopi» 
o f the I ’ nlted States are the most pa- i 
tient. One has only to read the Amer- i 

j lean papers to see how pliable arc 
I these cltlaena of the' t'nited States, so 
proud of their liberty. In the hands of 
the moneyed corporations.

" I f  the average German should find 
himself In the same position. If he 
should see his every necessary of Ufe 
controlled by a trust. I f he should find 
that the men whom he elected to rep. 
resent him In diet and reichstag time 
and again betrayed him to thieving 
corporations, there would be a revo­
lution here in less than no time, but 
the great American people, the shrewd, 
est nation In the world, calmly lay.' 
down and allows Itself to he fleeced by 
the few  Immensely rich oligarchs who 
now absolutely control everything In 
the United Statc.s.

"Em igration from Germany proper 
to the United Btates is decreasing 
every year, not because we are ab­
solutely contented or satisfied at home, 
but because the time has pa.s.«cd when 
the United States appeared to be an 
earthly paradise, an Eldorado, where 
tbe millennium has already begun.

"The German people are beginning 
to see that they have at home many

blood-sucking monopoly like the 
St.indard Oil Company could never 
have arisen In Germany, where secret 
rebates are not to he wrested away 
from railroads owned by the people. 
The citizens of New York ere engaged 
In an evidently hopeless ligh t to shake 
o(T the Rockefeller gae monopoly, 
while here In Germany the smallest 
town controla Ite own gas and light 
works.

"For years effort» have been made 
in the T’nited States to paea a pure 
food law, as well as laws preventing 
unscrupuloua manufucturere from sell­
ing shoddy goods for pure woollens, 
but their efforts have been In vain, 
while any German manufacturer who 
would try to Impose upon the people 
In a  sim ilar mitnner would very short­
ly  find hlmsslf behind bars.

"The great masses o f the German 
people, highly educated and natur:tlly 
Intelligent, » • «  all these things, and 
they have ceased to rush across the 
ocean to better their conditions. The 
extraordinary articles written by the 
multl-mlllionstre Thomas I.<aa’Son, of 
Boston, In an American magazine, hnv- 
been tranalatad and printed tn full by 
acorcs of German newapapcrs, with tbe 
editorial comment that not one volco 
has been raised tn disprove tbe start­
ling-assertions o f corruption made In 
tlu'se articles, and tbe effect which 
they have producctl here has been 
enormous.

"It Is clear that If President Roose­
velt, one of the strongest minded men 
who ever occupied the presidential 
chair In Washington. d<ies not succeed 
In curbing the trusts nothing short of 
a revolution w ill put an end to the In­
justices under which the great Amer­
ican people are Buffering."

The Monroe doctrine continues to 
come In for a great deal o f crtticlsni

here, and »eenia as prepo.sierous and 
Insolent as ever to the German mind, 
which cannot see that the Unlt«-d 
States have a shadow of right to set 
up such pretensions.

The latest attack upon the doctrine 
Is printed in a »amt-orricial Bet-Iin pa­
per, the Kreux Zeltung, In a recent edi­
torial: ‘T h e  LYitted States make
themselves the guardians of all Uentral 
and South American republics without 
having made as much as a sword 
thrust to attain this guardianship.

"Prussia had to figh t three great 
wars In order to establish her po:d- 
tlon o f precedence In the Gorman em­
pire. It almost seem« as if the union 
Is attaining a similar, and even higher, 
end through a mere declaration, ac­
companied by a veiled threat that all 
who do not approve o f the step w ill 
be forced to recognize It by force of 
armz.

"This threat Is by no means an 
empty one. I f  Germany, for Instance, 
were fon'od to undertake a new ex­
pedition against Venezuela, an Amer­
ican squadron would put itself across 
the path o f the German squadron. Only 
against Kngland would It be out of the 
question to make good such an a tt i­
tude, as the United States are not able 
to cope with the British fleet.”

The objet-t o f this and similar a r­
ticles tn other German papers friendly 
to the polley of tbe government Is 
obvious— they are Intended to create a 
strong public demand for a powerful 
German navy and between the lines one 
may read as plainly as If It were said 
In BO many worits: "l>?t us grow 
strong enough, let us get battleships 
and cruisers enough and we w ill tell 
the Yankees to go to the devil with 
their Monroe doctrine."

ti> defy the czar's present government 
are endeavoring to induce Katharina 
Bre.shkcwskaja, who M now In the T’ nited 
Staie.s, to return to Russia to take up 
the work which she so successfully be­
gan years ago, that o f organizing the 
uneducated masses In Russia fo r the 
great struggle fo r freedom. Katha­
rina Breshkowskaja Is one o f tbs many 
martyrs who hae paid fo r her love 
o f the people w ith untold sufferings.

The daughter of aristocratic parents 
and highly educated, she made It her 
life  work to educate the Russian 
peasants. For th l» "crim e" she wee 
banished to Siberia, where she spent 
many years in prison.

For tw enty-five years she was ban­
ished from European Russia, but eight 
years ago she was pardoned and Imme- 
dlstely took up the work she had be­
gun ns a young girl.

For seven years «he traveled from 
one end of Russia to the other lectur­
ing and educating. The hatred of the 
cln><8 to which she belonged by birth 
followed her everywhere, but though 
the government spent half a million 
rubles to have her arrested she always 
succeeded in evading the secret police, 
as she was so beloved by the peasants 
that though thousand« knew o f her 
whereabouts not one would betray her.

A yetir ago she le ft Russia to create 
sympathy for her downtrodden people 
In other countries, but now that she 
Is needed at home she w ill surely re­
turn, though she well knows that her 
life  may be tbe f orfe it.
