The president was 
delayed at the White House for a  few 
minutes, signing some important papers, 
even after he boarded the car some pa­
pers were handed him for his signature.

Incidentally the 
prsaldent will deliver notable addresses at 
semal places en route.

Bis first Important stop Is at Louisville, 
Ky.. tomorrow morning, where he will ba 
the guest of the city for three hours. He 
win go from Louisville direct to Louis 
sad thence via the Missouri. Kansas and 
Texas railroad to San Antonio, stopping 
serenl places on the way, among them 
Sherman and Dallas. After leaving San 
Antonio the president will go to Okla­
homa for a wolf hunt and proceed thence 
to Colorado to hunt big game In the 
moontalno.

"The coming week 
promises to be an active one in leglslatlye 
circles.’*

If writing and printing thl.4 progno.si¡ca­
tion had brought about tnis activity 
neither the pencil, pen nor paper would 
have been wasted, but prophecy, predic­
tion and prognostication and actual per­
formance are very vastly different propo­
sitions.

The little books kept In the state de­
partment in which a record of the bills 
passed by the legislature and approved by 
the governor is the only place where an 
actual record of the work done can be 
found. These books were bliuik when 
bought and are almost blank sfill.

In both branches of the legislature clos*' 
to one thousand bills have been Intro­
duced. Of these the record shows that 
the governor has approved about fifty 
and allowed a few to become laws with­
out his approval by limitation.

This would not he such a bad showing 
if all these were measures of general in­
terest, but such is by no means the case. 
The great majority are merely local mat­
ters, and the locality to which they are 
made to apply could have survived for 
years if not for all time to come without 
their enactment.

As to the number of bills that has re­
ceived executive sanction, of state-wide 
Interest, they can be counted on the 
fingers of the human hand, and to find 
It necessary to use all the fingers to 
count them, very broad and liberal prin­
ciples of construction would have to be 
applied.

What has been said Is true, but the 
legislature has not adjourned, and there 
Is time enough for its self-redemption by 
the enactment into law of some necessary 
bills beneficial to the entire state. Instead 
of some particular locality, county or 
community.

It is to be hoped "the pre.sent week 
will be unusually active in legislative cir­
cles.’ ’ and that some of the measures that 
have been on the rack for week.s and are 
now half way through will be landed.

This, however, will prove to be a long 
deferred hope unless the tangle between 
the two branches of the legislature o^er 
the intangible assets bill is quickly un­
tangled. If the house refuses to concur 
In the senate amendments, and the senate 
stands to its guns, there will come the 
tug of war, the end of which no one 
can now~*foresee.

Taft Suggests That Data Ob­

tained Be Referred to Con­
sulting Engineers

WASHINGTON. D. C.. AprU 8.—The 
personnel of the new Isthmian canal com 
mission is as follows: Theo. P. Sbonts,
chairman; Churlos E. Mugoon, governor 
of canal xoiie; John F. Wallaoe. chief 
engineer; Roar Admiral M. L. Kndlcolt. 
t’ . 8. N.; Brigadier General Peter C. 
Haines, U, 8. A., retired; Colonel Oswald 
M. Ernst of the corps of engineers, U. 8. 
A.; Beni. M. Harrold.

These names were announced at the 
war department today, and in connection 
with tiie announcement Secretary Taft 
gave out for publieation a statement 
showing the allotments of .salaries to the 
new commissioners and his own letter to 
the pre.sident and one ftom thq latter 
explaining the plan of re<irganization of 
the commission, the reasons therefor and 
the partieular duties to be assigned to 
each commissioner. The first reads a.s 
follows: "The president has made an or­
der ullowing the salary of 37.600, with 
traveling exirenses. to each member of the 
<'ommi.ssl«»n and to the chairman of the 
commission the additional compensation 
of 122.500. to the chief engineer the addi- 
tifgial compensation of 117.500 and to the 
governor of the sorie additional compeu- 
satlon of 110,000.

The head of each dejiartment is allowed 
the use of a furnished house upon the 
Isthmu.s and his traveling expenses when 
traveling on business of the commission. 
The total is $102.500. SaLtrlcs and allow­
ances undc-r the * former commission 
amounted to $120.000. The total compen­
sation of the governor of the xone and 
the chief engineer is in effect unchanged.

Professor William H. Burr and William 
Barclay Parsons, civil engineers, are to 
be appointed as members of the consult­
ing board of engineers.

S E C R E T A R Y  T A F T S ’ L E T T E R
Secretary Taft’s letter to the president 

follows:
WAR DEPARTMEINT. WASHINGTON, 

D. C„ March 10.—Mr. President: Ln the
matter of the reorganisation of the ma­
chine by which the Panama canal is to 
be built I beg first to call your attention 
to the extreme importance of fixing a 
definite plan with respect to which you 
may feel reasonable certainty, first, that 
It can be‘ practically executed and result 
in a navigable canal, and second, that 
the navigable canal be the one best 
adapted to the demands which may be 
made upon it by the commerce of the 
world.

The act of congress evidently contem- 
plat€-d a canal with locks, the cost of 
which will be in the nelghborhoo<l of 
$200,000,000, including the money already 
expended. It is quite within the bounds 
of possibility the best form of the canal 
will be a sea level canal with a tidal lock 
o«ly at one end and at a coat which 
may exceed the $200.000,000 in the mind 
of congress by at least $100,000,000 more 
The work of the engineering department 
of the present commission has been large­
ly devoted to obtaining data upon which 
the plan of the canal must be determined. 
This data Includes topographical measure­
ments. borings, character of soli, flow of 
water In rivers, all stated with sufficient 
exactness to se<ure the closest calcula­
tions by experineced engineers. though 
not on the (p-ound. It Is probable within 
the next few months these data will have 
been so fully n.scertalned by the chief 
engineer, Mr. Wallace, and his assistants 
that they may be submitted to a board 
of engineers of high standing for a rec­
ommendation as to the best plan upon 
which to proceed with the work. It has 
been made apparent by the reports of 
Mr. Wallace and the commission that 
whatever plans are likely to be adopted, 
the work of excavation and construction 
which would have been done under any 
plan may proceed without waste- of energy 
for a period quite long enough to enable 
you to decide which Is the best plan.

I suggest, therefore, the first work to 
he done Is the appointment of an ad- 
vl.sory board of engineers, say seven or 
nine In number, to be selected from engl 
neers having especially knowledge of 
hydraulic engineering and canal construc­
tion. to whom will be submitted all pos­
sible information with respect to the pro­
jected Panama canal, both that obtained 
by French engineers before our purcha.se 
and the plana and data obtained by the 
chief engineer of the commission, together 
with all projects suggested for the solu­
tion of the problem.

Up until the present time no applica­
tions for the positions to be filled have 
been filed except by Dr. Lyman Barber 
for the position of city physician. All 
the present officials It Is understood 
are candidates for re-election.

FIELD HKADQUARTF31S H. I. J. M. 
SECOND ARMY, on the Way to Mukden, 
March 1.—At last, after waiting for more 
than four months, we are again at work. 
A great batGe has begun and by tomor­
row or the next day we will be In the 
thick of fighting again. As I write the 
guns only a couple of miles from us are 
roaring away at a terrific rate, making 
so much noise that a man ten feet away 
from me has to yell to make himself 
heard.

Yesterday afternoon the bombardment, 
which we know Is the first step in the 
general attack soon to be made, began. 
All along the line, sixty or seventy miles 
In length, the artillery opened and 
pounded shells into the Russian lines.

The bombardment of the Shusham-pu 
hills just six months ago was the great­
est the world had seen at that time. A 
month later it was surpassed by the ar­
tillery duel at the Sha Ho. Today It Is 
as if both those bombardments were 
rolled Into one. The paper windows <rf 
the Chinese house in which I am writing 
rattle like a drum, and occasionally with 
a i>ertlcularly heavy volley the earth it­
self trembles. The roar has been so loud 
and so constant all day that our ears 
are becoming tired and the slightest cep- 
sation of the roar is painful.

Away to the right we can hear the roar 
of the great 11.2 howltrers. the largest 
guns ever used in the field. The roar o f  
these guns, although they are miles away, 
drowns ail the other pandemonium of 
sound. It Is almost as if the entire world 
had Mown up. We are too far away to

Hun river ut the point where its neigh­
boring army was stationed to a point on 
the Liao river several miles north of that 
line, a position that will prevent the Rus­
sians from coming to the south around 
the Japanese left unless they violate Chi­
nese neutraiity. This was the first move.

Last night the left wing of the second 
army, which has for some lime been 
acros.s the Hun and has extended to the 
south along the west bank of that river, 
swung around to the north until it was 
on a line with the main Japanese position. 
This morning early, under cover of a 
terrific bombardment, the left wing of 
the .seesnd army left the trenches which 
it has occupied for several months and 
advanced on the Russian position. The 
Russians turned their field guns loose on 
the advancing troops, but the advance 
was steadily continued until the troops 
reached points 100 meters from the Rus­
sian defenses. There they stopped, mak­
ing shelter for themselves. It is known 
that at this point the Russians have many 
machine guns and it was not thought best 
to advance against them at the time. This 
end of the line nsw lies to the south 
and southwest of Chan-tan and neighbor­
ing villages awaiting favorable opportu­
nity to attack. That opportunity will 
probably be found tonight and in the 
morning the position will doubtless be 
materially changed.

At the same time the Japanese holding 
the line which extends through the vil­
lages of Liu-shu-kou, Shan-tan-pu, A- 
pa-tai and Ll-tan-yen-tun, cast of the 
Hun river, advanced against the villages 
in the Russian line directly north of 
them. These advances were similar to 
the ones against the Chan-tan villages 
and had much the aame result, the Jap­
anese taking cover and giving their artil­
lery a chance to worry the Ru.ssians until 
such time as it is thought a rush can be 
made Without sacrificing too many men. 
It is probable that these attacks will also 
be made before morning.

The 
last battle lasted for nine days, this one 
bids fair to last even longer. What will 
the final outcome be? Probably another 
victory for the Japanese and then, let it 
be hoped, peace.

Only one thing is certain as the result 
of the battle, and that is the great 
theme of music—suffering and death. 
How many of those keen, clear-eyed, 
laughing soldiers with whom we have 
lived for seven months will we ever see 
again? How many of them will come out 
maimed and wounded? How many will 
fill the little wooden boxes?

There is only one certain thing about 
modern war and that is that thousands 
of lives must be sacrificed.

And so the great overture keeps on; and 
so the instruments pound out the notes 
of the great theme—death and suffering, 
suffering and death.

Offep of $1.000 from Rockefeller’s Partner 
Causes a Spirited Argu­

ment
NFTW' BEDFORD. Mass., April 3.—The 

Metho<list church In Aeushnell is agitated 
over the question whether It will accept 
a gift of $1.000 from H. H. Rogers. John 
D. RoekefeUer’s partner. The discussion, 
over the Rockefeller gift of $100,000 to 
the board of missions of the Congrega­
tional church has raised a doubt in the 
minds of the members of the Methodist 
church concerning the Rogers offer.

The church was recently destroyed by 
fire and appeals were made to wealthy 
men for funds to reconstruct it. When 
Mr. Rogers’ offer of $1,000 was received 
by the building committee there was a 
storm of protests.

It is pointed out by those who favor the 
gift that the question was settled when 
the Congregational church accepted the 
Rockefeller gift, but there are many who 
do not agree wfth this theory. The 
Methodist church, say the latter, does not 
accept its ethical doctrine from the Con- 
gregationalists. and in this matter of 
conscience it should follow its own 
theories, and these, say the protestants 
In conclusion^ are distinctly against the 
acceptance of any gifts of money to 
which the least taint attaches.

Czar’s Manifesto Published
ST. PETERSBURG. April $.—An Im­

perial manifesto was published in the 
Finland Gazette today, direettog that in 
compliance with the request of the Fin­
nish estates the military service law for 
Finland, issued July, 1901, be temporarily 
repealed, pending legislative settlement of 
the question. The Gazette also announces 
by imperial decree of March 29 the tem­
porary decisions regarding the dismissal 
of Finnish judges is repealed.

Freight handlers o f the Delaware and 
Hudson Railroad Company have received 
the unexpected announcement of a Re­
troactive increase In wages, taking effect 
Jan. 1.

CHUECH MEMBERS 
1 VOTE ON BIG GIFT
Sentiment of Congregatlonallsts Through­

out Country Towards Rockefeller 
to Be Ascertained

BOSTON, Mass.. April 3.—The commit­
tee of five appeJnted by the protesting 
clergymen to ascertain the .sentiment of 
Congregationaltsts all over the country as 
to the propriety of accepting the $500,000 
Rockefeller gift to the American board 
has begun the preparation of a pamphlet 
which will be sent out as soon as pos­
sible.

The prudential committee will have a 
chance to co-operate In settling the two 
sides of the question before the public. 
The Rev. Daniel Eivans of Cambildge, 
who is leading the protestants. Is se­
curing the names of sll who are In sym­
pathy with the committee. It Is generally 
believed that the money sent to colleges 
In the far west will not be recalled and 
os authorization has been sent for draw­
ing $50,&o0 more from the $100,000, there 
Is but a small amount left unaasigned.

A prominent member of the church bas 
suggested that 1,000 congregatlonallsts 
pledge themselves to give 3100 each to 
make up $100,000, which may be pas.sed 
over to the American board to be returned 
to Mr. Rockefeller. It is argued that this 
action would remove the embarrassment 
under which the prudential committee Is 
now laboring and would clear the board 
o f the odium which the protestants say 
the acceptance of the money has brought 
upon the entire Congregational church.

In case the prudential committee does 
not vote to return the money at the meet­
ing to be held a week from next Tuesday, 
the only action that can be taken is to 
appeal to the nteeting of the corpora­
tion. which win take i>laee In September. 
This corporation Is a self-perpetuating 
body, elections to It being made of the 
nominations by the state associations. 
Three members o f the corporation are on 
the committee of five which is now pre­
paring the pamphlet to be distributed 
and the corporation has the power to 
overrule the action of the prudential com­
mittee.

Rev. Dr. Washington Gladden occupies 
a prominent position in this body, and In 
view of hls pronounced opposition to ths 
acceptance of the gift, recently expresse-l, 
the opponents expect that the subject 
will surely be brought up.

It has not been stirred since the Fashado 
Incident by the speech made by Kaiser 
Wilhelm at Tangier, where he practically 
pledged German support to maintain the 
Integrity of Morocco.

While It is not probable that the Irri­
tation will reach a point which will lead 
to the breaking off of relations with Ger­
many, the practical repudiation of the 
paramouiicy of French Interests In Mo­
rocco will cause very serious friction If 
the German government backs up in ac­
tion what the Kaiser has said.

The relation» of France to Morocco are 
regarded hero as similar to those between 
the I ’nlted States and Cuba, and In the 
Uaisull affair both England and the Unit­
ed States recognizetl the pt»sltIon as­
sumed by France towards Morocco. Spain, 
who of all the E>iroi>can nations l.s most 
directly interested In the ultimate fate 
of the Moorish sultanate, has a thorough 
understanding with FVance on this ques­
tion.

In speaking of the kaiser's attitude a 
prominent member of the chamber cf 
deputies said today: "I do not believe
that the utterance of the German kaiser 
will have any effect on the attitude of 
France toward Morocco. The country is 
In a state of anarchy; the sultan's au­
thority is nominal outside of the capital 
and one or two of the larger cities and 
along the Algerian frontier conditions are 
intolerable to France. The other na­
tions which have Interests In MorocîO 
have tacitly. If not expllclty, delegated to 
France the task of restoring snd main­
taining order In Morocco, and this task 
will be performed In my belief regard­
less of anything Germany may say or do. 
Her Interests there are purely commer­
cial and these interests wil. not be In- 
terferred with. It Is cs.sentlal to is es­
sential to French Interests In northern 
Africa that order be maintained In Moroc­
co and France will maintain it regard­
less of Germany.”

James II. Maddox Is the nominee of the 
democratic party for this iKisltlon, and 
aa such has the right to demand and ex­
pect tha support of every loyal democrat.

Thomas Jefferson, the father of the 
demooratlc party, defines democracy as 
absolute acquiescence to the will of the 
majority.

March and agala badly set back by a 
sharp frost as late as about the 12th of 
April last year, we have a reasonable 
basis for the hope that the final outcome

wrlU be equally aa good as last year, whan 
we made a bumper' crop.—Boyd Index.

Corn In Texas is usugUy an uncertain 
crop, owing to the fact that seasons about 
the time It needs rain tho most often 
prove uncertain. I ast year the state 
made one of tho largest crops In all Its 
history, and the fact that planting has 
been delayed about three weeks this 
spring on account of tho wet, cold weath­
er. does not signify that the present crop 
will be a failure.

It is 
quite apparent that tha crop was far too 
large for the demands of tha world, and 
that the necessity for a reduction of acre­
age for this year's crop is Imperative. 
Houatou Post.

*lhe fact that the last cotton crop was 
larger than the world apparently needed 
was ver— unfortunate for the producer, 
b«t a reduction In the acreage this year 
will not materially affect the situation 
next fall, from the fact that tho surplus 
will bo brought over. Texas should be 
more Interested in the matter of manu­
facturing cotton and developing markets 
for cotton products than In the reduced 
acreage proposition. If Texas reduces her 
crop this year, other €»tton producing 
states will take advantage of the op- 
p<jilunlty to produce a bumper crop.

If cotton 
Is hauled to market for $20 i>er ton and 
the rate i.s cut to $1 per ton there ought 
to be some benefTt derived to the over­
taxed pjoducer. If not there Is a big 
stealage .'«omewhere and those perpetrat­
ing It ought to be made to disgorge by 
the strong hand of a Just law.—George­
town Commercial.

NEW YORK. April 3.—AnA-ew Carne­
gie in an Interview haa told of his great 
interest in colleges, explained In detail 
his method of assisting them financially. 
The care he exercises In bestowing his 
gifts, the information he requires before 
acting and the principles upon which he 
apportions the money to be bestowed.

He said that present requests for li­
brary assistance only cost him 230,090 a 
day and that he did not deem this suf­
ficient to spend according to his pkm. 
hence he had turned to colleges as an 
outlet for his gifts.

“ I APPLY BUSINESS METHODS’ ’
“ In my assistance to colleges I am en­

deavoring to apply the same business 
principles which have enabled me to put 
myself in a position to do what I am 
doing,”  Mr. Carnegie said. "I have no 
Intention of encouraging small colleges, 
nor large ones for that matter, to exfiand 
beyond their visible resources. It would 
do them more harm than good In most 
Instances to place at their disposal con­
siderable sums of money to be employed 
In any way which might gratify the Im­
mediate views of their trustees and fac­
ulty.

"I must be assured in the first instance 
that there exists a pressing need which 
cannot be met by the resources at the 
command of the trustees. I must then 
be assured that the enterprise is one 
which has a reason for being, which Is 
managed wisely and conserv’atively. and 
which has a reasonable chance of becom­
ing self-sustaining. My secretary, Mr. 
Bertram, receives all applications and 
sifts them before they come to my at­
tention, and he is an expert.

’•The president or a representative of 
a college makes application to me for 
financial aid. Sometimes this Is dona in 
person and more often by letter. Such ap­
plicants receive a blank form of applica­
tion, which they are requested to fill out. 
This blank wa-s made for library applica­
tions. but i t  answers Just as well for ap­
plications for general or special assist­
ance, since In every Instance I require the 
same set of facts to assure me that a 
gift would be wisely bestowed and well 
employed.”

REQUIRES OTHERS TO GIVE
After his seeretary has recommended 

that an Institution be assisted Mr. Car­
negie signifies his readiness to give what 
he thinks proi>er. but this offer Is usually 
conditioned upon the ability of the col­
lege to get together from all sources an 
amount 'equal to what he offers condi­
tionally.

“ I am as ready to assist In tht estab­
lishment of libraries now as ever, but the 
demand for them la much less active

prema satisfaction. I know of no pleas 
ure. In life which for me is comparable to 
creating a library which is not mine when 
created, but belong:! to the people. A  li­
brary is a cradle of democracy.

“ 1 never said that to die rich Is to 
die disgraced. What l did say was much 
more sensible and much nearer the truth.

“ 1 do not expect to Impoverish myself, 
but I hope to set In motion systems of 
wise and practical benevolence In which 
what fortune 1 leave may be wisely and 
profitably employed by those who come 
after me. I am satisfied with what 1 
have accomplished thus far, but I should 
not be if I did not believe that what I 
have begun will continue after I have 
gone. It is not what I am able to give, 
but what I am able to Induce others to 
give, which does the real good I seek to 
accomplish.*’
