ST. P K T K R S n r n o . April 1.7.—The re­
port that form er M inister o f  the Interior 
Prince Rvlato|>olk-Mlrsky will return to 
public life  n.s president o f tlie re.scrlpt 
com m ittee, although not ofllclaly con - 
flrm»‘d. creates much satlsfnction. as his 
sym pathy with the principle o f popular 
representation Is well known. NumlK'r- 
less stories are being printed abroad g iv ­
ing the details o f  the cham eter, com p o­
sition and date o f  the convocation o f the 
com ing parliament. The A ssociated Prcs.s 
can state they are all prem.ature. C ount- 
les.s plans have been subm itted, the fa ­
vorite one being a  parliament com posed 
from  tw o sources, an upper house o f 120 
m em bers, half o f  them to be nominated 
by the em peror and half to  be elected by 
the nobility and a low er house o f 625 
m em bers elected by various classes in all 
parts o f Russia. Inolmllng the non-H us- 
slan provinces. But the com m ission has 
not decided even in principle the nature 
Or com position  o f the parllam enlaty bo*ly. 
It Is the delay which has destroyed pop ­
ular con fidence In the sincerity o f the 
governm ent. The press ha.s won a  very 
considerable v ictory  In the decision ' <«f 
the press com bination to  rem ove the cen ­
sorship from  foreign press telegnim s. The 
regulatlorts. however, are not to go  Ibto 
e ffect until the revi.sion o f  the press lows 
is com plete.

ST. r a T E R S R r u r .,  April 13.— A special 
com jnlttee o f  the academ y o f  sciences, 
which has been considering the subject 
has pronounced In favor o f the abrogation 
o f restrictions placed upon the use o f the 
little Russian language In the school and 
I'rcas.

General Direction Precludes 

Possibility of Touching Port 

of Saigon

RIXGAPORE. April 12.—The Russian 
fleet wa.H in I.ititude h degrees north, long- 
ituile lOS degrees, 55 minutes east, at 
iiot>n. April 11. The I ’eninsular and 
tirientiil steam er Nubia, which arrived 
here, re|>orts having passed no lcs.s than 
forty-tW o vcss«ls there. They were steer­
ing north by northeast at a sl>eed o f eight 
or ten knots an hour.

Th»- |iosUlon of tli<‘ fleet was then abritit 
three hundred miles northeastward of 
Natiina isUmd (w hich lies lietween llie Ma­
lay peninsula and the west coast of 
Ikirneo and more than 200 miles south­
east o f Cape St. Jaci|ues). ThU course 
indicates the fleet is not going to Saigon, 
French Cw hlii China.

Natuna Island is the largest Island of 
a small group b<twecn Borneo and the 
Malay penin.suia. It Is also farther north 
than any others o f the group. Judging 
from  the general direction In which the 
Russian fleet w as headed at the tim e of 
the foregoing dispatch, it will next be 
sighted o f f  the coast o f Palawan Island, 
one o f the Phllipplna group. The T'nlted 
States cruiser Raleigh and several smaller 
vessels were dispatched this week to the 
west coast o f Palawan for the purpose o f 
protecting neutrality there. The Raleigh 
Is eiiulpped with wireless telegraph instru­
ments and it is therefore i)robahie that 
the next news o f the Russian flc<-t’s 
whereabouf.s will com e from  It via M a­
nila.

Bishop Hoss talked o f the people who 
Inhabit Am erica today and o f those who 
first cam e to these shores. He took the 
different classes o f immigrants and traced 
them back. Taking as an illustration the 
men o f German descent o f today In A m er­
ica and tracing them back to the time 
when they landed in Am erica in the early 
colonial days, he showed where they had 
settled and what they had done to becom e 
good citizens and men worthy of a place 
in American history. The settl*rs of 
Jamestown and o f Massachusetts Bay 
were discussed and their history traced.

In spr«king o f the Hollanders and Ger­
mans. the bishop took occasion to pay a 
compliment to ITesldent Roosevelt and 
the tace from  which he sprang, saying 
that com ing from that class were men 
who did things, as had l>eon demonstrated 
by the pre.sidi iu as chief executive o f the 
n.itlon.

CHIEF REA RETX7RNS
TO PRIVATE LIFE

Has Been In Public Service aa Peace Of­
ficer for Past Twenty-Six Year*. 

Future Undecided

iJr-CIty Marshal William Rea late 
Wedneaday afternoon sent to the execu ­
tive board o f the state assocU tlon of 
Chiefs of Folic« his resignation aa presi­
dent of the aaeociatioo. and also sent a 
communication to the secretiiry o f the 
International Association o f Police Chiefs 
Ills resignation a.s a member o f the ex ­
ecutive board, he stating that he now 
expects to retire to private life.

Mr. Rea rounded out yesterday a fter­
noon a number o f years as a public o f- 
ncer o f the county and city. On the flrsl 
day o f 187» he entered the service o f the 
city  as a patrolman. In April 1883 he 
was elected city  marshal anir re-elect“d 
again In 1887. The following time he did 
Bot run to succeed himself, but later In 
rtie year went Into tne sheriffs’ office un­
der B. H. Shipp. When Captain J. C. 
Richardson .succeeded Mr. Shipp. Mr. Rea 
K-came his chief deputy and served under 
him from 18S8 to 189-*. WTicn K. A. Euless 
vra.s elected he was maile ch ief deputy un­
der him and serve<W*>r tww terms In that 
IKWitlon. He serveil under Sheriff
Clark until February, 1897. and leaving 
the slierin s office was elected city snar- 
rhal In 1897. and served from that time 
ep until yesterday continuously.

Chief Rea stated this morning he had 
not deoi led what he would do in the fu ­
ture and th.it It would take him .some 
time to again get him.self back to the 
ways of a private cltixen, as he had been 
a public officer so  long that he expected 
for a lim e to feel at a loss aa to what 
he shouk! do.

In the early days o f Fort W orth he 
passeil through some of the many stirring 
fvent.s o f this city atid o f Tiirrani coun­
ty  history, when this city ad county were 
notivi far and wide for the many shoot­
ings .ind -b a d " men that It contained. 
He lla  ̂ b. m In a  number o f v.-ry excit­
ing episodes.

The Fort W ’ irth city  council convened 
In a Called met ting shortly after I oN.Iock 
Wednesday afternoon, the members pre.s- 
ent being Aldermen W ard. Ihirker. I.y- 
don, Newby. Ix-hane, Henderson aral 
Waggom.in. Alderman W.igguman asked 
rhe i.ouncll to grant .1 |>etitl<in o f prop­
erty holders In the Sixth ward to change 
an alley. The council granted the pe­
tition concurrent with the Jurisdiction of 
the city engineer arul all concerned.

Alderman I..ehane .suggested to the ' 
council that J. H. Kirkpatrick, an alder- j 
man o f San Antonio, waa present and 
asked that he be Invited to  address the 
council. Mr. Kirkiiatrick apoke o f the 
autl ■.s of aldermen and thanks they often ­
times received for their work.

"T h e  Japanese are fa r  m ore  d a n ­
g erou s  to us than the C hinese,”  he 
con tin u ed , as he se tt led  h is  am ple 
sh ou ld ers  h ack  In h is ch a ir . " I t  Is m y 
firm  b e lie f that an exclu sion  act. even 
m ore  s tr in g en t than the presen t one. 
sh ou ld  be  passed In the m a tter  o f  the 
Jap an ese  im m igran ts. T o  on e  w h o  
h as g iven  the m atter  con stan t and 
ca re fu l a tten tion . It Is at on ce  a p p a r­
en t th a t Japs a re  to  be feared  m ore  
than the C hinese, p rim arily  b eca u se  o f  
th e  ch ea p n ess  o f  th eir  labor. W e  m ay 
sa y  th at the Japanese is en ligh ten ed , 
and. th is  b e in g  true, h is  edu cation  
p rom p ts  him  to  adopt A m erican  w ays, 
and  thus, w ith  h is ch eap  labor, d ig  at 
the fou n d a tion  upon  w h ich  rests  the 
w e lfa re  o f  ou r people .

’ ’Mere in San Francl.sco the board  o f  
health has, in the last tw o  years, made 
notable advances', p artlcu l.ir ly  in the 
m atter o f  im pure food stu ffs  and m ilk 
fi'.ipplles. Hy u n re len tin g  care  and an 
inspection  o f  sucli sou rces o f  supply, 
tlie m orta lity  has been reduced in this 
city . As I said b e fore , no law  can be 
too  stringen t in this regard , and no 
en a .tm cn t can be too  strenuous, for, 
w ith  (he p u b lic  health at stake, a 
great w ork  is to  be done. M ilk is the 
great. Im portant su b ject. B y eternal 
v ig ilan ce , con stan t tests and fearle.s.s 
expos^ire o f  tho.se w lto pollu te  t lu ir  
products, the health  o f  a n y  gre.it c ity  
can l>e im proved. ’

“ Y’ es, I know  that. I m ay say that 
the ((uestion is m ost fo rc ild y  presenteii 
in a c ity  such  aa th is— a d eep -w a ter  
port, w h ere  cra ft  from  every  Land 
lirlng  their hosts. It is, as you  s u g ­
gest. still an unsolved  protdem , hut to 
m y m ind it can  be ca re fu lly  w ork ed  
out by  those In au th ority , w ithout 
puliHclty, and w ith  adequate p ro te c ­
tion  a fforded  the y ou n g  ajid the in ­
nocent.

"O f cou rse , everyon e  m ust adm it 
that the socia l ev il l.s a stern con d ition  
that «-annot be d isposed o f  by  pri-tty 
theory. T he socia l ev il a lw a ys  e x ­

isted, ex ists  n ow  and a lw ays w ill 
exist.

"Y ou  can say fo r  me that, a fte r  deep 
study, I do  not th ink any m unicipal 
recogn ition  Is advisab le  o r  sliou ld  be 
g iven  the evil. It can be clo.sely 
w atched  and not a llow ed  at .any tim e 
to spread, o r  to flaunt itse lf in v iew  
o f  the you ng , or o f  the com m un ity  it ­
self. It can be su ccess fu lly  coped  w ith  
by a  firm  c ity  governm ent, and m in ­
im ized hy eternal v ig ilan ce . But no 
c ity  govern m en t— no peop le—can 
w isely  g iv e  the socia l evlt~the. s ligh test 
recogn ition . That is iny opin ion .

’ ’T og e th er  w ith  the r ig lit-t liin k ln g  
citizen s o f  th is p articu lar Community, 
T gre.atly dep lore  the unw arranted p u b ­
lic ity  that h.as been g iven  to this su b ­
je ct  hy a p o r t io n 'o f  tite pres.s in i^an 
J-'rancisco. Puch p u b lic ity  can never 
accom plish  good , and sim p ly  ca lls  a t- 
tcu lion  to  the ex isten ce  and location  
o f  the evil. And it shou ld  never bo 
m ade an issue in politlc.al struggle.«.”

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TH E TE X A S LEGISLATURE

The Tfxaa state legislature has definite­
ly determined tr> adjourn sine die next 
Saturday, I fte r  one o f the most unevent­
ful sessions that has ever been held In 
the state. The honorable body has been 
In continuou.s session since early in Jan­
uary. and the hope that it would po down 
Into hLstorj' as a business seaslim, which 
developed during the early days o f its 
assemblage, has vanished Into thin air 
and the session ha.s becom e remarkable 
chiefly from what it ha.s not been able 
to do.

The adjournment Saturday Is taken In 
order to  force the governor to call an 
extra session that the members may have 
another whack at the depleted state treas­
ury- at a tim e when the greatest concern 
Is to devise a method by which the a l­
ready overwhelm ing deficit m ay be o^-er- 
come. For the pa.st month the legislature 
has been doing business on a basis o f $2 
per day. under the provisions o f the state 
constitution, which pre.scrlbe that the 
legislative salary shall only be at the rate 
o f 15 per day for a  period o f sixty  days, 
the obvious Intent o f the fram ers thereof 
clearly being that all sessions should be 
limited to that t>eriod o f time In order 
that there might be expedition In the 
dispatch o f public business and seasons 
o f wrangling and w ind-jam m ing entirely 
avoided. It was thought that the placing 
o f  the legislative stipend at $2 per day, 
which would barely pay legislative ex­
penses In the capital city, would be su f­
ficient to  prevent the adoption o f dilatory 
tactics, but that meetings o f the state leg­
islature would bo strictly bu.slnesa from 
start to  finish.

The legislature o f this state convened 
this year Under peculiar conditions. It was 
m et at the very inception o f its existence 
by  a deficiency In the state treasury at 
that time aggregating about $700.000, as 
a legacy from  its im mediate predecessor, 
which made extravagant appropriations 
without any regard or provision as to 
where the necessary revenue was to come 
from. The governor o f the state exercised 
his pruning knife on the appropriation bill 
to  the l»est o f his ability, but It was so 
shaped that he was unable to do more 
than slightly scarify the edges. The pres, 
ent body cam e Into existence with a full 
knowledge o f these facts. They .saw Ine 
state reduced to  the necessity o f register­
ing warrants and com pelling the holders 
thereof to await the com ing o f sufficient 
money Into the state treasury to pay them 
o ff  as the registry matured. They knew 
that these conditions mu.st continue to 
pre\'ail until there was remedial legi.sla- 
tlon, and now after the lapse o f more than 
three months, the honorable body Is con ­
tent to adjourn and leave matters prac­
tically In the sam e condition that they 
were in when It first assembled in Austin.

W ith  the deficiency still existing in the 
state revenues, the mem bers o f  the legis­
lature proceed to  avoid thè constitutional 
Inhibition against long sessions and dl- 
latoriness by forcing the calling o f an 
extra session sim ply In order that the 
members o f the body may draw more pay 
and add that m uch more to the existing 
deficiency. Instead o f  m anifesting the pa­
triotism  that is due at this time, and 
in a  measure atoning for its past derelic­
tion by passing the necessary revenue 
measures, shaping up the appropriation 
bill and then adjourning, these good m>-n 
and true com e to the front wUh the ad­
mission that the present session has been 
a  failure, that It will require thirty days 
more to com plete the work that should 
have been done within the first thirty 
days, and com pels the people o f this state 
to stand the appropriation o f another $20.- 
000 for  mileage and per diem.

It Is no wonder that the people of 
Texas are thinking unutterable things of 
their state legislature at this time. It 
is no wonder that they feel that the hon­
orable body has proven itself grossly In­
com petent and without regard for the In- 
te ^ sts  o f the masses. It Is no wonder 
that the pres-s o f the state Is teeming 
with suggestions concerning the necessity 
o f  eleeting better material In the future, 
and that if there w as any w ay by which 
It could be done and the affairs o f  state 
transacted during the emergency, the peo­
ple o f all Texas would be glad to see the 
governor turn down the proposed extra 
session and let these tired st.ate.smen of 
oor«s^n  hom e with a  standing record of 
nèmost com plete failure to their credit.

There is one consolation left, however, 
and that lies in the fact that the extra 
session can last but thirty days. There 
m ay be a method o f  getting around the 
provisions o f the state constitution In 
forcing this extra aession, but the agony
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Th<- m o rn in g  iMiper« »tr  d o in g  ih e ir  
bea t to  b r in g  th e  J.i(>anrst’ an d  R u a - 
elan  f le e t s  In to  a c t u 4 l r o llls lo n . but 
s o  fa r  th e y  h a v e  n o t M o re d  In th e  u n ­
dertak in g .

P lg n lta r le s  o f  the M orm on ehurrh  
In r ta h  are declu rin g  th eir  u n sw erv ­
in g  devotion  to T h eodore  R ooseve lt, 
but that gentlem an w ill n o  doubt r e ­
ce ive  these w su ra n ce s  as d ou btfu l 
com plim ents.

R ooker T. W ash in gton  addressed  the 
Sunday sch oo l class o f  y ou n g  R o ck e ­
fe lle r  a few  (lays ago , and It Is p rob a ­
b le  that If any o f  the R o ck e fe lle r  
m oney Is offered  to  T u sk egee  it wiH 
not be considered  tainted.

G overn or F o lk  is said to  have co m ­
p lete ly  k n ock ed  ou t the lob b y ists  w ho 
w ere accustom ed  to p ly  th eir  voca tion  
b e fo re  the Mi.s.sourl sta te  leg isla tu re , 
and there ou ght to be som e m ethod o f 
a p p ly in g  F o lk  ru les dow n  here in 
Texas.

It Is said that A m erican  c ig a re tte s  
are b e in g  shipped in la rg e  num bers 
to the Japanese arm y, and It is a very  
bad om en fo r  the fu ture. It w ill be 
found a fte r  due tria l that the A m erican  
c ig a re tte  Is m uch m ore dead ly  than the 
R ussian  gun.

Senator C ullom  o f  Illin o is  endorses 
the p resident’s action  in the D om in i­
can m atter, and pred icts that the sen ­
ate w ill ra tify  the trea ty  next fall. 
It appears to  l>e a m atter o f  in d if­
feren ce  to  the president w h eth er the 
treaty  Is ra tified  o r  not.

N otr that the free  s ilver  question  has 
been settled  and the "s in g le  go ld  
standard irrev oca b ly  estab lish ed ,"  the 
p rodu ction  o f  g o ld  in the I 'n lted  States 
fo r  the cu rren t year w ill b reak  all 
records. P erhaps th is Is th e  resu lt o f  a 
c lo se r  search  fo r  the p reciou s  m etal.

TOO LATE TO CLASSITY

TELEPHONE WIRES 
El

Steps toward the placing o f  all tele­
phone wires underground in the busintiss 
■action o f the city  by the Southwestern 
Telephone Com pany, as forecast several 
months a go  In The Telegram , were begun 
W ednesday afternoon, when representa­
tives o f  the com pany visited  property 
ow ners a.sklng noces.sary perm ission to 
attach small cables to the ends o f build­
ings carrying wlre^ into the buildings.

In explaining the plans this m orning 
D istrict M anager H enderson said that all 
ow ners o f properly  touching the alleys 
betw een Main and Rusk streets and b e ­
tw een H ouston and T hrockm orton  streets, 
in the district betw een the union station 
and the court house, would be visited. 
W ires will then be placed underground In 
thase alleys, not even a distributing pole 
as now  maintained in m any underground 
8>-stems being u.sed. T he plans Mr. H en­
derson said are the latest In telephone en ­
gineering and by obviating all chance of 
crosseil w ires reduces the fire risk to a 
zero  point.

W hen  the system  is installed. M anager 
H enderson says. It will be  Impiosalble 
from  without to  see any signs o f telephone 
connection, the plans In addition to sa fe ­
guarding the buildings an»l clearing the 
streets o f w ires and polos. Im proving the 
service hy doing aw ay with all Interrup­
tions o f service through storm  broken 
wires.

T he sy.stem, known as the block  wire 
system , has been estahllshed In several of 
the larg.'r cities. W ork  will be com - 
menc»‘d as soon as the necessary perm is­
sion is secured.
