President Gompers Suddenly

Leaves Chicago, Postpon-
ing Negotiations

& JTRATON PROBABLE

_ Teamsters Accept Proposition
~  From Team Owners to Dis-
cuss Differences

CHICAGO, May 19 —Overtures looking
to the peaceful settlement of the team-
sters’ stirke here were temporarily set
aside today. Through the departure of
President Gompers for Dayton, Ohio, last
night the chief influence upon which hope
of peace centered was removed. The de-
flant attitude of the international presi-
dent, C. P. Shea, and his bitterness to-
wards the State street merchants, whom
be accuses of conspiring to wreck the
teamsters ’‘organization, seemed to pre-
clude the possibility of any definite steps
towards the adjustment of the strike be-
fore the return of Mr. Gompers.

Encouraged by the efforts at mediation,
however, the president of the National
Federation of Labor will hasten back to
Chicago and expects to renew his nego-

tiations tomorrow.

Mr. Gompers admitted before his de-
parture that the various conferences be-
tween representatives of botn sides in the
controversy had produced a more pacific
feeling and this he argued would ac-
complish much toward fixing a common
ground upon which terms of peace might
be arranged,

The aldermanic committee held con-
ferences today with representatives of the
teamsters and with Attorney Levy Mayor
for the employers. Chairman W. E. De-
ver expressed himself as satisfled with
the progress made. The most encourag-
ing phase of the situation today was the
¢hange of front on the part of the team-
gters in entering into negotiations with
the Team Owners’' Association and con-

. sidering a proposition from that body to
arbitrate the question of deliveries to boy-
colted houses.

Should the Teamsters’ Council at the
«meeting tonight accept the Team Own-
s’ Association arbitration proffer, it is
generally believed today that the end of
the strike is at hand. An adverse de-
elsion of arbitration committee compelling
drivers to deliver goods wherever their
employers should desire would be the sig-
nal for raising a strike against all busi-
ness firms now affected except the State
street department stores, express com-
panies and coal concerns.

Officlals of the Teamsters' Union, while
admitting that the arbitratlon proposal
of the Team Owners' Assoclation would
be accepted by the Teamsters' Joint
Council tonight, denied today that this
was to be taken as showing any weak-
mess on the part of the strikers agalnst
the strike-bound houses.

Lotholiders in Cemetery Protest Against

NORRISTOWN, Pa., May 19.—A mar-
blé tombstone, valued at $15, Inscribed
“Qur Pet,” is responsible for friction be-
tween the members and friends of a
North Wales family anq the managers of

the North Wales Lutheran cemetery.

The body in the grave which the family
would have marked 1s that of a poodle
dog, burled a few days ago with cere-
mony. The dog's body was in a coffin
lined with silk, its exterior adorned with
plate and fancy handle bars. There was
a profusion of flowers, and the family
manifested deep sorrow, The burial was
accomplished before the managers of the
cemetery were aware as to the family's
plans.

When the tombstone was to be set up
the feeling of the neighboring lot owners
was aroused, and a protest against its
erection was filed with the managers. A
watch is being kept to prevent the setting
of the stone. The matter is agitating the
gitizens of the borough, and steps may be
taken to have the dog's body removed.

Mavor Weaver has announced himself
asg unalterahly oppe=ed to the lease and in
favor of a postponement of the whoie
question until 1907, when the first ten
years of the present thirty-five years’
leagse to the United Gas Improvement
Company will expire. At that time the
city has the right to take back the works
on payment to the gas company of the
amount of money expended in improve-
ments.

Mayor Weaver is expected to veto the
bill. and in that event both chambers will
probably pass it over his veto. The vote
in the common council was 74 to 9, and
in the select council 37 to 4.

Hampton has had an average of 150 head
of hogs that have been immuned against
cholera by medicines known only to Mr.
Hampton.

The hogs have been fed on corn gath-
from the pens in the yard. An ef-
was made to gather up the waste
from the pens, have it washed and
feed it mixed with molasses,

So far, it is said, no trouble has been
experienced, the hogs have been doing
nicely, the gain is said to be something
like an average of three pounds a day.
‘ Since the experiment was commenced
{ over 400 head of hogs have passed through
{ this pen, they have been fed on waste
icorn mixed with molasses and all have
{ done well,
|  The molassez used in the experiment
is the common black strap molasses,

The proportion in which the corn is
mixed with the molasses is that of two
gallons of molasses to one hundred pounds
of corn. This mixture has been found to
produce the best results.

The method used by Mr. Hampton to
gecure immunity is by the administration
of a medicine accidentally discovered by
him some time ago. His purpose in mak-
ing the present demonstration is to prove
beyvond a doubt if hogs ecan he immuned
from cholera, which he has always held
to be possible.
