PLYM OUTH. England, June 8.—A sub­
marine boat has been lost, with all 
hands aboard, outside the breakwater 
this morning. Three explosions are said 
to have occurred on the boat before she 
foundered. She carried a crew of fourteen 
officers and men, which were all on 
board.

The disaster occurred while the A8 was 
proceeding to sea for practice, accom­
panied by another submarine boat and a 
torpedo boat. Three explosislons were 
seen from the shfire to occur on board the 
A8. which suddenly disappeare«!. Tugs 
and divers immediately proceeded to the 
scene.

MUSKOGEE, I. T., June 8.—Mayor

The Guthrie Ministerial Ass«iclaflon 
today adopted resolution and pre.senttd 
them to the se«-retary of the associa­
tion asking the editors not to attend 
the entertainment at the 101 ranch. 
The objection waa that the entertain­
ment was to take place on Sunday.

There are several delegates here 
from Massachusetts in spite of the 
fact that tlie state association adopted 
resolutions not to attend the Guthrie 
meeting.

Mr. John W. Carr, president of tlie 
department o f superintendents o f the 
National E«lucatlonal Association, de­
livered an .address entitled "The Pub­
lic School and the Public Press." He 
said in part;

“ Disregard for law 1s the most com- 
m«>n. tlie most insidious and the most 
dangerous of all our national sins. It 
Is so widespread and affects so many 
classes that If It Is not kept It w ill 
hecone .a positive menace to society. 
It manifests itself In various ways and 
In all parts of our country. Children 
In many homes defy parental authority. 
Demagogues are nil too fre«iuently 
elected to office only to betray the peo- 
pl*5 they are supposed to serve. Great 
labor organizations sometimes rusli 
Into unwise and unjustifiable strikes, 
resulting In loss o f property, arts of 
violence and all too frequently term i­
nating In bloodsheil and murder. Home 
business men and so-called good c iti­
zens resort to bribery and all sorts 
o f flnesjic in order to obtain valuable 
franchises and other public utilities 
without adequate compen.satlon to the 
people. Great corporations sometimes 
rise to opulence and power by resort­
ing to espionage, bribery, oppression 
and crimes of various sorts. But In 
wliatever form, whether as riots, or 
mobs, or white cappings, or lynchlngs, 
or the evasion of the liquor laws, or 
perjury, or rebates to shippers, or tax 
dodging, or vote buying, or the pros­
titution o f official position or the pur- 
cha.se o f legislatures, it Is all one thing 
— dlsregar«! for law.

"Now If tills national disease Is to 
he cured, we must go to the very root 
o f the matter. Children must be taught 
oheillence and respect for law and con­
stituted authority. There must be bet­
ter discipline In the home and In the 
public schools. I do not plead for the 
sternness, harshness and brutality of 
the old time discipline, but even that is 
preferable to much of our soft senti­
mentality that causes us to be afraid 
to s;>ank Johnnie for fear he w ill die, 
or w ill never love us anymore. But 
Johnnie w ill not die and lie w ill grow 
only the stronger In character and love 
because hls parents and teachers have 
taught him ii whole.some regard for 
law. The public schools w ill fall, 
miserably fall If there Is not proper 
discipline in them. Clilcago has 
lianished the rod from the schools, but 
she has not done away with tlie po­
liceman's club and the fixed bayonets 
o f an armed soldiery.

"The public press can assist greatly 
In tlie maintenance of proper discip­
line ill tlie schools. I f  the pre.ss In­
sists that tiiere shall be proper discip­
line. If it refrains from giving undue 
pubilclty In magnified form to every 
little case that arises. If tt refuses to 
champion the cause of every callow 
youth who fails to pass In Ills studies 
or has been spanked or suspended on 
account of hls misconduct. I f It de­
clines to give the use o f Its columns 
to Tom. Dick and Harry In order that 
they may air their grievances or get 
even with their teachers—such a policy 
w ill aid teachers and school officials 
not only In the maintenance o f proper 
discipline in the schools but In the

The payment of a 
big Indemnity, they declare, would be too 
humiliating. The Novoe Vremya says 
bluntly If Japan asks too much it will pay 
Russia to prolong the contest Indefinite­
ly, while the Russ argues If representa­
tives’ of the Russian people were called 
together Japan would see herself con­
fronted by the whole nation and she would 
readily agree to reasonable terms. "Even 
revolutionist.«,”  the Russ ad«ls, “are not 
traltoi's. They are fighting the present 
rotten bureaucracy and not the mother 
countrj*. They would not tolerate dis­
graceful peace.

The universal regret is expressed in of­
ficial circles at the retirement of M. Del- 
casse, until recently French minister of 
foieign affairs. He is regarded as a true 
friend of Russia. *a personal friend of For­
eign Minister Count Lamrdorff and a 
sincere and unequivocal supporter of a 
dual alliance.

The Novoe Vremya says: "W e know
how to appreciate true friends. We have 
so few of them." The Ru.ss and Slovo 
con.slder M. Deloasse to be a victim of 
trying to play an impossible role of the 
connecting link between two rivals. Rus­
sia and Great Britain. The Slovo says: 
"br. Delcasse s policy w’as ever directed 
toward the isolation of Germany, but he 
forgot that the alliance with Gre.at Britain 
wi'uld ruin any political system almetl 
against Germany.

"The British alliance has not helped 
France In Morocco, but it has imbrolled 
her witli Germany. M. Delcasse )>ays the 
penalty by retiring, as comi»llcatlons rani 
be easier avoided with him out of the 
ccblnet and his retirement will not affect 
the-dual alliance."___

CHICAGO IM PORTERS P R O TES T

Against the Standard of Currency Now 
Ueed by Greece

N E W  York June 8.—A protest
brought by Chicago Importers, In which 
the standard of currency In Greece was 
brought up, has been overruled by the 
tf'urd of United States general appraisers. 
In rendering the decision for the board. 
Judge Somerville declared that nonallow- 
auce can be made to Importers on any 
Importations for depreciated currency In 
the abacnce of a currency certificate is­
sued by the American consul.

The Importers claimed In their protest 
that the goods were purchased with the 
depreciated paper currency of Greece and 
that It should hava been taken by the 
collector at a discount of about 62 per 
cent, as compared with the standard coin 
diachnaa.

Judge Somerville pointed out. however, 
the importance of obtaining consular cer­
tificates showing that such depreciation 
is recognised oHlcially and must be at­
tached to the Invoice, as required by the 
con.sular regulations. The collector’s val­
uation, which was based on tables com­
piled by the director of the mint, was 
therefore upheld.

Texas and other statea to investigate 
the proposition of the Pan-American Land 
and Colonization Company. They have 
s.'en the land at Jalisco, Chiapas, and 
now they are on their way home, where 
some will damn the country and where 
B^me will praise the country. Their plc- 
n;e is over and like all ordinary mortal* 
whe attend picnics some are beginning 
to suffer from reaction. About a week 
ago when they passed through this city 
on their way to the I*thmua nearly every 
member of tha party was enthusiastic 
over the prospect For twenty-four hours 
after they arrived at Jalisco that en- 
tiM’sla.*m seemed to reach the highest 
Irfint. Rut just before they left for the 
nerth there was a j*erceptlli|s decrease In 
the numlx r of optimists. From the raan- 
r.T In which the men have talked since 
tn<y returned the after feeling of the plc- 
nV Increased with each mile traveled and 
><*t*rday many, prulmldy 5ft |>er cent of 
•he men. spent their last day In Mexico 

[ telling each other they didn't think they 
j wanted to live in tropical Mexico.

Miiny of these men took their trouble* 
j to Consul Oen<TaI I'arsons. They told him 
1 ih<- whole thing was an over-advertised 
1 rntposition. Jĉ ■t what they wanted Mr. 
I'a*"*. ns to do was not made clear. A 
few l<nd a vague Idea he mlaht enable 
them to get liack money invest•■d. hut the 
fiato'My believed they would he content 
if h* could make such a report that wouid 
I rev' jii others from going to just the 
saiiic sf>rt of a ptcnlc they had been at­
tending.

Dr. O. C. We-t of Dallas. Texas, is one 
who will not do much toward spreading 
a favorabe report of the Jalisco proposi­
tion, But the d o 'o r  went there to he 
convinced Instead of l»elng undeceived. He 
demai tled to Vie sic wn that it was a 
good thing and yesterday he declared he 
was shown rothlng that could dispel his 
most pessimistic view of the case.

D E E P  W A T E R  H A R B O R  L A C K IN G
"No. I will not go K ick " »aid he yes- 

ti'dny evening "I've  h.id enough. It'» 
lo<> Imt for me down there, but aside from 
tlie heat 1 can't see why any man with 
rrythinp else to do should want to go 
down there to live.

He aays he has made his la»t 
trip to the Isthmus, He said there was 
a time when be thought th<- proposition 
a pretty goo«t thing.

"But 1 am dlaappolnted," he declared. 
’T Btlll believe modern methods and 
energy could change the appearance of 
things down thei-e. but I don't take Just 
the same happy view of the thing I once 
did. I can't any that the soil is not 
good, but I don't believe it la any place 
for a man who don't have to go there. I 
have several lot« there, or will have when 
the drawing is made, and 1 am not tiying 
to get rid of them. I f  I did, I am a llttlo 
afmid I might loee the frlendahlp of the 
man I sold them to. No. I  will keep 
them for my children and some day 
maybe, they will be worth something.

'When Gilbert was editor of the Abilene 
Dally Reporter and W. L. Gibbs was edi­
tor x>f the Abilene Dally Quin there were 
aome stirring events In the history of 
West Texas Journalism. That was Wck 
In the year IMS, and Just after the mem­
orable free grass and lease law campaign, 
which was on« ot tho warmest ever 
fought in the history of Texas. Gilbert 
was an ardent lease law man, and as 
the Abilene country was Just then In ihe 
primary period of Its transition from a 
range country to a farming community, 
the lease law proclivities of the Reporter 
man engendered the HI-will of all the cat­
tlemen of that section, who were unre­
servedly In favor of free grass, which 
Involved the graxlng of the public domain 
In the western portion of the state with­
out cost. But Gilbert, who Is red-head­
ed. was also hard-headed, and he stuck 
to hls principles regardless of the conse­
quences and lost both patronage and fa­
vor.

Tlie bad feeling engendered during the 
lease law campaign finally culminated In 
a pistol duel on the streets of Abilene be­
tween Editor Gilbert and Editor Gibbs.

THE TEXAS WHEAT CROP
There Is a diversity of opinion concern­

ing the magnitude of tha Texas wheat 
crop this year, the grain men who met 
in the city this week variously estimating 
the total yield at from 7,500,000 bushels 
to a total of 15.000,000 bushels It U 
needless to add that this Is all guess­
work. There Is no method of arriving at 
a conclusive estimate at this time, from 
the fact that there seems to be Just about 
as much of a divergence of opinion among 
the producers as among the grain men.

It Is the general opinion, however, that 
the Ti-xas crop will fall below that of last 
year from two reasons. One of these 
is the decreased acreage, and the other 
la the excess of moisture that has pre- 
\-allcd all the spring, causing considerable 
rust In the crop. There has also been a 
great deal of complaint of the depreda­
tions of worms. It Is believed, however, 
that there will be plenty of wheat har­
vested In Texas this year to make the 
Texas bread without the addition of any 
Kaffir corn and mllo maize as a constitu­
ent part of the flour. I ’ p In Oklahoma the 
practice of adulterating the flour In this 
manner has grown to be a considerable 
evil, and a halt ehould be called before 
the practice reaches the Tex.is mills.

There Is no reason In the world why 
Texas should not produce large quantities 
of export wheat every year In excess of 
the amount required to furnish bread for 
her own people. There are more real 
wheat lands In this state than any other 
In the union, and a wheat crop Is about 
as easily made as any that the farmer can 
pin his faith to. 'Wheat Is much more 
easily produced and harvested than cot­
ton. No cultivation is required beyond 
the mere act of planting in a proper man­
ner, and there are thousands of acres de­
voted to cotton In Texas every year that 
should be planted In wheat.

The fanners of Texa.s are gradually 
learning tho les.sons of dlverslficaton, but 
they are not learning fast enough. They 
have been too content to abide In the old 
ruts amd continue a slave to the fleecy 
staple. 'VN'hat Texas needs Is more wheat, 
morj oats and more small grain gencraliy. 
It Is to he hoped that instead of a de- 
crea.se In acrc.nge next fall the Texas 
wheat crop will be more than doubled.

M"»t of the rain reports from Southern 
and Western Texa.s Indicate that the late 
rains have mad- the eorii crop and added 
gieatly to Its formf-r promise. Grass is 
the best that ever ▼■'a.s and there U still 
pood time for cotton. The cereals that 
are about ready for harv*‘st are suffering 
In the wet sections, for rust before har­
vest and sprouted grain after cutting 
threatens them. But Texas always pans 
out good on the whole when the sea-son 
Is a wet one.—San Antonio IJght.

DIPPING IN CRUDE OIL
Montana stockmen are very much In­

terested In the matter of complying with 
the quarantine regulations recently Is- 
.«.ued by the State b<»ard of stock com- 
mi.-i.sioneis and are making the nece.ssary 
pieijaratlons to carry them Into effect. 
Some of the round-up associations are 
con.>«tructing dipping plants at convenient 
points and are now considering the de- 
slrHliility of using crude oil or lime and 
sulphur for dipping purposes, remarks the 
Fort Benton (Mont.) River Press. The 
latter. It is understood, 'will be used by 
aome of the Valley county outfits, hut 
others regard Beaumont crude oil as the 
more de.slruble “dope.”  ns but one dipping 
is required, whereas with lime and sul­
phur it is ncces.sary to give a second dip­
ping after an Interval of ten days.

The Marlas Round-Up A.ssoolation. one 
of the largest outfits In Northern Mon­
tana. will probably use Beaumont oil In 
its cattle dipping operations. A local 
stockman who Is a member of the as.so- 
ciatlon Informs the River Press that the 
Gulf Refining Company of Houston, 
Texas, handles the biand of oil known as 
‘ ‘Tlcklclde,”  and which is recommended 
by government experts for dipping pur­
poses. as It contains a small percentage 
of sulphur.

The price quoted on this oil f. o. b. tank 
cars at Port Arthur, Texas, Is 55 cents 
per barrel of forty-two g.allons, a tank 
car containing about 8,000 gallons. There 
would be no economy In shipping the oil 
in barrels, as the latter would cost three 
or four times as much as the oil they 
would contain. Eight thousand gallons of 
oil, at the price quoted, would cost about 
$105 f. o. b. tank car at Port Arthur. 
Texas.

As to freight rates from Port Arthur 
to Northern Montana ji'dnts, the oil com­
pany says the regular iste is $1.60 per 100 
pounds, with an additional charge of $105 
for the return of the empty tank car. 
Correspondence with rallroacl companies 
elicits the information that the regular 
rate. Port Arthur to Galata. Is $1.58^.

Of this amount the railroads hauling 
th# product to Sioux City, Iowa, receive 
65*4 cents per 100 pounds, while the 
northwestern road handling the business 
charges $1.03 per 100 pounds. The dis­
tance from Port Arthur to Sioux City l.s 
about l.lOO miles; from Sioux City to 
Galata Is about 1,160 nlles. The railroad 
people make no mention of a charge for 
returning the empty tank car. As the 
oil weighs 7.4 pounds to the gallon, a 
shipment of 8.000 gallons will amount to 
nearly 60.000 pounds. A t the regular 
rate of $1.58H from Port Arthur to 
Galata the freight charges on the ship­
ment would be about $940.

The commerce of the world gross out 
of its manufaoturc.s, grows out of the 
differences which always exist between 
the principal producU of different com­
munities and different countries. But, in 
the.se latter days, the Interchanges of the 
world are transacted with such extraordl- 
ttary economies that wo of Fort Worth, 
living remote from the sea, which after 
aJi is the great highway of trade, sub­
jected also to discriminations in the 
charges made for inland transportation.

are able to command no considerable 
profit out of that limited territory in

Plans of the Frisco In extending In the 
state.s of Texas, Louisiana and Missls.slppl 
are to complete a coup that will mean 
the control of the greatest part of the 
lumber movement from these states 
which will make It the greatest lumber­
carrying rood in the country, according 
to railroad observers.

Within two years the Frisco will have 
a line built across the state of LouLstena. 
known as the Colorado Southern, New 
Orleans and Pacific, which will tap the 
Goodyear lines, the Queen and Crescent, 
the Illinois Central, the Yazoo and Mlssls- 
aippi Valley and the Texas and Pacific. 
It is expected that traffic relations of the 
closest nature will be effected with all 
these lines, with the exception of the 
Texas and I ’aclfie, which is a Gould 
proposition.

Little lumber road.s that have already- 
been secured are to be connected In this 
state as ratddly as possible, forming a 
network which will practically connect up 
every timber tract and every large saw 
mill east of Houston with one of the main 
Ranches of the Frl.sco.

The Orange and Northwestern Is being 
continued northward and may ultimately 
reach Arkansas. From this and from the 
main line of the lYlsco, which is to be 
built down on the west side of the Mis­
sissippi river to New Orleans, branch lines 
will be acnulred and built which will pass 
through the rich timber sections near 
Miaden, Ija.

It Is understood here that the Beau­
mont. Sour I.nke and Western, which has 
already- been secured by- the Fri.seo, has 
a number of Important mills on It which 
will be feeders for the main line. The 
Goodvenr people. It Is learned, will com­
plete a close traffic arrangement with the 
Frisco system, which will also give the 
Latter company-, con.slderable lumlter traf­
fic for Interior points.

Idea. Japanese capital will fuml.sh 80 
per cent of the funds and the land will be 
sold to the Japanese on easy terms. An 
irrigation plant is to be e.stablishd. It is 
expected that the colonists will reach 
Texas about Sept. 1.

NEW TEXAS ROAD

and Menardville. The proposed line will 
be about two hundred miles long and 
will traverse the valley- of the San Saba 
river for about one hundred miles. While 
it is not definitely known, it is believed 
that the Santa Fe is backing the enter­
prise.

SECTION MEN SCARCE

Usual Defection to Cotton Fields Re­
ported

Trouble is being experienced at this 
time by the railroads, especially those 
lines that pass through the cotton sec­
tions of the state, In securing sufficient 
labor to keep the tracks in good condi­
tion. because of the fact that railroad la­
borers are flocking to the country to m.ake 
cotton hands at advanced wages. This 
same trouble has occurred every year, 
but It Is more serious this season, as the 
demand for farm hands Is greater than 
ever before, attributed to the fact that 
the rainy season has retarded crops and 
labor Is essential Just at this time.

The Santa Fe and Missouri. Kansas and 
Texas especially have encountered this 
trouble, and only the more faithful em- 
ploves have remained with the roads. 
Thè demand on the farms just now Is for 
cotton choppers, and In some Instances 
the result has been that whole section 
gangs, with the possible exception of the 
foreman, have laid down their shovels and 
picks to take up the hoe and plow. Tne 
prices paid to cotton choppers Is from 
$1.25 up. while the section men receive 
only $115 per day. .

It Is believed that within the next week 
or ten davs the rush of laborers to the 
cotton fields will cease, as seasonable 
weather has prevailed for some daya, and 
as a result most of the cotton Is In and 
the fldlds are In fair condition. This 
wid turn loose many men. who will then 
return to railroad work, which will re­
lieve the slt»iatlon of a shortage of la­
borers on railroads.

I.engue, which will be held In Denver 
next month, promises to be one of the

-veil repre.sented. h’ort Worth members 
of the league anticipate attending in con- 
Ridemble numbers, but just how many 
cannot now be le.-irned.

Today the “short grass country” Is 
rejoicing and blossoming as the rose. 
It is raising big crops of barley, wheat, 
corn, rye, potato^, Kaffir corn, alfalfa 
and millet. It Is sending fat cattle to 
market. It Is churning large quanti­
ties of butter and the number of Us 
milch cows is increasing. The once 
untenanted farms and uninhabited 
towns are tenanted and inhabited and 
the population in some counties is 
growing 10 per cent a year. Those 
who. Confident of the future, bought 
large quantities of land when It was 
being sold for taxes have become rich 
through rapid increase in Us value.

One cause of the remarkable change 
in the aspect of the “short grass coun­
try” is that lately it has been raining 
there. The S4)il is black, deep and 
rich, and moisture is all it ever needed 
to make It hi^ftly productive. But 
rain in western Kansas is not to be 
depended on. Drenching downpours 
and big crops caused the “ boom” in 
the ’80s. and the subsequent lack of 
them ended it, and if ths continuance 
of present conditfons depended wholly 
on rain their permanency would be 
extremely doubtful.

The “short grass country” has found 
It can prosper whether there is rain 
or not. One of the pecniiarities of j 
this region has always been that Its 
wells. If sunk to bed-rock, a distance 
of from 30 to 150 feet, never go dry, 
no matter how severe or protracted 
the drought. It was long suspected 
that there was an extensive subterran­
ean sheet of water beneath it, and re­
cent investigations show this is the 
case. The water, which Is clear and 
pure, flows undergound from the 
Rocky mountains. The supply is in­
exhaustible, and in recent years it has 
been widely used for irrigating pur­
poses. If waters should again quit 
falling from above the short grass 
farmer would pump more from below 
with windmills and go on raising crops 
and getting rich.

Formal application for a charter 
waa made Wednesday afternoon by the 
Fort Worth Factory Club, all papers 
being prepared and sent to the state 
department at Austin for approval.

Active work has already been be­
gun, a partial report being made of the 
first Industry under consideration. 
Wednesday President W. R. Booth re­
ceived a letter from Chicago In re­
gard to a manufacturing enterprise 
that desires to come south, asking that 
a representative be sent to Chicago to 
Investigate tfie proposition.

The concern U a machinery manu­
factory that now employes 185 men. 
According to the Information contained 
In the letter received, the company is 
anxious to make a change o f location 
on account of constantly recurring la ­
bor troubles In Chicago. The present 
weekly pay roll Is $2.400. The In for­
mation Is given that in ease the com­
pany comes to Fort Worth tho number 
of emiiloy» s w ill be materially in­
creased.

An open .shop, the letter states. Is de­
sired. The company is rated by the 
Dun and Brndstreet companies at from 
$75.000 to $12.5.000, and from a small 
beginning eighteen years ago has de­
veloped and continually made money. 
The company w ill require two acres of 
ground and w ill erect four buildings, 
as follows: Machine shop, two stories, 
76x200 feet: foundry shop, one story, 
65x150 feet; blacksmith shop, one 
story, 50x60 feet, and a rivet and holler 
shop, one story, 50x50 feet. The In­
formation Is further given that i f  the 
eoneern moves to Fort Worth, It Is 
the desire to have the enterprise under 
way as soon as possible, possibly by 
September next.

The letter says that It Is the rte.iire
