Commencement Sunday is always looked
forward to with great expectations by tne
people of Austin, and their anticipations
yesterday wero realized to the fullest ex-
tent. ‘The university chorus, furnished
musle for the occasion. Dr. Mouzon more
than fulfilled the expectations of his
friends, and the large audience by one
of the most powerful sermons that has
ever been heard in the university on
former commencement Sundays.

The services wero conducted by Rev.
David K. Potter. After the doxoloby the
audience heard the invocation by Rev. Dr.
Brown. The university cholr, composed
of the young ladies and gentlemen of the
university, sang “Glorla Patri," by Wag-
ner, and “Lord of All Belng,” by J. S.

At a preliminary meeting 1t is under-
stood Japan will indicate the terms on
which the emperor will be willing to
conclude a permanent peace, The terms
then will be transmitted directly to the
Russian government, the question of their
acceptance or rejection then lying , with
the Russian emperor, ﬁ

Later at a meeting of plenipotentiaries
of the two countries the details of a peace
treaty will be considered,

This formal peace conference, the prob-
abilities are now, will be held in Wash-
ington, both of the belligerents favorably
regarding this capital as a place for the
drafting and signing of a treaty of peace.

MISSISSIPPI SWOLLEN

FIST TRAN SHAGHES
ILL WORLDS RECOADS

Pennsylvania Flyer Attains a
Maximum Speed of Over
Two Miles a Minute

CHICAGO, June 12.—On its initial run
froom New York the Pennsylvania road’'s
eighteen-hour “flyer,”” the fastest long
distance train in the world, arrived in
this city at §:52 o'clock this morning,
three minutes ahead of the schedule time.
In order to accomplish this feat extraor-
dinary achievements in the way of fast
running were necessary.

After leaving Pittsburg the tender of
the Atlantic type engine, which had been
attached at that city for the run to
Crestline, Ohio, developed a hot box about
two miles east of Mansfield, Ohio. Fif-
teen minutes was lost in futile efforts to
cool the troublesome axle.

Finally a freight efigine was attached
and the train limped into Crestline. Here
a regular engine was in waiting and when
the “flyer” left the latter place it was
twenty-five minutes late. The gun to
Fort Wayne, 131 miles away, was made In
11414 minutes, an average of sixty-eight
and six-tenths miles an hour. When the
train pulled out of Fort Wayne for the
last lap of the long journey, it was only
nine and one-half minutes late, sixteen
and one-half minutes of the lost time
having been made up.

The miles frequently were reeled off in
from forty-four to fifty seconds, an av-
erage speed of a mile a minute was easily
maintained over the long stretches of
track.

The Pennsylvania railroad officials are
discussing the possibility of reducing the
running time between Chicago and New
York to sixteen hours, and it is not im-
probable such a achedule may be attempt-
ed in the near fufure.

The running time otf the train between
Chicago and Jersey City was seventeen
hours and thirty-seven minutes. The en-

LOUISVILLE, Ky., June 12.—Decora-
tions, with the Stars and Bars and Stars

In fact, the reunion
promises to be the most successful ever
held, especlally in point of the number
of the veterans themselves,

General Stephen D. Lee, commander in
chief, with his staff and the Mississippi
delegation, will arrive tonight, and from
that time on until Wednesday morning,
the day for the formal opening of the
reunion, special trains from all points in
the south will pour In their shousands.
A feature of the reunion will be the at-
tendance of some 200 Indians from Geor-
gla, North Carolina and Indian Territory
who fought on the Confederate side dur-
ing the civil war.

for Editors on Big Okla-

ONE HUNDRED AND ONE RANCH,
Okla., June 12.—Fofty or more yards of
the mile and a quarter grand stand sur-
rounding the exhibition arena at the 101
Ranch collapsed at 3:30 o'clock Sunday
evening, eighteen persons being more or
less seriously injured.

More than a thousand newspaper
men attend2d the sports snd hundreds of
these were accompanied hy their wives,
The excursion trains brought In thousands
upon thousands from all adjoining states,
while the farmers for forty miles around
came in wagons and carriages,

ing numbers on the program sections of
the grand stand fell and the criles or the
fnjured could bhe heard above the noise of
the ecrowd and the shouts of the cow-
boys and Indians.

In the roping contests Charles Willlams
of Verncn, Texas, made the best time pec-
ord, roping and tying a steer In thirty-
two seconds; C. P. Martin of Arkansas
City, Kan., in forty-five seconds; James
Warren of Cedarvale, Kan., in fifty-six
seconds, and Miss Lucille Mulhall in
eighty-four seconds.

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BURST WATER MAIN
3105 SUBWAY TRAVEL

Hundrgds Held Prisoners for
Hours in New York’s Big
Traffic Tube

NEW YORK, June 12.—Train service in
the subway was suspended throughout the
night as the result of the flood from a
forty-eight inch water main Sunday after-
noon. The flow of water continued un-
Interrupted for four and a half hours
while subalterns of the eclty water de-
partment wandered about in the vieinity
of Park avenue and Forty-first street,
turning off one gate after another in a
futile search for the proper shutoff to
stop the destructive flodd.

The damage was finally checked
through information furnished by a priv-
ate citizen employed by a contracting
firm,

It is estimated that the loss to the sub-
way alone will be $100,000, Hundreds of
persons were caught |{h the blockaded
trains and almost smothered before they
were able to reach fresh alr, by wading
through elghteen inghes of water to the
nearest station. Many women had their
clothing practically guined by water, which
spattered through the open windows,

There were thousands of persons wait-
ing along the entire line for trains and
much time elapsed before news of the
blockade reached them. Consequently
many travelers bound for the Grand Cen-
tral and other railway stations missed
their trains out of town,

There were scenes of considerable dis-
order at the Brooklyn bridge station
Coming from the beaches and other re-
sorts great crgwds poured into the un-
derground statfons and for half an hour
after the trains stopped they continued to
gather, tickets being.sold as usual. Then
the agents began giving out ‘blockade
transfers” and guards were stationed at
the entrance to warn away the would-be
passengers. But the crowds from Coney
Island brushed them aside and continued
to enter, After much delay a ghort train
service was established as far north as
One Hundred and Fortieth street, To
further complicate the situation, a oar
jumped the frack on the spur from the
city hall to Rector street and blockaded
traffic on that section, It was then found
necessary to close the stations south of
the eity hall

Unfortunately for the traveling publie,
the subpway tracks just where the water
main loosed Its torrent are depressed four
or five feet helow the average grade and
this quickly filled, making it absolutely
necessary to pump out the tunnel, as
there was no outlet. A big steam pump
was quickly rigged and at an early hour
this morning was slowly gaining on the
water, with the promise that the third
1 il would be free in timeé to permit oper-
ations during the morning rush down-
town,

IN FLOOD AND DARKNESS

Persons who were caught in the trains
near the flood when the power failed had
a terrifying experience. All the lights
were suddenly extinguished, following a
series of loud explosions. Men, women
and children who filled the cars were
thrown into a panic of dread, as the tun-
nel suddenly became Intensely dark.
There was a rush for the doors, when
water began to spray through the open
windows, but the guards held their
ground and closed the windows,

The temperature quickly became stifling
and finally the guards were unceremoni-
ously pushed aside, while the passengers

In due season, another order
went round permitting the agents to give
out transfers, good for another ride witn-
in forty-eight hours. Each ticket had to
be signed and dated, =0 that the crowds
became very impatient. The police force
was called at some of the stations before
the disorder could be quieted.

WOMAN MUST HANG FOR
VILLING HER HUSBAND

Liberty, Mo., Jury Returns a
Verdict of Guilty Against
Mrs. Agnes Myers

LIBERTY, Mo., June 12.—The jury
which has been sitting for the past week
in the case of Agnes Myers of Kansas
City, charged with the murder of her
husband, Clarence Myers, has returned a
verdict of guilty of murder in the first
degree. This verdict means that the death
penalty by hanging is to be inflicted.

When the jury retired at 11 o'clock Sat-
urday night it stood ten for conviction
and two for acquittal. It was not until
the most urgent arguments were present-
od by the ten men in favor of murder in
the first degree that the other two were
prevailed on to change their views.

According to the story of Frank Hott-
man, who confessed to being an accom-
plice with Mrs. Myers in the murder of
her husband, the crime was premeditated
and was executed in the most brutal man-
ner. Hottman was tried last February
for the crime and convicted and is now
awaiting the death penalty.

According to his confession he was ad-
mitted to the Myers home at an early
hour on the morning of May 10, 1904, by
Mrs. Myers in accordance with a pre-
arranged plan to kill Myers. After Mrs.
Myers had administered a drug to her
husband to compel him to gleep, Hottman
went to the bedside of the sleeping man
and dealt him a blow with a billiard cue.
This served to arouse Myers, who grap-
pled Hottman and as the latter was in-
toxicated, Myers was getting the better
of the fight when Mrs. Myers struck her
husband with a bed slat and later cut his
throat with a razor repeatedly. She then
stabbed the dying half

A few hundred tierces of grease carrled
froran one of the buildings and seattered
in the fields were the only things saved,
the buildings arnd machinery being tota}
wrecks, The enlarged ice plant recent
improved, is wholly lost. Montgomery
Co. suffered a loss of $450 through oniong
stored in the buildings.

The heat from the fire was intense,
Time and again those seeking to save
part of the contents were driven from the
building, while exploding barrels kept up
a constant pop.

NO PARDONS FOR BANK WRECKERS

President Roosevelt has no executive
clemency to bestow on bank wreckers.

In this respect his administration shows
a departure. Both Cleveland and Mc-
Kinley exercised freely the pardoning
power In behalf of convicts in federal
prisons undergoing punishment for em-
bezzlement and bank wrecking.

Roosevelt believes in the “square deal”
as applied to all law breakers.

Extraordinary pressure has been
brought to bear upon him recently to se-
cure the pardon of two bark presidents
who are in the penitentiary for embez-
zling the funds of their banks,

The president is not a hard-hearted
man. On the contrary he has a warm
heart and an impulsive and generous na-
ture. He is not only intensely human but
intensely humane. But he has also a
strong sense of justice and a high regard
for the majesty of the laws. The execu-
tor of the laws, according to his view,
must know no distinction of men,

Moreover—

The Rooseveltian idea is that where
there is a great trust there Is a great re-
sponsibllity.

The banker who voluntarily assumes
the charge of the people’'s money must
be held to a strict accountability. He
trades on confidence. He is the only man
in the community of whom no security,
beyond that of his word, is required. His
promise to pay is a sacredly binding ob-
ligation. In his case a betrayal of con-
fidence is a major crime.

Roosevelt does well in such instances to
refuse a pardon.

There must be no bending of the federal
laws to shield the rich culprits.

A NEW DEPARTURE

Mayor Weaver of Philadelphia has In-
vented a new way of fighting boodlers.
He heads off their schemes before they
are consummated.

Proceeding on the theory that an ounce
of prevention is worth a pound of cure,
he punishes the boodlers before, rather
than after, the perpetration of their
crimes.

That is the very best kind of reform
work.

Because of Mayor Weaver's bold veto
of the gas steal time was given to direct
and crystallize public opinion, Public sen-
timent compelled members of the city
council who had voted for the infamous
theft to change their votes, one by one,
and to promise to be good.

The gas plotters realized that their
creatures would not stay bought and after
a few threats, gave up the whole busi-
ness.

Eternal vigilance is the price of good
city government. The Philadelphia bood-
lers will renew the fight sooner or later.
The forces of civil decency must keep up
the good work of heading off the ring-
sters.

The Southern Cotton Growers' Asso-
ciation seems to be making things a
little warm about the statistician's of-
fice in Washington, who furnishes the
government cotton estimates. As a re.
sult of charges of furnishing advance
information to speculators, Edwin S.
Holmes, the assistant statistician, has
been temporarily suspended until the
charges can be investigated.

BEEF TRUST INVESTIGATION

CHICAGO, June 12.—Acting under tele-
graphic instructions from United States
District Attorney Morrison, who is still in
Washington conferring with Attorney
General Moody, the federal grand jury
hegan a perusal of the testimony of the
200 or more witnesses in the beef In-
quiry, with a view to reaching conclu-
sions as to whether the evidence pre-
sented Is sufficient to warrant the vot-
ing of indictments against the heazds of
the big picking houses.

When the grand jury met at 10 o'clock
Assistant District Attorney Godman in-
formed the jurors that Mr, Morrison was
not In the city, but that he expected mo-
mentarily to hear from him. An adjourn-
ment was taken until 2 o'clock, when the
jury reassembled and spent two hours
reviewing testimony, the message from
Washington having arrived in the mean-
time :

Mr. Morrison informed Attorney God-
man that the inquiry would be pushed to
the end on the lines originally mapped
out, and that if the grand jury regards
the evidence as strong enough to go ahead
and vote indietments. Mr. Godman in-
formed the jury of the purport of this
message, and told them that both Mr.
Morrison and Assistant Attorney General
Pagin would return to Chicago the lat-
ter part of the week.

The ntmost secrecy was enjoined upon
attaches of the district attorney's of-
the secret service bureau and the

States marshal's office. Attorney
Special Agent St. Clair, and
Captain Thomas 1. Porter of the secret
gervice bureau declined to confirm the
report that the department of justice had
ordcred the investigation to be carried
out to the letter. The doors leading to
the grand jury room were guarded as
usuul by Deputy Marshal Buckner.

It is expected that considerable time
will be consumed by the grand jury in
reviewing the great mass of testimony,
covering more than 2,000 pages. Prescnce
in the city today of Judge Otis J. Hum-
phrey of Springficld, who impaneled the
grand jury on March 21, gave rise to a
report that indictments would be voted
and returned at once.

It is considered hardly probable that
the jury will make any sensational moves
until the return of Mr, Morrison and Mr.
Pagin, as the latter has the forms of the
indictments with him in Washington.

MUST MEET TEXAS COMPETITION

CHICAGO, June 12.—After a long peri-
od of prosperity butcher market trade
has reached a time when it must go *“‘over
the bumps.” Very little butcher stock
was fed last winter, owing to the high
price of corn, a fact to which scarcity and
a level If prices out of line with steers
are attributable. But Texas competition
is now an influence. Packers are already
forwarding Texans to Chicago from St.
Louis and Kansas City and the Fort
Worth market has entered on its summer
period of demoralization. It is this Tex-
&8s movement that handlers of butcher
stuff must take into their calculations as
sharp breaks will be the rule right along.
There is a good demand for stock cows to
go to the country, but it may not last
long. Recently it has cared for a good
many thin, young cows, helping canner
and cutter trade. Butcher market at-
mosphere is scented with trouble and,
as recent prices were pald under protest,
killers will wield their hammers regard-
less of consequences now that they are
able to buy cheap dressed deef material
from other sources. Texas is displaying
anxiety to cash in a large number of
cheap steers in the $3.50 class, and news
from Fort Worth this week indicates that
the movement is now well under way and
that prices will go off sharply.

WORMS WORK HAVOC

Said to Be Killing Cotton Around Mans-
field

F. V. Evans, district lecturer of the

Tarrant County Farmers' Union, arrived

in Fort Worth this morning after spending
several days in the Mansfield district, lo-

cated about eighteen miles south of Fort
Worth. He says that he found things in
a sorry state in the Mansfield neighbor-
hood, particularly the cotton crop. *“In
addition to the great rains of the present
season, which did their share toward
hurting the crop, the farmers have been
afflicted by the presence of the web
worm,” said Mr. Evans to a Telegram
reporter this morning.

“The web worm has almost annihilated
the crop and almost everywhere one looks
he can see the trall of the pest. Row
after row of cotton stands out-gaunt and
bare, the fiber being entirely eaten away
and tops appearing as if a canvas had
been streteched over them. The worm has
appeared in particularly large numbers
this year and his work has been more
complete than ever before, for he has
worked diligently, consuming every trace
of cotton on the stalks,

“One man near Mansfield has lost a
thirty-acre plant, His cotton had all been
chopped out and was getting along well
when attacked by the web worm. His is
only one of many such unfortunate and
ruinous experiences.’

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LENVE AUSTIN HOME

Superintendent Declares Pres-
ent Appropriation Will Be
Expended by September

J. Q. Chenoweth, superintendent of the
Confederate home at Austin, was present
at the meeting of Les Camp, U. C. V.,
Sunday, and told in detail of the troubles
between himself and the state legisla-
ture. His statements were plain and un-
varnished. He complained of niggardly
attitude by the legislature In not making
proper appropriations for the maintenance
of the home and said that the time would
never come when the Confederate vet-
erans of the state would ever permit the
affairs of the institution to be run by
politicians.

“I had much rather that the home be
dissolved ¢han to be conducted as a poor
farm,” sald Colonel Chenoweth.

He added that he would resign before
he would act as superintendent of a poor
house. He said also that he had done his
best to conduct the place properly under
adverse surroundings and that the inves-
tigation of the home by a legislative com-
mitte had proved that he had done his
best,

Mr. Chenoweth s=aid it was absolutely
Impossible for him to conduct the affairs
of the institution and look after the four-
teen buildings as they should be super-
vised with provisions of the state legis-
lature. He deprecated the present policy
of the legislature and said that one of
Tarrant county’'s representatives In the
legislature was partially responsible for
the present deplorable condition in ref-
erence to appropriations for the home.

He said his actions in the case seemed
to have offended the members of the leg-
islature and as a result they cut out
various items of the appropriations for
that institution,

There are now in the home 334 inmates,
he reported, but under existing conditions
he was afraid that this number would
have to be reduced. He said there are
'nuw on file eighty-two applications for
admission to the home, but he was un-
able to take a single one of these old vet-
erans Into the institution on account of
the lack of proper provision.

Mr. Chenoweth was confldent the pres-
ent number of inmates would have to be
reduced if he kept within the appropria-
tion of tha last legislature. He added
that he was not criticising the acts of
the legislature with any other end in
view than to let the members of Lee
camp know the exact ceplorable condi-
tions that attach to the home at the
present time.

He said that after Sept 1, there would
not be a single dollar to the credit of the
home, and declared he viewed the situ-
ation with alarm. Contining, Mr. Cheno-
weth sald the Confederate home was a
state institution and should be maintained
as such by the legislature, and that when
the time came when it would be nothing
less than a poor house, he would walk
out. He concluded h!s talk with the
statement, “Save us from a political sup-
erintendent.”

Mr. Chenoweth said he was on his way
to Loulsville, his old home, to once more
meet and mingle with the “old beys” of
the First Kentucky cavalry of which he
was a member. s

Third of Institutional Dis-
courses Delivered at Trin-

ity Church

It is God's truth, however, and here
and there one and another earnest and
honest truthseeker may receive: it—and
my Master.

May the “kindly light still lead them on,
and the converting spirit increase tnelr
number. Later on I may preach a fouth
sermon, applying the results of this teach-
ing. But not just now.

The sermon preached by Rev. Dr. Cot-
ton at Trinity Episcopal church Sunday
night was the third in a series dealing
with important theological questions, The
first preached Christmas night was on
the question, “Do You Believe in Santa
Claus?' and the second on the night of
Faster day on “The Truth of the Easter
Story.” These sermons apply the sac-
ramental idea of the Christlan Cathollic
church to the interpretation of religlous
bellef: and according to this principle
lhe truth or reality of any given article
of religious faith wili be sought always
and only in its inward and spiritual grace,
'or internal meaning—not in the article

itself.

As regards the article iteself, it is al-
ways to be taken as the outward and
visible sign of something else; which
something else is the thing to be be-
lieved, and is the saving principle. Wheth-
er the former purports to be fact, parable,
| table, miracle or history is perfectly im-
‘ material. The latter is the truth—the
thing to be received and applied.

In the course of his sermon he said:

According to Christian doctrine the es-
sential Trinity of divine persons In the
godhead manifests itself in what is called
an economical Trinity in the expansions
of enace and in the successions of Ume.

the Spirit enced with the outpouring
of the Holy Ghost on the first Christian
day of Pentecost, the anniversary of
which we celebrate today, and attain®
its climax In that great western movement
which is known in civil history as the
renaissance, or the revival of letters, and
in church history as the reformation of
religion.

Consequently, whereas the author of the
Christian Epistle to the Hebrews could
say, “God who at sundry times and in di-
Vers manners spake in time past unto
the fathers by the prophets, hath in these
last days spoken unto us by His Son,”
we who live in these later than His last
times can say, “God who spake in time
past by the prophets and in later times
by His Son, hath in these latest of all
times spoken unto us by His spirit,
through the mouth of His servants, Spi-
voza, Bacon, Descartes, Galileo and their
successors.”

In other words, the dispensation of the
spirit is the dispensation of modern
science,

There never was a time in human his-
tory when there was no Christ—when
there was no holy ghost.

Sense, reason and imagination are thus
the three great sources of religious—as
ot all other—knowledge.

All merely theological and speculative
teaching, whatever may have been |ts
source and authority in the past, must
now come down from its high pedestal
and submit to be sifted, weighed and
measured—and possibly condemned—by
the standards of science.

GOULDS BUILDING FAST

Pacific Line to Have Record-Breaking

Construction

Gould's Pacific line is to be completed
by June, 1907, and the construction of
the road within that time will mark the
building of a rallroad the quickest on
record. It is to be 850 miles long., Not
a spadeful of earth has yet been turned.
The system is to be completed, equipped
and put Into operation at the rate of
nearly forty-five miles a month, This end
of the system must be built in sections.
The basis of operation will be at points
on a rival railroad. The Harriman line
will transport men, material and equip-
ment for the building of the Gould line.
Over 100,000 tons of steel rail and over
3,000,000 railroad ties must be carried into
the field.

The building of this line marks a new
epoch in the west, and means that a
monopoly long maintained by the Harri-
man system wlill soon be broken. The
Western Paclfic 1s designed to save the
Missour! Pacific from the fate of the
local railroad. Alone, the Missourl Pa-
cific stands in constant jeopardy. New
rate regulations on the through lines may
be designed to cut the local railroads out
of traffic at a.. competitive points, All
local systems pay heavy toll to rivals in
possessi_on of through trunk line routes.
The wisdom of the Gould plans Is ques-
tioned in no railroad office. With his net-
work of central lines in Missouri, Texas,
Arkansas and Louisiana, and with his
strong Chicago line, Mr. Gould can un-
doubtedly support both the Gulf and Pa-
cific routes, The cost of the latter is
certainly heavy, but the need for it is
imperative,

RAISING MILLIONS

How Colorado Southern Will Flinance

Deals

The Colorado and Southern’s $17,000,000
of 4% per cent bonds, awaliting action by
the stockholders at a meeting to be held
in Denver June 15, will be offered through
a syndicate of German, New York and
Boston bankers at 9 and 95, on which
basig they will yleld 3 per cent per an-
num,

The annual {nterest charge will be §765,-
000, resulting in a saving through the
refunding of about $380,000. The surplus
after charges last year was nearly $440,-
000, so that the interest is fairly in sight
on the property before the new lines are
built, Fifty per cent of the new issue
will be placed with German Investors,

FLOOD DAMAGE

High waters and floods are doing much
damage to rallroads in Colorado. A 300-
foot bridge on the Denver and Rio Grande
near Salida was washed away Saturday.
A bridge over the Rio Grande near Tres
Pledras, N. M., was also carried away
by floods. At Creede the Rlo Grande is
higher than ever known. Much damage
has been done at this point.

BUSINESS SLACK

The business of all rallroads Is always
light during the summer months, The
Santa Fe, it is learned here, has pulled
off two crews on the Temple division
within the past week, and others will
probably be laid off for the time being.
Full forces will be working again in early
fall, when the grain crop begins to move.

ENTERTAINMENT FUND

The Colorado railroads have made a
joint contribution of $1,500 to the com-
mittee on entertainment and reception of
the Grand Army of the Republie, which
holds its encampment in Denver in Sep-
tember. The roads that contributed are
the Colorado and Southern, the Denver
and Rio Grande and the Colorado Mid-

land.

The authorities think
she has for two weeks been stealing
partg of the lye allotted her to clean
her cell.

FRENCH CABINET

PARIS, June T2.—It is expected that
several diplomatic and ministerial changes
resulting from the resignation of M. Del
Casse, until recently foreign minister, will
be settled at tomorrow’s meeting of the
cabinet.

Leon Bourgeoise probably will succeed
M. Dihourd as ambassador at Berlin, thus
inangurating a new conciliatory poliey
concerning Moroeco.

Premier Rouvier is still undecided about
retaining the portfolia of foreign affairs,
with the expectation that M. Defreycinet
or M. Constans, ambassador to Turkey,
will enter the foreign office if M. Rouvier
concludes to retain the finance portfolio.

There is reason to believe that the con-
ference between Prince Von Dadolin, the
German ambassador to France, and Prem-
fer Rouvier has shown Germany it does
not make the international conference on
Morocco sine qua non. This permits of ]
the consideration of other direct means
for the adjustment between France and
Germany.

GATTLE RAISERS IN
EXECUTIVE. SESSION

Committee to Hear Representa-
tive of Million Dollar
Plant Today

The proposition of the Texas Liebig
Meat Company, In process of formation
will be brought officially to the notice of
the Cattle Raisers’ Assoclatlon of Texas
this afternoon during the deliberations of
the executive committee of the associa-
tion, which opened its quarterly meeting
in the offices of the association in the
Scott-Harrold building this morning. J.
Omerod, the promoter of the Texas Liebig
Meat Company, has asked for a hearing
before the cattle raisers that he might
present his plan to the association and
through it to the cattlemen of the state.
He ls expected to arrive In Fort TWorth
this afternoon in time to address the
meeting of the executive committee,

Mr. Omerod's plan, as outlined In a
prospectus issned, is to form a company
for the erection and operation of an in-
dependent packing plant, whose chief
product will be extracts of meat, such as
beef tea, ete. He represents a party of
eastern capitalists, who propose to or-
ganize a concern to be capitalized at $5,-
000,000, the money to be raised by the
sale of preferred stock and bonds, one-
half of which wil] be sold to the cattle
ralsers and other people in Texas. The
remainder will be taken up by the eastern
capitalists. Mr, Omerod has been in 8an
Antonio for some days, working on his
plan, and has already Interested the San
Antonie people in the thing. The pro-
moters have not decided where the new
plant, which is to cost $1,000,000, will be
located, but the natural advantages of
Fort Worth, in the way of location, fa-
cilities and market, almost assure the
plant for this city.

Mr. Omerod, after he finishes hls work

before the Cattle Ralsers’ Association,
whose indorsement he seeks, will begin
the work of Interesting local capital In

the new coneern,

The meeting of the executive commit-
tee Is attended by twelve of the nineteen
memberg, those present being: T. T. Pryvor,
San Antonio; Richard Walsh, Paladuro:

In the absence of President W, W,
Turney of ElI Paso, who Is ex-officio
chairman of the committe, First Vice
President Pryor presided at the first ses-
sion, lasting from $:30 o'clock this morn-
ing until noon. Nothing of especial in-
terest was brought before the meeting
the entire morning being taken up with
the consideration of routine matters.
Among themselves the members discussed
the cattle situation and the general opin-
fon was that the business at this time

Colonel Ike Pryor, speaking of condi-
tions around 8an Antonio, said that cat-
tle were dolng very well, although the
market was somewhat of a disappoint-
ment. He gsald also that crops around
S8an Antonio, in the eountry south of it,
were In exceptionally good condition, the
recent rains having greatly helped the
corn crop, which, he sald, would yield
more than sixty bushels to the acre in
the country around San Antonio.

SBecond Vice Presldent Richard Walsh
of Paladuro sald he was very well pleased
with the outlook for the season. *“Calves
are plentiful, cattle are fat and the grass
is fine in our country,” sald he, *“and 1
look forward to a very good summer.”
The executive committee will meet
again this afternoon and will probably
be in session until late this evening.
There 18 a large mass of business to
be considered. Unless Mr. Omerod comes
before them with his factory proposition
the committee will hardly be addressed
by any outsiders.

HANNIBAL, Mo, June 12.—Flooded
Mississippi river has spread over all
the unprotected low lands and is from
five to eight miles wide between here
and Keokuk, Ia. Near Alexandria, Mo.,
a farmer named Ruley Smallwood has
been drowned and seven other per-
sons reported missing. Great numbers
of dead animals are floating past Han-
nibal. From Alexandria, Canton,
Memphis, West Quincy and Keokuk
reports have been received of a gen-
eral loss of live stock,

The floods came so suddenly that
farmerg in the low lands had no time
to do more than save their families,
and the live stock was left to perish.

The river continues to rise here at
the rate of 8 inches an hour. An army
of men are at work in the lower por-
tion of Hannibal endeavoring to save
property. The railroad yards and fac-
tory districts are inundated.
