[.ast fall the price of wool began to soar
upward and this spring the prices being
paid for the spring clip are better than
they have been for twelve to fifteen years,
An enormous shortage of wool is said
to have caused the advance, The big
eastern wool houses cleaned up their
shortage supplies and clamored for more
wool, There was a shortage of wool in

Europe and a shortage in Australia, while
the American production has been stead-

ily decreasing each year since 1893, the
banner year of the sheep industry, when
there were 47,273,553 sheep in the United
States and the wool elip amounted to 348,-
538,128 pounds. That was the year the
price of wool took such an awful tumble
and thousands of sheepmen in the south-
west and west were foreed into bank-
ruptey. Wool went down to 5 cents a
pound and sheep were worth hardly any-
thing You could hardly give the hum-
ble, docile little animals away.

The Wood ILive Stock Com-
pany, Spencer, Idaho, one of the biggest,
if not the largest, single outfits in the
country, will ship 90,000 lambs to market
in July and August. This outfit got 120,-
000 lJambs this spring and will ship three-
fourths of their lamb crop to St. Joseph,
St. T.ouis, Kansas City and Chicago,
which are the great mutton markets for
the west.

California and Nevada, for the first
time in many, many years, are shipping
their muttons to eastern markets. The
western sheepmen found that the east
was paying better prices than the west-
ern marketg, even with the heavy freight
rates deducted, and shipmeénts are being
made in numbers to eastern markets,

The past winter and spring seasons over
the west have been so fime that every-
where sheep and all other stock are fat
and in prime condition, A noticeable
result of this condition §s presented in
New Mexico, where, for the first time
in the history of the territory, sheep have
gotten fat enough on grass to go to
market direetly from the range. Here-
| tofore New Mexican sheep have always
had to be taken to Colorado feed pens to
be fattened for the market, but this year
there have heen some sheep which got
fat enough on the range to go direct to

Hold the Trade of China if
Americans Are Once Dis-
lodged

——

BERLIN, July 1.—With great interest
the various German chambers of com-
merce and manufacturers’ assoclation are
following the steps taken by the Cgﬂnao
guilds to boycott American manufacture
ers in retaliation for the exclusion of Chi-
nese from the United States.

All agree that now is the time for Ger-
many to get a commercial foothold in the
Chinese market, and if possible strengthen
it so that the Americans will find it diffi-
cult to dislodge them later. That the Chl:
nese exclusion act will in time be repealed
and no restrictions whatever placed upon
Chinese Immigration into the United
States,. no one here doubts,

“We do not fear American competition
in China if we only get hold of the mar-
ket there,” sald one of German's great-
est exporters the other day. ‘““The Amer-
icans may undersell us, but, thanks to
the greed of American exporters, the Chi-
nese will soon appreciate the difference
in quality between American and Gere
man products and manufactures.
“American manufacturers will go to the
greatest expense to work up a market

for a particular brand of goods, but, once
its reputation is firmly established, they
will forthwith begin to undermine it by
lowering its quality.

Shortsighted Pollcy.

“We have seen this time and again; #t
seems that American exporters will never
learn to see the foolishness of such short-
sighted policy.

“Some years ago certain brands of Cal-
ifornia raisins had won an excellent rep-
utation in Europe and had become for-
midable competitors of the Spanish rais-
ins, but after a time everyone of these
brands deteriorated. While the top layers
of the boxes would be of excellent qual-
ity, three-fourths of the raisins in the
box would be of a far inferior quality, and
in a short time no one would think of
buying California raisins.

“This is characteristic of American
methods throughout, while no German
manufacturer would think of engaging In
such suicidal traffie.

“Through the consular agencies in Chi-
na German exporters are kept well in-
formed both of what is going on in China
and of the particular needs of the Chi-
nese, and determined efforts are going to
be made during the next few months to
increase German exports to China,

“It would be too much to say that Ger-
man consuls try to stir up hatred against
Americans in China, but they will most
assuredly do nothing to discourage the
action of the Chinese guilds in boycot-
ting of American goods.

American Bars.

Of late American bars have become de-
cidédly popular in Germany and no first-
class hote]l in any of the great cities is
considered complete without a real Amer-
ican bar room, although the Germans as
a rule are opposed to ‘“‘perpendicular
drinking.”

The military authorities, however, have
long disapproved of these bars, and the
growing taste for American cocktails
among army officers and after many de-
liberations an order has been issued by
the commanding general of the distriet
of Hanover, forbidding officers and men
to visit American bars, of which there
are several in the city of Hanover, De-
cause they tend to promote intemper-
ancegin the army.

‘““Bhe habit of rushing up to a bar and
gulp down the greatest possible number
of drinks in the shortest possible time is
exceedingly demoralizing,” said the gen-
eral In an interview, ‘“‘and is contrary to
the nature of the German people.

“I intend to do everything in my power
to abolish American bars, and only wish
that I could get the civil authorities to
join me.”

Massacres of Thousands.

The massacres of thousalds of working-
men in the streets of Lodz in Poland dur-
ing last week, has greatly grieved the
czar, who doubts that the severe measures
taken by the authorities were justified
by the existing conditions.
