NEW YORK, July 7.—George Q.
| Maclock, of Louisville, Ky., superin-
| tendent of a dock at Christobal, was

among the passengers.on the Advancey,
which arrived here from Panama to-
day. Mr, Macklock said:

“Things are very bad at the isthmus.
The diseases prevalent are measles,
black measles, smallpox, vellow fever,
Chagres fever and malaria and there
was one case of bubonic plague. The
dead trains run from Colon to Monkey
Hill, a mile and a half south of Colon,
always once and sometimes as many
as fourteen timesg a day, and it some-
times has as many as four coffins
aboard. In fact, there .is 80 much yel-
low fever about that they keep ten
graves always ready for cases of
emergency.

“The working clerical force on the
isthmus is about 90 per cent. The dis-
trict superintendent I know has work
for seventeen clerks and has so far
only five. The government ssems to
be delaying the paying off of the men.
Forty-one of my mates were waiting
for their money in order to catch this
steamer, but only six got it in time to
sail.”

Misa A. A. Robinson of New York,
who had been a hospital nurse on the
isthmmus, also returned on the Ad-
vance. She sald she had been about
a year in the isthmus and was very
glad to be back again. “The supply of
nurses,” she said, “is beginning to fall
off and by fall the hospital at Panama
will be very short handed. None of
those who are leaving now will re-
turn to Panama, and many others will
leave as soon as possible. The pay,
considering the conditions that prevail,
is not sufficient. Sickness there is in-
creasing and conditions generally be-
coming worse.”

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TEXAS SETS A HOT PACE

There have been a number of theories
advanced as to the causes leading to the
overwhelming defeat of the Russ.on navy
in the Sea of Japan by the doughty Ad-
miral Togo, but it seems that every
theory and hypothesis heretofore advanced
is manifest error. It has been reserved
for the Dallas Lantern, Senter's publica-
tion, to satisfactorily explain the phe-
nomena, The Lantern says:

The story comes from Russia and has
been repeated again and again that the
Japanese used submarine boats in the late
naval battle in the Sea of Japan, and the
same explanation was made of Russian
naval disasters in front of Port Arthur.

It was in 1894 that a queer genius with
a knack for many things appeared In

* Fort Worth. He had been connected in
some capacity with the naval department

o of the government, and his ideas all ran
seaward. He traded in a small way in
town lots and had many irons in the fire,

TS

chief among which was an electric tor-
pedo which he claimed would blow any
warship afloat out of the water without
hazard to its own operator. This inven-
tion he was endeavoring to sell to the
United States government when the war
broke out between China and Japan, but
the Washington authorities seemed to dis-
credit his claims. The principle and mode
of operation of the torpedo the inventor
often explained to the writer., The tor-
pedo was concealed within a tiny subma-
rine boat, the movements of which were
to be directed from shore or from another
boat at a safe distance from the scene
of operations. The inventor claimed that
he could control at pleasure the course of
the submarine boat, make it dart hither
and thither, entirely under water, and ac-
curately fire the torpedo when he chose
to do’'so. He contended that with a
small equipment of his boats he could
easily destroy any war fleet without dam-
age to his own boats. For his invention
he demanded the modest sum of $100,000,
and he was greatly disappointed that the
Washington authorities faileq to prompt-
ly pay over that sum and to annex his
plans to the mavy. Soon after the sut-
break of the war between China and
Japan he started to China with the
avowed purpose of selling his invention to
the celestials. He was never heard from
afterward, although his wife and his
friends made diligent inquiry about him,
and his fate remains a mystery. Through
some source, however, a faint rumor
reached his acquaintances in Fort Worth
that he had been captured by the Japa-
nese, and it was generally believed that
they appropriated his invention, of which
he carried models. and probably made a
summary end of him in order to avoid
unpleasant Investigation by his American
friends after the close of the war,

In the light of the remarkable victories
of the Japanese on the sea and of the
Y strange disposition of Russlan vessels to
turn turtle, it appears not improbable
that the Japanese really possess the
secret of the hapless Texas inventor, and
have used it to sweep their enemy from
the seas. 7

Having disposed of the great naval vie-
tory through the adoption of the ILan-
tern’s very satisfactory explanation, The
Telegram is prepared to venture a solu-
tion of the continued success that has
attended the Japanese military move-
ments in Manchuria.

A few years ago there was a man who
resided In a West Texas county and
nurtured an Inordinate and consuming de-
sire for office, He thought of the pleas-
ures of an official position by day, when
he was not busy electioneering, and
dreamed of the same sweet joys by night.
He placed his announcement in the coun-
ty newspaper and made the race for
ecounty treasurer, but when the votes
were counted he was among the number
who “also ran.” The sting of defeat did
not east down the spirits of the candi-
date, however, for the day after election
he was again in the office of the local
newspaper, and asked what it would cost
to keep his announcement standing. The
rrice was named as $20 for the next two
years and was promptly paid. The an-
nouncement was carried for the full term
and the candidate was elected for oneo
term only,

The verdict of the public was that he
had gotten the sclence of running for of-
fice down to a very fine point and he was
glven a temporary reward. He disap-
peared from the county several years ago
and his present loeation is a mystery.
Those who knew him back in the old days,
however, are of the opinion that no mat-
ter where he is now located he is still

running for something.

There is a probability that this West
Texan drifted to Russia. He pald for his
announcement when he was running so
long for office at so ‘much per line. What
is" more natural than in his new sur-
roundings he should have taken the name
of linevitch?

Tt is true that untii after the battle of
Mukden, Linevitch occupled a subordinate
position in the Russian army. But the
genius of the man was so great that he
was able to Inoculate the entire Russian
army with his splendid running ability,
and was rewarded with the supreme
command of the Muscovite forces in Man-
churia.

The Japanese are a crafty people. It
may be pessible that since the war with
China a few years ago they foresaw the
trouble with Russia and learning of the
running ability.of the West Texan, they
fnduced him to expatriate himself and
become a Russian subject with the ob-

¢ ~3ect that has been so readily accomplished
steadily in view. The celerity and dis-
.patch with which Japan took up the
cudgels of war lends some very fine color-
ing to this theory, but The Telegram was
not prepared to spring it umti] the Lan-

tern's expose of the cause of the great
naval victory.

These matters serve to show, however.
that it is a cold day when Texas gels
left. We are furnishing the genius that is
enabling a small and weak nation
strike until the last armed foe explres.

Hhere is a question "in the minds of
a great n‘\any people as to the sincerity
of the national administrat'on in the in-
dictment and prosecution of the men and
corporations comprised in what is popu-
larly designated as the beef trust, This
same doubt was experienced and ex-
preszed at the very beginning of the in-
vestigation. Tt was =alleged on account
of the wealth and prominence of the men
under fire no indictments would be re-
turned, but the whole investigation would
in the same kind of a howling
farce as was experienced in the
mated Garfield report. In fact, the Gar-
field report was the one thing necessary
to convince the puhlio' that there was
no other desire actuating the admin-
istiation but to apply the whitewash
brush® and appease popular It
was remembered that during the recent
national campaign one of the big pack-
ers presumably acting as the spokesman
of the entire packing interest, announced
that Roosevelt was good enough for him,
and this was construed into promise of
immuhnity from punishment for vieolation
of the law, by those who were disposed
to make capital of the support extended
the president by the packers.

But when the investigation conducted
by the government was pushed with a
virility that almost bordered on persecu-
tion there came something of a convie-
!.'O!I in the public mind that the inves-
tigation meant something, and indict-
ments would be found if there was any
thing substantial uncovered upon whicn
to base them. This conviction was weak-
ened by the attitude of the president In
so summarily extending protection to See-
retary Morton in connection with the San-
ta Fe rebate cases, wherecin he made the
remarkable contention that the corpora-
tion could be guilty of an overt act, while
the individuals composing that corpora-
tion and controlling its affairs could be
held guiltless of any intention to defy the
law. The friendship of the president for
Morton in this matter has seemed to
pave the way for the men who are under
indictment to escape via the Morton ave-
nue, but it is believed at the same time
that a healthyy public sentiment will com-
pel these cases to be tried strictly upon
their merits.

It is true that the packers are trying
to evade the just penalty of their alleged
action by invoking a technicality, and
claiming they cannot be tried on a erim-
iral charge for violation of the injunc-
tion that was placed upon them by a
federa] court. It is also true that the
men who are thus charged with the com-
missfon of a crime are multi-million-
aires, and it is popularly snpposed that
the man of millions cannot be made as
amenable to the demands of the law as
the individual of lesser means, but that
is all a mistake.. No man’'s money ccn-
fers upon him the right to defy the law
of the land with impunity. The Chicago
packer comes just as completely under
the dominion of the law as the Chicago
bootblack, and muzt be made to toe the
mark and respect the majesty of the law.

Means have been found in Chicago for
sending working men to jail for the vio-
lation e¢f a federal court Injunction, and
that federal kw is no more elastic in
one respeect than another. 1If the strik-
ing laborer must go to jail for Jdefying
a federal court injunction, then the purse-
proud millionaire who is guilty of the
same charge must travel the very same
read, no matter how repugnant the idea
may be to his sordid soul. The p(;ssns-
sion of great wealth confers the privilege
of law-breaking on no man, and the
propér punishment of a few of the big
men who seem to be laboring under this
apprehension will exert a most salutary
effect in the future. When the million-
aire is made to realize that the same
prison gate yawns for him as for the
malefactor of lesser financial degree, there
will be less occasion to question the pow-
er of the law to properly deal with cases
of this character.

The federal government has gone too
deeply into the so-called beef trust sit-
uation to show the white feather at this
juneture, and if it genuinely desired Jo
do so public sentiment would interpose
an insurmountable barrter. The govern-
ment by the mere fact of presenting
thcse indictments has declared that the
pepular elamor was based upon good solid
facts and the packers are guilty of com-
bizing to operate in restraint of legiti-
mate trade. The public is pleased with
the action of the_government so far,
and sufficient pressure wiill be brought
to bear upon the government to insure
these cases going to trial on their mer-
its. The government cannot declare these
men guilty and inflict punish-
ment without the formality of a trial
Here is where the matier again comes
baclk to the people and they are the ones
who must finally determine the guilt or
innocencve of the men who are resting un-
der indictment. It is up te the people
after all.

' EXPORTS OF BEEF
i According to a statement made by a
3uamc' official of a Chicago eastbound
iruml. the lines running ecast from that
i city have lost more than $1.000,000 during
[ the last few months through the decrease
in the export beef trade. That the sit-
uation is alarming, both from a traffic
and a trade standpoint, is shown by the

fact that during the period named the
money value of this export traffic has
decreased more than $4,000,000 and is still
on a r}pld decline,
1t is said that the represcntatives of the
“Big Four” packers of Chicago are now
in the Argentine Republic investigating
the beefr industry there, with a possible
view to securing a monopoly, If this ean-
not be effected they will make business
changes at home which will enable them
to meet the new and rapidly increasing
yompetition.

Those interested in
noticed a gradual decline in the export
beet industry for more than two years,
and it has been the occasion of inquiry
for many months. It is reported that
the great diversion of this traffic from
the United States is largely due to the
inroads made by the packers of the Ar-
gentine Republie, which is a large cattle-
raising country. In the past it has been
the custom of the Argoentine packers to
forward their beef from South America
in a frozen state. The freezing of beef
impairs its quality, and consequently the
Argentine beef did not seriously come
into competition with the American beef,
which reached England and other coun-
tries in far superior condition.

The American beef brought much
higher prices in Europe, and this finally
caused the Argentine packers to investi-
gate, The result was that some time
ago the Argentine packers adopted the
American methods of handling their ex-
port beef, and are now enabled success-
fully to compete with this country,

Plying between South America and the
large European ports, the Argentine Re-
public  packers now have steamers
equipped with refrigerator plants, which
keep the bheef at the proper temperature
and permit it to cure on the ocean voy-
age., The charge in method met with in-
stant success and now the Argentine
packers are sending their export beef into
Europe, and especially to England, in
whole cargoes.

The competition iz all the keener he-
cause the Argentine beef can be had at a
price greatly reduced from that of the
American beef, Accordingly those who
cannot afford the expensive and better
American meat are buyving that of Argen-
tina. Traffie men who have studied the
situation ecarefully expect that within a
few years the -export shipments of beef
from this country will cease, ?
