WANTS ITS POSTOFFICE BACK

MAIN RESIDENCE STREET IN “TAILHOLT.” MRS. McDONALD, THE OLD POSTMISTRESS.

Telegram Special Correspondence.

GREENFIELD, Ind, Deec. {—To
James Whitcomb Riley, the Hoosier
poet, “The Little Town o' Tailholt,”
looks In {ts extremity. Tailholt, after
a half century of dignified existence,
rebels against becoming a mere inci-
dent on a rural free delivery route,
The slogan is, “We want back our
postoffice and four malls a day; and|
Jim Whitcomb Riley ought to write
a letter about it to the President,”
These are the words of Mrs. Warren
Rafferty, whose mother kept the post-|
office when it was referred to by Riley|
in his poem.

It is a tragedy, this fate of which
“Tailholt,” a hamlet in this county, is
confronted. It was founded In 1855
and had a postoffice until a few weeks
ago when it was abolished., Mrs. Mary
E. McDonald, 83, now of Brown county. |
as postmistress, served the little village |
well all through the war and urntil the
railroad, the C., H. and D., came. Then
the work was given to a man who had
a store at the station and beter facill-'
tles. The government called the post-,
office Carrollton, but the railroad re-|
fused to accept this name because there:
was already a Carrollton on its route,
and calls it Reedville. But to everybody
in town from the very beginning the
place was called Tailholt,

How Name Started

Among the wise saws rolled under
the tongue, lo, these many years, by|
Hoosier sages at the crossroads stores|
has been the axiom, “A tail holt ain’t,
much of a holt, but it's better'n no
holt at all.” When Dr. Hiram Com-|
stock plotted his fourteen acres and,
was about to name the town, Joe
Little, the merry auctioneer who was
to sell the lots, said that he had better
call it Tallholt as the land was per-!
haps better than no land at all. It was'
some decades later when Riley Intrn-l
duced the town to the world at large
with his quaint poem.

No one Is a warmer partisan of Tail-

holt than Mrs. Rafferty, the former
postmistress’ daughter. She says she
has not yet written to her venerable
mother of the evil days that have fallen
upon the village,

“It doesn't matter what they call
the town—it has always been Tailholt

to all of us,” she said. “But we want
back our posto! e. We are refusing,
to take mail from the rural route ('nr-g
We are getting our mail at New!
Palestine. They say that if we don’t
put up boxes soon we won't get our
mail at all Jut we hope to win. If
only Jim Whitcomb Riley would write
a letter to the President. It would be|
certain to get us back the postoffice.!
We can't get along on a rural route.|
We only get one mail a day on 1t an«l'
that is a day later.

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FAMOUS KISSES IN HISTORY

No more celebrated kiss was ever given than that
bestowed on Nov. 22, 1581, in the gailery of Greenwich
3 Palace, by Queen Elizabeth upon the Duc d’Alencon,
one of the suitors for her hand, who, in the presence
of Walsingham and Leicester, she kissed upon his
coarse lips, and, placing her ring upon his finger,
presented to her courtiers as their future master.

With true sincerity did another English queen
grant a like favor, though the kiss given was but
that of friendship and esteem. It was at the con-
clusion of the Crimean war, when France and our
country being, as at present, on the best of terms,
Queen Victoria paid a visit to Paris. Her meeting
with her ally, Napoleon III, was of the most cor-
dial description, and the queen reached every heart

. when, throwing ceremonial to the winds, she touched
with her lips the emperor's cheek, and with that kiss
deing more to cement the good will between the two
countries than any amount of formal courtesy would
have effected.

Every one has heard of the famous kiss hestowed
upon a butcher by Georgiana Duchess of Devonshire.
In 1874 Fox was contesting Westminster in the whig
interest, among his keenest supporters being the
beautiful duchess, who entered heart and soul into
the spirit of the election, gaining many a vote for
her protege by her golden speech and sparkling eyes.
One man, however, a butcher, remained impervious

; to her wiles; neither beseeching glance nor persua-

e sive word could move him. But the duchess was

. resolute on gaining her end; she offered a kiss for
the man’s vote. Such a bribe was irresistible.

The efficacy of a fair woman's kiss was incontest-
ably proved when, in 1794, the famous Gordon High-
Janders were raised by the lovely Duchess of Gordon,
who was directly instrumental in gaining a thousand
recruits by the donation of a guinea and a kiss apiece.

to a tragic sequel, as was that bestowed in 1718 by
Prince Ferdinand of Bavaria upon Princess Thyra,
the near relation of a ruler of a neighboring state,
where he was on a visit. This affectionate greeting,
a heedless whim of the moment, was given under the
very eyes of the princess’ betrothed, who naturally
taking umbrage, soundly rated the thoughtless prince.

THE DRIFT OF POLITCIS

During the debate on the statehood bills last win-
ter opposition to Smoot was temporarily smothered.

7 last gave William H. Berry, democrat and fusionist,
for state treasurer, 88,244 plurality. In 1904 Roose-
velt had 505,519.

It shows what the people
can do and what they will do. The official figures
are: Berry's total vote, 546,949; Plummer's total
vote, 458705; socialist vote, 10,330;" soclalist labot
vote, 1,622; Berry’'s plurality, 88,244; Berry's major-
ity, 76,232; entire vote cast, 1,017,666. The vote
given Berry exceeded the highest ever previously
cast for a democratic candidate for a state or n
tional office in Pennsylvania. The record in this
respect was the vote of 464,209 given Robert E. Pat-
tison for governor in 1890, in which year George W.
Delamater, republican, received 447,655 votes. Pat-
tison received many thousands of republican votes
The next highest vote for a democrat was in 1892 for
Grover Cleveland, 452,264 votes, while Benjamin
Harrison, repyblican, had 516,011. At the last presi-
dential election thie total vote of the state was 1,236..
338, At the last gubernatorial election in 1902 it was
1,074,551, divided as follows: Republican, 592,867;
democratic, 436,447, prohibition, 23,327; socialist, 21,
910. An analysis of this year's vote justifies the con-
clusion that Berry received the support of about 150,
000 independent republicans and 25,000 prohibition-
iste, the additional votes cast under the latter party’s
nanie having been these of demccrats and republi-
cans who desired to compliment flemer L. Castie for
hiz’' work In the campaign.

He
suggested that if peddling party patronage was the
chief duty of a United States senator it would be
better to elect his opponent, and, better still, the re-
publican “boss,” Walter Brownlow. He paid a nota-
ble tribute to Mr. Roosevelt for changing his policy
toward the South and the negro, and for his part in
ending the war in the Far East. :

: ion of corporations and railroad

~ pate legislation. The president says:

Corporations,

'Y am In no sense hostile to corpora-
glons. This Is an age of combination,
and any effort to prevent all combina-
Hon will be not only useless, but in the
end vicious, because of the contempt
for law which the fallure to enforce
law inevitably produces. The corpora-
tion has come to stay, just as the
trades union has come to a(ay. Each
ean do and has done great good. Bach
ghould be favored so long as It does
good. But each should be sharply
checked where it acts against law and
Justice.

-Experience has shown eonclusively
that it is useless to try to get any ade-
quate regulation and supervision of
these great corporations by state ac
tion. Such regulation and supervision
can only be effectively exercised by a
sovereign whose jurisdiction Is coex-
tensive with the field work of the cor-
porations- that is, by the national gov-
ernment. [ believe that this regulation
and supervision can be gbtalmed by the
enactment of law by the congress. If
this proves Impossible, it will certainly
be necessary ultimately to confer in
fullest form such power upon the na-
tional government by affirmative ac-
ment of the constitution,

The laws of the congress and of the
several states hitherto, as passed upon
by the courts, have resulted more often
In showing that the states have no
power In the matter than that the na-
tional government has power; so that
there at present exists a very unfortu-
nate condition of things, under which
these great corporations doing an in-
terstate business occupy the position of
subjects without a sovereign, nelther
any state government nor the national
government having effective control
over them. Our steady aim should be
by legislation, cautiously and carefully
undertaken, but resolutely persevered
in, to assert the sovereignty of the na-
tional government by affirmative ac-
tion.

This Is only in form an Innovation:
In substance it is merely a restoration,
for from the earliest time such regula
tion of industrial activities has been
recognized In the action of the law-
making bodies, and all that I propose
is to meet the changed conditions in
such manner as will prevent the com-
monwealth abdicating the power it has
always possessed, not only in this coun-
try, but also In England before and
since this country became a separate
nation.

Rallroad Rate Legislation,

As I sald in my message of Dec. 6
last, the immediate and most pressing
need so far as legislation is concerned
is the enactment into law of some
scheme to secure to the agents of the
government such supervision and regu-
lation of the rates charged by the rail-
roads of the country engaged in Inter-
state traffic as shall summarily and ef-
fectively prevent the lmposition of un-
just or uareasonable rates. It must

A few first class
railroad accountants, If they had prop-
er direction and proper authority to in-
spect books and papers, could accom-
plish mueh in preventing willful vicla-
tions of the law,

Employers’ Liability Law.

I re
newed that recommendation in my
message to the Fifty-eighth congress at
its second session and further suggest-
ed the appointment of a commission to
make a comprehensive study of em
ployers’ Itabllity with a view to the en
actment of a wise and constitutiona)
law covering the subject, applicable to
all industries within the scope of the
federal power. I hope that such a law
wlil be prepared and enacted as speed-
ily as possible.

There has been demand for depriving
courts of the power to issue Injunctions
in labor disputes. Such special limita
tion of the equity powers of our courts
would be most unwise. It is true tha!
some judges have misused this power,
but this does not justify a denial of the
power any more than an Improper ex
ercise of the power to call a strike by a
labor leader would justify the denial of
the right to strike. The remedy Is to
regulate the procedure by requiring the
Judge to give due notice to the adverse
parties before granting the writ, the
hearing to be ex parte if the adverse
party does not appear at the time and
place ordered. What is due notice must
depend upon the facts of the case. It
should not be used as a pretext to per
mit violation of law or the jeopardiz-
Ing of life or property. Of course this
would not authorize the issuing of a
restraining order or injunction in any
case In which it 18 not already author-
fzed by existing law.

I renew the recommendation I made
in my last annual message for an In-
vestigation by the department of com-
merce and labor of general labor econdi-
tions, especlal attention to be pald to
the conditions of child labor and child

Such an investigation should take into
account the various problems with
which the guestion of child labor Is
connected. In such a republic as ours
the one thing that we cannot afford to
neglect is the problem of turning out
decent ¢itizens. The future of the na
tion depends upon the citizenshlip of
the generations to come. The children
of today are those who tomorrow will
shape the destiny of our land, and we

I repeat my previous recommenda-
tion that the cougress should consider
whether the federal government has
any power or owes any duty with re
spect to domestic transactions in in-
surance of an Interstate character,
That state supervision has proved In-
adequate 18 generally conceded.

The Revenues.

There 1s more need of stability than
of the attempt to attaln an ideal per-
fection in the methods of ralsing rev-
enue, and the shock and strain to the
business world certain to attend any
serlous change In these methods ren-
der such change Inadvisable unless for
grave reason. It Is not possible to lay
down any general rule by which to de-
termine the moment, when the reasons
for will outweigh the reasons agalnst
such a change. No change can be
made on lines beneficial to or desired
by one section or one state only. There
must be sowething like a general agree
ment among the citizens of the several
states that the change 18 needed and
desired In the Interest of the people as a
whole, «nd there should then be a sln-
cere, Intelligent and disinterested ef-
fort to make It In such shape as will
combine, so far as possible, the maxi-
mum of good to the people at large
with the minimum of necessary disre
gard for the special Interests of locall-
ties or classes, but In time of peace
the revenue must, on the average,
taking a series of years together, equal
the expenditures or else the revenues
must be Increased. Last year there
was a deflelt. Unless our expenditures
can be kept within the revenues then
our revenue laws must be readjusted.

It Is lmpossible to outline what shape
such a readjustment should take, for
It is as yet too early to say whether
there will be need for it. It should be
considered whether it Is not desirable
that the tariff Jaws should provide for

Currency.

Every consideration of prudence de-
mands the additlon of the element of
elasticity to our currency system. The
evil does not consist in an Inadequate
volume of money, but In the rigidity
of this volume, which does not respond
as it should to the varying nceds of
communities and of seasons. Inflation
must be avolded, but some provision
should be made that will insure a
larger volnme of money during the fall
and winter months than in the less ac-
tive seasons of the vear, so that the
currency will contract against specula-
tion and will expand for the needs of
legitimate busincss. At present the
treasury department Is at Irregularly
recurring intervals obliged in the inter-
est of the business world—that 13, In
the interests of the American publle—
to try to avert financial crise§ by pro-
viding a remedy which should be pro-
vided by congressional action,
Buasiness Methods In Departments.

All contributions by corporations to
any political committee or for any po-

The Hague Conference,

The first conference of nations held
at The Hague in 1899, being unable to
dispose of ail the business before it
recommended the consideration and
settlement of a number of important
questions by another conference to be
called subsequently and at an early
date. These questions wera the follow-
Ing: (1) The rights and duties of neu-
trals; (2) the limitation of the armed
forces on land and sea and of military
budgets; (3) the use of new types and
ealibers of military and naval guns; (4)
the inviolability of private property at
sea In times of war; (5) the bombard
ment of ports, cities and viliages by na-
val forces. In October, 1904, at the in
stance of the interparliamentary union.
I issued Invitations to all the powers
signatory to The Hague convention to
send delegates to such a conference
and suggested that it be again held at
The Hague.

From all the powers acceptance was
recelved, coupled In some cases with
the condition that we should walit unti
the end of the war then waging be
tween Russia and Japan. The emperor
of Russia, immediately after the treaty
of peace which so happily terminatg:!
this war, In a note presented to the
president on Sept. 13 took the initiative
in recommending that the conference
be now called. The United States gov
ernment In response expressed its cor
dial acquiescence and stated that It
would as a matter of course take part
in the new conference and endeavor to
further Its alms. We assume that all
civilized governments will support the
movement and that the conference is
now an assured fact. This government
will do everything in Its power to se-
cure the success of the conference to
the end that substantial progress may
be made in the cause of International
peace, justice and good will.

Monroe Doctrine.

There are certain essentlal points
which must never be forgotten as re-
gards the Monroe doctrine. In the first
place, we must as a nation make it ev
ident that we do not intend to treat i

Our navy must, relatively to the na-
vies of other nations, always be of
greater size than our army. We have!
most wisely continued for a number of !
years to bulld np our navy, and it |
has now reached a fairly high standard ‘
of efficlency. This standard must not;
only be maintained, but increased. It
does not seem to me necessary, how-
ever, that the navy should, at least in
the immediate fiture, be Increased be- |
yond the present number of units.
What is now clearly necessary is to
substitute efliclent for inefficient units
as the latter become worn out or as it
becomes apparent that they are use-
less. Probably the result would be
attained by adding a single battleship
to our navy each year, the superseded
or outworn vessels being lald up or
broken up as they are thus replaced.

Naturalization,

On this subject I recommend:

First.—A federal bureau of naturall-
zation, to be established in the depart.
ment of cowmmerce and labor, to su-
pervise the administration of the natu-
ralization laws and to recelve returns
of naturalizations pending and accom-
plished.

Second.—Un!formity of naturalization
certificates, fees to be charged, and
procedure.

Third.—More exacting qualifications
for citizenship.

Tourth.—-The preliminary declaration
of iutention to be abolished and no
alien to be naturalized until at least
ninety days after tle fillng of his peti-
tion.

Fifth. — Jurisdiction to naturalize
aliens to be confined to United State
district courts and to such state courts
as have jurisdiction in elvil actions in
which the amount in controversy is un-
limited; in cities of over 100,000 inhab-
itants the United States district courts
to have exclusive Jurlsdictlon in the
naturalization of the alien residents of

such citles.
Criminal Laws,

In my last message I asked the at-
tention of the congress to the urgent
need of action to make our criminal
law more effective, and I most ear-
nestly request that you pay heed to
the report of the attorney general on
this subject. ;

There scems to be no statute of the
United States which provides for the
punishment of a United States attor-
ney or other officer of the government
who corruptly agrees to wrongfully do
or wrongfully refrain from doing any
act when the conslderation for such
corrupt agreement is other than cone
possessing money value. This ought to
be remedied by appropriate legislation.
Legislation should also be enacted to
cover explicitly, unequivoeally and be-
yond question breach of trust in the
shape of prematurely divulging official
secrets by an oflicer or employee of the
Unlited States and to provide a suitable
penalty therefor.

Merchant Marine.

To the spread of our trade In peace
and the defense of our flag In war a
great and prosperous merchant marine
is Indispensable. We should have ships
of our own aud seamen of our own to
convey our goods to neutral markeis |
and in case of need to re-enforce our |
battle line. It eannot bift be a source |
of regret and uneasiness to us that the |
lines of communication with our sister

Having these facts in
view, the rule has been amended by
providing that where the inefficiency or
Incapacity comes within the personal
knowledge of the head of a department
the removal may be made without no-
tice, the reasons therefor belng filed
and made a record of the department.
The absolute right of removal rests
where it always has rested, with the
head of a department. The change is
merely one of procedure. It was mueh
needed, and it 18 producing good re-
sults,

Our copyright laws need revision.

Philippines and Other Islands.

During the last year the Philippine
Islands have been slowly recovering
from the series of disasters which since
Amerlcan occupation have greatly re-
duced the amount of agricultural prod-
ucts below what was produced in Span-
ish times.

The agricultural conditions of the is-
lands enforce more strongly than ever
the argument in favor of reducing the
tariff on the products of the Philippine
Islands entering the United States. I
earnestly recommend that the tariff
now Imposed by the Dingley bill upon
the products of the Philippine Islands
be entirely removed, except the tariff
on sugar and tobacco, and that that
tariff be reduced to 25 per cent of(the
present rates under the Dingley act;
that after July 1, 1909, the tariff upon
tobacco and sugar produced in the
Philippine Islands be entirely removed
and that free trade between the islands
and the United States in the products
of each country then be provided for
by law,

In my judgment, immediate steps
should be taken for the fortification of
Hawall, This is me\most important
point in the Pacific to fortify In order
to conserve the Interests of this coun-
try. It would be hard to overstate the
fmportance of this need. Hawail is too
heavily taxed. Laws should be enact-
ed setting aside for a perlod of, say,
twenty years 75 per cent of the internal
revenue and customs receipts from Ha-
wall as a speclal fund to be experided
in the isiands.

I earnestly advocate the adoption of
legislation which will explicitly confer
American citizenship on all citizens of
Porto Rico.

I wish also to call the attention of
the congress to one question which af-
fects our insuiar possessions generally
—namely, the need of an increased lib-
erality in the treatment of the whole
franchise question in these islands.

I earnestly ask that Alaska be given
an elective delegate.

Admission to Statehood.

I recommend that Indian Yerritory
and Oklahoma be admitted as one state
and that New Mexico and Arizona be
admitted as one state.

The Panama Canal.

Active work in canal construction,
mainly preparatory, has been in prog-
ress for less than a“year and a half.
During that period two points about
the canal have ceased to be open to
debate. First, the question of route;
second, the question of feasibility. The
point which remalns unsettled 1s wheth-
er the canal shall be one of several
locks above sea level or at sea level
with a single tide lock. On this point
I hope to lay before the congress at an
early day the findings of the advisory
board of American and European en-

neers.

In addition to sanitating the isthmus,
satisfactory quarters are being provid-
ed for employees and an adequate sys-
tem of suppiying them with wholesome
food at reasonable prices has been cre-
ated. Hospitals have been established
and equipped that are without superi-
ors of their kind anywhere. During
the past year a large portion of the
plant with which -the work 1s to be
done has been ordered. If s confident-
ly believed that by the middle of the
approaching year a sufficient propor-

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5.—Attorney
General Moody made his report yester-
day to congress.

Secretary of Navy Bonaparte's Annual
Report to Congress Asks
for New Ships
WASHINGTON, Dec. 5.—Secretary
of Navy C. J. Bonaparte, in his report
to congress, reviews the work of the
departments of the navy, which he de-
clares well done on the whole, sug-

gests the danger of any radical change
in metheds, but the possible advisabil-
ity of reducing the number of bureaus
and redistributing the work. e de-
clines to recommend the re-establish-
ment of the naval corps of engineers
He says that an addition of 3,000 men
for the navy is absolutely necessary.

Mr. Bonaparte recommends, in light
of several grievous results of boxing in
the navy, that congress make some
regulation that will give a more speci-
fic meaning to naval regulations which
requires that officers should encouraga
men under them to engage in “fenc-
.ng, boxing, boating, ete.” y

The secretary discourages the ap-
propriation of money for the rebuild-
ing of the old ship Constitution, ani
recommends destruction of the ship
because it is not the real “Old Iron-
sides,” and the rebuilding of a new
vessel of war, using some of the ma-
terial of the old historic ship and nam«
her Constitution. With respect to in-
crease of the navy, Secretary Bona-
parte reccmmends the construction ¢
two battleships, two scout - cruisers
four destroyers, two submarines, and
three gunboats, all to cost $28,000,000.
