edict« l.s«ued l>y the Chine.se em peror 
the people w ere urged to refrain  from  
boycotting .American goods j>endinrC 
B< tlon by congress.

The v iceroys o f various jiiov inces 
priHdalmed President Roo.sevclt had 
given assurances that con gress w«>uM 
pjiss renjedial m easures and tliat the 
Chine.se should continue to  purcli.a.so 
.American gcKMls as heretofore until th-î 
purpose o f  the legislative branch o f 
the A m erican governm ent developed.

It is understood that the t'hlriese le­
gation here has been m aking inquiries 
as to the prospect o f  action  by co n ­
gress and is satisfied there is no ch.ance 
w hatever o f  the enactm ent o f  sa tis fa c­
tory legislation.

A deadlock  has occu rred  in the 
treaty negotiations l>etween Mlni.ster 
Rockhill and Na T u n g o f  the «'hlne.sj 
foreign office as the result o f  the fo r ­
m er’s refusal to a llow  Chinese Im m i­
gration Into the Am erican i>ossesslons 
In the P acific. In exchange for this 
Na T u n g w as w illing to  define the 
classes o f  the Chinese w ho should be 
granted adm ission  Into the United 
States, thus authorizing this govern ­
ment to exclude everyone w ho failed 
to com e direi'tly within tho.se classes.

Not only is a big gain shown in the 
ItH'iil record, hut in the list o f  clear­
ings o f all the cities o f the country for 
the week ending Thursday, which Is 
published by Bradstreet, Fort W orth 
leads all the others in percentage o f 
gain for the week. The total gain of 
the Fort W orth clearing house for the 
week ending Thursday was 48.3 per 
cent.

The relative position o f this city, as 
shown by the Bradstreet report. Is 
higher than it has ever been before 
in regard to total clearings, this city 
ranking fourteenth in the cities o f  the 
country. The usual place for Fort 
W orth 1.1 sixteenth to eighteenth, a l­
though for the past few  weeks she 
has been taking sixteenth.

Am ong the cities o f  this country 
larger than Fort W orth  and yet which 
do not have as large bank clearings as 
this city  are W ashington, D. C., with 
a population o f  278,000; Denver, with a 
population o f  133,000; Atlanta, with a 
IKtpulation o f  90,000; Richmond, with a 
I>opulaiion o f  85,000; Nashville, with a 
1-opuIation o f  80,000; Charleston, with 
a population o f 55.000, and Savannah, 
with a population o f  54,000.

L A S S IT E R  ON T H E  R E F E R E N D U M
The views of Judge Newton H. I-assiter, candidate 

for mayor of Fort Worth, on the referendum proiwx 
iltion will touch a popular chord. In one of his char­
acteristic addresses to the voters of thi.s city a day 
or two ago. he said;

“ The referendum should be ainendetl so as that 
any company or corporation offering a franchise to 
be voted on shall be compelled to submit the ordi­
nance to the city council, which shall discuss the 
matter with the city attorney and the city engi­
neer. If they shall decide that any safeguards are 
necessary to the franchise, the amendment shall 
be placcil on the ordinance and then referred back 
to the proponent. In case he is not willing to ac­
cept the amendments the ordinance should go back 
to the referendum as the city council has amended 
it and also as the proponent originally submitted it 
and the people allowed to vote on both propositions 
Now the proponent of a franchise forces you to vole 
on the question as be wants it and you may be sure 
he wants it the best way to suit his own conven­
ience. If these changes in the referendum are to be 
made it will be necessary for the mayor to have the 
united support of the people.”

There is no question but that the referendum is a 
good things if it can be made representative of public 
sentiment, but the experience F'ort Worth has al­
ready had in this direction clearly established the 
fact that the referendum in its present shape is de­
fective and affords too many opportunities for de­
signing persons to accomplish their purpose at the 
expense of the city. The procedure suggested by 
Judge Lassiter will but serve to strengthen the meas­
ure through the elimination of existing imperfections, 
and that Is just exactly what the people of Fort 
Worth want and require. If the plan suggested by 
Judge Lassiter is adopted it will have the further ef­
fect of making the seeker after franchises under the 
referendum plan just a little bit more particular in 
the character of the proposition submitted, and it is 
clearly apparent that this safeguard is badly needed. 
The people should not be left absolutely at the mercy 
of the corporation who wants something for nothing. 
Neither should the diffidence usually prevalent In 
elections of this kind be permitted to longer remain 
as the decisive factor in the situation. Let the city 
council see that the proposed measure Is all right be­
fore it is submitted to the people, and if the recom­
mendations of the council are not accepted by the 
franchise seeker, let both propositions be passed up 
to the people. There is universal fairness in that 
proposition, and Judge Lassiter has struck the key­
note to the situation.

As the day for the primaries draws nearer, it 
but becomes more apparent that Judge Lassiter is 
the real champion of the people in this campaign. 
He stands for all those principles dear to the heart 
of progressive Fort Worth, and the tide that set in 
his direction early in the campaign already prom- 
i.ses to sweep onward to a glorious victory.

Tariff Revision and Free Raw Materials

Governor Douglas of Massachusetts declares that 
he will be the democratic candidate for representa­
tive in congress from the Fourteenth Massachusetts 
district next year, if nothing is done for recljirocity 
and tariff revision this winter. Governor Douglas 
is an original and a taking politician, although he 
has no passion for politics. But hs hat certain 
views. He knows how to put these before the 
co’antry. His courage, his refre.shlng slnc-rity. the 
business-like simplicity of his ar.gtr.ten , the direct, 
neds of his methods impr-‘?.c anJ win. Governor

Douglas headed the delegation of New England busi­
ness men that recently called at the white house to 
enlist President Roosevelt in tariff reform. Instead 
of getting reform promises, they got a piece of 
the President’s mind, and especially what he 
thought of H. M. Whitney for retailing a private 
conver^tion. The President’s action has stirred 
the N ^  England men, and they mean business on 
the free raw material fight. The republican can­
didates for congress will be compelled to declare 
for free raw materials and tariff revision or go 
down to defteat in many parts of New England next 
fall. No doubt the announcement by Governor 
Douglas will be followed by other leading men east 
of the Connecticut river.
Iowa Feels Rebuke of President

This condition of affairs is most significant. 
Out in Iowa the newspapers are claiming that Presi­
dent Roosevelt administered a rebuke to Governor 
Cummins over the shoulder of Henry M. Whitney. 
Since the President’s letter of rebuke to Mr. Whit­
ney. newspapers have called attention to the fact 
that Governor Cummins was Mr. Whitney’s col­
league In a recent debate on the tariff question be­
fore the Boston Economic Club. On that occasion 
the opponents of the governor and Mr. Whitney 
were well-known republicans. The governor and 
his colleagues advocated reciprocity and general 
tariff revision, and the opponents eloquently 
preached the "stand pat” doctrine. The newspapers 
of Iowa point to the President’s rebuke as having 
indicated that he was not in sympathy with reci­
procity or tariff revlBlon.
Beef Trust Forces Up Shoe Prices

A direct appeal for free hides comes from Chi­
cago. so the West joins with New England on this 
question. Predictions of a serious shortage in shoes 
and an increase in prices that may go to almost any 
extent are made by Chicago shoe merchants. They 
are backing up the manufacturers who are organiz­
ing for a visit to Washington with a view to having 
the duty taken off hides. The cause of the shortage 
is placed at the doors of the beef trust, although 
it Is conceded that leather is naturally not so plen­
tiful as it once was. It is declared that the duty 
placed on the Import leather has netted some pack­
ing interests from JJ.loo to $4.0iM) daily since the 
tariff law went into effect. It is no secret that 
since the safety valve of the Immense hide Imports 
of South America has been c1o s<h1 the Armours and 
some of the other big packing men have been forc­
ing tanners to sell their plants to the combine, un­
til it now controls more than three-fourths of the 
output of tanneries in the entire country. An in­
stance was cited of a large tanner in this state who 
would not sell. The packers had so completely cor­
nered the hides by last July that he was forc€Kl 
to seek his hides from them. He wrote asking for 
lirices of 1.5(M) hides, and was told that the houses 
were 5'Mi carloads behind and conld not sell him
liny.

The Jaoanese Arm y W ill Be Out of Manchuria 
by First of April

The Japanese paper Asahi Sbinibun says that 
in consequence of the financial engagements into 
which the government has entered it will be use­
less to expect the aliolition of the special war taxes 
at the end of Dec ember, 190*!. as provided by law. 
The government would only have to impose other 
taxes to take their place, so that there would be 
no difference in the end.

The evacuation of Manchuria liy the Japanese 
is rept'rted to he going on so rapidly that it is 
expected that the army will all be out of the coun­
try liy .^pril next. Some 150 transports are en- 
g.tged embarking the returning troops at Tairen, 
formerly Dalny, Port Arthur and Korean ports, 
and trauupcrtlng them to Moji, Ujina and Hyogo.

It is re-ported at Nagasaki that the Russian sick 
and woimtled now in Siberia and Manchuria will 
be brought to that place for treatment and recuper­
ation on arcouut of the milder climate. The Rus­
sian naval hespita! and estalilishment at Na.gasaki 
being inadequate for the purpose, Gon. Daniloff, 
who i.> chief of the Russian mission for receiving 
the prisoners now in the hands of the Japanese, 
is. it is said, arraiigijig for an extension of ac- 
eomtnodation.

A revised list of the Russian prisoners in Japan 
at the iieginning of November shows that there 
were 71,973 of all ranks. The officers numbered 
1.438 and the men 70..')35. Of the total. 1,921 were 
patients in various hospitals.—New York Sun.

Monday, he sajd, he cam e to town and 
bought a pistol w ith tiie avow ed pur­
pose o f  shiKJtlng her if she refused the

next tim e he » iw  her. A fter dinner 
yesterday he went to the K ey hom e, on 
the R unge farm , w here she had se ­
cured em ploym ent, handed her 810 he 
ow ed her and then ask<*d if  she would 
not com e hack and live w itli him. She 
replied, "N o. I w ill not.”  Then she 
turned to* walk aw .iy. when he aim ed 
to shoot her in the hack o f  the head, 
but just as iie fire<l she turned to look 
at him and the bulK t struck  her int- 
m ediately tindvr il'.e eye.

The couple have been m arriod on ly  
a few  iiKinlhs. She was a M iss N or­
man. She has u sie-ter, M rs. Leggett, 
and other relative» iti this county.
