Fort Worth Citizens Will Be
Reminded of Old Times

—_———

IS MARCHING FOR 900 MILES

Distance Covered Will Be
Longer Than Napoleon’s
Retreat From Moscow

Citizens of Fort Worth will get a
glimpse Monday of what was a fa-
miliar scene in the old days, when the
site of the Panther City was marked
by ‘only a regular army post,

The Sixth battery of United States
ﬂr‘lilh-ry. which 1s en route from Fort
Riley, Kan., to Fort Sam Houston at
San Antonlo, was expected to arrive
in this city on Saturday, but will be
h‘x-re tomorrow. The wagon train from
Fort Sam Houston, which 1s scheduled
to meet the artillery here, has bheen
encamped just north of the Main street
bridge for several days, and members
of the train reported that the battery
should arrive Monday afternoon about

2 o'clock.

The march of this battery 1s con-
sidered to be the longest that has ever
been taken by a band so heavily laden.
There is but one other mar. O on record
in history that was longer than the
march of the Sixth battery, and that
was accomplished by a troop of United
cavalry, which marched from
Fort Sam Houston to Fort Mead, N

D., a total distance of 1,200 miles. The

trip of the Sixth battery is about 900
miles in length.

Surpasses Famous Marches

A few of the famous marches In his-
tory which are shorter than this one
include the retreat of Napoleon trom
Moscow, which was 800 miles 1in
length: the march of the men of Mar-
.e-'-i!h-s to Paris, a distance of 500 miles:
Napoleon on his return from Elba cov-
ered 500 miles. Coxey's army in
tramp from Maslillon, Ohio, to Wash-
ington had to cover 300 miles. Sher-
man in his march to the sea covered
250 miles. Men of Harlech went 200
miles and Napoleon across the Alps,

The line
of march 1s: Captain and chiefs of first
and second platoon—who are the two
first Heutenants—in front, followed by
the guldon bearer, who Is in turn fol-
lowed by the two musiclans. Behind
these come the guns with their ac-
companying caissons. Each gun is Im-
mediately followed by its companion
caisson, the extra ones coming behind,
and behind them the store wagon and
forage wagon, each drawn by four
mules.

The day will begin with revellle at
sunrise, or about 6 o'clock, as the bat-
tery moves south.

Eighteen or twenty miles is
considered a good day's march, even
with good roads and good weather. The
battery will go Into camp in the early
afternoon of each day, measuring their
day’s travel by conditions of roads and
weather and by the finding of good
grass for grazing and a good camping
ground generally.

Carries Big Tents

In equipment the Sixth battery Is
carrying wall tents, one tent being
capable of gheltering about fifteen

men, while the captain has a small
wall tent and two others are appor-
tioned to the other four officers. Two
cooks prepare mess for the whole
camp, the officers, of course, haviug
their separate mess, but being served
the same ratlons unless they are dis-
posed to buy other things out of their
private pay. Horses are not stabled,
but are left in the open during the
nights, being plcketed and allowed to
eat grass wherever grass is obtalnable.
During the day tents, cooking uten-
sils and camp equippage generally are
carrfed in the escort wagons at the
rear of the line of march. It is be-
cause of these heavy wagons and the
the battery cannot move faster than
the batter cannot move faster than
eighteen or twenilv miles a day.
This is one of the most remarkable
movements ever made by an artillery
force in time of peace—an artillery
march never surpassed for distance.

LONDON, Dec. 16.—More sensational
than any move yet made against tha
Russian government is the prociama-
tion issued by the several labor and
political organizations, charging the
bureaucracy with having brought the
country to the verge of financial ruin

The people are advised not to pay
any more taxes and to withdraw alf
their deposits from the banks and ine
sist on gold payments, thus deprivin
the present government of financi
support. The proclamation insists that
the overthrow of the autocracy is the
country’s only salvation and calls upon
all friends of liberty to aid in bringe
ing this about. That this proclama-~
tion will serve to bring about a sharp
clash of the opposing forces is not tg
be doubted. Already plans have been
made by the government for whole«
sale arrests of the editors who pub-
lished the incendiary document, and
all those in any way responsible for
its composition.

It is believed that the arrest of Krus«
taleff, the most remarkable of all the
leaders that have from time to time
appeared at the head of the discontent-
ed masses of the czar's empire, precipi-
tated the publication of the document,
thus adding one more colossal mistake
to the long list chargeable to the min-
ister of the interior.

Count Witte has taken occasion ta
sharply condemn the repressive policy
favored by M. Durnovo, particularly
the arrest of Krustaleff, although pae
pers were found in the latter's possess
sion at the time of his arrest, indicate .
ing the existence of a plot among the
workingmen to kidnap the premier.

WAITING FOR THE
COTTON REPORT

Belief Is That It Will Show
9,200,000 Bales Ginned

NEW YORK, N. Y., Dec. 16.—The
cotton market during the week has
been comparatively quiet and trading
has been largely in the hands of pro=-
fessional operators. Bears have been
active at times but prices have been
well sustained and at the close of the
week were within a few points of the
finals of a week. The trade has been
disposed to even up for the holidays
and to await the coming government

report. A sustaining feature and one
in which the bulls have placed a great
deal of confidence was the strength
of the southern cotton market and the
light offerings of spot cotton from the
interior. It is the general opinion that
the census bureau will report about
9,200,000 bales ginned up to Dec. 13,
which will be considered rather bull-
jsh. Southern advices report gins run-
ping on short time and some shut down
altogether, and this is taken to indl-
cate that supplies are being exhausted
and that the remainder of the season
will show a very small amount ginned.

The market today opened steady
with prices unchanged to three points
advance and during the session were
inactive with comparatively small fluc-
tuations.

Liverpool was better than expected,
influenced by American buying and pre-
dictions of a bullish ginners' report, but
southern wires were working badly
and there was a very light outside
business. The feeling seemed to be
rather bearish although week-end sta-
tistics showed a sharp falling off in the
into sight movement.
