Coldest weather of the winter was
experienced early Tuesday morning, a
low mark of 17 degrees being record-

ed at the local weather bureau short-
ly before 7 o'clock.

Cold weather had been experienced
throughout the night and the preced-
ing day, the average temperature for
the weather bureau day having been
but 25 degrees. Freezing weather was
experienced throughout that time, the
highest temperature reached be. ¢ 32
degrees. Partly cloudy and warmer
weather is expected to follow.

The cold weather experienced in Fort
Worth was general over
freezing weather extending to San An-
tonio, where a temperature of 32 de-
grees with a steady snowfall was re-
ported at 7 o'clock Tuesday morning.

Cold weather also exists in the
southeastern states, 26 degrees being
reported from southern Alabama.

Frozen crossings and icicles from
fountains and other falling water at-
tested the winter weather in progress
in this ecity. A bright sun caused a
steady rise in the temperature Tues-
day morning.

DOCTOR TAKES
CHLOROFORM

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—Dr. R. W.
Steger, sald to be a graduate of Van-
derbilt and Columbia Universities and
of a family prominent in Nashville,
Tenn., attempted to take his own life
in the Audobon hotel at Broadway and
Thirty-ninth streets Sunday night by
taking chloroform and morphine., He |
was removed to Bellevue hospital,

where physicians say he cannot re-
cover.

Dr. Steger took the poison after
leaving a note saying that he had suf-
fered from suicidal and homicidal ma-
nia for years and that he could not
bear the suffering longer. He willed|
his body to the College of Physicians
and Surgeons, Columbia University,

His letter, addressed, “Whom It May
Concern,” follows:

“Sunday, Jan. 7, 1806, 7 p. m.—My
name is Robert W. Steger and I am
418 years old. Occupation, physician;
place of birth, Alabama; cause of
death, suicide by means of morphine
and chloroform. I give my body to the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of
this city for dissection. I am a gradu-
ate of that school, class of '93. I
have not been mentally sound for sev-
eral years, having suffered from fre-
quent attacks of suicidal mania. Thes2
would sometimes take the form of hom-
fcidal manla and again a combina-
tion of both. The attacks usually
lasted two or three days, during which
it was impossible for me to stop. The
present attack has lasted three weeks.
A coutinuance would be worse than
death, so I feel justified in taking my
life. 'This condition has caused me to
do things for which I have been se-
verely censured. I trust my friends
may know that my mistakes have been
of the head and not of the heart.

“ROBERT W. STEGER.”

Another message, probably written
after the doctor had swallowed the
poison and uncompleted because the
morphine and chloroform took effect
bhefore the doctor anticipated, was
found behind the cot. It was written
on an envelope and read as follows:

“As I am sitting here in R 17 as
sane as I have been for three wecks
and expecting to die in an hour, I
want to say that the book of Dr. Jekyll
and Mr, Hyde is none too strong. I
also think—— pe

The writing was firm at the be-
ginning of the message, but gradually
became almost Indecipherable,

There was a bruise on the uncon-
scious physician’s face and another on
his body, which it is likely resulted
from a fall after he had taken the
poison.

It was stated by a person acquaint-
ed with the doctor that he was born
near Huntsville, Ala., where his fathe:r
still llves and that he has a brother,
a prominent lawyer, in Nashville,
Tenn.

Dr. Steger was for several years a
professor of chemistry in Vanderbiit
University. He married in 1894 in Hot
Springs, Ark., and then removed to
Chicago, where it was stated he built
up a large practice, besides serving as
house physician at the Grand Pacific
Hotel. o

Dr. Steger had lived In New York
since 1900.

Alien-
ists have decided that Wisnewski, the
only eye wilness of the Kkilling, is
hopelessly insane, and the fear is en-
tertained that he has been insance
since the moment of the shooting.

Mrs. Simpson, wife of the accused
dentist, is now suffering from a seri=s
of attacks, regembling In a slight de-
gree the strange mental abnormalism
of Wisnewskli.

It has been definitely decided that
she wWill not be called upon to testify
at first hand concerning the murder of
Horner. Rowland Miles, the personal
counsel of the dead man, representing
the Ilorner family, now believes that
it is quite likely that there is no will
of Mr. Horner in existence. He has
never seen such a will, and Mrs. Hor-
ner cannot recall that she ever heard
her husband speak of having made a
will.

This fact of Itself, introduces a
strange feature into the case. If it
could be shown that Mr. Horner dled
intestate, Mrs. Horner and Mrs. Simp-
son, the wife of the accused, will in-
herit the entire estate. District At-
torney Furman is not determined to
proceed with the prosecution of Dr.
Simpson, but asserted today that he
had discovered a motive which dates
back fifteen years to the time when
the Horner family lived at Galveston,
Texas.

U. S. HAS HEAVY
TRADE WITH GERMANY

Transactions Between America

and Land of Kaiser

WASHINGTON, D. C. Jan.
Trade between the United States and
Gergnany, whose commercial relations
are now the subject of negotiations
between the two governments, aggre-
gated 11 the fiscal yvear 1905 over $300,-
000,000,

A report issued by the bureau of
statistics of the department of com-
merce. and labor says:

“The imports from Germany were
$118,000,000 in value and exceeded im-
ports from that country in any earlier
vear. The exports to Germany were
$194,000,000 in value and exceeded our
exports to that country in any earlier
vear except 1904, in which the total
was a little over $214,000,000, this de-
crease in 1905 compared with 1904 hav-
ing occurred in raw cotton and being
due altogether to a fall in price, since
the quantity in 1905 was greater than
in 1904, Imports from Germany in-
creased $37,000,000 in the period from
1895 to 1905, and exports to that coun-
try increased $102,000,000 in the same
time.

“Germany stands second in the or-
der of magnitude of our trade with
foreign countries, bath as to imports
and exports,

“Imports from Germany formed in
1905 10.7 per cent of the total im-
portations into the United States and
exports to that country In the same
vear 12.8 per cent of the total ex-
ports to that country in the same year.
Germany’'s figures show that imports
from the United States in 1904 formed
14.8 per cent of her total imports and
that exports to the United States
formed 9.6 per cent of her total ex-
ports.”

NEW YORK, Jan. 9.—President
i Roosevelt's declaration in favor of big
families was discussed before the New
Rochelle peoples forum yesterday.
Rev. Owen R. Lovejoy, secretary of
the National Child Labor committes,
declared that except in special cases
the President was mistaken in pro-

He said that the National Child La-
bor committee in conjunction with the
National Consumers’ league would go
to Washington this winter to try to
have congress pass a bill to establish
an additional child labor bureau which
would raise the condition of worklnge
children to that of France and Ger-
many.

The movement inaugurated the first of the year
to begin a vigorous ecampaign for better side-
walks in Fort Worth has met with very general en-
couragement, and the

matter is already receiving

measure seems imminent from many of the prevail-
Ing unsatisfactory conditions. There is no reason in
the world why Fort Worth should not have good side-
walks throughout the city, and Mayor Powell, in his
special message to the city council, tells how it may
be done. The mayor says:

SThe new charter gives the city council the right
to compel property owners to improve the street ad-
jacent to their property. It is of imperative neces-
sity that immediate steps be taken to compel the lay-
ing of sidewalks and the improving of streets through-
out the city. In fact, the sidewalks as they exist are
a shame and disgrace to Fort Worth. Citizens who
will not voluntarily improve their sidewalks should
be made to do so under the provisions of the new
charter.

“I recommend to the eity council that In the mat-
ter of street improvement, they adopt what is known
as the ‘continuous street improvement plan”—that is,
take the main thoroughfares leading to the different
parts of the city and improve them from one end
to the other in first class shape, and let these main
thoroughfares be the first to receive attention by the
council. The others will fall in line in due time. With
one good thoroughfare running to each thickly set-
tled portion of the city, the citizens will have a relief
from the bad conditions which exist at present all
over the city.

“I desire to and do now renew the foregoing recom-
mendations with additional ones as follows:

“Let the city first proceed at once to put down
around all property owned by the city good side-
walks of appreved specifications.

“Adopt an ordinance prescribing uniformity of all
sidewalks, distance from curb, width, ete.

“Let all work be done under regulations and grades
furnished free by the city engineer’s department.

“Prescribe by ordinance location from curb of all
shade trees.

“I further recommend that the street and
committee invite the co-operation of the business
organizations and civic leagues of the city in this
work and name some early date for a meeting of the
various bodies to discuss and further this much nced-
ed improvement.

Under the provisions of the city charter, the prop-

In many Instances this has not been done is an ur-
gent reason why compulsion should now be resorted
to. Compel all property owners to comply with the
law, and make the sidewalks of this city just exactly
what they should be,

property, can be compelled to do so.

The policy of improving some of the leading thor-
pughfares has been a good one, and the only fault
Is that it has not gone far enough. Let all the streets
be put in proper condition—let all the sidewalks be
made uniform and what they should be, and the con-
stant reproach that has rested on Fort Worth for so
many years be entirely removed.

There is nothing In any city that causes it to as-
sume a run-down appearance so quickly as miserable
streets and sidewalks, - so common Iin all Texas cities
and towns. There is nothing that constitutes a
greater reproach upon people who pride themselves on
thelr enterprise and progressiveness than these same
neglected streets and sldewalks. There 1s no greater
eye sore in Fort Worth today than the majority of
our leading streets and sidewalks, and it is gratifying
to note the people have generally awakened to the
necessity of correcting the evil

What we now need is hearty and unanimous co-
operation on the part of the individual as well as
the members of the various civic societies, with the
city authorities in the matter of improvement'. And
there should be no compromise. Every bit of work
done in this matter should be thorough and answer
the purpose. Let the city take the lead and do its
part of this work in the proper manner. Let individ-
ua} property owners follow as far as the spirit of
progress will inspire them to do so, and then let the

“The term ‘railroad,” as used In this act, shall in-
clude all bridges and ferries used or operated In con-
nection with any railroad, and also all the road in use
by any corporation operating a railroad, whether
owned or operated under a contract, agreement, or
lease; and the term ‘transportation’ shall include cars
and other vehicles and all instrumentalities and fa-
cilities of shipment or carriage, irrespective of own-
ership or of any contraet, express or lmplied, for the

use thereof and all services in connection with the
receipt, delivery, elevation and transfer in transit,
ventilation, refrigeration or icing, *storage and han-

dling of property transported; and it shall be the duty
of every carrier subject to the provisions of this act
to provide and furnish such transportation upon rea-
sonable request therefor, and establish through
routes and just and reasonable rates applicable there-
to.”

FITS PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

“It carries out, so it is the opinion of the attorncy
general, the recommendations of the President in his
message. The modifications in the Hepburn bill are
a direct provision that puts the rate into effect with-
in thirty days after the commission has established
one, subject to a review by -the courts. There is no
provision_for having the rate suspended by the courts
during the appeal, except by such processes as the
courts now have by injunction.

“It Increases the commission from seven to nine
members, and disposes of the ‘midnight tariff’ be re-
quiring the railroads to give thirty days' nolice of
It obliterates all distinetion be-
tween advances and reductions in rates. In the pres-
ent law the railroads are required to give ten days
netice of an advance in rates and only three days in
case of a reduction.

“The bill further provides for a maximum rate and
covers the private car companies by an interpreta-
tion of the meaning of the word ‘(ransportation.” The
thirtcenth and sixteenth sections of the present law
are rewritien. The old law provides that when com-
plaint is made the commission may investigate it and
may determine the amount of damage the party has
received, and fix the sum he may recover.

“Under my bill the record of the interstate com-
merce commission and the findings shall be accepted
as prima facle evidence in the ecourts. My bill also
provides that in case of appeal, the shipper shall not
be assessed the cost and that he shall be allowed
a reasonable attorney fee.”

The first thing that was done by
the committee was to appoint a per-
manent chairman. Elmon Armstrong
was the unanimous choice of the com-
mittee for the position. A. N. Evans
was selected as secretary of the come
mittee,

Dr. Cooper first expressed his views
of the sidewalk' proposition and said
that there were, to his knowledge,
eight distinct movements of citizens in
different parts of the town, for
purpose of getting the requisite num-
ber of signatures for the building of
sidewalks in their portions of the city.
He also said that through _ his in-
filuence the citizen mentioned in The
Sunday Telegram has gone ahead with
the work of preparing an improvement
district In the Sixth ward. Dr. Coop-
er declared that he had gone with him
to the clty attorney and there seemed
to be no question but that the delin-
quent citizens could be forced, unless
60 per cent declared against it, to put
down sidewalks. He also sai®.that to
his surprise he had discovered that
only one signature of a property own-
er in the district was necessary to pe-
tition the city council. The city council
could then go ahead and order the im-
provement district, which would be or-

ganized as soon as time was given for
protests.

Street Crossings Needed

Dr. Cooper said that he thought that
it would be a good plan to further the
sidewalk movement if the city would
agree to put in crossings over the
streets wherever a block should be
completed with sidewalks., He then
said that he hoped that the present
committee would folow his plan of
having the meeting at which the
mayor, city attorney, finance commit-
tee and the streets and alleys commit-
tee would be present. He sald that
he would have included the city engi-
neer, but as the city engineer was al-
ready a member of the committee that
was not necessary.

Dr. Cooper then put the last part
of his remarks about a meeting Into
the form of a motion, which was sec-
onded by H. Brann and unanimously
adopted.

Cost of Crossings

After the motion was carried City
Engineer Hawley was requested to
make a quick estimate as to what {t
{ weuld cost the clity to lay brick cross-
| ings at the street corners., He said
| that the cost would be about 10 cents
ia square foot for brick and that it
| would be necessary to lay either a four
| or six-foot crossing. The average
width of a street is forty feet, so each
crossing would cost the city $16 for
;the four-foot width or $25 a crossing
| for the six-foot width,

Bescom Dunn said that he thought
it would greatly improve matters if
the city council would adopt an officlal
sidewnlk for the city. If such a good,
fair, substantial sldewalk were adopted
he considered that many people who
now were seemingly opposed to laying
sidewalks would go ahead and put
them down in front of their places,

that the city was not in a position to
do much in the matter of the cross-
ings, but that he thought that per-
haps they would agree to the crossings
wherever the sidewalks were com-
pleted. He also declared the citizen
who was preparing to have the im-
provement district organized in the
Sixth ward had had a list of the val-

||mon an enthusiastic follower of the
plan for better sidewalks and stated
that friends who come here from other
parts of the country are deterred from
coming here to settle because
of lack of walks, He said that the
only excuse he could give to such peo-
ple was that the town was in its in-
fancy and that it had had no time to
build sidewalks, but this excuse was
often met by the reply that Oklahoma
City and several other towns in that
section of the country had been able
to get more sidewalks than Fort
Worth. “Nothing makes a town like
its streets and sidewalks,” he declared.

A. E. Want stated that if the city
attorney would give his opinion of the
improvement district plan and say that
it would be possible to make the people
pave their sidewalks he knew that the
committee would go ahead and this
city woutd have the sidewalks that are
necessary.

The meeting then adjourned, leaving
the chairman and the secretary to
make arrangements for the meeting
with the mayor, city attorney and the
two committees of the city council.

City Engineer's Letter

During the early part of the meet-
ing a communication was read from
John B. Hawley, city engineer, stating
that it was very probable that he
would be unable to be present. This
communication set forth his ideas on
the street and sfdewalk improvement
question. His communication, which
was received and filed, is as follows:

“Dr. J. L. Cooper, Chalrman Im-
provement Committee, Care of Board
of Trade—Dear Sir: Prior to recelv-
ing your notice of a meeting to be
held Monday afternoon, 1 had made ar-
’r:ung(-ments to test the North Fort

Worth water works at that time, and
unless some
| that would stop the test until repaired,
it will be Impossible for me to meet
with you. I will therefore put on pa-
per some of my notions of our street
and sidewalk problem for use of the
committees,

“I notice In The Sunday Telegram
an item stating that some citizen of
the Sixth ward is preparing a petition
to the city councll, asking the organ-
fzation of an improvement district of
some size Iin that ward., This seems
to me to be a most important move,
for, if the improvement district pro-
vision In our charter is invalld, the
quicker we know it the better, so that
| we may organize and proceed along
lines of ‘moral suasion.’

“However, should we be obliged to
adopt the latter course, I am inclined
to think that many improvements can
be made and much good done after a
falr start is made. Behold the case
of Main and Houston streets paving.

“We had no provision in our char-
ter allowing the city to force
paving or citizens to arrange Improve-
ment districts, and yet both streets
were paved by the voluntary action of
individual property owners. It took a
deal of work to bring these results
about, but it wae done, and can be
pretty generally done on resldence
streets, both as to paving and side-
walks if proper energy is displayed.

“For many years, if you will remem-
ber, 1 have been advocating makIng
i our resldence streets narrower between
!the curbs, with correspondingly wider
sidewnlks. For an eighty-foot street,
that is, eighty feet between fence lines,
I would heve a thirty-foot roadway,
and two thirty-foot sidewalks in place
fof a fifty-six foot roadway and two
twelve-foot sidewalks. Or a sixty-
foot street, a thirty-foot roadway and
two fifteen-foot sldewalks In place of
a forty-foot roadway and two ten-foot
sidewalks,

“This would leave roadways narrow
enough to be economically paved and
maintained, allow ample driving room,
give opportunity for greater beauty in
the sidewalk space and generally im-
prove the present situation. Of course
on streets now having, or probably to
have in the future street car tracik or
tracks this new system could not prop-
erly be used.

Paving Substances

As to street paving materials, there
are several that seem to me sultable
and economical. My preference for
vitrified brick is quite well known to

'my professional brethren., Rock as-
{ phalt in some form, when properly
| laid, is also acceptable, and a first-

| elass macadam, laid on a properly pre-
pared sub-grade, well drained and well
rolled, makes a roadway that gives
| great satisfaction and costs not =0
i very much to keep in repair if the re-
| pairing is systematically done.

“lI am absolutely, wholly and un-
| qualifiedly opposed to the wuse of
i gravel in the construction of any new
| streets, If funds can possibly be raised
| for the other forms of construction just
‘ mentioned,

“In case macadam is to be used ex-
i tensively we might install a crushing
| plant of our own to grind out the rock

to be used in the lower finishing with
! some hard, flinty rock like Jacksboro
lor one of the Brazos stones, all of
| which may bLe obtained very cheap and
vet are of excellent quality.

“As to material to be used in side-
walk construction, properly propor-
tioned and - nstructed concrete scems
to give the best results, although a
thoroughly good walk can be made of
vitrified brick, laid flat on a thin base
of concrete. This costs considerably
less than a good cement walk, A fair-
ly good walk can also be made by
laying the brick flat on a few inches
of well rolled gravel, the joints to be
thoroughy grouted after good evening
and ramming. This latter costs only
about half the cost of a good cement
walk. I have seen it mentioned that
the city should pass an ordinance reg-
ulating the location of sidewalk prop-
er at some definite point Dbetween

fence and curb, and similarly the lo-
cation of sidewalk trees. Please let
us not do that. If any sort of regula-
tion is to be made, let it simply be to
have both trees and sidewalks uniform
in each block, say the sidewalk in the
middle and the trees two feet from
the curb, in a certain block. In the
next block, if property owners so
choose, allow them to place their side-
walk near the curb and trees some-
where between the sidewalk and the
fence line, all in that block to be uni-
form. The third block might reverse
conditions in the second, but also be
uniform, This system has been found
to be most beautiful in Detroit, Min-
neapolis and other cities which have
spent decades of time and tens of mil-
llons of dollars in beautifying their
streets and drives,

Placing of Curbs

In the matter of curbs the owner
should be allowed to put in either
concrete or stone, but each block
should be curbed uniformly as to ma-
terial, line and grade, and as for the
latter items the engineer department,
as soon as authorized by the city
council, will be more than glad to
gratuitously furnish them.

“Trusting that by united effort and
plenty of it we may make this the
Gem Clty of Texas, I am sincerely
yours, JOHN B. HAWLEY.”

LOSSES BY FIRE
GROW SMALLER

Figures Compiled by Chief
Biddeker Skow Decrease

W. . Biddeker, chief of the fire

department of this city, has compiled
the statistics for fire losses in Fort
Worth during 1905 which will be sub-
mittad to the fire underwriters. The
report shows that the losses by fires
during the past year were about $14,-

000 less than the preceding year, the
figures being $69,624 for 1005, against
$83,769 for 190i{. The record of fires,
losses and the number of fires con-
fined in the buildings where they orig-
inated, reflects credit upon the fire'de-
partment and shows that the clty is
well protected,

-The compilation shows that during
1905 there were 284 alarms, of which
gix were false, against 234 in 1904, of
which four were false. The further
comparison shows that in 1805 fifty-
four fires occurred in brick buildings,
against 36 in 1904; 187 were in wooden
huildings, again$t 172 in 1904; fifty-
four were fires other than in buildings
against twenty-six in 1904.

In 1906, 284 fires were confined to
the buildings In which they originateq,
agalnst 226 in 1904; eleven extended to
adjoining buildings, against 7 in 1904,
adjoining
buildings, against one in 1904,

In 1905 the total building property
fnvolved In fires was of a value of
$1,000,000, against $900,000 in 1804; the
value of contents was $500,000, again«t
$450,000 in 1904, The total Insurance
in buildings involved in flres in 1905
was $650,150, against $629,660 in 1904,
and the total insurance on
was $2361,550, against $297,1506 in 1904,
The total loss of buildings,  Insured
and uninsured, in 1905, was $34,650.2(
against $76,724.67 in 1904, and the total
loss of contents in 19056 was $38,002.29,
against $31,137.91 in 1904,

The direct losses—that is, on bulld-
ings and contents in which fires origi-
nated in 1%05—was $69,363.79, against
$£84,12801 in 1904, and the exposure
loss on buildings and contents—that is,
the loss in buildings In which fires did

not originate—was $3.283.70 in 1905,
against $24,724.57 in 1904,

A little care given to decoraftions
furnishings and the arrangement of
rooms changes a house from a mere
place to stay, into a beautiful, restful

home. Home repose comes from plac-
ing together the right colors and from
setting off to advantage the natural
beauties and cleverly concealing the
defects of the rooms.

Just now French gray is the popular
shade in wall decorations. But French
gray would give the iciest of atmos-
pheres to a room which opened only
to the north. A French gray should
be used only on rooms with a southern
exposure, and even then it needs ton-
ing up with a touch of cherry red or
magenta. ;

In the room that faces the north use
warm red papers, red with a touch
of green In the ceiling or about the
picture molding. The warm yellow
tints are pretty for a northern ex-
posure,

For the room with the east light one
must consider whether the room is
used most in the morning or in the
afternoon. If in the afternoon, warm-
er tints will be required than for the
morning room.

The same must be considered in pa-
pering a room with western exposure,
Blue papers are gloomy unless en-
livened with a delicate drop ceiling or
a lively stripe,

Drop ceilings take from the height
of a room. Stripes add to the height.
If the living room is low, make it look
higher by putting on paper with a
decided and not too broad stripe. Set
the picture mold rather high. Hang

the pictures in straight lines, one un-
der another, instead of in broad
groups.

To make a high room look lower,
drop the ceiling. Use about the drop a
design of garlands running around the
room. Let the picture molding be
wide and set not too high. Hang the
!plctures side by side, so that the gen-
eral effect will be of lines running
around the room and not up and down.
If there is,a grate in the room set a
broad heavy mantel over it. Let the
furniture consist of long, heavy pileces
rather than of tall, light pieces.

To make a small room look large,
push the table against the wall. Don't
drag too much of the furniture into
the middle of the room. Keep the
lines running up and down.

Sometimes a large, cheerless dining
room can be made to look cosy and
comfortable by a dado or a wainscot-
ing. Lacking this a six-inch ledge or
plate rack running around the room
six feet above the floor makes it look
more cheerful.

SWIFTS TO ENTER
SOUTH AMERICA

Planned to Sell Products to
Germany From Argentina

SIOUX CITY, Iowa, Jan. 9.—Having
faied in their efforts to avert a tariff
war with Germany, and realizing that
the new import duty on meats promul-
gated by Germany will be absolutely
prohibitive to United States packing
{interests, Swift & Co. of Kansas City

and Chicago are preparing to estab-
lish a packing plant in Argentine Re-
public.

Through one of their local represen-
i tatives, to whom this information was
conveyed by L. F. Swift in person, it
has been learned that the recent addi-
tion of $15,000,000 to their capital,
realized by the sale of stock, was for
the purpose of installing a plant in
South America,

Germany's tariff does not apply to
Argentina. The latter's meats are ad-
mitted to Germany duty free. This
means a difference of §5 a head, on
cattle, $4 a head on hogs and $4.04 per
i kilogram on cured and salted meats.
| Cattle and hogs can be purchased at
two-thirds the price in Argentina that
is required by the farmers of the
United States. Mr. Swift asserted
that a difference of more than 00 per
cent in the profit to the packing house
would be realized by the change of
base of operations.

“QOur trade with Germany has been
enormous,” Mr. Swift {s quoted as say-
ing while here. “Within sixty days, by
the operation of the new tariff, it will
have been entirely obliterated. We
will be unable to sell a pound of meat
or bi-product in Germany under the
new duty. Wae are left no alternative
but to erect a plant in Argentina,
where the duty is not effective.”

It is further stated that Mr. Swift
proposes to get a corner on the pack-
ing business in Argentina, if possible,
and that it is understood that two
representatives have been in that field
for six months with that end in view.

FRENCH ‘‘DEE-LIGHTED"’

Italian Delegate Thought to
Contest for Morocco

PARIS, Jan. 9.—Public uneasiness
over the Moroccan conference has un-
dergone a distinct iImprovement on ac-
count of the confident attitude of the
officials of the foreign office, who
consider the election by the Italian
government of Marquis Visconti Ven-
osta to head its delegation as strength-
ening the position of France.
