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Calvin Lippard, whco has
operated the Boys Ranch Farm
in Sunnyside since 1959, has
been named Castro County’s
“Conservation Farmer of the
Year.”

DIRECTORS of the Running
Water Soil and Water Conserva-
tion District singled out Lippard
for the honor after studying the
records of all the county’s
farmers.

Soil Conservation Service of-
ficials here noted that Lippard
has added improvements to the
Boys Ranch Farm every year
since he first leased it 14 years
{go.

““One of the main reasons Cal-
vin was chosen for the award
is the selling job he has done
for conservation and efficiency
programs,” Larry Starnes of
the SCS office said. “Every im-
provement he's put into the
farm, he's had tc¢ sell t¢ him-
self first and then to the people
at Boys Ranch. Also the dis-
trict board felt he has done a
good job of selling conservation
to other farmers here.”

Lippard did such a gcod job
of selling Cal Farley and other
Boys Ranch administrators on
the value of ~onservaticn and
efficiency improvements that
many of his ideas hava kelped
change the face of the original
Bovs Ranch at Old Tas~osa.

THE 1440-ACRE Boys Ranch
Farm zlong the Running Water
Draw was originally owned by
Mr. ard Mrs. Dwight Axtell
nioneer Castro County resi-
dents. They donated the farm
to Boys Ranch in the 1940s. and
later retired to Phoenix.

Until 1957, Farley t-ansicrred
bovs here from Cld Tascosa te
help work the farm, but it did-
n't work out financially. In
1959, Boys Ran-h leased the
farm to Lippard.

“When I went out there they
had three old 300-ft. wells and
the pumps were wern out.” Lip-
pard said. “‘In 1961, Pete Wright
(district conservationist at that
time) #nd I sat down and drew
a complete pipeline system for
the place, then called the Boys
Ranch people down, Cal Fa:ley
and several others came down
to talk to us. Cal said they
kad a place for every penny
they could get their hands on.
and would have to short some-
thing else if they spent money
for this. But they finally decid-
ed to go ahead, and we've
put in a set of pipeline every
vear since then.”

THE FARM now has 15,000
feet of underground pipeline, an
investment of approximately
$15,000 since 1960.

Of course, there's
never any end to what you can
do or re-do on any farm, but
Calvin has taken care of the
trouble spots ou this one.”

Since the farm is owned by
Boys Ranch, Lippard has re-
ceived good deals from seve-
ral companies on well drilling
and pipelines. Many drillers and
dealers have performed their
services at cost as a favor to
Boys Ranch. The newest well,
for instance, was drilled by
Big T Pump Co. of Dimmitt
at the company’s cost.

Water depletion
guideline maps
available for 72

High Plains Underground Wa-
ter Conservation District No. 1
released its 1972 guideline maps
on cost in water depletion and
income tax-allowance last Wed-
nesday from the Lubbock off-
ices.

THESE guideline maps, used
by landowners and their ac-
countants to determine the wa-
ter depletion allowance on their
1972 income tax, depict the de-
cline of the water table be-
neath each of the 15 counties
comprising the water district.

The district’s board of direc-
tors voted in their DPec. 15
meeting to retain thz same
price of $7.50 per copy. Ac-
cording to Frank Rayner, man-
ager of the district, this cost
is intended to recover the cost
of preparing, printing and mail-
ing the maps.

Maps were not prepared for
Parmer County landowners this
vear as a result of the dis-
trict’s automation of that coun-
ly’s decline information. Data
will be supplied for individual
parcels at $5 per claim.

IF THE machine processing
proves successful in Parmer
County, it may be expanded to
other counties in the near fu-
fure.

“Successful  automation of
this service is hopec for so as
to reduce the costs and man-
hours allocated to this program
znnually,” said Rayner.

ment’s sanitary ergineers.

The growing need for clean
water has made the water ec-
ologist one of the most import-
ant workers in his community.
Most of his work is not seen
by the public he serves, but the
effects are used daily everytime
someone uses water.

SURVEYS of the citrus black-
fly continue in the Rio Grande
Valley. A new infestation has
been found in the San Benito
and Harlingen areas. The
blackfly can cause great eco-
nomic damage in commercial
citrus. Even infestations of
short duration may reduce crop
yields by as much as 50 per-
cent.

Water district
now measuring
for depletion

Persorinel of the High Plains

Underground Water Conse va-
tion District No. 1, assisted by
several Teras Water Develop-
ment Boara (TWDB) staff
members, have begun the an-
nual measurement of depths to
water in the more than 800 ob-
servation wells in the 15 coun-
ties comprising the district.

THE coordinated and syste-
matic 'measurcment of the
depths tc water in the cbserva-
tion wells constitutes the only
method of determining changes
in the volume of water stored
in the Ogallala aquifer beneath
the land surface. The water
level -ecords obtained through
the observation wells within
Castro County constitute the
foundation for the  district’s
cost-in-water depletion, income-
tax allowance program.

All the observation wells are
privately owned — the district
does not own any wells —
and are measured with the per-
mission of the well owners.

District personnel will be
measuring in Bailey, Castro,

Coohran, Dea: Smith, Flovid.

Counties. Wells located in

Armstreng. Crosby, Hale, Hock-
ley.

September. Under the SGLI
program administered by ar
insurance ¢ mrpany and super-

nel may be insured vp tc
$15.000.

SERVICEMEN'S  premiums
pay the cost of the program.
