bltHkl. says J. K Piain*. assistant 
district leader for the Rodent 
t’ontrol Sa'rvice. Rats tlial have 
eaten warfarin lialt* for si'veral 
days laeiaime less active, develop 
internal hemorrhag«*s, and slow 
ly bUx-d to death.

Pisire says that one advantage 
of warfarin over many of the 
other rat |Milsons is that it is 
mlorless and tasteless. Rats w ill 
continue to eal the tiait until 
they tile without ileteeting the 
presimce of the |H>lson. Another 
advantage lies In the safety 
with which It can b«‘ u*e<l on the 
farm. Warfarin is |N>lsonous to 
all warm hlniMled animals, hut 
the amount riHx>mmended for 
(xtritrolling rats and mkx* is so 
small that there Is little danger 
of farm animals or i>eople tudng 
|Miisi>n<xt aix'idenlally.

Kven though warfarin is con

sidem i an extremely safe ixalent 
IKiiaun, Poore warna that the 
usual preeaulluns should lie tak­
en to prevent accidental |Hiison 
Ings on the farm.

For Landscaping

Roast Turkey In 
Aluminum Foil Is 
Nev;est Wrinkle

Collegi* Station. — Ko.-ist tlu* 
Itoliday turkey in aluminum foil 
if you wjint the “ juieiest” and 
tenderest turkey that you tiave 
ever eaten, says Loui.se Mason, 
extension fixnls and nutrition 
.specialist of Texas A & ,M. Col­
lege. Sh«* especially recommends 
this method of roasting for those 
who do not own a roasting pan 
or an adequate roaster.

The i>rooetlure for roasting in 
foil is simple and easy. Just 
dress, stuff and truss the turkey 
in the usual manner, says Miss 
Mason. Use a sheet of foil that is 
twice as long as the bird for the 
wrapi>ing job. Place the bird 
lengthwise on one end of the foil 
sheet and then bring the foil up 
and over the Itlrd and close all 
foil edges together.

Weigh the Itird and lie sure 
it is well grea.sed and seasoned 
with salt ami pepfwr before it is 
wrapped, site says. Place the tur­
key in an uni'overeii roasting 
pan Itrei'.st side up and it dix'sn't 
matter it the legs protrude over 
the edge of the pan. The oven 
should be preheateil at KM) de­
grees F. before the turkey is 
I>laee<l in the oven for roasting, 
and this same temperature 
should be maintained until the 
bird is done.

Miss Mason says the eight to 
10 (HUind stuffed bird should lie 
cooked for two and one-half 
to three hours; an 11 to 11 pound 
bird from four to four and three 
quarters tiours and a 19 to '21 
fiound stuffed itird from five to 
six hours.

ttie foil should be slijiped from 
around the turkey. l,«*t the juici-:- 
run ilovvn into the roasting pan 
so they will lirovvii to just the 
rigitt color for the gitilet gravv.

Miss .Mason .says there are two 
tests for determ in int; when ilie

The second 
is to stick a fork into the meat 
where I lie w'ing is joined to the 
itody; if the meat feels tender 
and ihe juices do not run pink, 
tile roasting jolt is done.

To get that good flavored 
Itrown griivy, Miss Mason says, 
it is necessary to Itrown the flour 
itefore making the gravy. Place 
the flour in a pan over low heat 
atnl stir constantly until the flour 
Itei'omes as Itrown as you desire 
it. Make the gravy in the usual 
manner. To prevent flour from 
lumping when you are preparing 
a thickening, place the liquid in 
a container, put the flour on top 
of the liquid, cover the container
