| To gain the minmimum local
fund assignment from individual
school districts in 1953-54, each
school district in the state would
have its fund assignment increas-
ed in such a way as to incre&se
the total fund assignment to tie
proposed $55 million, or a §I
milliont increase. £
The “25 per cent provision”
would cause the districts of the
state to assume one-fourth of any
increased cost in the total Foun-
dation Program while the state
would provide the other 75 per
cent of the provision. Although

A comparatively simple calcu-
lation determined the local fund

$55 million was an established
figure,but no effort has beerr made
to estimate what this would be
for future years.

Although the state has many
sources available to raise the
funds, House Bill 3 prescribes that
the increases should come from
local funds. This would mean
heavier taxing of property, the
only source of increase available
for local school districts.

According to state-wide figures,
many smaller school districts
could not stand an increase  in
property taxes. This is especially
true in the case of areas suffering
from drouth, such as West Texas.

The bill would mean that the
total local fund for the fifteen
courrties of Senatorial District 30
would be raised from $1,266,068.91
to $1,521,870.98, an increase - of
$255,802.07. The increase would
be much higher than this after
the “25 per cent provision” went
into effect.

No major break between Eisen-
hower and the Congress: Despite
many predictions to the contrary,
I do not look for any major break
betweern the executive and the leg-
islative branches of the govern-
ment. It is true that there will
be many differences in the future,
as there have been several already
‘Those heretofore occurring have
been settled without disturbing re-
percussions. Those occurring in
the future can and should be set-
tled in the same manner. There is
little doubt jthat President Eisen-
hower does not want a running
fight with either the House or the
Senate. The same is true with a
majority of both of the Houses of
Congress. The President knows
that the Congress will back him
all the way in maintaining the de-
fense of -this country and in sound
economy measures. This is espec-
ially true of the Southern bloc.
‘This bloc has not changed its
principles in the slightest degree.
It makes little difference to the
members.- from the South who or
what party might be in control, as
this bloc intends to continue in
the future, as it has in the past,
to vote on the issues as they are
presented and to base those votes
on sound and basic principles dedi-
cated to the best interests of this
nation . President Eisenhower
knows this as well as any man
who ever.served as president.

Restoration of the value of the
dollar: Much has been said and
written about restoring the value
of the dollar. All of this talk
sounds good until you begin to
analyze the problems ipvolved. Do
not expect a speedy increase in
the value of the dollar. Such ac-
tion by any administration under
present circumstances could well
Pprove economically disastrous.
The major task at the present
time is to stabilize the present
value of the dollar and prevent it
from sinking lower. When this is
dorre, action can then begin for
a gradual upward trend in its
value. This upward trend must
consume- several years. An im-
mediate increase of 30 to 40 per
cent in the value of money would
mean bankruptcy to many small
business corncerns, municipalities,,
and individuals, to say nothing of
the increase in the already back-
breaking burden of the national
debt. The debts that are presently
owed by business concerns, mu-
nicipalities, individuals and the
Federal Government are fixed
amounts that were incurred in
dollars of approximately the same
value as at present. A drastic
and immediate increase in the
value of the dollar would simply
mean a corresponding inCﬁse in

outstanding indebtedness percent-
age-wise. It would also mean a
corresponding decline in the value
of goods and of course wages. The
president has placed in his Cabi-
net a number of outstanding busi-
ness men who have full know-
ledge and understanding of the
problems involved, and I do not
think that they are going to take
any steps that could result in a
major recession and a possible
depression.

Statehood for Hawaii: The In-
terior and Insular Affairs Sub-
committee on Territories and In-
sular possessions, of which I am
a member, is presently studying
the Hawaii statehood bill. This
will be a hot issue in this Con-
gress. Alaska and Puerto Rico
were both disturbed because Ha-
waii was singled out for state-
hood in the President’s State of
the Union message. The hearings
on this bill are most interesting
and will produce many interesting
facts, which I will try to give you
from time to time. Statistics as
of July 1, 1948, reflect Hawaii's
population at 540,500, of which
10,000 are Hawaiian, 70,000 part
Hawaiian, 177,000 Caucasian, 144,-
000 Japanese, 28,000 Chinese, 18,-
000 Filipino, 9,000 Puerto Rican,
5,000 Korean, and 1,500 others.
Alaska’s population at that date
was 100,000, approximately evenly
divided between Causasians, on
the one hand, and Eskimos,
Aleuts and Indians, on the other
hand. Puerto Rico had 2,113,053,
76.5 per cent being Caucasian and
235 per cent being Negro. Space
will not permit me to include
other interesting facts concerning
businesses, health conditions, land
uses, labor matters, taxation, and
other subjects in this letter.

Receptions in Washington:
Washington was a city of recep-
tions during the past several days
for the President and his op-
ponent whom he defeated in the
November election, Governor
Adali Stevenson. There were sev-
eral receptions for Governor Ste-
venson during his short stay in
Washington, the highlight of his
visit being of course his meeting
and conference with the Presi-
dent. The Congressional Club gave
a reception onr Monday night, Feb-
ruary 16th, honoring the Presi-
dent and Mrs. Eisenhower. This
club is made up of wives of pres-
ent and former members of Con-
gress who desire to join. The re-
ception was a formal invitation
affair. The invitations were . in
demand and many government of-
ficials did not get to attend be-
cause of the space limitations in

the Club.
