Lamb entries are down this year
for the 34th annual Castro County
Junior Livestock Show sponsored
by the Dimmitt Young Farmers, but
entries in the steer and barrow
division are about normal.

According to Gaines Howell,
president of the DYF, 316 total
animals are expected to be shown
in lhg show which begins Friday
moming.

208 barrows, 76 lambs and 32

steers will be paraded on the floor
of the County Expo Building dur-
ing judging Friday and during the
sale Saturday. .

"Lamb entries are down quite a
bit this year," Howell said. Two
years ago, 152 lambs were entered
in the show and last year 82 lambs
were shown.

"I'm not really sure why the
numbers dropped, but I know the
Dimmitt FFA had 40 lambs last

year and this year they are only
showing 17," Howell said. Howell
added that Dimmitt was in the
process of changing vocational
agricultural teachers during the
time that lambs are normally
bought and that could have affected
the lower number this year.

Tommy Kenworthy is the gener-
al superintendent for the show and
will be assisted by Stanley McDa-
niel. Mike Odom is the show secre-

tary.

Weigh-in began Wednesday af-
ternoon at 4:30, and Howell said he
hoped all animals would be
weighed by 6:30 or 7 p.m.

Lambs will be judged beginning
Friday about 8 a.m. and will be
followed by steer judging, tenta-
tively scheduled to begin at 10
a.m., and barrow judging, tentative-
ly schcduled for 2 p.m.

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New farm bill draws crowd

Over 350 people gathered last
Thursday at the County Expo
Building to discuss the details of
the 1988 farm program.

Scotty Abbott, executive director
of the County’s Agricultural Stabi-
lization and Conservation Service
(ASCS), and John Fuston, ASCS
District Two director, outlined the
various provisions of the '88 pro-
gram and announced the sign-up
deadlines.

Gary Hunter, of the Soil Conser-
vation Service, was also on hand to
discuss SCS programs for this year.

The sign-up period for the regu-
lar Acreage Reduction Program
(ARP) in 1988 began Tuesday and
will continue through April 15.

This year's program offers a spe-
cial 092 provision for wheat and
feed grains. Sign-up for the 0/92
program also began Tuesday but
ends March 11.

Participation in the farm program
is voluntary.,

While advance payments are au-
thorized under the’88 program, the
producer must request advance
payments at the time of sign-up.

Advance payments will be made
on 40% of the projected deficiency
payment rate for each crop, one-
half of the advance being made in
cash and the other one-half being
made in generic certificates.

Wheat producers may also re-

Weather
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quest that 5% of the estimated
wheat payment Not-Subject to the
Limit, be made to them during the
December 1988 payment cycle in-
stead of the July, 1989, payment
cycle.

The cash portion of the advance
payment will be made as soon as
possible after all necessary signa-
tures have been obtained on the
contract to participate in the 1988
farm program and all producers
have completed Form AD-1026.
The generic certificate portion of
the advance will be made sometime
around May 16, 1988.

The contract to participate in the
1988 Farm Program will be binding
if not withdrawn before the end of
the sign-up period. Contracts that
are withdrawn after the end of sign-
up will be assessed liquidated da-
mages.

Target prices for this year have
been set at: wheat, $4.23 per bush-
el; corn, $2.93 per bushel; grain
sorghum, $2.78 per bushel; barley,
$2.51 per bushel; oats, $1.55 per
bushel; and upland cotton, $.759
per Ib.

One new proﬁ!'dtm* of the '88
farm program is the 0/92 program
for wheat and feed grains.

Producers who sign-up to parti-
cipate in a range of 0% to 92% of
the maximum permitted acreage of
wheat and/or feed grains need to be
sure that the intended acreage
planted to the crop and the intended
acreage of conservation use (CU)
for pay is what they are actually
going to have on their farm.

Any variance will result in the
producer’s payments being re-
duced.

Participants in the 0/92 program
will be paid on the smaller of the
intended planted acreage when the
producer signs-up into the program
or the acreage he has planted on the
farm, or the intended CU acreage
when the producer signs-up into the
program or the CU reported at
certification that is allocated to the
Crop.

Every Dimmitt basketball
team either won or shared a
district championship this sea-
son.

Soon after the 0/92 sign-up is
over, the ASCS will notify the 0/92
participants if the CU for pay will

be limited or not. The producers
will be sent a notice showing his
intended planted acreage of the
crop and intended CU for Pay of
the crop.

If the CU for pay will be limited,
he will be able to get out of the
0/92 program and either participate
in the regular ARP program, or stay
out of the program altogether.

* best’s bill for early March.

Combest said he hopes to get this
action in with the technical correc-
tions bill that the Ways and Means
Committee is currently working on.

Combest said the loss of the tax

exemption came about as an effort
to stop abuses of the exemption. He
said he will suggest that those
exempt by law have an exemption
on file with diesel wholesalers.

Combest said although the tax
would be refunded to off-highway
users at the end of the year, the
extra 15.1 cents per gallon to be
paid throughout the year could
create a sizeable cash flow problem
for those who do not owe the tax.

Combest said the answer to the
nation’s budget problems could be
found by holding the line on spend-
ing.

He said the recent budget com-

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Ron Slover is making his bid for
Senator, District 31, in the upcom-
ing March 8 Republican primary.

Slover, an Amarillo oil and gas
broker with a background in televi-
sion news, made a campaign stop
in Dimmitt last week.

Slover said he feels that Texas
needs to get the state’s oil and gas
resources out of the hands of large,
multi-national monopolies.

"These large monopolies pro-
duce valuable resources and they
do not reflect the current value of
those resources," Slover said.

Slover said these monopolies
have created a situation in which
the state receives low taxes and low
royalties for its oil and gas.

Slover also said that Texas has
no oil and gas development to
speak of today. He attributed these
problems to monopolies taking the
product from the fields at an ex-
tremely low price and selling to
out-of-state customers.

Slover cited the need for the
product to stay within the Panhand-
le and the South Plains in order for
it to help the people that live here.

Bobbies net season-hlgh mark |

The big Catfight here Friday
night was so intense that it wore
out the players, coaches and the
Jjampacked gym full of fans.

When the smoke cleared after
the furious fray between Dimmitt’s
Bobcats and Littlefield’s Wildcats,
Dimmitt owned a 74-72 victory and
the District 2-AAA championship.

Meanwhile, the Bobbies—who
already had salted away their dis-
trict championship—played loose
and hit from all angles as they
creamcd the Lady Wildcats, 83-44,
to close out their regular season.

"I definitely think it was one of
the best games we've played this
year," Bobbies Coach Richard
Wood said. "We were just more
rclaxed; some of the pressure was
off. It made a difference in our
shooting, I think. Overall, our girls
did a good job. They executed
well."

The night established three high
marks for the year. It was the first
time for any team to play the
Bobcats to two points in their home
gym; it was the first time for the
Bobbies to crack the 80-point mark;
and it was the biggest basketball
crowd of the season in DMS gym.

The Bobcats and Wildcats were
never more than three points apart
during the first quarter. The score
was tied six times as the two tcams
ran and gunned their way to a 19-
19 deadlock at the end of the
period. Jeremy Warren scored 10 of
Dimmitt’s 19 first-quarter points.

James Alexander opened the sec-
ond quarter with his second slam-
dunk after a steal and drive, then
went on to swish 15 points during
the period—including nine of 10

Dimmitt's Bobcats will go into
the playoffs ranked as the state’s
No. 1 team in Class AAA.

The Texas Association of Bas-
ketball Coaches weekly poll had
kept the Bobcats one notch behind
Sweeny all season, until this week.

"I really don’t know why they
dropped Sweeny from first to
fourth," Bobcat Coach Ken Cleve-
land said.

But over on the maroon side
there was outside sharpshooter
Sean Parmer, playing what was
probably his best game of the year.
Parmer sank five three - pointers
during the first half, including a
pair back-to-back that gave Little-
field a 33-27 lead midway in the
second.

The Bobcats fought back and
went ahead again at 36-35 when
Warren scored after a steal and feed
from Warren McDonald.

Littlefield tried a
three-point shot but missed, then
rebounded and put up the game's
final basket at the buzzer.

Alexander, Warren and McDo-
nald combined for all but seven of
Dimmitt’s points. Meanwhile, Jim
Nelson, Jason Long and Mat Brad-
ley denied Littlefield a lot of points
with their shot blocking and re-
bounding.

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Vaquera pleads guilty
to drug charges Friday

A 45-year-old former Dimmitt
man pled guilty on three charges of
drug sales in 64th District Court
Friday with Judge Jack Miller pre-
siding.

Raul Delapena Vaquera admitted
to the sale of 13 grams of cocaine
in one incident and slightly more
than one gram of cocaine to an
undercover narcotics agent in later
incidents in 1986.

He also admitted to selling 53
grams of amphetamines to the
agent in October, 1986.

The grand jury handed down
three indictments charging unlaw-
ful delivery of a controlled sub-
stance and Vaquera pled guilty to
each sale. Court records indicate
Vaquera had no prior felony con-
victions.

Vaquera was sentenced to three
sentences of 12 years each and was
assessed a fine of $10,000. He
remains in Castro County Jail
awaiting transfer to the Texas De-
partment of Corrections.

Vaquera reportedly was living on
NW 11th Street in Dimmitt when
preliminary arrangements were
made with undercover agents. Sev-
eral of the sales were consummated
at a farm near Dimmitt where Va-
quera was allegedly employed.

Investigations into the case were
not completed and presented to the
Castro County Grand Jury until last

spring.

Two men were sentenced in con-
nection with an incident in which
two tractors belonging to Tony Ga-
bel were damaged along with fen-
ces and other farm property nearby.

Jeffery Alan Boldon, 20, former
Hereford resident reportedly living
in Amarillo, was sentenced to serve
10 years in the TDC and was
assessed a $2,000 fine for his part

in the December 23, 1987 incident
in northern Castro County while his
co-defendent, 18-year-old Arthur
Sears was assessed a probated 10-
year penitentiary sentence, was as-
sessed a fine of $1,500 and was
ordered to pay restitution for the
property damage.

17 - year old Leo Torres was
assessed a six - year penitentiary
sentence, but was granted felony
probation for a three-year period
after pleading guilty to an aggrava-
ted assault incident in Dimmitt
High School’s cafeteria Dec. 10,
1987.

In the incident, a student lost
several teeth following a fight. The
disruption reportedly followed a
food fight in the cafeteria.

Torres was fined $1,500 and was
ordered to pay $995 in dental bills.

promise which created a $33 billion
reduction in the deficit was not a
reduction of expenditures, but only
a reduction of the increase in ex-
penditures. He added that spending
would still increase $57 billion next
year.

"If we would freeze spending,
we don’t have to cut programs at
all," Combest said. "We don’t have
to add the increases, but we don’t
have to cut and we don’t have to
add any new taxes and we’ll ba-
lance the budget in four years."

Combest said that before reach-
ing the $33 billion reduction, one
of the alternatives they looked at
was a six month spending freeze.
Such a freeze, he said, would have
netted $33 billion.

Combest said he believes the
idea of a spending freeze is politi-
cally sellable.

"I believe everyone is finally
ready to contribute to the deficit,"
he said, "but they don’t want to be
the only contributing party. A
freeze effects everyone the same. It
doesn’t cut anyone, it just doesn’t
allow the increase to come."

Combest said of the farm pro-
gram, that the farm bill would stay
the same, but that some modifica-
tions can be made. He said the farm
bill and current program are work-
ing well for cotton farmers.

He said that the feedback he’s

getting from grain farmers is that,
while they might have written the
farm bill differently, so long as it is
in place, they will make it work and
want it to be left alone.

He said the farmers want consis-
tency, rather than the year to year
program modifications.

Combest said that he thinks the
Texas economy has hit bottom and
started back. He said that Texas and
the country as a whole needs the
development of an energy policy.

A strong energy policy that en-
courages exploration and develop-
ment could be sold at a national
level as a defense issue, and would
naturally benefit the Texas econo-
my.

Combest said he sees the budget
as a major issue of 1988. He said
that everything going on in the next
six months will be basically eco-
nomic, including a massive trade
bill.

He said Washington is under
close public scrutiny and that the
government will be in sort of a
proving stage following the major
stock market readjustment in Octo-
ber 1987.

Combest said the concern there
will be that the government doesn’t
over-react and over-regulate. Such
an over - regulation, many times,
may be the cause of the problem,
Combest said, and is certainly not
always the cure.

Right now, the govermment is
looking at potentially regulating the
stock market, which Combest feels
would be a terrible mistake.

"I don’t think we do any good by
restricting what is basically a free-
market system,” Combest said. "I
think the stock market can take care
of itself."

Combest said that the trade bill
will have to be approached very
cautiously.

"Only 20% of our trade deficit is
created by barriers,” he said.

Combest said that many times
this country is not competing equi-
tably with foreign countries be-
cause we haven’t been as market
oriented as they have,

"Some of that has been because
we have been restricted, and some
of that is going to be cormrected
when those restrictions are re-
moved," Combest said. "But the
entire trade picture is not going to
be dealt with by either our impos-
ing barriers or other countries let-
ting theirs down."

of single seal and 3,300 square
yards of strip seal for a total cost of
$27,048.

City Engineer Bill McMorries
told the aldermen that his firm had
observed a job done by Great
Plains last year in Panhandle, and
remarked that the work was satis-
factory, but performance was slow.
He noted that the bid met all speci-
fications, and recommended its ac-
ceptance.

The bid form specifies a 60-day
completion, starting no later than
June 1 and finishing no later than
Aug. 1.

Other companies submitting bids
included Appian Corporation of
Hereford, with a total bid of $28,-
690.20; Hi Plains Sand, Inc. of
Anapolis, Kan., $29,946; Ronnie
Zahn Paving of Lubbock, $31,044;
High Plains Pavers of Plainview,
$31,461; and Caprock Highway
Construction of Lubbock, $33,558.

Bids were also opened on a new
car for the Police Dept., with the
bid tentatively awarded to Wallace
Motor Co. of Dimmitt. Wallace
offered to supply a 1988 Crown
Victoria 4-door with police pack-
age for $11,985.03, including
trade-in allowance on a 1983 Ford.

The only other bid received was
$12,212.40, including trade - in,
from Stevens Chevrolet - Olds in
Hereford.

The aldermen agreed to refuse
the Wallace bid if it did not meet
the bid specifications.

City Manager Reeford Burrous
told the aldermen that he has re-
ceived inquiries from property
owners on Western Circle Drive
concerning getting city sewer ser-
vice for homes on the west side of
the north - south portion of the

street.

He noted that McMorries had
looked at the area and estimated a
cost of $27,529 to install a sewer
line connecting with existing lines
and the lift station at the traffic
triangle near the First Baptist
Church.

"Part of the high cost is due to
new OSHA regulations conceming
digging of trenches,” Burrous said.

The area in question is currently
out of the city limits, but Burrous
said those he has spoken with
would agree to incorporation within
the city if the sewer line were
installed. He said that some have
even offered to pay a portion of the
cost of installation, depending on
what portion the city would be
willing to pay.

Mayor Wayne Collins asked
Burrous to get a more detailed
survey of the opinions of the
property owners in the area and an
estimate of property values that
would be added to the city tax rolls.

Burrous told the aldermen that
Pete Collins of Universal Cable
Communications Co. will be at the
March 7 meeting of the aldermen to
answer questions about Dimmitt
Cable TV’s recent rate hike.

Alderman Don Sheffy said he
read the franchise agreement and
minutes of the meeting when
franchise rights were transferred to
Universal from Lewis Communica-
tions, and affirmed that a company
spokesman had said that no rate
increases were foreseen at that time
or in the immediate future. He
noted that he and others are not
able to receive all the new stations
available to subscribers of the cable
service because of not having a
converter box, now priced at $70,

plus tax.

The Texas Municipal Retirement
System has offered an update of
employee benefits at a cost of
$102.30 more per month or $12,-
027.60 more per year for the city’s
portion of the cost. The aldermen
approved the expenditure.

Supervisor of Public Works
James Killough received word in
Austin recently that the city's pro-
posal for alternate use of the city
sewage treatment plant has been
accepted by the State Water Com-
mission and only awaits arrival of
the final paperwork, according to
Burrous.

In his monthly budget report,
Burrous said that expenses are run-

ning just under the level budgeted,

while income is more than was

budgeted.

Aldermen noted that the fire de-.
partment is one of the departments:
running considerably over budget
in relation to the fiscal year, and
asked about travel and school ex-:

penses for the firemen.

Burrous recommended that the
aldermen require the firemen to
double up on room occupancy and
abide by a daily limit on meal
expenses in order to keep costs

down. The aldermen authorized
Burrous to get together with the

county and see what level of ex-

penses they allow for those whose

schooling they provide.

Death by infection
still preventable

Tetanus is 100 percent preventa-
ble, yet 45 Texans between 1982
and 1986 reportedly acquired this
dangerous, and often times deadly,
infection, says the Texas Medical
Association.

protected against tetanus.

If you do get a puncture wound
or a deep ragged wound and you
are not sure if you have been
immunized for tetanus, clean the
wound and see your doctor imme-
diately.

Talk to your doctor about this
and other immunizations you and
your family may need. And be sure
to keep your vaccinations up to
date.

RULES AND REGULATIONS
I. General

1. All entries must be sent to the Young Farmers, Box
99, by 5:00 p.m., February 12, 1988. Any incomplete or
unsigned entry will be fined $25.00.

2. Entry fee — To be used for bedding, show expense, etc.

8. All livestock must be in place by 12:00 p.m.,
Wednesday, February 17, 1988. Weighing will begin at
4:30 p.m., must be weighed by 8:00 P.M.

4. All animals must be weighed at the time of entry
by the official weighers. Only one weigh back will be
allowed if the animal does not make the limits set. This
weigh back must be within one hour of the first
weighing or at the discretion of the Superintendent.

5. All animals will be ear-tagged or numbered by the
County Agent or Ag Teacher before they are weighed.

6. Each exhibitor will not be allowed to show more
than two calves, two barrows, and two iambs. Exhibitor
will be allowed to sell no more than three animals and
only two animals in any division. If individual shows
more than three animals, he must notify the Superin-
tendent immediately after judging which three animals
he will place in the sale.

7. The number of animals that will be sold through
the auction will be as follows: 125 Barrows, 125 lambs,
40 steers, or 75% of the total animals that are weighed
in. Whichever is the smaller number:

8. The percent of the animals to be sold will be figured
on each class. If animal eligible to sell is pulled, the next
animal in line from that class will sell. This will be at the
discretion of the Superintendent.

9. Animals that make the show but do not make the
sale will be sold with the floor animals, unless exhibitor
pulls the animals by one hour after showing.

10. All livestock will be sifted by weight. Sifted animals
will be the responsibility of the owner and must be removed
from the barns by 10:00 p.m. on Wednesday.

11. A division showmanship trophy will be awarded for
Beef, Swine, and Sheep. The animals must have been
owned, fitted, and groomed by the exhibitor for the ex-
hibitor to be eligible for a showmanship trophy.

12. No calf will be allowed in the show that has not been
owned as of September 1st. Barrows and lambs must have
been owned as of December lst.

13. Only active 4-H and FFA members are eligi-
ble to show. All livestock entered in the show must have
been fed under the supervision of the Castro County

Agent or a Vocational Agriculture Teacher of Dimmitt,
Hart or Nazareth High School and must be so certified
by one of the above on the entry card.

14. To be eligible to show, all 4-H club members must
be enrolled in a Castro County 4-H club under the
supervision of the Castro County Agent. All FFA members
must be enrolled in a Castro County school. All exhibitors
must reside in Castro County, be at least nine (9) years of
age, or in the third grade, be enrolled in a public or
private Elementary or Secondary school located within
the county.

15. All animals must be reasonably dry and clean before
weighing. Any animal not so, may be declared in-
eligible to show by the committee in charge of the
division.

16. Animals are the responsibility of the exhibitor until
they are loaded on the truck. Any animal left in the barn
after trucks are loaded are the responsibility of the seller.
17. The Dimmitt Young Farmers shall reserve the right
to disqualify any exhibitor or animal for any reason tﬁat
is deemed necessary. Also the Young Farmers will not be
responsible for any injury, loss, or gamage to persons or
property arising from the Castro County Junior Livestock
Show and Sale. :

18. Exhibitors and show officials will be the only
persons allowed in the show ring.

19. Any animal sold on floor must have been entered in
show.

20. Any exhibitor found violating the rules may be
subject to a fine up to $200 and suspension from the
County show for a period of 1 year. The person signing
the entry card may also be fined up to $200. Entry
cards will not be accepted from the offending organiza-
tion until the fine is paid.

21. All protests must be in writing and be accompanied
by a deposit of $50.00 which will be forfeited if protest
is not sustained. Such protest must state plainly the
cause of complaint or appeal, and must be delivered to
the livestock show management immediately after oc-
casion for such protest. The protest committee will
consist of the Young Farmer officers and the various
Division Superintendents.

" Social Security
in Castro County

Workers in the local area suffer-
ing from a physical impairment
which prevents them from working
should consider applying for Social
Security disablility benefits when it
appears the impairment will last 12
months or longer.

Social Security disability bene-
fits can be paid to workers under
65, disabled widows and widowers
50-60, and to unmarried adult
children who become disabled be-
fore reaching 22,

Under Social Security, a person
is considered disabled if he or she
has a severe impairment which pre-
vents him or her from doing any
substantial gainful work and is ex-
pected to last for at least 12 months
or result in death.

No payments can be made to a
disabled worker, widow, or widow-
er for the first 5 full months of
disability.

Before a person applies for disa-
bility benefits it will be helpful if
he or she gathers certain informa-
tion. Information that will help
speed the application process in-
cludes: the person’s Social Security
number; date last worked; date per-
son became sick or was injured;
names, addresses, and telephone
numbers of doctors, hospitals, insti-
tutions or clinics that provided
treatment; military service serial
number, dates, and VA claim num-
ber if available; list of kinds of jobs
performed in previous 15 years;
names and social security numbers
of spouse and children; and claim
number for workers compensation
or any other public disability pay-
ments.

dit are small, you should be able to
show on a worksheet how you
arrived at each deduction, and back
it up with canceled. checks and
receipts,” says Nancy Granovsky, a
home economist with the Texas
A&M University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

She advises beginning in January
to consolidate records for the previ-
ous tax year and to get organized
for the new tax year.

Sort paper, records and receipts
into the following categories: in-
come receipts, including Forms
1099 and W-2; bank statements;
mortgage statements; all other cate-
gories that match deductions, ad-
justments and credits you plan to
claim.

If you run out of desk space or
have cartons of old financial papers
in the garage, Granovsky says you
may be able to throw some of them
away. . .

"The general rule is that records
should be kept as long as they're
important for any federal tax law.
So records supporting income or
deductions should be kept at least
until the period of limitations ex-
pires for the return."

"As you clean out old records,
remember that some should be kept
indefinitely," cautions the special-
ist. "Keep copies of tax returns, for
example, as part of your permanent
tax records. They can be helpful as
you prepare future returns and are
necessary if you file an amended
return. They may also be helpful to
your survivors and the executor of
your estate,"

Records that verify the "basis" of
property such as your home, should
be kept until no longer needed,
which can be many years. This
includes documents showing your
purchase price, purchase expenses,
cost of improvements and any other
adjustments to basis, such as depre-
ciation or casualty losses.

The specialist also recommends
keeping information about the
house you sold and replaced with
your current house. If you post-
poned tax on the gain when you
sold the former house, the basis of
your current house is affected by

the postponed gain.

District checks
59 open hole reports

Approximately 59 open holes
have been reported to the High
Plains Underground Water Conser-
vation District since mid-October
when Midland toddler Jessica Mc-
Clure was trapped for 58 hours in
an open, unused water well.

"Landowners have really cooper-
ated with us to get these holes
closed," says Obbie Goolsby, En-
gineer Technician in charge of the
District’s open hole program. "Dur-
ing November, we worked full time
investigating open hole reports.
Since then, we have investigated all
the reports, contacted the owners

and advised them to close the open

well," he says. District staff mem-
bers are currently rechecking the
well sites to ensure that the open-
ings are properly sealed.

In some cases, investigation
showed the reported open holes to
be cesspools and other types of
holes. District staff members sug-
gested possible procedures to safely
close these openings

Since the toddler fell into a six-
inch casing, these smaller open
holes have received increased at-
tention. While Water District rules
do not specifically include these
casing widths, Goolsby says they
cannot be ignored.

"A six-inch open hole allows
materials to enter the Ogallala
Aquifer and contaminate the under-
ground water supply. The Water
District has been charged with the
task of protecting: the groundwater
quality and can require the small
hole to be closed under these cir-
cumstances," he says.

Goolsby reminds landowners
that open, unused wells are in vio-
lation of State law. "Violation of
this law is a misdemeanor and
carries a $100 to $500 fine on
conviction. The Water District is
not interested in taking people to
court for an open hole. We just
want the open well covered and
safe,” he says.

A solid cap capable of support-
ing a minimum of 400 pounds is
required to cover unused wells. The
cap should extend at least three feet

into the well casing. Also, the cover
should extend out far enough from
the hole on all sides to assure that
the hole will remain covered if the
cap is shifted to the side.

"The possible consequences of
having open holes on your property
outweighs the small amount of time
it takes to close them. You can't
justify having them out there,” he
says.

0181.

Why do some rural towns succeed?
 Unique Nebraska study gives clues

" A fascinating study was done re-
cently on five Nebraska farm commu-
muwspanol'asmmhforwaysw
halt the decline in rural America.
The was far different
from most projects of its kind.

"We were talking one day about a
study that examined why nine out of
l(]smallNebmslmt%\(\;rolswouldd;
appear by the year 2 said Vi
Luﬂn‘bgo-duecwr of the Heartland
Center for Leadership Development
in Lincoln. "Then it hit us—that
study was asking the wrong ques-
tion."

The more constructive approach,
the center decided, would be to focus
"not on why small fowns are dying,
but rather on why some of them are

surviving and thriving in these diffi-
cult times," Luther said.

Ms. Luther, 39, and fellow director
Milan Wall examined five prospering
towns in search of common charac-
teristics that might help other commu-
nities weather the worst farm crisis
since the Depression. The towns,
ranging in population from 400 to
6,000, were selected on the basis of
census data and recommendations
from 100 state business and govern-
ment leaders.

The result was a surprisingly ex-
tensive list of what Luther and Wall
have come to call "20 clues to rural
community survival."

These do not constitute a formula
for success, Luther stressed, but do
offer practical guidelines that might
help other communities. The list of
20 common elements can be broken

down into a half-dozen categories:

LEADERSHIP — The researchers
found as strong a family orientation
in the successful towns as in most
rural communities, but with an impor-
tant difference. There also was a
general willingness to accept neéw-
comers as members of the extended
community family—"cousins," as one
resident put it.

This attitude, in turn, was associat-
ed with a willingness to place women
and young people in leadership roles
to a much greater extent than the
stercotypical small town with its
aging, authoritarian power structure.
One result seemed to be a greater
sense of cooperation throughout the
community, a focus on working to-
ward a common goal.

This is crucial, said Wall, 44,
because, "The problems out there are
so large and the changes so extensive
that no community can afford to
squander the leadership and creativi-
ty" of young people or to waste time
and energy on internecine squabbling.

COMMUNITY PRIDE—One of
the axioms of rural economic devel-
opment is that manufacturers in
search of plant sites are more interest-
ed in a community’s location, labor
force and transportation facilities than
m fancy Chamber of Commerce bro-
chures.

But the trappings are reflections of
community pride, and "a town's per-
ception of itself seems to be crucial”
to its success, Luther said. For one
thing, communities with a positive
self - image seem more willing to
spend the money, time and energy
necessary o assure quality in business
facilities and community services, the
researchers found.

But perhaps more important, Luth-
er said, is that such towns tend not to
be "paralyzed by fear, but rather
mobilized by opportunity.” As one
nural resident told the researchers:
"When you get scared, you don’t do
a whole lot of deep thinking."

INVESTMENT — The successful
communities are as frugal as any
when it comes to spending tax mon-
ey, the researchers found. But that
does not'prevent them from spending
the money necessary to maintain a
sound infrastructure — streets, water
systems, sewage treatment facilities.
A high priority also is placed on
assuring a local health care system
and on good education.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT—
All the successful communities had
active development programs, but
they also had one additional element:
A realistic attitude about their poten-
tial success. Few believe they can
land a major industry, and the focus
is on helping homegrown businesses
expand

But not always: In one of the
smaller communities included in the
study, a town of 600, the folks
pooled their resources, went out and
bought their own industry. That com-
pany, a mattress manufacturer, now
employs 15 people.

once a month a grocer in one very
small town included in the survey
drives 30 miles to a larger town and
does a bit of comparison shopping in
the supermarkets there. His mission is
simple: He doesn’t want his home-
town folks to have an excuse to shop
elsewhere.

The result, Luther said, is that the
man has a "terrific grocery, as good
as any in much larger towns in terms
of price and variety."

* That kind of attitude is common
among business people in successful
communities, she added.

f Good quality hay
Is In short supply

The hay situation across Texas is
mixed, with generally good quality
hay of all types in short supply,
says Dr. Robert Schwart, economist
- dairy marketing with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
The Texas A&M University Sys-
tem.

Demand for lower quality hay is
brisk, and grass hay demand is
strong in some areas where alfalfa
hay has normally been available,
Schwart says. This year good quali-
ty alfalfa is in generally short sup-
ply.

Prices for alfalfa of all grades
continue strong, while grass hay
prices are variable. "In some areas
of the state, high quality coastal
presently is bringing as much as
nigh qualiyy alfalfa brought last
year at this ime," Schwart says.

The USDA'’s 1987 annual crop
production summary released re-

cently indicated 149 million tons of
all types of hay were harvested
nationally. This is 4 percent below
the 1986 production levels. Addi-
tionally, U.S. 1987 alfalfa produc-
tion was down 8 percent while
other hay production was up one
percent last year, Schwart notes.

Texas hay producers harvested a
total of 3.24 million acres of hay in
1987, down one percent from 1986
harvested acres. Production of
Texas alfalfa hay totaled 490 thou-
sand tons from 140 thousand acres
in 1987, compared to 640 thousand
tons from 160,000 acres in 1986. In
addition, 3.1 million acres of other
types of hay were harvested in
Texas in 1987, unchanged from
1986 levels. Total other hay pro-
duction in 1987 was 7.44 million
tons, up nine percent from 1986
levels, the economist adds.

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New tax laws affect children’s income

When tax time rolls around in
April, many parents and their chil-
dren are in store for a nasty sur-
prise.

They will find that almost all of
the children will pay more income
tax than they have in the past. They
will have to turn over tax dollars to
the IRS rather than the school

registrar.

The cause of the larger tax bite is
not poor financial planning, but
changes made by the 1986 Tax
Reform Act.

The new rules that affect your
children’s taxes are referred to as
the "Kiddie Tax" provisions. You
need to be aware of them and plan

Here is a rundown of
some of the new rules.

Part of the new tax laws require
that for each of your children age
five or older, you need to list their
social security number on your tax
return when you file. There’s a
special place on the front of the
newly revised Form 1040. Without
the numer, the dependency exemp-
tion for each child, worth $1,900
this year, will be denied.

There are three important points
to keep in mind. First if any of your
children do not have social security
cards, you should apply for them as
soon as possible.

The second point you need to
remember is that by including your
child’s social security number on
your tax return, you are setting
your entire family up in caase
anyone has a tax dispute with the
IRS. You may have heard recently
about the IRS emptying a young
boy’s $10 savings account to help
satisfy a tax dispute his father was
having with the agency. The boy
wrote President Reagan about the
ordeal. The IRS now says it won’t
levy gainst a bank account with a
balance of under $100. However, as
a matter of procedure, the IRS will

notify all banks to freeze all ac-
counts belonging to you, whether
or not you are the primary name on
the account, whenever a tax debt is
delinquent.

Third, under the new tax law, the
special double personal exemption

for dependents or students has been
repealed. No longer can a working

student claim his or her own perso-
nal dependency exemption while
the parent claims the same exemp-
tion. Through tax year 1986, that
was okay. Now the laws says that if
the parent provides more than half
that student’s support, the parent
claims the $1,900 exemption on the
parent’s return. The child is no
longer entitled to his or her own
exemption.

MCCB offers tips
on trimming trees

In recent years, Dimmitt has
been struck by a rash of “de-
homed” trees.

These trees are a pitiful sight and
the Mayor's Council for City Beau-
tification wants (o inform the public
of the comrect way 1o trim their
trees 10 keep them looking beautiful

and proportioned.

“The comrect proportion is de-
stroyed when the 1op limbs are cut
ofl. The new limbs that grow back
arc wispy, weak and unattractive,”
said Sara Hill, chairperson for the
Mayor's Council on City Beautifi-
caton.

"Beautiful, pleasing, propor-

toncd and strong wrees will result
when you tim your trees cormect-
ly,” Hill said. "Cut the branches off
at the base where they join the
largest branches and do not leave a
stub. Trim cross limbs that rub each
other. Take out a limb if it is
layered 100 close 10 another limb
and snip off little sprouts.

“It is important that sunlight is
able 0 get into the center of the
tree so that fungus will not grow
and kill your trees,” Hill said.

“If you want trees under the
ubiquitous high lines, plant dwarf
uces 5o that they will never have 0
be opped. Remember, a de-homed
tree is a pitiful sight,” she added.
