Forty-three years ago, at 11 o' 
clock in the morning, November 
11, 1918, the guns fell silent on the 
battlefields of Europe. World War 
I, the most terrible war the world 
had ever known up to that time, 
was over. It was the prevailing 
notion of the day that thei "war 
to end all wars" had been fought 
and won. How tragically wrong 
that notion proved to be. 

A grateful nation gave a hero's 
welcome to her fighting men as 
they returned to American shores—
but as memories dimmed with the 
passage of time, the significance 
of November 11th itself seined to 
become less clear. 

The American Legion at its se-
cond National Convention in Cleve-
land, Ohio, in 1920, passed a re-
solution requesting that November 
11th be made a national holiday. 
Similar resolutions were adopted 
by succeeding American Legion 
National Conventions until 1938 
when Congress proclaimed the date 
a national holiday. 

Originally designated as Armis-
tice Day, and specificaly to corn 
memorate the ending of World War 
I and the elimination of a tyranni-
cal power—this special day again 
was endangered as history unfold-
ed, and two more amed conflicts 
were forced upon America. 

In recognition of America's new 
war heroes, The American Legion 
sponsored a bill that changed World 
One's Armistic Day to a day honor-
ing all ex-servicemen and in that 
it became a day to honor all vet-
erans, a day dedicated to world 
peace. 

Participating In this patriotic 
holiday, Dimmitt's Greer H. Estes 
Post No. 445, The American Le-
gion, Department of Texas, join-
ed with the more than 16,000 local 
Legion organizations throughout 
the nation and overseas in obser-
ving Veterans Day. 

The local Post invited all veter-
ans to their Flag Raising Cere-
mony at 7:30 Sunday, followed by 
a breakfast at the Dickey's Cafe. 
The group was then dismissed to 
attend the Church of their Choice.

Many of the smaller fishing lakes 

of Texas are Chamber of Com-
merce projects built for multiple 
uses 

Typical is Oak Creek Lake in 
Central West Texas near Bronte 
Actually, this lake was planned by 
the Sweetwater Board of City De-
velopment, a tax-supported Cham-
ber of Commerce 

It was undertaken when the Gulf 
Oil Company, which had a refin-
ery at Sweetwater at that time, 
told of its future water needs. 

Already there were several small 
lakes around Sweetwater, mainly 
the city's municipal water supply 
But Sweetwater is in the low rain 
belt So it was evident that this 
lake, plus Lake Trammel and th 
Santa Fe Inkes—all small impound-
ments--could not take care of fu-
ture water needs 

Besides that. Sweetwater resi-
dents had to travel too far for their 
fishing! 

Accordingly, in the late 40's right 
after the end of World War II,talk 
began about a new lake. Engi-
neers were brought in They said 
the best chance was in Oak Creek 

But Oak Creek was on the other 
side of the Callahan Divide and in 
the Colorado watershed Sweetwa-
ter was In the Brazos watershed 
Naturally some of the local resi-
dents protested that it would be 
too costly to pump the water up 
over the divide. 

Engineers, however, soon prov-
ed this was a wrong philosophy 
And work began! The dam was corn 
completed In the early 50's It war 
still a small lake, compared with 
Whitney or Buchanan, but its 2, 
000 surface acres, backed up into 
dry creeks and canyons, provided 
a lot of good fishing water 

The city offered leases around 
the lake or campsites, and de- 
veloped several recreational areas 
Texas Game & Fish Commission 
charged a small fee for fishing, hay 
ing an understanding with the state 
that this money would be plowed 
hack into lake development 

As a result, Oak Creek today 
Is one of the better fishing lakes 
in the state It is particularly good 
in the old Oak Creek bed, where 
huge pecan trees still stand 

The Game & Fish Commission 
has done some selective fish kills 
on the lake to rid It of rough fish 
Ih t t.sits'ty tZ'se (s t a lake after 

trw years 
During tl e past year the water 

less! ct the lake suffered greatly 
because of the lack of rain But 
new there Is plenty of water and 
during the winter months Oak 
Creek Lake will afford excellent 
fishing and duck hunting

52.68 a hundred for grain sor- 
ghum! That's what Keith Barrett, 
Chief Economist with J. Bibby & 
Sons, feed manufacturers of Li-
verpool, England, pays for it to 
mix with his company's livestock 
and poultry feeds. Ed Bennett, As-
sociation Secretary-Treasurer and 
farmer of Hart, along with Asso-
ciation staff members, last week 
showed Mr. Barrett grain sorghum 
production, marketing and use in 
the High Plains. The British visitor 
was particularly interested in es-
tablishing new lines of information 
relative to grain sorghum price 
and availablity for use by his com-
pany as it plans its long-range 
feed purchases from the world mar-
ket. 

England and the other United 
Kingdom countries imported over 
100,000 tons of grain sorgum from 
the United States last year but this 
level dropped to 43,000 tons during 
this year. Barrett pointed out that 
his and other feed compounding 
companies had not turned against 
grain sorghum but that during this 
period sales policies of the Com-
modity Credit Corporation in the 
United States made U. S. Corn 
more favorably priced to them than 
other feed grains including milo. 
He said that this past year milo 
generally ranged from S1 per ton 
lower to $1 per ton higher than 
corn but even at this unfavorable 
price relationship, his company 
continued to buy grain sorghum 
because of its recognized value in 
producing quality broiler meat. 

Bennett assured the visitor that 
the GSPA farmer members are 
concerned over the British pro-
blems of obtaining grain sorghum 
and that efforts are under way 
to assure that the lower price in 
relationship to corn received by 
farmers will be maintained through 
the marketing channels to the ul-
timate buyer at home or abroad. 

In other grain sorghum business 
Bennett also attended the annual 
meeting of the Kansas Wheat Grow-
ers in Dodge City. Kansas along 
with Nolan Chandler, Agricuitur- 
n1 Assistant of the 	Association. 
Bennett pointed out that the Meat 
Growers are very interested in 
forthcoming legislation affecting 
grain sorghum and other feed grain 
that with the current wheat pro-
gram, there are strong relation-
ships between the two commodi-
ties.

What kind of reception do you 
receive, 'Mr. Hunter,' when you 
take home your bag of game? 
Does your wife throw up her hands 
in disgust? 

If she does, says Ed Cooper, ex-
tension wildlife specialist, the fault 
may rest with the hunter. The mis-
handling of game after the kill of-
ten makes impossible a tasty pre-
paration Job in the kitchen, and the 
putting of meat on the family ta-
ble as you would like it. 
Immediate and proper bleeding 

of game animals is most impor-
tant In improving meat flavor, 
points out Cooper. The same is 
true, he adds, for ducks and geese 
and most other game species. This. 
practice will do much, Cooper says 
to remove the strong, gamey fla-
vor which some people dislikz. 

The specialist recommends field 
dressing immediately after the kill 
especially if the weather is rela-
tively warm. The sooner the ani-
mal is dressed the better for im-
mediate dressing means fewer 
chances for meat spoilage or un-
desirable flavor or odor. 

Keep the game clean, advises 
Cooper. Avoid letting hair, feathers 
dirt or other trash or debris come

The old late-in-July, late-in-Aug-
ust and early-in-November voting 
months were far less strenuous 
than the present early-in-May, ear-
ly in June, and early in November 
dates. 

Campaigning in the heat of the 
summer now is very much pre-
ferred over the cold winter months 
and the long, tedious battle period 
that extends from December to 
November. 

Don't be surprised if there is 
a big demand to return to the old 
election dates, They consumed on-
ly about 120 days, compared with 
this year's long, drawn-out, pace-
killing, man-killing, more-than-300 
day battle. 

Governor-Elect John Connally 
has been quoted as saying he would 
favor moving the primary elec-
tions to August or September, as 
they are in most two-party states. 

Under the present system the 
various party organizations close 
shop during the summer.

Another reason for reverting tc 
the old dates is that the cost of 
maintaining a long campaign na-
turally is much greater than the 
expense involved in a short one. 

Island Under Fire—Officials of 
state and federal government had 
a heated discussion about land val-
ues on Matagorda Island in a pre-
liminary round in the General Land 
Office. 

Main bout will take place during 
the November 19 session of the 
U.S. District Court at Victoria, 
where the federal government has 
filed a suit to condemn a lease 
on some 16,000 acres of land on 
the island. 

State of Texas will contest the 
suit. 

U. S. has leased land on Mata-
gorda Island since 1942 for Air 
Force bombing practice. But when 
Land Commissioner Jerry Sadler 
was notified on May 31 that a new

The heavy vote for Jack Cox a-
gainst John Connally, election of 
two members to the national House 
of Representatives and seven mem-
bers to the Texas House, plus sub-
stantial Republican votes in nearly 
all areas, are being interpreted by 
many State Capitol observers as 
meaning that never again will the 
Democratic nomination be "tanta-
mount to election." 

Dallas County elected every Re-
publican candidate for county and 
legislative office they had on their 
ballot, and gave Cax a 25,000 vote 
lead over Connally. Tarrant and 
Harris were close. Bexar, El Paso, 
Travis and Nueces, the next four 
of the big counties, went Demo- 

cratic. 
Unofficial and incomplete returns 

indicate that Connally carried 204 
count es and Cox carried 50, But 
it was the substantial Cox votes 
in the 204 counties he lost which 
makes this election significant. 

Connally is conferring with legis-
lators and with state boards and 
commissions. He will not make 
complete budget recommendations, 
since outgoing Gov. Price Daniel 
is required, under the Constitution, 
to make budget recommendations 
to the Legislaturd in January. 

But Connally will make his own 
budget proposals in his message 
to the Legislature.

In answer to a residential re-
quest, the committee will plan for 
conservation and use of essential 
resources and services at state and 
local levels in case of nuclear at-
tack, and a temporary breakdown 
of control of service operations. 

James H. Garner, state cordina-
tor of Civil Defense and Disaster 
Relief, will serve as State Emer-
gency Planning director. Other 
members of the committee include 
representatives of government, in-
dustry, commerce, consumers' ser-
vices, labor and agriculture. 

Employment Up—Unemployment 
in the state dropped n September 
to its lowest level since October, 
1959. September showed 155,400 un-
employed, compared to 170,100 in 
August. 

Employment increased from 3, 
471,300 hired workers to 3,472,800. 
Texas Employment Commission 
predicted nn over-all gain in em-
ployment between September and 
November, with a heavy concen-
tration in non-factory industries. 

Fish Creek Dam—The Texas Wa-
ter Commission authorized a per-
mit to the City of Gainesville to 
build a $1,724,143 dam system on 
Fish Creek, a tributary of the Red 
River. 

Plans for the dam, which was 
backed byi local citizenry 2-1/2  to 
1 in a local bond election, will in-
clude a reservoir with storage ca-
pacity of 23,210 acre feet; supply 
pipeline to town; and a filter plant. 

Surface water will be used with 
water from Trinity wells until the 
well supply dwindles. Then the re-
servoir is expected tq supply all 
water for a population expected to 
reach 24,000 in 1995. 

Talking Books—Only about 10 per 
cent of the estimated 25,000 blind 
people in Texas are taking advan-
tage of a free service just for them, 
said Dr. Dorman H. Winfrey, di-
rector of the Texas State Library. 

Winfrey said that this 10 per cent 
"read" about 56,467 talking books 
last year. But he estimated that 
the books which are recorded or 
phonograph records would be read 
by 10,000 if they were told about 
them. 

The state library circulates both 
talking books and Braille, free of 
charge, including postage, to any 
eligible blind person. Inquiries a-
bout eligiblity should be sent to 
the State Commission for the Blind. 
201 East 14th Street, Austin. 

Optometry Rule Challenged—An 
attorney for Texas State Optical 
accused the State Board of Op-
tometry Examiners with passing 
a rule unrelated to optometry when 
the board met with the House Com-
mittee on State Licensing and E-
xaming Boards. 

House committee is in the pro-
cess of checking the efficiency of 
operations of each of Texas' 24 
state licensing agencies. 

Rule challenged by attorney 
Quentin Keith would prevent op-
tometrists from practicing under 
a trade name, and force an op-
tometrist to be in his office 50 per 
cent of the time he's open for 
business. 

Disputed rule--approved in De-
cember, 1959—has never gone into 
effect because of a restraining or-
der Lee Optical filed three days 
after its passage. 

Injunction Is still effective, since 
the suit has not come to trial. 
Council hired an executive vice-
president, Bill Stinson, a member 
of governor-elect John Connally's 
campaign staff. 

Stinson, former public relations 
director for the Gunter Hotel in 
San Antonio, will open an office 
in Austin soon.

Percentages are up in mining, 
contract construction, manufactur-
ing and retail trade, but down In 
transportation, property income 
and retail trade, but down in trans-
portation, property income and pro-
nrietorie income.

indicate that germination of seeds 
fumigated at high temperatures —
80 degres F.or above and at high 
moisture content — 11 percent or 
above may be reduced. Because 
the use of chemicals involve ha-
zards, Elliott suggests that the 
local county agent be contacted 
for complete details on what and 
how to use recommended insecti-
cides. 

It is time to think about next 
year's cotton plant-seed. Some gro- 
wers, reports Fred C. Elliott, cot-
ton specialist for the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service, have 
already placed in storage seed of 
good quality. Others will do the 
same as the harvest moves into 
their areas. 

To those who have not yet sav-
ed planting seed, Elliott suggests 
a first class house cleaning job 
for the storage facilities. Cotton-
sed,he points out, should be stor-
ed only in bins that have been 
cleaned thoroughly of waste ma-
terial such as old grain, trash, 
feed sacks or other seed or debris 
which furnish living quarters for 
insects) It is a good practice to 
"sweep down" the ceiling and 
walls and clean the floor of the 
bin to remove hidden waste. Use 
builder's molding to cover cracks 
to eliminate seed collecting in them 
he explains. Waste grain, seed rind 
other materials beneath and near 
bins should be destroyed. 

For those who have stored seed, 
Elliott suggests that reular checks 
he made or the seed and facili-
ties to make sure insect pests 
haven't moved in. Insects, he adds 
are more likely to become a pro-
blem if a large percentage of the 
seed are cracked and if stored in 
bins which harbored insects at the 
time the seed were placed in sto-
rage. 

The specialist says several che-
micals are recommended for use 
in and around the storage bins 
before seed are stored. Others may 
be used as a dust to treat the 
sed when they are placed in stor-
age while other insecticides can 
be used to fumigate cottonseed 
which may have become infested 
with stored grain pests. 

Seed treated with chemical dust 
should not be crushed or used for 
feed , emphasizes Elliott u s e 

caution) he adds, in fumigating 
cottonseed whit( will be used for 
planting purposes. Under certain 
conditions fumigants may lower the 
germination of the seed.

Teh growers heard a report on 
cotton's situation during the past 
Year from Earl Sears of the Na-
tional Cotton Council. 

He stated that in 1961 cotton ex-
perienced one of the biggest com-
netitive losses in its history. This 
was particularly true against ray-
on, traditionally its biggest domes-
tic competitor, which took nearly 
200,000 bales of consumption away 
from cotton. 

The loss) resulted from a com-
bination of factors. Rayon manu-
facturers redoubled their efforts 
in research and actually made som 
some improvements in their pro-
ducts. Promotion eforts also were 
moved to capitalize on the price 
advantage rayon held over cotton 
during this period. 

Other warning signals continu-
ed to flash strongly last year for 
U. S. growers. Disturbing signs 
indicated an upward trend in for-
eign production. Evidence also be-
come stronger that oreign produc-
ers, who alreae have the great 
advantage of low labor costs, may 
be catching up with U. S. growers 
in the use of modern technology, 
he said. 

Over the latest three seasons. 
U. S. yields have declined slightly. 
while foreign yields have shown an 
accelerated upward trend, increas-
ing 17 per cent. They increased 
almost as much in the last three 
years as in the preceding six.

Soon, pleadings in various pending 
suits in the West asserted para-
mount right) to water under the 
so-called "reservation doctrine" 
and led many westerners to fear 
that the U. S. proposed to take 
away, without compensation, exist-
ing water rights acquired under 
State law. Questions remain as to 
which water rights have been ac-
manner that there is no future 
quired under State law in such 
question as to the existence of a 
valid property right. 

Even before the Pelton case, at-
tempts were made to have the Con-
gress decide the issue through en-
actment of legislation assuring the 
supremacy of State water laws.

ed under State laws were secure. 
However, none of the legislative 

acts just mentioned in any way 
changed Federal responsibilities in 
the field of commerce, and made 
no reference to their effect on Fed-
eral responsibilities in the fields 
of national defense, general wel-
fare, or on the treaty- mkaking 
clauses of the Constitution. In fact, 
Congress has on sevens! occasions 
reaffirmed by statute the Federal 
sovereignty with respect to naviga-
tion. 

Cases such as U.S. v. Rio Grande 
Dam and Irrigation Co. in 1890 
and Winters V. U.S. in 1908 made 
it clear that the sovereignty of the 
United States over waters need-
ed under the commerce and trea- 

ty-making clauses had not been 
broadly relinquished by any statu-
tory enactments. In 1940 the New 
River case broadened the defini-
tion of navigable waters in the 
Federal Power Act by stating that 
the tributaries of navigable stream 
also come under the Commerce 
Power. The congressional declare-
ton of policy on flood control fur-
ther expanded Federal activity in 
the field of water resources. 

The potential conflicts having 
become apparent, Congress declar-
ed in the 1944 Flood Control Act 
its policy to recognize the interests 
and rights of the States in deter-
mining the development of the wa-
tersheds within their borders and 
provided that the use of works au- 
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
