a view from

The Lamplighter
By Ken Towery________

Many years ago, when I was a 
reporter in Austin covering politics and 
government for a chain of Texas 
newspapers, the House of Representa­
tives was presided over, for one or two 
sessions, by a particularly inept Speak­
er. The Speaker held a Ph.D. in 
“ education” , but somehow his formal 
education did not extend to matters of 
government.

On one occasion 1 was complaining to 
a lobbyist who had backed the Speaker 
for his post, chiding him for helping 
saddle the House (and the State) with a 
person whom I regarded, rightly or 
wrongly, as being of small calibre. His 
response has stuck with me for all these 
years.

"Ken, don’t knock him.”  he said. 
“ He’s alright. He’s just like a planta­
tion field hand. Every Saturday night he 
has to have a little money.”

He added, “ He is what we in the 
lobby call an expensive keeper” .

The message was clear, if the lobbyist 
was telling the truth. At any rate things 
have changed somewhat. Now the 
whole process is surrounded with 
legality and moral uprightness. There 
are now “ office-holder accounts” , 
which have the color of legality, if not 
the morality of it. The “ expensive 
keepers”  are still with us, in spades.

I lie  difference between now and then 
is that the office holders are supposed to 
report the gifts they receive, and the 
manner in which they spend money 
from their separate slush funds. Those 
reports have now been filed, and they 
make interesting reading. Our six top 
office holders report spending more 
than two million dollars (American 
money) in 1983 from their separate 
“ office-holder”  accounts. Apparently 
Governor Mark White led the list. He 
spent some $900,000 in 1983, with a 
little over $500,(XX) going to make 
payments on loans advanced to him 
during his campaign. The rest went for 
a variety of worthy causes such as 
entertainment, hotel bills, flowers, 
transportation, whatever.

Our Lt. Governor. Bill Hobby, raised 
$629,637 and spent $202,822. Hobby 
spent $46,700 of that for liquor and food 
for a number of political receptions. So 
it goes. Our Attorney General Jim 
Mattox, who is our chief law enforce­
ment officer, spent $50,000 of his 
$200,000 fund for pre-trial lawyers’ bills 
to defend himself against a felony 
indictment on commercial bribery.

There is no real need, one supposes, 
to recite the entire list, or all the 
expenditures. You get the picture.

Since it is all legal, I don’t suppose we 
can say it is wrong. But nevertheless it 
is worrisome. We hear a great deal 
these days about the supposed corrosive 
influence of “ PACs”  or political action 
committees who give money to political 
campaigns. For my money the “ office­
holder accounts”  pose a far greater 
danger, if danger is there. The PACs at 
least take their chances when they pay 
their money. Their candidate may lose, 
and then they are out in the cold. Those 
who give to the office holder accounts 
are betting on a sure thing. They know 
it, and the politicians know it.

Whether it is wrong or right, one 
thing is certain: We now have a whole 
nest of “ expensive keepers”  en- 
scounsed in our top state offices.

On another note: The Border Patrol 
reports they caught more than one 
million illegal aliens during the past 
twelve months, and they estimate this 
year the figure will be much higher. 
During the three months between 
September and December of 1983 the 
figure jumped 19 percent, to 204.136.

In Monday’s regular meeting of the 

commissioners court a request was 
made before them by Mel Pope. Donald 
Gowens, and Ted Moore to channel on 
either side of the running water draw 
IVi miles south of Sandhill on Highway 
378 for maintenance purposes. Re­
presentatives of the Texas Highway 
Department said that nearly $110,000 
had already been committed for this 
orojected by the department. The 
project would consist of raising the flow 
line and constructing a new bridge. 
They explained the state could pay 
anything for right-of-way on a farm-to- 
market road. Landowners, James Jeff- 
ress and J.W. Becker, would continue 
to have full use of the right-of-way land 
after construction is complete and the 
right-of-way is reseeded. Com­
missioners Sam Spence and Bob Jarrett 
agreed to meet with landowners and 
report back to the court at the next 
meeting.

County Auditor Bobbie Hamilton 
reported $648,542 in 1983 taxes had 
been collected as of 1 -31-84 for a total of 
85.71 percent of the total taxes and 
77.13 percent of the tax levy.

Landowners meet 
with Commissioners
Some of the landowners adjacent to 

the old Baker Road and those lying in 
the path of the extension of that road 
tentatively planned to join to Lakeview 
Road FM 1958 met with commissioners 
at the close of the regular commissioner 
court meeting held Monday at the 
county courthouse. The commissioners’ 
court had petitioned the state to repair 
and maintain county road in October 
and the state granted that request.

Landowners attending were G.L. 
Fawver. A.C. Pratt, Mrs. Myrtle Klat- 
tenhoff, James Lee Nichols, Louis Pyle, 
Kenneth Willis, Henry Willis, Johnny 
Dunlap, Tommy Farris and Gene Ed- 
miston, Mr. Murlin Bennett, right-of- 
way specialist for the Texas Highway 
Deptment, of Plainview had been in 
close contact with County Judge Choise 
Smith and Jack Lackey, commissioner 
of Precinct No. 4 in the recent weeks. 
Smith carefully explained the re­
commendations that had been made by 
Bennett in regard to a tremendous 
savings in constructing the road by 
varying the additional 20’ necessary for 
the state, increasing the width of the 
road to 100’ , sometimes to one side of 
the present roadway or the other to 
avoid irrigation wells, gas lines, an 
excessive distance of telephone line, 
and some tile line, highlines and fences. 
Basically, the additional 20’ would fall 
to west and north of the present 
roadway. The estimated cost to the 
county would be in excess of $100,000 if 
the road was constructed with a straight 
10’ width taken on each side as it is laid 
out now.

The large majority of the landowners 
present were in favor of the road, and 
their response was optimistit and 
enthusiastic. “ It’ s definitely an asset. 
I’ m all in favor of the roads and as soon 
as we can get it,”  stated Pratt, a 
landowner who could have some of his 
property divided by the new road.

Willis, Pratt and Mrs. Klattenhoff 
ask the court to request the Texas 
Highway Department to make a gradual 
variation of approximately 100 yards at 
the end of the present road to the west, 
so that by the time the roadway

emerged from a big lakey area on both 
their properties, it would run along and 
adjacent to the west boundary of their 
land, avoiding the separation of the 
acreage.

Edmiston, another landowners, pe­
titioned the court to take the 10 feet off 
both sides along a part of his land where 
the width could be taken in pastureland 
instead of farmland.

With the information that the com­
missioners received in the Monday 
afternoon meeting, they were to talk 
with the Texas Highway Department 
this week. Bennett will probably be in 
the county in the next two weeks.

“ This will save a lot of county money 
and will make a good connection for the 
people in that part of the county,”  
Judge Smith commented.

Grade day hassles examined by 

National Institute of Education
If you have a child in school, you 

know about Report Card Day, that 
fateful day of reckoning. Will your pride 
and joy come bouncing home bursting 
with happy news, or will it be time once 
again to review the Sad Parade of 
Excuses? What can a parent do to help 
the young one succeed?

The National Institute of Education 
has prepared a booklet that describes 
many new and innovative techniques 
that can help both you and your child 
have a happier Report Card Day. Based 
on recently conducted research, “ How 
To Help Your Children Achieve in 
School”  includes a five-step study plan 
for better school performance.

How well a child does in school 
depends in large part on the child’s 
study habits. There is no substitute for 
hitting the books, and no short-cut to 
getting an education, says the National 
Institute of Education. Yet many stu­
dents do not believe that the hours 
spent studying or the amount of work 
they do will make the difference 
between success and failure. It’s far 
easier to blame failure on unfair 
teachers, or distracting classmates, or 
bad luck or twenty other reasons, rather 
than admit they just didn’t do the work.

Many young people claim there are 
not enough hours in the day to do all the 
things they want to do — and study too. 
There may be some truth in that, but 
most often there is not a shortage of 
time, but a lack of planning. To 
encourage better use of time, have your 
school-agers draw up a weekly sche­
dule. By writing down how they spend 
their days, hour by hour, young people 
may be surprised how much time they 
are wasting. By organizing their time.
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planning their study hours, and sticking 
to the schedule, they may find they 
actually have more time for “ fun 
things.’ ’ Encourage your youngsters to 
be faithful to the schedule, and make 
sure they have a reasonably quiet, 
well-lighted place to study, far from the 
television and the blaring radio.

You can also help by taking a daily 
interest in your children’ s school work 
and reviewing homework assignments 
with them. Ask them to give a summary 
of a chapter they have just read, or to 
explain how they solved a math pro­
blem. By asking specific questions, you 
can help them focus their thinking and 
see where their weaknesses are.

What is 
F oster Care?

Foster Care is a program designed to 
provide a substitute family life experi­
ence for a child in an agency approved 
household, who needs care for a_ 
temporary or extended period of time: 
During this time the child’s biological 
family is either non-existant, or dysfun- 
tional.

The primary goal of Foster Care is to 
reunite families or to insure the child 

[will leave Foster Care for a permanent 
placement. Foster Care is founded on 
the premise that all children have the 
right to physical care and educational 
and emotional nurturance.

Foster parenting is not a lifetime 
commitment to a child, but a commit­
ment to be meaningful during a child’ s 
lifetime.

SHOULD YOU LOSE WEIGHT?
How can you tell if you are over­

weight? Is there a difference between 
being overweight and being obese?

These questions often bring conflict­
ing answers and there’ s even some 
controversy among nutrition experts 
about the definitions of and the methods 
used to determine who is overweight or 
obese.

For many years most physicians have 
used height/weight charts to determine 
if an individual is the correct weight. 
These tables were developed by insur­
ance companies based on their records.

They indicated the weight ranges at 
which people of various heights and 
builds were statistically at less risk of 
premature death. Recently, these 
weights were revised upward by about 5 
to 7 percent, although several health 
associations have advocated using the 
original lower weights.

Because body weight alone does not 
determine fatness or leanness, the 
“ average”  weight of a person may be 
meaningless. For example, skeleton 
weight can vary from 4 to 9 percent from 
person to person.

This means that a 125-pound woman 
could have a skeleton that weighed as 
little as 5 pounds or as much as II 
pounds. Also, a very muscular person’s 
weight may seem to be high in 
proportion to height, but the person 
actually has very little fat tissue.

Determining the amount of body fat a 
person has is the best method for

defining overweight or “ over fat.”  One 
way to measure body fat is by weighing 
under water. Mathematical calculations 
are then made which define the amount 
of body fat.

A reliable method of determining 
body fatness which is easier than 
weighing under water is to measure 
skin fold thickness by constant tension 
calipers. About half of the body’s fat is 
directly under the skin, so measuring 
the thickness of this fat (called subcuta­
neous fat) is a good index of total body 
fat.

The calipers are used to measure 
several different body sites for thick­
ness. An index of percent of body fat 
can then be calculated according to 
readings at the various body points.

A simpler home test of body fatness 
makes use of a full-length mirror. A 
person is often able to decide whether 
he or she is carrying too much fat by a 
careful study of oneself before a mirror 
without clothes.

Have you gained several pounds over 
the years? Do you find your clothes a 
little tighter than in the past?

If the signs point to having too much 
body fat, don’t wait. Check with your 
physician about a well-balanced, re­
duced calorie diet and an exercise 
program that would be right for you.

Four guidelines given for 
dealing with family stress

Stress is a family affair. One family 
member experiencing stress ends rip­
ples through the entire family.

Often the most stressful times occur 
when a family experiences the pile-up of 
many stressful events. One farm family 
experienced a day piled high with 
stressful happenings -  the farmer’ s hay 
was rained on for the third time, his 
truck's transmission went out. and his 
prize Holstein got sick. The entire 
family was affected by these events.

Serious, single stressful events and 
pile-up situations call for creative 
planning to master family stress. Fam­
ily members display warning signals 
when they experience stress. Among 
them may be sleeplessness, irritability 
or physical symptoms, such as head­
aches. fatique or backaches. Symptoms 
such as frequent parent-child conflicts, 
breakdowns in communications, fault­
finding and sarcasm, or hostile beha­
viors among family members, also show 
up in the family. To recognize that your 
entire family is under stress rather than 
thinking that only one member has a 
problem is an important first step.

You can take four actions to deal with 
family stress. First, you can control 
some events. When surgery is planned 
for Mom. for example, Dad or another 
family member can learn to manage in 
the kitchen before she goes to the 
hospital.

Second, you can control your atti­
tudes, or how you look at events. A 
financial emergency can ruin a planned 
vacation or give a family the opportunity 
to relax and enjoy each other at home — 
it's all in how you look at it.

Third, you can control the responses 
you have to the stressful event. A 
distressed family does not need to treat

each other with criticism that ends in 
angry conflict, or resort to over-eating 
or isolation, for relief. A family can even , 
choose to play together in order to work 
off some tension that is building up.

The fourth way to take action is to 
recognize and use resources. Reaching 
out for help is not a sign of weakness. It 
is knowing your own limits and then 
asking for help when you are feeling 
pulled beyond those limits. Family 
members, the family unit and those 
outside the family unit are among the 
resources to consider for help.

Probably every family experiences 
stress. Learning to cope with it can help 
strengthen your family.

Four guidelines given for 
dealing with family stress

Stress is a family affair. One family 
member experiencing stress ends rip­
ples through the entire family.

Often the most stressful times occur 
when a family experiences the pile-up of 
many stressful events. One farm family 
experienced a day piled high with 
stressful happenings -- the farmer’ s hay 
was rained on for the third time, his 
truck’s transmission went out, and his 
prize Holstein got sick. The entire 
family was affected by these events.

Serious, single stressful events and 
pile-up situations call for creative 
planning to master family stress. Fam­
ily members display warning signals 
when they experience stress. Among 
them may be sleeplessness, irritability 
or physical symptoms, such as head­
aches, fatique or backaches. Symptoms 
such as frequent parent-child conflicts, 
breakdowns in communications, fault­
finding and sarcasm, or hostile beha­
viors among family members, also show 
up in the family. To recognize that your 
entire family is under stress rather than 
thinking that only one member has a 
problem is an important first step.

You can take four actions to deal with 
family stress. First, you can control 
some events. When surgery is planned 
for Mom, for example. Dad or another 
family member can learn to manage in 
the kitchen before she goes to the 
hospital.

Second, you can control your atti­
tudes, or how you look at events. A 
financial emergency can ruin a planned 
vacation or give a family the opportunity 
to relax and enjoy each other at home -  
it’s all in how you look at it.

Third, you can control the responses 
you have to the stressful event. A 
distressed family does not need to treat

each other with criticism that ends in 
angry conflict, or resort to over-eating 
or isolation, for relief. A family can even 
choose to play together in order to work 
off some tension that is building up.

The fourth way to take action is to 
recognize and use resources. Reaching 
out for help is not a sign of weakness. It 
is knowing your own limits and then 
asking for help when you are feeling 
pulled beyond those limits. Family 
members, the family unit and those 
outside the family unit are among the 
resources to consider for help.

Probably every family experiences 
stress. Learning to cope with it can help 
strengthen your family.

Bill Black completes 50 
years in agriculture service

Emergency loan applications being accepted 
by Farmers Home Administration thru Aug. 1

Bill Black, president of Plainview 
Production Credit Association, an­
nounced that the association has com­
pleted its 50th year of service to 
agriculture. Black added that March 
ends a year-long celebration by Produc­
tion Credit Associations across the 
nation in observance of the group’ s 50th 
anniversary.

According to Black, the first Produc­
tion Credit Association was organized 
on September 11, 1933 in Champaign, 
Illinois. By October 10. just eight days 
after filing a loan application, Milton 
Warren of Mansfield, Illinois, received 
the first PC A loan in history. The 
amount was $830.50 which was used to 
purchase 30 head of 850-pound steers.

Created by the Farm Credit Act of 
1933. PCAs were established to provide 
for the short- and intermediate-term 
credit needs of agriculture during the 
Great Depression.

Lcxiking back at this period in history, 
officials of the Plainview association 
admit that severe economic conditions 
of the times made it somewhat difficult 
to get such an organization started. But 
area farmers and ranchers rose to the 
challenge and each charter member 
raised the $5 required to purchase one 
share of class " B "  stock.

Twenty-four signatures appear on the 
original articles of incorporation. Local 
residents may recognize the names of 
relatives and friends on the list. These 
are; Frank P. Bain, Silverton; Tony 
Burson, Silverton; O.C. Axtell, Dim- 
mitt; C.F. Frye. Hereford: Pose L. 
Cunningham. Earth; E.B. Wright. Dim- 
mitt; E.C. Burks, Happy; W.C. Buntin. 
Plainview; .I.W. Heard. Plainview; John 
P. McGarr. Plainview; N.C. Hix, Aber­
nathy; H.S. Hilburn, Plainview; A.H. 
Kreis. Floydada; Olan Ridings. Lock- 
ney; G.L. Fawver, Floydada; O.L. 
Allen, Lockney; R. Fred Brown, Roy- 
dada; W.C. Dinwiddie, Tulia; N.W. 
Uselding, Happy; G.L. Strange, Tulia; 
Amos Parsons, Quitaque; J.B. Gayler, 
Kress; John N. Callagher, Kress: and 
K. Roy Brown. Silverton.

O.C. Axtell. John P. McGarr, Olan 
Ridings. W.C. Dinwiddie and R. Roy 
Brown were elected to serve as original 
directors of the association until the first 

-  annual meeting of the stockholders was 
held. On January 6. 1934. Plainview 
Production Credit Association received 
its official charter.

Black says, “ Having just passed the 
50 year mark of the association, we 
can't help but be grateful to its original 
organizers for pulling together during 
such tough economic times. They made 
it possible for not only farmers and 
ranchers of the 30s. but agricultural 
producers for the next 50 years to have a 
dependable source of credit."

“ With the excellent leadership of our 
current board of directors and the 
support of a very capable staff, we look 
forw ard to another 50 years of financing 
area agriculture.

Plainview PCA is one of 30 member- 
owned Production Credit Associations 
in Texas. Collectively they serve more 
than 15.600 of the state’s agricultural 
producers. Last year almost $2 billion 
was loaned through Texas PCAs.

During 1983. Plainview Production 
Credit Association loaned more than 
$201 million to 1.218 member-borrow­
ers in Bailey, Briscoe, Castro. Royd, 
Hale. Lamb. Parmer and Swisher 
counties.

Nationwide there are 422 PCAs with 
more than $22 billion in loan volume. 
Nationally they serve the credit needs of 
more than 380,000 farmers and ranch­
ers.

Are we interested in fuel efficiency? 
Sure, we shop for a new car and the 

first question we ask the salesman is 
what the gas mileage is.

We shop for a new heater for our 
homes and we look for one most 
economical on fuel.

The same applies to an irrigation 
engine. We feel irrigation is very 
important for the High Rains farmer to 
produce the yields most farmers antici­
pate.

In early years, gas was so cheap, any 
motor that would pull a given well was 
good enough. All the engines in our part 
of the country, were converted automo­
tive and truck engines. Here is where all 
the problems began.

For the last 10 to 12 years, engines 
were designed to run on gasoline with 
an octane rating of 86 to 88, therefore, 
compression ratio had to be around 7 to 
8:1. I know you have heard your car 
sound as though it had a bucket full of 
marbles in the engine when you pushed 
down on the throttle. This is known as 
pre-ignition or spark knock. We don’t 
have this problem when we use natural 
gas as a fuel. Most natural gas is rated 
in the 125-132 octane rating.

Most automotive engines are design­
ed to produce maximum torque from 
3,000 to 4,000 RPMs. and most of our 
irrigation engines are producing 2,000 
to 2.300 RPMs. These are 2 of 3 reasons 
the automotive engines are so ineffi­
cient when used for irrigation engines.

For the last 2 years, we have devoted 
a lot of time in deciding how we can 
improve the natural gas engine. Our 
objective at Don Hardy Race Cars Inc. is 
to improve anything we set out to do. It 
could be making a race car run faster, 
making it safer, or just making it better.

Most of our testing was done on the 
292 Chevrolet and the 300 Ford, 
because these engines are the most 
popular in our areas. Although we find 
most of our testing will apply to the V-8 
engines as well.

The problem using the 7:1 compres­
sion ratio with natural gas. even though 
the octane rating is high, is the flash 
point of natural gas is a lot lower than 
gasoline. The spark plug has to fire 45° 
to 50° before top dead center which 
keeps a lot of heat in the combustion 
chamber before the exhaust valve 
opens.

When we raised the compression 
ratio to utilize the 128-132 octane, the 
higher compression ratio created a lot of 
turbulence in the combustion chamber. 
We can now fire the spark plug at 28° to 
32° before top dead center and keep a 
lot of heat out of the combustion 
chamber. This lets the exhaust valve 
run a lot cooler as well as increase the 
engine life.

We have also found the tolerances are 
very important in making these engines 
efficient. The clearances are very 
important to insure that the piston rings 
seal; good valve jobs are important in 
keeping the engines efficient.

The other problem with automotive 
engines is that they will not produce 
maximum torque at the 2,000 to 2,300 
RPMs. The camshaft is an important 
key that controls the torque range of the 
engine. We have tested over 2 dozen 
camshafts, some are our own designs 
and the others are from experts, all over 
the United States, on our test engines 
and dynometer in our shop this winter. 
We have selected the best camshaft to 
date, but still feel there is improvement 
in this area.

Our testing was done in the field with 
stock VS modified engines by Don 
Hardy Race Cars Inc. and Texas A&M 
Extension Service early last summer. In 
the late summer the Texas A&M 
Extension Service came back and 
rechecked these engines. The engines

were as efficient at that time as when 
the modifications were done earlier. 
Our fuel efficient engine tests show we 
saved 40 cents to 80 cents an hour on 
fuel. Also, this will normally increase 
the horsepower 10%. This will enable 
us to use a 6 cylinder engine where a lot 
of V-8 engines are running now and will 
save even more fuel. All testing results 
are on file in our shop. Any improve­
ment in fuel cost can make a big 
difference in your natural gas bill.

their actual losses, of the operating loan 
needed to continue in business, or 
$50,000, whichever is less. For farmers 
unable to obtain credit from private 
commercial lenders, the interest rate on 
the first $100,000 borrowed is 5 percent: 
interest rate is 8 percent on the balance 
borrowed over that amount. For farmers 
who can obtain commercial credit but 
who choose to borrow from FmHA, the 
interest rate is 13.75 percent.

As a general rule, a farmer must have 
suffered at least a 30-percent loss of 
production to be eligible for an FmHA 
emergency loan, Becky D. Via said. 
Farmers participating in the PIK or 
federal crop insurance programs will 
have to figure in proceeds from those 
programs in determining their loss.

Some of the most frequently asked 
questions about the program are listed 
for your information:

1. After a county is eligible, who can 
get a loan? An established farm 
operator who is a citizen of the United 
States, is of good character; can show 
evidence of having suffered a qualifying 
physical or production loss; has ade­
quate security and repayment ability.

2. What is a qualifying production 
loss? Loss of at least 30 percent below a 
normal year’s production.

3. How much can an eligible farmer 
borrow? Up to 80 percent of actual 
production loss, or $500,000, or enough 
for next year’s operations whicher is 
less, but not more than is actually 
needed.

4. What is the interest rate? For 
borrowers unable to obtain credit from a 
private lending institution, the rate is 5 
percent on the first $100,000 borrowed; 
8 percent on the amount borrowed over 
that amount. For borrowers who can 
obtain private credit, but who choose to 
deal with FmHA. the rate is 13.75 
percent, the current market rate.

5. What can the money be used for? 
To restore property, pay production 
costs, pay delinquent debts, pay living 
expenses, repair buildings, buy equip­
ment, refinance debts.

6. How long can the loan run? The 
term is based on the type of loss, use of 
loan funds, type of collateral and 
borrwer’s repayment ability. Production 
losses are normally up to 7 years; real 
estate normally is required as security 
for longer terms.

7. How is PIK counted? Any acreage 
unplanted because of PIK (payment-in­
kind) or conservation reserve is counted 
as having produced a year’s normal 
production in determining actual loss.

8. How are prices determined for 
production losses? “ The average mon­
thly price in effect for the previous 
year”  is the guideline -  as required by 
the congressionally-mandated Omnibus 
Reconciliation Act of 1981. Prices are 
obtained from the Statistical Reporting 
Service, USDA.

Applications for loans under this 
emergency designation will be accepted 
until August 1, 1984, but farmers 
should apply as soon as possible. Delays 
in applying could create backlogs in 
processing and possible carry over into
