The Lamplighter

Sometime ago we briefly commented 
on the fact that we now seem to have a 
group of “ expensive keepers”  in charge 
of our state government. Certainly their 
use of private "office-holder accounts”  
and the amount of money involved 
therein would so indicate.

Now there is more evidence of that 
fact. The Governor, after boosting his 
office staff by 28 percent (and his office 
payroll by 36 percent) during his first 
year in office, is having to answer 
questions about his proclivity to raid 
other appropriated funds for the pur­
pose of making life easier at home.

Mr. White evidently took some 
$25,000 the legislature had earmarked 
for the Film Commission and used the 
money to construct a playroom for his 
children in the “ carriage house" behind 
the mansion. The weather was bad, the 
Governor explained, and the kids 
needed a place to play and entertain 
their friends. Besides, he said, he didn't 
think the Film Commission needed the 
money anyway. The man who runs the 
Film Commission was quoted on Janu­
ary 25 as saying White’ s action in 
raiding his funds “ hurt us” . “ We could 
have used the money,”  he said. But two 
days later he told reporters he was not 
complaining. 1 suspect he was talked to. 
He was appointed to his job by the 
governor, and of course can be removed 
by the governor.

Actually the $25,000 was only part of 
White's transfer of funds for use as 
“ mansion expense" and administrative 
expenses. All told it was on the order of 
$110,000. The playroom thing Just 
caught the reporter’s eye.

The Governor blames the attention he 
is getting, of course, on Republicans. 
They are against progress, he says. Of 
course. Well, let’ s see. The first reports 
on the governor’ s spending habits came 
from a young lady who writes for the 
Fort Worth Star Telegram, or at least 
that is the first place 1 noticed it before 
it was picked up by other papers. 1 know 
the reporter, and 1 would not call her a 
Republican unless 1 was prepared to 
have my remaining eye scratched out.

The more money spent, the more 
taxes must be raised. As everyone 
knows, that is “ progress” . We are 
likely to have a very progressive session 
of the Legislature sometime later this 
year. ___________

.'he case of the people vs. Jim Mattox 
is headed back to the Grand Jury room. 
The Mattox indictment, says the Attor­
ney General’ s defense attorney, failed 
to specify exactly how Mattox threaten­
ed to interfere with the bond business of 
a Houston law firm unless they backed 
off from questioning Mattox’ s sister. 
The defense attorney claimed the 
indictment did not specify whether the 
threat was delivered by phone, by 
messenger, or in person. The Austin 
D.A.’ s office says they will take the case 
back and make the correction.

It’ s just as well that the correction be 
made now, rather than have it surface 
later. It wasn’ t too long ago that the 
Court of Criminal Appeals reversed the 
conviction of a man accused of murder 
by “ stomping”  his victim to death. The 
learned judges said the indictment did 
not point out that the “ stomping”  was 
done with the feet of the accused. We 
can’t be too careful about things like 
that.

Todd Cage was named lamb 
herdsman and J.D. Wilson earned 
swine herdsman.

Quint Anderson, with the only perfect 
score, took the high individual score on 
judging. Shannon Barbee was the 
recipient of the swine judging trophy.

Highlight of the banquet was the 
naming of the 1984 Stock Show Queen, 
Christy Pruitt. She sold the most stock 
show memberships to receive the

honor.

Weather causes 
problems

Mother Nature did it again to West 
Texas counties. On Sunday morning slie 
brought along everything she had to 
Royd and surrounding counties. She 
brought high winds, sleet, snow, rain, 
and hail to create terrible driving 
conditions and major power failures to 
five surrounding counties.

Alton Higginbotham, o f Lighthouse 
Electric, said the storm Sunday caused 
about 2,000 homes in the five counties 
serviced by their organization con­
sisting of Royd, Brisco, Dickens,
Crosby, and Hale to be out of electricity 
all o f Sunday till Tuesday. Higgin­
botham said 95 percent of all power was 
restored by Tuesday and should all be 
com pleted by Tuesday afternoon. 
Broken transmitter, broken inslator and 
lines plus some 300 poles were the 
cause for the damage. Outside con­
tractors and equipment from other 
companies helped Lighthouse put the 
counties back to order.

Lewis McDaniel, o f Southwestern 
Public Service, said electric power was 
out in Roydada for five hours due to tne 
snowy conditions. Crews from Amarillo 
and Lubbock helped get Roydada back 
in control. Fifteen new poles and some 
wire had to be put up to get everything 
connected.

Don Gowens, of the Highway De­
partment, told the Hesperian, 306 man 
hours were used to clear all of the roads 
due to the storm.

Gowens and his crew started around 
12:00 to clear the roads and were finally 
finished by 5:00 Monday afternoon. He 
said he really appreciated the Lockney 
Volunteer Fire Department for their 
help in helping people stranded on the 
roads. About 30 cars and trucks were 
stuck due to the snow. The heaviest 
snows were out to the western and 
northern part of Roydada where winds 
also reached over 50 miles an hour.

Lockney man 
convicted of 
aggravated 

assault charges
A 28-year old Lockney man. Willie 

Junior Phillips, was found guilty of 
aggravated sexual assault to a minor 
under the age of 14 in District Court 
Thursday, February 23. He was indicted 
by a grand jury December 14.

William E. Lee of Ralls was the 
attorney appointed by the court to 
defend the accused.

Mark Anthony Cofield, the 5-year old 
minor in case, and his mother, Judy 
Cofield, took the witness stand. Also 
testifying as prosecuting witnesses 
were Reggie Gross of the Royd County 
Human Resources office and Ken 
Farrow, Lockney Chief of Police.

The alleged incident, committed in 
Lockney on or about November 25, was 
reported first to the Plainview police 
and then to the Royd County authorties 
and welfare department.

Four witnesses were called to the 
stand by the defending attorney, in­
cluding the defendant’s mother and 
sister.

A jury of 11 men and one woman 
returned a guilty verdict in approxi­
mately 2 hours after hearing the 
conclusion case.

As no request had been received from 
the defendant’s attorney for the jury to 
asses the penalty, the case was referred 
to James Pevyhouse, probation officer, 
for a pre-sentence investigation.

District Judge, George Miller, will set 
sentence based on that investigation, 
which is expected in about 10 days from 
trial date. Phillips posted a $5,000 bond 
in the case.

Jeannie Sue Nicholson was no billed. 
No charges were brought against her.

I talked to a representative of the 
D .A .’s office and this is what 1 was told.

“ Miss Nicholson complied with the 
“ spirit”  o f the law. She stopped, saw 
that the ambulance was there and left.”

The police officers found her 7-8 
hours later. She did not call them. Bart 
Patzer and Mrs. Rob Everett gave the 
tag number to the police. The police 
found her, she did not turn herself in.

1 was told the Grand Jury deliberated

this case for approximately 45 minutes 
to an hour. (The time it took for the car 
to hit Wendy, to be transported to the 
hospital, and quit breathing in the 
emergency room. The time it took 
Wendy to die.) and they found Miss 
Nicholson complied with the “ spirit”  of 
the statue pertaining to hit and run - to 
render aid and give information • to 
render aid and identify yourself.

When 1 protested that she had not 
complied with the law, this was not 
right. I was told that morality and 
legality were not necessarily the same 
thing.

Again, Wayne, Mike, Tim, Bart, his 
parents and 1 want to thank you for your 
support.

Wendy was proud to call Floydada 
home.

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Heritage o f Texas discussed by ’34 Study Club
The 1934 Study Cub met at 7:30 p.m. 

February 21 in the home o f Mrs. L.D. 
Simpson. The president, Mrs. W.H. 
Bunch, presided over a brief business 
meeting and then introduced a new 
member, Mrs. Burl Holt and welcomed 
her to the club.

Mrs. Kyle Glover introduced the 
program on Farming and Ranching 
Heritage of Texas. Mrs. Anthony Latta 
spoke on “ Cattle Ranching Across 
Texas”  from an article by Tommie 
Rnkard in “ Texas Highw'ays.”  Grass, 
from the Panhandle Plains to the broad 
coastal plain, brought cattle and cattle­
men to Texas. First were the Spaniards 
with their lean, tough cattle grazing on 
the lush coastal grass, where today the 
King Ranch covers at least part of 
twenty coastal counties.

Next, were the three hundred settlers 
accompanying Stephen F. Austin in 
early 1800s with their English and 
Dutch stock who settled in Central 
Texas.

The Rolling Plains area of mesquite 
woodlands and prairies boasts some of 
the state's larger ranches. The Hi- 
Plains with native vegetation almost 
exclusively grass until the advent of 
irrigated agriculture was the predomi­
nant ranching land of the state. The 
area still has more cattle than any other, 
but they are concentrated in feedlots 
where they are more quickly fattened 
for market.

East Texas came late to the cattle 
business after the soil was worn out 
from years of cotton farming. After 
discovering that the native ‘nuisance’ 
Bermuda grass fattened cattle nicely, 
the area became home to major beef 
breeding herds of the state.

The Longhorns, descendants of those 
first tough Spanish cattle, are still bred 
for their adaptive qualities on many 
ranches. Robert Kleberg of King Ranch 
developed Texas’ first breed, the Santa 
Gertrudis--a cross between Shorthorn 
and Brahma. The Brahmans are still 
popular on south Texas ranches, while 
to the north, Herefords have been 
favored for most of this century. Texas 
ranch, farm and cattle feedlot opera­
tions produce 6.5 billion pounds of beef 
a year.

Mrs. Vernon Parker talked on “ Am­
anda Goes West”  an unusual sketch 
based on real life from a booklet 
prepared by Betty Mills accompanied 
by costume designs by Lanette C. Ross 
based on clothing in the Texas Tech 
Museum.

Amanda’ s father comes in one eve­
ning to their Tennessee home with the 
news that they will be leaving immedia­
tely for Texas where he has purchased

640 acres in East Texas. Amanda can 
take only two good dresses, her best 
petticoats and one skirt and have room 
left for the family Bible in her trunk. For 
the trip, she wears her second best 
dress with an apron for protection on 
April 18, 1838. In Nacogdoches, Texas 
she and her mother buy material to 
make up later. They arrived in Colum­
bus, their new home in November, 
1838.

Some of her tasks at home were: 
carrying water, keeping the loom going 
and milking the cow. New neighbors 
moved into the area but were too far 
away to become acquainted until much 
later at a ‘ log rolling.’ Still later, at a 
dance, a shy young man, Matthew, 
from Pennsylvania sent her many 
admiring glances. At Christmas in 1842 
Matthew brought two lovely gifts and 
asked her father for her hand in 
marriage. Since the engagement would 
last last two years, she spent part of the 
time making a wedding ring quilt and 
making her white and gold wedding 
invitations. A later book deals with the 
wedding and their marriage. Another 
book is in the planning on the Civil War 
Years.

Mrs. W .W . Trapp spoke on “ The 
Heirs of a Cow Boss”  from an article by 
Mike Cochran in the Dallas News. The 
Father of the Cavazos brothers arrives 
at the King Ranch as an eighteen year 
old to become ‘cow boss’ of the Santa 
Gertrudis Division near Kingsville 
where he remained for 50 years until his 
death in 1958. He left a legacy of hard 
work and high ideals for his five 
children, stressing education and love 
for country.

His daughter Sarita graduated from 
Texas A&l and the youngest brother 
Joe, finished St. Mary’s in San Antonio. 
Fate and football led the three older 
brothers to Tech.

Bobby was an ‘All American’ running 
back and he returned to ranching after 
graduating. He resides south of Breck- 
endridge with his family on a ranch.

Richard was more interested in 
geology than football or the military, 
but as an ROTC graduate in 1951, he 
entered Paratrooper training and served 
in Korea. He received the DSC for 
risking his life to rescue members of his 
company. He remained in the military 
and is now a Four Star General.

Larry or Lauro majored in the 
biological sciences and taught in Boston 
before accepting the Texas Tech Presi­
dency in 1980. He is busily pursuing the 
many opportunities he sees to make 
Tech a great university. He is married 
to the former Peggy Murdoch of

LAKEVIEW NEWS
By Joyce Williams 

March I. 1984;
Lakeview residents were without 

electric power Sunday and some do not 
have power even by Tuesday. A howling 
blizzard hit suddenly Sunday morning. 
Church houses went dark. Preachers 
finished their sermons with old time 
lung power for exortation. Restaurants 
were closed because there was no 
electricity to operate cash registers, 
water lines, lights and heat. Once again 
people moved in with relatives who 
lived in gas heated houses or townspeo­
ple whose houses were on Floydada 
Power and Light, which has diesel 
back-up power. Over 250 power poles 
are reported snapped by the 50 miles 
per hour wind over Royd County, with 
many in our community. From Dough­
erty to Roydada school bus drivers 
counted eleven poles snapped. Out 
toward Sandhill the school bus had to 
back up for miles because poles were 
snapped and fallen across the road. A 
blowing snowstorm left about 3 inches 
of snow over Lakeview. The sun came 
out Monday and Tuesday and melted 
most of the snow; enabled repairmen to 
work on jjower lines. School opening 
was delayed an hour Monday, to help 
motorists negotiate the icy streets and 
roads.

Officials notified 
to watch for 
stolen grain

The Texas Department of Agriculture 
has requested that all state and local 
law enforcement agencies in the area 
stay alert for grain trucks that might be 
suspected of hauling grain stolen from 
Panhandle elevators.

“ In spot checks by our inspectors,”  
Angela Lamb, District Supervisor of the 
Texas Department of Agriculture, said, 
“ we have found that some of the 
elevators are missing grain. We suspect 
much of that shortage can be blamed on 
grain thieves. The thefts are not on a 
scale yet to get alarmed about, but we 
want to put a stop to them.”

Lamb has asked law enforcement 
officials to alert their patrols to be on 
the lookout for suspicious activity 
around elevators and to try to keep a 
reasonably close check on documenta­
tion of grain truckers to make sure they 
have the appropriate elevator weight 
tickets for grain loads.

Producers entering the NCGA contest 
must enter a minimum 10-acre field and 
yields must be verified by outside 
parties.

Marble’s contest field was planted 
April 11 at 32,000 plants per acre. 
Application of 275 pounds of dry 
fertilizer and 300 pounds o f anhydrous 
ammonia were applied to the furrow- 
irrigated field. The field was harvested 
September 29.

Marble’s operation includes corn, 
cotton, wheat and potatoes. Last year 
Frito-Lay purchased the corn from 
about 150 acres.

‘ ” rhis year we’ve contracted to raise 
about 400 acres of corn for Frito-Lay,”  
said Marble. “ We get a premium for 
the grain, but it requires more manage­
ment. Com must meet certain quality 
standards for hardness and it cannot be 
harvested until it is less than 22 percent

Marble has always managed for high 
yields because “ that has been the best 
way to lower my per-unit production 
costs.”

Marble strives to obtain bptter-than- 
average market prices by selling com to 
food processors and area feedlots and 
by utilizing on-farm storage.
