Sales Tax Records Indicate

Lockney Retail Sales Up

AUSTIN- Comptroller Bob Bullock
announced Thursday that Texas cities
received a total of $302.9 million in city
sales tax rebates last year, a 14 percent
increase over the 1975 calendar year.

The cities received $264.5 million in
1975, Bullock said.

The totals are included in an analysis
prepared by Bullock's office showing
the total rebates received by Texas
cities for the calendar years 1975 and
1976.

The City of Houston led the state in
tntal rebates with a total of $62.6
million in 1976. Dallas collected $35.3
million, San Antonio $18.9 million, Fort
Worth $12.3 million and Austin $9.1
million.

The City of Sachse topped the list
with collections up 444 percent last
year. The cities of Krugerville, Roa-
noke and Windom all received increas-
es in excess of 100 percent.

(Note: Other cities showing such
large increases did not collect the tax
for all of 1975.)

The one percent city salesstax is
collected by merchants and other sales
tax permit holders along with the four
percent state sales tax and is returned
to the cities by the Comptroller's Office
on a monthly basis.

Lockney received $31,004.49 and
Floydada $65,922.89 in sales taxes last
year...Lockney up 11% over 1975 and
Floydada up 9%.

For comparison Swisher county
residents spent an average of $12.44
per person sales tax to Tulia, Happy,
and Kress merchants. In Floyd county
an average of $8.77 was paid Floydada
and Lockney merchants per resident
sales tax...thus indicating that Swisher
residents are more loyal to the mer-
chants in their county, than Floyd
residents.

whelmed by the size of a problem like
global famine. Yet, we have found that
when we show Americans a way to
relate to the problem, they help in the
traditional unselfish way the United
States has always responded to the
needs of the less fortunate.”

Small coin containers, shaped
like miniature loaves of bread were
distributed to the families of the
church.

“These will be kept on the dinner
tables,” explained Sessom, “as a re-
minder that while we have much,
others have little or nothing to eat. I
think it will also be a way parents can
teach their children compassion.

As the family prays for the world's
needy, they also put coins in the Love
Loaf each day. Even the smallest child
can participate. His peany will provide
a week's supply of vitamins to someone
suffering from malnutrition. A dime
will provide someone else with a full
meal. The younsters will learn com-
passion as they put in their pennies and
dimes and pray.”

Sessom said that the Love Loaf
containers will be left in the homes for
three months and then turned in. By
that time, each should hold about
$10.00 in coins.

“It will be a modern day version of
Jesus' feeding of the 5,000.”

The money saved will go to the
emergency relief ministry of World
Vision I:ternational, originator of the
Love Loaf program. World Vision is a
nonprofit, interdenominational Chris-
tian humanitarian agency that con-
ducts programs of child care, emergen-
cy relief, medical assistance, evangel-
ism and community development in 26
countries. The organization is present-
ly caring for more than 70,000 needy
children thro_zhout the world.

TFB President Carrol
Chaloupka presented TFB's
legislative program at the
February 15 dinner attend-
ed by state officials and most
legislators.

A Mid-Winter View Of
High Plains Wheat Crop

AMARILLO - While price
prospects for the 1977 wheat
crop appear gloomy, there's
good chance for a better
than average wheat crop on
the Texas High Plains.

That note was sounded
this week by a specialist for
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

“The dry, cold weather
that caused problems for
stocker cattle operators who
depended on wheat grazing
may help get a few extra
bushels per acre for grain
producers,” according to Dr.
Frank Petr, of Amarillo.

“Cold temperatures pre-
vailing since early fall have
resulted in the conservation
or decreased use of plant
nutrients,” he says, “and
helped stretch the rather
limited supplies of subsoil
and surface moisture.”

The Extension Service
agronomist says wheat that
was planted late under very
dry conditions may suffer
some winter Kkilling, and
poorly established wheat
may also be subject to wind
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erosion, especially on sandy
soils. Generally, however,
wheat stand are in much
better condition than in mid-
winter of the 1975-76 season,
he concludes.

Adding to the bright out-
look is a notable absence of
insect activity. Petr says
that surveys made by Norris
Daniels, Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station resear-
ch entomologist at Bushland,
indicate that greenbug pop-
ulations have been at a low
level since early last fall.
The limited foliage plus low
temperatures may have also
had a depressing effect on
the wheat curl mite, which is
a vector of wheat streak
mosaic.

“Having both greenbugs
and wheat streak at a low
level could mean savings on
insecticides and increased
yields to the producer,” Petr
adds.

“The dryland wheat crop
is not yet in the bin, how-
ever”, says,Petr. “A period
of unseasonally warm temp-
eratures and dryness that
sometimes occur in Februa-
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ry could dessicate the shal-
low rooted, dryland wheat.
An average amount of time-
ly rains could tip the scales
in a plus direction.

“Early planted, irrigated
wheat was grazed off this
winter, with very little re-
growth. Late planted, irri-
gated wheat just managed
to get established,” he says.
“If there is noMhténtion of
grazing the wheat, it is
advisable to postpone irriga-
tion as long as possible.”

Petr reports that research
conducted by Dr. John Ship-
ley at the North Plains
Research Field at Etter
show that late winter or
early spring irrigations do
not contribute to grain yield.
The irrigation does increase
forage yields and causes the
plant to grow tall in a
vegetative stage. This usual-
ly causes a tendency to
lodge, he explains.

“If severe lodging occurs
before kernel development,
there is generally a marked
decrease in both yield and
test weight. Wheat receiv-
ing a February irrigation
generally heads several days
later than wheat not receiv-
ing that irrigation. This may
help to avoid freeze damage
from a hard spring frost,
especially in such early vari-
eties as Triumph and Stur-
dy,” the agronomist adds.

“Moisture received in the
form of light drizzle and dry
powdery snow probably did
not do much for the wheat
plant, but it did boost weed
populations,” he says.
“Weeds are capable of ger-
mination and substantial
growth on small amounts of
moisture that cannot be
used effectively by the deep-
er rooted wheat.”

Petr says broadleaved
weeds such as tansy mus-
tard, treacle mustard, pep-
pergrass and kochia are now
in a rosette stage. At this
stage these weeds can be
controlled effectively with 2,
4-D.

“Producers are urged to
check their fields now and
prepare to spray if needed,”
he recommends. “Best re-
sults are obtained if the
weeds are not under severe
moisture stress, so it may be
desirable to wait until after
a rain or irrigation. The
temperature should be at

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The gun goes off February 17 in the race to beat a May
15 deadline for reporting a new farm law from the House
and Senate Agriculture Eommitt,ees.

New budgetary procedures require that a bill be reported
by May 15 if it is to be considered in the current session
o{ Congress. Preparations have been under way for
months, but the first official hearings have been scheduled
by the House Agriculture Committee for February 17.
Senate Ag Committee hearings will begin February 24,

Representative Thomas Foley (D-Wash.), Chairman of the
House Committee, has reserved the first day of hearings
for members of Congress. Nineteenth District Congressman
George-Mahon of Lubbock, barring a conflict, will appear
before the Committee on that day. There is a chance that
Mahon will be busy at that particular time with the
business of the House Appropriations Committee, of which
he is Chairman. If so, word from his office is that he will
ask for an alternate date.

Mahon has requested input for his testimony from
various High Plains agricultural leaders and organizations,
including Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. of Lubbock. PCG
represents cotton producers in a 25-county area surround-
ing Lubbock which on average produces about one-fifth of
the U.S. cotton crop.

A copy of the ofgcial PCG legislative policy, adopted by
the organization’s 52-man Board January 18, was sent to
Mahon along with a letter from Donald Johnson, PCG
Executive Vice President.

Johnson’s letter summarized the PCG Board’s positions
in the following garagraph.

“The overall objective of a cotton program for the future
should be to assist our industry in its efforts to increase
the volume of cotton that can be grown in the U.S. and
sold at a profit both here and abroad in competition with
other cotton growths and synthetic fibers. And we believe
such assistance can best be provided under a market-
oriented program similar to the 1973 through 1977
program.”’

Johnson went on to ask the Congressman to stress the
need for (1) a CCC loan period of at least 18 months at a
level based on average market prices, (2) continuation of
the disaster provisions of present law with improvement in
their administration and (3) a target price not too far above
the loan price.

He pointed out that the present system of setting the
loan at 90 percent of the three-year average price of U.S.
cotton in world markets has worked ‘‘fairly well,” but
suggested that loan level calculations be made ‘‘simpler,
more objective and less subject to error.” One approach to
this, he said, would be to set the loan, by law, at a
percentage of average U.S. Spot Market Quotations.

In asking for an 18-month Yoan riod, as opposed to the
present 10 months, Johnson said producers should have
the option to hold cotton long enough to bridge at least
two harvest seasons. “Such a program,” he said, “‘would
increase the producer’s marketing alternatives, expand the

period over which each crop must be sold and help to
alleviate the drastic price movement that seriously
hampers our efforts to compete with synthetic fibers and
their relatively stable prices."

There has been much talk in Washington and elsewhere
of replacing disaster payment provisions of current law
with an expanded crop insurance program through the
Federal Crop Insurance Corporation. PCG is strongly
opposed to such an action. Johnson's letter said FCIC crop
coverage as it now exists is a very poor bargain for

roducers, and continued by saying ‘‘The Federal Crop
nsurance Corporation would require a major overhaul, to
the extent of recreation, before it could offer protection
even approaching that given by the disaster program.”

The target price provisions of current law, except for
their effect on disaster payment rates, have had no
effect on producer income since the program took effect.
But under other circumstances, Johnson pointed out to
Congressman Mahon, “the target price could trigger direct
payments which in turn would bring the abominable
payment limitation . back to prominence.” A wide
spread between' the loan level and the target price could
mean that substantial direct payments would be called
for, Johnson stated, which would help small growers but
would “leave commercial-size producers in serious trouble.”

Producer organizations will begin testimony before the
House Committee on February 24, and PCG will present
its complete testimony at that time. No time has been
set for hearing cotton producer organization testimony
before the Senate Ag Committee.

PRODUCERS KEY TO
CONTROLLING SCREW-
WORMS, EAR TICKSY §
Texas cattlemen hold the
key in controlling an old
nemesis--the screwworm--
and a relatively new but
equally destructive pest--the
Gulf Coast ear tick. Ear ticks
cause wounds that lead to
increased screwworm cases.
Now insecticide-treated ear
tags are available for long-
term ear tick control. Use of
these ear tags along with a
change in breeding pro-
grams so that cows will
calve in winter and early
spring will be two big steps
in reducing screwworm
cases, says an entomologist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. The raw
navels of calves born during
the peak screwworm season
are prime targets for the
flesh-eating pests.

Prices About Steady . .. More Cattle . . . Less Sheep.

If there is any good news in the latest Texas farm and
livestock price report, it is this: parity remained steady and
overall farm prices are about steady to somewhat higher in
a few categories.

Crop prices declined four per cent but livestock prices
increased one per cent during the past month, the Texa

Crop and Livestock Reporting Service notes.

A big exception in the crop price picture is cotton
That commodity has been showing gains in recent months,
but for the period ending Jan. 15, cotton declined 3.5 cents
to average 58.5 cents per pound. Parity for cotton is 81.62
cents per pound

Wheat, grain sorghum, and corn all showed increases
Wheat averaged $2.43 compared to $2.40 a month ago
Corn averaged $2.40 compared to $2.34, and grain sorghum
averaged $3.66 per hundredweight compared to $3.50 a
month ago.

Most livestock prices showed slight gains. The price fo
wool was unchanged at 93 cents, and the price for mohair

was also steady at $3.55 per pound.

All cattle and calves on Texas farms and ranches
totaled 15,800,000 head; this is up only one per cent from
a year ago.

These included 6,800,000 cows that have calved
(unchanged from a year ago), 1,710,000 head of cattle on
feed (down nine per cent from a year ago), 5,740,000
stocker cattle (up nine per cent from a year ago).

The 1976 calf crop was estimated at 5,800,000 head
this is down three per cent from the 1975 crop.

The average value per head of cattle in Texas for 1977

is $170 compared to $155 last year

Nationwide, cattle and calf numbers were down four
per cent from a year ago.

This is the sharpest percentage decline since 1948 and
represents the second consecutive year of herd reduction in
the current cattle cycle.

Since the organization .
non-governmental, its entire
support must come from
contributions, such as those
collected in May.

The original and continu-
ing purposes of the associa-
tion are to:

*improve attitudes to-
ward mental illness and the
mentally ill;

*improve services for the
mentally ill; and

*work for the prevention
of mental and emotional
illness and promotion of
mental health.

Through social action the
association sees that gov-
ernmental agencies are
accountable. One example is
seen in the results of an
impoundment suit brought
by the Mental Health Asso-
ciation which forced the
release of over $1,600,000
federal funds in Texas for
research, alcoholism and
manpower.

One of the best examples of
youth in action on the American
scene today is the FFA, the
national organization for students
studying vocational agriculture in
the public high schools. It is an
organization run by the student-
members under adult guidance.

Soon after vocational
agriculture became a subject in
many of the nation’s high schools
in 1917, instructors became aware
of the need to provide practical
training beyond the traditional
classroom approach. Their idea
was to make the instruction more
interesting by making practical
work experience, competitive live-
stock judging, and agricultural
leadership development activities
part of the instruction. Vocational
agriculture instructors and
students eagerly accepted the
learn by doing principle.

The FFA was founded
nationally in 1928 after similar
organizations had started in
Right from the
beginning, the FFA has stressed
leadership, cooperation and

several states

citizenship— all vital to success in
modern agriculture
Today the FFA has a

membership of over 500,000 with
chapters in approximately 8,500
high schools throughout the
nation. The organization has state
associations in all states, except
Alaska, and in Puerto Rico.

Vocational agriculture or
agribusiness programs are funded
in part by the National Vocational
Education Acts through the U.S.
Office of Education, state
departments of education and the
local school systems. The FFA
operates under a federal charter
granted by an Act of Congress in
1950 (Public Law 740, 81st
Congress). The charter provides
for a national board of directors
and a board of student officers
elected from the membership

FFA activities are specifically
designed to be a part of the instruc-

The UT Herbarium collec-
tion provides vegetation data
that is fundamental to
programs from range
management to environmen-
tal biology, and even including
poisonous plants and ob-
noxious weeds.
