Ijockney school trustees accepted 
resignations from three school em- 
ployees-including a high-school teach­
er/coach hired just last May-at the 
regular monthly school board meeting 
Monday. Ronny Alldridge, hired May 9 
as head basketball coach and teacher at 
Lockney High School, resigned to 
accept a position at Lamesa. Jerry 
Miller, elementary-school P.E. aide, 
and Fleeta Adams, Elementary Title I 
Reading teacher, also subm itt^ resig­
nations.

The School board hired another head 
basketball coach, Thomas Michael Bel- 
lar, and rehired Lesca Durham as 
elementary P.E. aide (she held the 
position before Miller) Monday night.

CAFETEJllA MILK BID
The LISD trustees accepted a bid 

from Cloverlake Milk Company of 
Plainview for milk for the school 
cafeterias for the 1977 78 school year.

The bid was for $0.0945 per half-pint 
carton, for homogenized vitamin D 
whole mik and for low fat chocolate 
milk. It was an “open-ended bid," 
allowing for changes in the price as 
wholesale milk prices change.

S(L HOOL BUS ORDERED
The board approved the order of a 

new 54 passengerschool bus. The bus 
will probably be delivered in October, 
1978 and will replace an old bus.

AIR CONDITIONERS
Also approved was the purchase of 

two replacement evaporative coolers 
for the field house at the football 
stadium. The 4,000 CFM coolers are to 
purchased locally at a cost of $190 each.

SERV ICE CENTER
A motion to approve participation 

next school year in Region XVII 
Service Center media service (at a 
yearly cost of $1 per A.D.A.) was 
approved. The Service Center provides 
films, consultation services, computer 
services, and other resources.

INSURANCE REVIEW
Insurance agent Bob Miller reviewed 

the school district’s insurance cover­
age fur the trustees, giving amount of 
coverage and cost for each policy. 
Trustees suggested consolidation of 
some policies if possible.

TRAVEL APPROVED
The school board approved sending 

coaches to a Dallas school in August, 
and okayed attendance by superin­
tendent John Peck at a summer 
workshop next week in Austin.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORTS
The superintendent reported on the 

special legislative session in Austin 
('Texas lawmakers are trying to come 
up with a new school finance bill) 
talked about the proposed 1977-78 
school budget, and discussed several 
proposed school board policies which 
are due for consideration at next 
month’s meeting.

Trustees present Monday were Tom 
Duvall, Kenneth Broseh, Kelton Shaw, 
Eugene Tannahill and Austin Beedy.

Commissioners Meet With
Architects; No Contract Made

Floyd County commissioners met 
with architects Monday during their 
regular monthly meeting but no con­
tracts were made concerning the 
county jail being brought up to meet 
state requirements.

Representatives were present from 
Stiles & Stiles, Ronald D. Sebring, 
Atcheson, Cartwright & Assoc., and 
Hall & Whitaker Architects. Commis­
sioners voted during their May meet 
ing to give the jail project priority

since a state jail inspector had met 
with them and told officials the 
requirements were a must.

His parents sent him to a 
school for the handicapped, 
where he started and edited 
the school paper. At 17, he 
entered a sheltered work­
shop, but quit after six 
months.

“That was all I could 
stand,'' he says. “The pay 
was 75 cents a week. I 
sanded blocks and separated 
nuts and bolts." He began 
addressing envelopes and 
hauling out garbage, kept on 
writing and Bnally sold a few 
pieces. Then, he enrolled in 
McMaster University,
where he met William Glas- 
sco, a professor who also 
worked as a stage director.

Professor Glassco sug­
gested that he adapt one of 
his stories for the stage. The 
play, "Creeps" was a hit and 
won the Chalmers Award as 
best Canadian play of the 
year. Later, it was produced 
in New York.

Mr. Freeman works at his 
typewriter seven days a 
week, eight hours a day. The 
need for independence is a 
theme that runs through 
every work of his plays and 
stories.

“But that doesn't just 
c*)rne to you," says David E. 
Freeman. “You have to grab 
it."

If each of us were to 
struggle as determinedly to 
overcome the obstacles in 
our lives, just think what we 
might achieve.

winds up furnishing say 10 or 15 Presidents.

In choosing a fabric, qua­
lity need not mean expense. 
Check fabric this way:

-Rub the fabric against 
itself several times. Watch 
for flaking, which means the 
fabric is heavily sized and 
may lose body after launder 
ing.

-Stretch the fabric-then 
release it. It should spring 
back. If not, areas of strain 
will bag later.

-Wad a corner to check 
for wrinkling, but remember 
that some crinkle cloth and 
puckered fabrics are sup­
posed to wrinkle.

-Check for vivid, clear 
colors.

Dull colors signal dyes 
that may not wash well.

-Make sure fabric designs 
are printed on the 
“straight’ ’ of the grain. 
Noticably off-grain designs 
are difficult to match in 
sewing.

-Rub the fabric against 
another fabric to detect 
crocking.

Crocking means the color 
rubs off. When a brightly 
colored fabric crocks, it is 
almost impossible to set the 
dyes at home.

Ijook for the term color- 
fast on bolt ends or hang 
(age to insure that the fabric 
will not fade.

A reader explains: “I am 
concerned because when I 
was a teenager, I had radia­
tion treatment for my tonsils.
I have heard that this can 
lead to cancer. Is this true? 
What should I do?” 
ANSWERIine: In the early 
1920’s it became medical 
practice to use radiation or 
radium to treat a number of 
different conditions of the 
head or neck. Unfortunately, 
the thyroid gland, which is 
located in the neck, also 
received either direct or 
scattered radiation at the.', 
same time. Sometime after' 
the Second World War, it 
became apparent that some 
people exposed to atomic 
radiation or even medical 
radiation, later developed 
thyroid cancer, and the medi­
cal usage was stopped. For­
tunately, while many thou­
sands of people have received 
radiation for medical pur­
poses, only a very small per­
centage have or will develop 
thyroid tumors. Most of 
these tumors are benign. 
But when cancer is present, 
it is of the type that can be 
cured by surgery if treated 
when in an early or localized 
stage. It is therefore essential 
for anyone with a history of 
head or neck radiation expo­
sure to be checked by a 
physician now, and to con­
tinue to be checked at least 
every two years. There is low 
incidence of this form of 
cancer, and a high probability 
of cure for those who do have 
thyroid cancer. But you 
must protect yourself by 
having a checkup.

Another Record Crop 
Predicted for Corn

WASHINGTON (AP) — It looks now. a; if farmers will 
harvest another record crop o t com this fall, grain which 
can h ^  damften consumer food prices through most of 
1978, the Agriculture Department said Tuesday.

The department's Crop Reporting Board in its first of­
ficial com estimate this year, put the crtq> at 6.33 billion 
bushels, up 2 per cent from the 1976 record of 6.22 billion 
bushels.

But officials cautioned that farmen stiD face at least 
two critical months during which dry weather and other 
problems could affect com yields severely. The estimate 
was based on July 1 surveys.

The department also estimated 1976 wheat production 
at about 2.04 billion bushels^ cohipafed with the record 
last year of about 2. IS billion bushels.

As livestock feed, com is the most important U.S. grain 
for producing beef, pork, poultry aixf milk. Along with 
wheat and other commodities, it abo b  a major item in 
farm export trade.

Farm os are wdl on their way in harvesting thb year’s 
wheat crop. Winter wheat, which accounb for about 
three-four^ of total O.S. wheat, was planted last fall. 
’The remainder b  spring-planted wheat

Despite fears last winter that much of the wheat crc^ in 
Kansas and other major areas in the Great Plains suffered 
extensively from drought and wind erosion, good rains 
thb spring enabled most of it to niake a com eb^ .

The com crop, however, needs more time to develop. It 
was planted thb q>ring and needs to mature through July, 
August and September before the harvest b  assured. >

^though it was USDA’s first official 1977 com estimate 
based (m field surveys, expats earlia  had issued projec­
tions calling for a hanest of as much as 6.5 billion busheb 
if weatha conditions are good, and as small as 5.4 billion 
if they are not

How the com crop matures in the midwestem Com 
Beit b  always a m ^or key to the size of each year’s 
harvest. For example, Illinob last year produced 20.1 per 
cent of the total U.S. cbm and Iowa 18.5 p a  cent.

When Indiana, Nebraska and Ohio are added, the five 
states last fall produced nearly two-thirds of all the com 
harvested in 1976.

Parts of the Com Belt, iiKluding prime sections of 
Iowa, suffered drought last year which depleted subsoil 
mobture reserves. Although there has been rain to keep 
the crop going so far thb season, experb fear the crop will 
suffer quickly if additional rains do not come at frequent 
intervals.

Drought also has been a problem in the Southeast and 
in the West. But California b  not a majr com producer — 
accounting for only one-half of one per cent of the 1976 
crop — and no state in the Southeast ranks with the huge 
output of the Midwest.

Even so, sm alla crops in Virginia, Georgia and other 
states hit bv dry weather can ha*'e their effect.

Retail food prices are still going up but the big grain 
harveste of the past couple of years have helped temper 
the rises by makuig livestock feed cheaper. Thb has 
triggered a larger output of grain-fed beef, pork, poultry 
and milk.

Department experts say 1977 food prices probably will 
go up an avaage of about six per cent for the entiie year, 
compared with a 3.1 p a  cent gain in 1976. However] 
about half of thb year’s price gain b  expected to be from 
higha prices for coffee, seafood and other foods which do 
not originate on U.S. farms.

Retail food prices climbed 8.5 p a  cent in 1975 and 14.5 
p a  cent annualfy in 1974 and 1973.

Moreova, about 60 p a  cent of the retail cost of food b  
added by middlemen for transporting, processing and 
merchandizing a f ta  producb leave the farm.

The report did not include 1977 production estimates 
for soybeans^ cotton and a num ba of o th a  crops. Those 
will be announced by USDA on Aug. 11.

Meanwhile, officiab said in announcing the com es­
timate that yields are expected to average 89.4 busheb 
per harvested acre, compared with 87.4 busheb in 1976.

Officiab said that farmers will have 70.8 million acres 
of com for harvest thb fall, compared with about 71.1 
million acres in 1976.

A year ago, in ib  first 1976 com estimate, USDA put the 
crop at more than 6.55 billion busheb. There was much 
criUcism at the time, incuding protesb from some state 
officiab, that the estimate was much too high because of 
widespread dry weatha in some important regions.

The USDA in August of last year reduced its estimate to 
less than 6.2 billion busheb and in September cut it 
further to less than 5.9 billion busheb. In October, when 
harvest was under way, the department revised its 
estimate down again slightly.

By by last Nov. 10, when more than three-fourths of the 
1976 com crop was harvested, it was apparent that yields 
were better than anticipated and the official estimate was 
raised back up to more than 6.06 billion bushes. 
Ultimately, a crop of more than 6.2 billion busheb was 
recorded.

Even if thb year’s com harvest falls slightly short, there 
will be much more com in reserve this fall than was on 
hand last fall. Offiebb predict that some 900 million 
bushels will be in resene thb Oct. 1, compared with 398 
million on Oct. 1,1976.

As a result of the huge harvests, grain prices have 
tumbled Com as of June 15 avaaged $2 09 a bushel 
nationally against $2.74 a year earlier. NVheat was $2 a 
bushel nationally on June 15, compared with $3.42 the 
year before.

The July repon indicated winter wheat production at 
1,539.029,000 bushels, down 2 per cent from that produced 
in 1976. A month ago the 1977 winter wheat estimate was 
1 ,25,800.000 busheb

NOTICE: Texas Corn 

Growers Association has 
been certified by the Com­
missioner *of Agriculture to 
hold their corn commodity 
referendum check-off, with 
the regular election being 
held on July 29, and absen­
tee balloting, taking place 
from July 15 through July 
26.

All interested corn produ 
cers should check with their 
County Agent to obtain an 
absentee ballot and leave it 
in the Agent’ s office. You 
do not have to be registered 
to be qualified to vote-only a 
certified corn producer in 
Texas, or owner of any 
interest in a corn crop.

VOTER INFORMATION
1. Although a signature 

and address is required on 
each ballot, this information 
is confidential. Only the 
canvassing committee will 
have access to the ballots, 
and after counting they are 
placed in a closed container 
which may not- be opened 
without court osder. How a 
person votes and the extent 
of production is completely 
confidential.

2. Ballots will be counted 
by a committee consisting of 
a county judge, a represent 
ative of the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
a representative of the Tex­
as Corn Growers Associa­
tion, and a representative of 
the Texas Department of 
Agriculture. Results will 
then be certified to the 
Commissioner of Agricul­
ture for verification.

3. Voter Eligibilty. The 
law states all producers are 
eligible to vote in these 
elections-a producer is de­
fined as anyone who produ­
ces or caused to be produced 
corn for a-ommercial pur­
poses. fn practice, anyone 
who would have to.pay the 
proposed assessment is his 
own name is eligible to vote 
in the elections. However, it 
is not the intent of the Act to 
have two votes allowed on 
the same production.

4. The ballot includes both 
a referendum proposition 
and a commodity producers 
board election. An individual 
voter may vote for a board 
member regardless of whe­
ther he votes “ for’ ’ or 
"against’ ’ the referendum 
proposition. He may also 
vote for a board member if 
he declines to indicate any 
preference at all on the 
referendum proposition.

5. Please verify your prod­
uction in number of pmunds 
produced in 1976. Also, vote 
only for the number of board 
members in your area as 
shown on the ballot, or a 
write-in vote. (Refer to 
areas defined by Counties as 
shown in the Referendum 
proposition.)

6. Each individual who 
votes must complete either 
Section A or Section H at the 
bottom of the ballot. If 
production in the case of any 
person was on a “share’ ’ 
basis, he should verify only 
that portion that represents 
his share. If anyone is 
unable to give his produc­
tion in specific terms, he 
should estimate as closely 
as possible.

7. A. If you are voting by 
ABSENTEE BALLOT, fill 
out your ballot, sign and 
return to the Texas Corn 
Growers Office. It must be 
postmarked before mid­
night, July 26, 1977.

B. If you are voting by 
REGULAR BALLOT, fill 
out your ballot, sign and 
place it in the box provided 
at the site of the election.
