
Floyd Voters Nix Weather Modification
Weather modification voters sound­

ly rejected propositions on hail supp­
ression flights in Floyd County Tues­
day. Floyd County voters were not the 
only ones to turn down the proposi­
tions handidly. Castro and Bailey 
voters also voiced their opinions 
strongly against the propositions.

In the election held Tuesday 851 
people went to the polls to determine 
the fate of weather modification efforts 
in Floyd County. With a total vote of 
727 against and 124 persons for, voters 
turned down the issuance of a weather 
modification permit which includes hail 
suppression in a major portion of Floyd 
County. With 14 precincts voting, only 
two precincts voted in favor of the 
proposition, those being Sandhill and 
Allmon. At Allmon only nine persons 

^ r n e d  out to vote and at Sandhill only

Those in the communities of Good­
night, Baker and Dougherty were not 
eligible to vote because they are not in 
the target or operational areas in Floyd 
County.

Voters in Southwest Floydada cast 
11 for to 136 against: East Lockney, 13 
for to 74 against; Providence, 6 for to 
18 against; Lone Star, none for, 34 
against; South Plains, one for and 51 
against; Cedar Hill, none for to 48 
against: Harmony, 7 for to 8 against; 
West Lockney, 43 for to 165 against; 
Northwest Floydada, 2 for to 59 
against: McCoy, none for 11 against; 
Southeast Floydada, four for to 65 
against: Northeast Floydada, one for 
and 28 against; and absentee, one for 
and 22 against.
Approximately the western Vs of 

Floyd County is located within the 
target area for hail suppression cover­
ed by the permit granted to the Plains 
Weathpr Improvement Association of 
Plainvfew. The overall vote in the 
target area was 116 for and 505 

,j against. The middle Vs of the county 
IS within the operational area of the 
permit. In the operational area 10 
boxes voted against hail suppression 
activities. The operational area is a 
strip of land eight miles wide immedia 
tely to the east of the target area, over 
which planes may fly to seed clouds. 
The vote in the operational area was 7 
for and 200 against.

At Cedar Hill, more voters turned 
out for this election than for any in the 
history of that election precinct.

Of 52 voting boxes over the South 
Plains eligible for the election, only 
nine approved of continuing suppres­
sion flights by Plains Weather Im­
provement Association of Plainview or 
Atmospherics Inc., of Littlefield. Vot­
ers were eligible to cast ballots only on 
the proposition affecting their area.

Exact results of the election will not 
be known until the Texas Water 
Development Board convenes in Aus­
tin sometime in September or October 
to certify election results and amend 
the companies’ permits to operate, 
according to board general counsel 
Bruce Bigelow.

Only in clear cut operational areas 
will election results be final and valid, 
and then only as soon as Bigelow 
receives a certified copy of the results 
from county commissioners.

Immediately thereafter, companies 
will be notified to cease flights over 
operational areas which voted against 
the propositions.

Modification companies made their 
biggest gains last Saturday with the 
Lamb County elections. Voters in eight 
target area precincts there approved 
modification activities, while the pro­
position failed in only one area pre­
cinct. Voters in seven other operatio­
nal precincts also defeated the propo­
sal.

W.R. Ware of Cedar Hill and with 
the group opposing the weather modi­
fication efforts, said, "We are ’ very 
happy with the results of the election.”

He went on to say, “We certainly 
appreciate the efforts of those who 
worked on the petitions and on the 
election, and we want to express our 
thanks to the Citizens for Natural 
Weather for their help. After seven 
years of struggle to end cloud seeding, 
the Citizens for Natural Weather hope 
that at last politicians across the state 
will take notice that people disfavor 
these weather modification efforts,” 
Ware stated that six out of every 7 
people disfavored cloud seeding in the 
election.

On Friday morning at 9:00 Floyd 
County Commissioners Court will 
meet in special session to certify the 
results of the election. Notice of the 
results of the election will be on to the 
Texas Water Development Board in 
Austin.

“Now we know for sure that the 
majority of the population does not 
want weather modification,” was the 
way Wayne Bramlet, secretary-treas­
urer of the Floyd County Citizens For 
Natural Weather, summed up the 
results of the election Tuesday. Floyd 
County voters cast their ballots 727 
against, 124 for issuance of a weather 
modification permit, including authori­
zation for hail suppression, in the 
county. Voters in only two boxes 
(Allmon and Sandhill) approved the 
weather modification proposal.

Bramlet, on behalf of W.R. “Raz” 
Ware, chairman of the Citizens For 
Natural Weather group in Floyd Cou­
nty, said Wednesday, "A few of us 
worked hard to get the election 
scheduled, and we appreciate the voter 
turnout, and of course we’re happy 
with the way the vote went.”

Big College Bill
NEW YORK, Aug. 1 3 - Residents 

of Floyd County whose sons and 
daughters will be heading for college 
soon are finding that the cost will be 
greater than ever.

Colleges in all parts of the country 
have raised their rates again, citing 
their own increased operating expens­
es for faculty salaries, fuel, supplies 
and maintenance.

I'or residential students at four year 
private institutions, the average in­
crease is $242, for those at public 
colleges, $115.

F’ or F̂ loyd County families, based 
upon the number of local youngsters 
who are college bound this year, the 
added cost will amount to approximate­
ly $43,(X)0.

According to the latest estimates, 
some 310 young men and women from 
the Floyd County area will be going to 
college this year.

The total cost involved, for local 
parents, is approximately $1,065,000. 
This is based upon the assumption that 
half of the students will be going to 
private colleges and half to public ones.

(j-iide Oil Price Deregulation

WASHINGTON— The Administration’s repeated talk 
about the ill-eflFects of deregulated energy on the con­
sumer is a good example of how misinformation— if un­
challenged— becomes the conventional wisdom, despite 
facts to the contrary.

Such tactics do a gross disservice to the American 
public, obscuring the issues with political propoganda at 
a time when Texans and all Americans deserve straight 
talk about energy policy and how it will affect their poc- 
ketbooks and their way of life.

Unfortunately, the public has been subjected to so 
much contradictory information about the consequences 
of various energy proposals that distrust may be the pre­
vailing attitude.

Yet it is critically important that we understand that 
the policy decisions made now will have far-reaching 
implications, affecting the quality of our lives well into 
the next century.

Vitally important to our industrial and economic fu­
ture— and among the energy issues most consistently 
misrepresented— is crude oil supply and its price. The 
Administration has argued that a cap must be continued 
on the price of crude oil to prevent an alleged rip-off of 
the consuming public. Oil companies, so the argument 
goes, would reap windfall profits and would be under 
little pressure to plow back profits into exploration and

production, so that little additional supply of oil would 
result.

Such claims are patently exaggerated and do not stand 
up under examination when even basic economics are 
applied.

The real consumer rip-off, it is important to understand, 
is an energy policy which assures a scarce supply of 
domestically produced oil, while at the same time contin­
ues reliance on the Organization of Petroleum Exporting 
Countries (OPEC) for oil at a price they can raise at the 
drop of a hat.

The Administration’s crude oil plan is just such a 
policy.

Basic economic facts argue forcefully for deregulation. 
Even though Arab oil is priced high, it sells and will 
continue to do so on the world market because Federal 
regulation of the domestic oil companies discourages 
American exploration and production. With little or no 
American supply competition, OPEC has a corner on 
the oil market.

American companies, like most businesses, must justify 
the soundness of their investments. Oil exploration and 
production, hobbled by excessive regulation, is simply not 
a sufficiently attractive investment. Unable to realize a 
return on investment, American companies have been 
forced to produce less and the consumer therefore pays 
a price dictated by the Arabs.

Deregulation would reverse this perversion of the mar­
ketplace. American companies could begin to bring in 
new sources, eliminate the OPEC monopoly on supply, 
and allow the marketplace to determine prices.

Windfall profits? Every reliable study comes to the 
same conclusion— profits would remain about the same 
as for other segments of industry. Congress has consid­
ered an excess profits tax before. Should deregulation 
result in higher prices not accompanied by increased 
supplies, such a tax could again be considered.

More importantly, we would begin to rely on Amer­
ican production, not Arab whim or costly government 
controls to assure a vital supply of oil.

Seminar Seeks Solutions 
Gin Waste Problem

To

F'or cotton gins through 
out the Cotton Belt, gin 
waste is a problem of stag 
gering dimensions.

In Texas alone, assuming 
a 4 million bale production, 
gin waste would total about 
2 million tons.

With federal and state 
regulations restricting the 
traditional ways of burning 
gin trash, gins are faced 
with either finding ways of 
burning without pollution or 
disposing of the trash some 
other way.

Solutions to this problem 
were the topic of discussion 
at a seminar on gin waste 
utilization and stick separa­
tion held earlier this year by 
Cotton Incorporated in coop­
eration with the Southern 
Cotton Ginners Association 
and the National Cotton 
Council. Cotton Incorporat­
ed is the fiber company of 
American cotton producers.

Proceedings of the semi­
nar have recently been 
published to make them 
available to interested per­
sons.

Alternatives examined at 
the seminar included heat 
recovering gin waste incine­
rators, composting, using 
gin waste for building mat
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erials, and a feeder-cleaner 
unit to remove the waste 
before it gets in the gin.

Outlining the problem at 
the seminar, J ack Hamilton, 
president of the Southern 
Cotton Ginners Association, 
told the ginners and produ­
cers in attendance that “we 
are just not going to be able 
to continue burning as we 
are burning now.”

The results of tests of 
heat recovering gin waste 
incinerators have proven 
“ impressive" in tests, ac­
cording to Beverly Reeves, 
extension agricultural engi­
neer for cotton mechaniza­
tion and ginning.

"We have a lot of people 
working on gin trash incine­
ration and heat recovery, 
and I think we are making 
good progress,” Reeves told 
the approximately 50 per­
sons at the seminar.

Equipment manufactur­
ers, scientists, and ginners 
outlined the pros and cons of 
various incinerator systems 
and their overall effective­
ness. Engineers from Cot­
ton Incorporated presented 
results of two seasons' tests 
on heat-recovering incinera­
tors.

The audience also heard
about alternatives other 
than incineration.

Composting offers some 
advantages as a disposal 
method, according to a re­
port from Calvin B. Parnell 
J r. of Texas A&M. He said 
composting of gin waste has 
the potential of bringing 
Texas ginners an additional 
$48 million revenue yearly.

Evangelos J . Biblis, pro­
fessor of forestry at Auburn 
University, reported that 
gin waste from spindle-pick 
ed cotton could be combined 
with wood particles and
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wood fiber to produce insul­
ation board that meets com­
mercial standards.

Another alternative ex­
plored was a better system 
of removing trash from seed 
cotton before it enters the 
gin.

A unit that doubles as 
both a cleaner and a feeder 
was explained by Lambert 
Wilkes, professor of agri­
cultural engineering at Tex­
as A&M University. Wilkes 
reported that the feeder 
cleaner removes over half 
the trash from seed cotton 
while providing the efficien­
cies of an automatic gin 
feeder.

Gary Underbrink, a res­
earch associate at Texas 
A&M, detailed research 
findings of tests in various 
parts of Texas of a field unit 
of the feeder-cleaner.

J .K. "Farmer” J ones, 
Cotton Incorporated vice 
president and associate dir­
ector of agricultural resear 
ch, told the seminar the 
feeder-cleaner has the pot­
ential to reduce energy per 
bale and airborne dust at the 
gin.

He said it could be a great 
aid in parts of the Cotton 
Belt where more and more 
stripper harvesting is tak­
ing place but where gins are 
equipped to handle only 
spindle picked cott(>n.

Proceedings of the gin 
waste utilization and stick 
separation seminar have 
just been published as an 
agro-industrial report by 
Cotton Incorporated.

I am a widow and am

Must I collect sales tax for 
my work?

Yes. A seamstress is con­
sidered a manufacturer or 
processor and manufacturing 
and processing labor is 
taxable under the law. There­
fore, you must collect the 
tax.

They will assist 
you in obtaining a Sales Tax 
permit, and provide any 
information you  may need on 
collecting the tax. 
Dear Sir:

Are soft drinks and other 
snacks dispensed by vending 
machines subject to the sales 
tax?

Yes, if the sales price o f  an 
individual item exceeds 16 
cents. In most cases, the tax 
is included in the price to the 
customer. The vending 
machine owner then rebates 
the tax to the state.

What One

RONALD E. CADDIE, 
earthworm farmer

Most of us associate “a can 
of worms" with either fish­
ing or a problem. Ronald E. 
Gaddie turned worms into a 
solution— and a fortune.

Vermiculture is Mr. Gad- 
die’s business. He is founder 
and president of North 
American Bait Farms, Inc., 
in Ontario, California— a 
world leader in earthworm 
technology and marketer of 
worms. He has proved that 
the lowly worm can make 
short shrift of solid waste 
accumulations and produce 
fertilizer in the process.

His company which spent 
$100,000 on research last 
year, put worms in work on 
15,000 pounds of ground 
garbage from Los Angeles. 
Within three days, all odor 
was gone. In 28 days, the 
worms had consumed 90 
percent of the solid waste 
and created hundreds of 
pounds of fertilizer selling 
for 70 cents a pound.

Ronald Gaddie had been a 
truck driver. In 1967, he 
underwent surgery for a 
back ailment. He was forced 
to go on welfare to support 
his wife and six children. As 
he recuperated, he started 
raising worms as a hobby. 
Now he is a millionaire.

In his book, “Earthworms 
for Ecology & Profit," Mr. 
Gaddie writes that billions of 
dollars are being spent to 
reduce pollution caused by 
burning and dumping of 
various types of organic 
wastes! “While all of this 
money is being spent,” says 
the author, “ 1,000 lowly 
earthworms, which cost $5 
to $6, and all of their 
descendants can convert ap­
proximately one ton of or­
ganic matter into one of the 
highest yield fertilizers a- 
vailable, within a year.”

Mr. Gaddie’s successful 
experimentation has inter­
ested several American cit­
ies and prompted his own 
city of Ontario to ask him to 
develop a worm-consump­
tion program as part of a 
total waste-management 
system.

At a low low point? That’s 
where Ronald Gaddie start­
ed. But he didn’t stay there.
