NWTF needs
fo continue fight

Battling against long odds is
everyday business for the Nuclear
Waste Task Force (NWTF) based
here.

The Task Force, a consortium of
organizations from a broad cross-
section of the state, is continuing an
ongoing fight against location of a
nuclear waste dump in the Texas
Panhandle.

Operating on a budget of less
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than $250,000 a year — all of it
donated — NWTF goes head-to-
head against a multi-million dollar
lobby of the nuclear generating
industry. This industry wants some-
place to dispose of the hazardous
radioactive waste it generates, and
wants it now.

A large salt formation below the
Ogallala aquifer is being eyed as
the potential dump ground.

Since its formation is February
1986, the Task Force has opposed
location of a high-level nuclear
waste dump on prime farmland in
the Panhandle, at a site in Deaf
Smith County.

Many Task Force members fear
that repercussions and hazards from
the proposed site north of Hereford
could have an adverse impact on
agriculture and livelihood through-
out the High Plains.

Delbert Devin of Tulia, co -
founder and president of the Task
Force, explained, "While the Task
Force wasn’t formally organized
until 1986, it really dates back to

Steve Frishman addressed the
directors of the Nuclear Waste Task
Force last Wednesday, seeking
their support for of legislation re-
garding the site selection process.

Frishman served as the director
of the Texas Nuclear Waste Pro-
grams Office from 1983 until Au-
gust, and he is now acting as a
consultant to those affected by the
proposed nuclear waste repository.

There are four bills up now
before the Legislature concerning
the site selection process. Frishman
and the NWTF are in favor of two
of them.

The problem with the site selec-
tion and characterization process as
it stands now is that it lacks a sound
geological foundation, Frishman
said. He said the program generally
is not a technical one, but a politi-
cal one. He stressed the need for
moving toward a research and de-
velopment approach to site charac-
terization rather than an applied
engineering approach.

Frishman said planners need to
find a location that is geologically
fit to begin with, rather than choos-
ing a less suitable site and working
around the problems that come up
with applied engineering techni-
ques.

The bills that Frishman and the
NWTF support are HR 2888 which

help -

the formation of Serious Texans
Against Nuclear Dumping
(STAND) of Tulia in 1981. That
came about when the Department
of Energy was considering a site
near Tulia for the waste dump,
along with a site in Deaf Smith
County.

"People Oposed to Wasted Ener-
gy Repositories (POWER) was
formed about six months later in
Hereford, and a second STAND
chapter was formed in Amarillo.
Eventually the focus of the original
POWER group shifted to landown-
ers at the porposed site near Vega,
and a second POWER group was
formed at Hereford.

"These are all groups which op-
pose location of a nuclear dump in
the Panhandle. Representatives of
these groups and their members
were early testifiers against the
whole process of locating a dump
in Texas."

Devin said that in February
1986, various organizations dis-

was mtroduccd by Congressman
Udall of Nevada, and Senate Bill
748 which was introduced by Sen.
Sasser of Tennesee. HR 2888 has
56 co-sponsors, among them Larry
Combest, Beau Boulter, and seven
others from Texas.

HR 2888 calls for an 18-month
suspension by Congress of all site
activity at the three present sites
and a complete review of the entire
site selection process including ev-
erything which has been done un-
der the Nuclear Waste Policy Act
by the Department of Energy. Sen-
ate Bill 748 is a companion to this
bill.

The value of a fair and compre-
hensive high-level review such as
this, Frishman said, is that it would
lead to a new start for the program
and a more rigorous site selection
process which, he felt, would lead

completely away from the Deaf
Smith site.

The current site selection process
is not well organized and needs a
fresh start, Frishman said. It is an
expensive program that has already
cost a billion dollars and is at a
virtual standstill, he said. He also
cited the lack of public confidence
in the process as a large problem,
saying that the DOE uses a lip-
service approach to the public.

There are two other bills involv-
ing this issue coming up. They are
HR 296 and Senate Bill 1481. SB
1481 calls for the DOE to choose

““““one of the three sites already being

considered and concentrate on it
exclusively.

Frishman said this would proba-
bly move site studies away from
the Deaf Smith location, but with
no permanent guarantees. Frishman
feels that all three sites, Deaf
Smith, Nevada and Hanford, are
geologically unsuitable. Therefore,
he said, the DOE would spend the
time and money on characterization
of the one site chosen only to find it
unfit and be forced to eventually
move back to one of the other two.

SB 1481 also offers no incentive
to the DOE to search for site
problems initially.

Delbert Devin of the NWTF said
HR 296 had some workable points
but that it needed some amend-
ments to do any real good.

All of these bill should come to a
vote this fall, Frishman said. He
added that the timing for these
pieces of legislation is very good,
in that elections are coming up in
1988 and legislators don’t want this
to become an election issue.

Frishman said hearings on this
bill will begin Sept. 18, and that it’s
important to let legislators know
how those involved feel. The
people affected by this site selec-
tion program have a responsibility
to take part in the legislative pro-
cess, he said.

Teachers listen
{o state educator

Dimmitt teachers had a rare treat
last week when Texas Commis-
sioner of Education Dr. William
Kirby served as their in-service
speaker. It was the first time a
Commissioner of Education had
ever come to Dimmitt.

Kirby spoke of the importance of
education to the future of the state
and the nation. He explained his
efforts to involve others in educa-
tion, besides the educators them-
selves.

Kirby explained that the eco-
nomic needs of the state are chang-
ing. The history of Texas was made
by oil, gas and agriculture, he said,
the future is not.

"These three industries won’t
provide jobs for the undereducated
as they once did," Kirby said. "The
futurs of Texas is going to take a
better educated population than we
have today."

Kirby stressed the need to make
Texans understand the necessity of
education if we are to have any sort
of competitive edge in world mark-
ets.

"We’re already in the race at a

starting block disadvantage, in that,
all over the world, people work
harder, longer and cheaper,” Kirby
said. "So, we have to work smar-
ter."

Kirby said the problems facing
today’s youth are more serious than
they ever were, and businesses,
parents, and churches are going to
have to accept their responsibility
for our young people’s education.

Parents, he said, have to accept
responsibility for their children’s
school attendance, behavior at
school, and study habits. He em-
phasized the need to get children
away from the TV set and into a
quiet study time.

Kirby said his current efforts are
with business and industry to get
them to carry the message to the
legislature that education needs fi-
nancing. He’s also going to be
asking businesses to give their time
as tutors, aides, and role models for
students. Businesses can also help
their workers see the need for their
children to be educated, he said.

According to Kirby, Texas has a

The games were played under international rules
with two, 30 minute halves.

"We traveled by bus just
about everywhere we went.

"We toured a cheese factory, wooden shoe making
factory and a diamond factory. We spent a day in
Elfland, which is like Disneyland, and took a cruise
down the Rhine River.

"Holland is flat like Texas. The highest point is
approximately 900 feet above sea level," Kern said.

Kem said the people in Holland were very friendly
and the atmosphere was more relaxed than in the
United States.

"We hardly saw any cops at all. There aren’t many
traffic laws there, because there aren’t any cops to
enforce them. They have no set speed limit on the
highways," he said.

"It secems like the people don’t work there. They
are always out shopping in the town square. The mall
was always full of people," Kern said.

Kern said prices
were about the same as they are in the United States
because 1t 1S a tourist attraction.

"Cheese can be bought off of the street any time
you want it," he added.

"American food in Holland was very expensive,"
he said. "They had a McDonald’s, but the prices
were higher. :

The trip cost $1,695 and was paid through spon-
sors in the county. "I really appreciated the generous
donations that allowed me to travel to Europe and
play basketball, Kern said. "It was truly a dream
come true for me. The ten-day trip was quite a
thrilling and unique experience and one that I will
remember for the rest of my life."

Dimmitt’s Bobcats are a happy
bunch. They’re planning to have a
lot of fun, and maybe upset some
apple-carts this season.

They’ll open their season at
home Friday night against the Lub-
bock Roosevelt Eagles. Kickoff
time is 8 p.m.

The Bobcats are three-point un-
derdogs against Roosevelt. What’s
more, they’re picked by nearly all
the polls to finish in the cellar of
District 2-AAA again this year. But
the players, their coaches and the
fans who have watched them in
their pre - season workouts and
scrimmages just don’t believe it.

"I just don’t see us finishing:

last," said Head Coach Clifford
Smith after watching his Bobcat
squad doing lots of nifty things
already. "I think we’ll be right in
the thick of it.

In Coach Rex Minshew’s words,
"The guys are tired of beating up
on each other. They're ready to
play a game."

The Swifts will get their chance
Friday night when-they travel to
Lubbock to take on the Lubbock
Christian Eagles in the season ope-
ner. Game time is set for 8 p.m.

The Eagles have been to the
playoffs the past two years, includ-
ing a berth in the Texas Association
of Private Schools champioship
game in 1985. Last year’s squad
finished 6-5 and enjoyed a brief
playoff stint before losing to Den-
ton Liberty Christian in the quarter-
finals.

Lubbock Christian lost a lot of
good players that were two-way
starters last year, but they have
experience back at the skill posi-
tions.

Paul Nichols, a 5-11, 175 pound

" junior all-state performer last year

returns to his tailback position.
Other players to watch are senior
quarterback Scott Burke (5 - 10,
155), junior tight end Steve Crock-
ett (5-11, 180) and junior fullback
Christian Hasenoehrl (5-10, 175).

"They’ve got good size. They're
probably bigger than we are," Min-
shew said.

tackle Bobby Kem (6-1, 185).
Defensively, the Swifts line will
average 176 pounds. They will
field seven retuming starters in-
cluding Dobmeier, who was chosen
as a first-team All-District line-
backer as a junior; and Wilhelm, a
second team All-District defensive
tackle selection last year. Wilhelm
will move to noseguard this year.

Other returning defensive star-
ters include Cobb, defensive tackle;
Annen, linebacker; Schulte, comer;
Gerber, free safety; and Chris
Schmucker, strong safety.

Making their defensive debut
will be defensive tackle Kern, de-
fensive ends Brian Schmucker and
Brad Hoelting, and comer Cory
Hoelting.

"We think we’ve got as good a
shot at going into the playoffs as
anybody—the kids and coaches are
excited," says Hart Head Coach
Mark Stroebel, who took his Long-
homns into the playoffs last year and
knows that it takes to get there
again.

Hart will travel to Anton Friday
night to open its 1987 season
against a strong Bulldog team that’s
expected to be in the thick of the
District 2-A title race. Kickoff time
is 8 p.m.

Defense is the Longhoms’ main
strength.

"Defensively, our kids are very
aggressive and not afraid to hit,"
Stroebel said. "We'll do a lot of
stunting.

"Offensively, we look good at
times and bad at times, I think
because of lack of experience and
immaturity," the coach added. "I
think when the kids get the offen-
sive techniques down, we'll be fair
enough.”

Although Hart has only six star-
ters back from last year’s District
3-AA runner-up squad, the Long-
horns are bolstered by a group of
win-oriented younger players who
lost only one junior varsity game

last season. The six returnees held
down five defensive and three of-
fensive positions.

Injuries could play havoc with
the Longhoms’ hopes this year.
Nine players on the 23-man squad
start on both offense and defense,
so they'll need to stay healthy.

Three players have received in-
juries in pre-season action, but all
are expected to be in the lineup
against Anton Friday night. They
are flanker-comerback Cody Myr-
ick (cracked bone in the foot),
tailback - linebacker David Rodri-
quez (hyperextended knee) and
split end-safety Steven Reyna (dis-
located shoulder).

Intensity is often the deciding
factor in close games, and in that
department, Stroebel said, his
Longhoms don’t take a back seat to
anybody.

"The attitude and intensity are
really good," the coach said. "The
younger kids, I think, are still semi-
shellshocked because the varsity is
so much different than junior varsi-
ty, but they’re picking it up from
the older players."

Emerging as team leaders be-
cause of their attitude, effort and
determination are Myrick, Reyna,

Alonzo Sarabia, Junior Washing-
ton, Erasmo Mata and Reno Mon-
tel.

"We'll have to rely a lot more on
the run this year," Stroebel said.
"We'll probably throw only eight to
12 times per game, and we’'ll use
short routes and play-action passes
mainly. Of course, we'll adjust this
to the other team’s secondary."

The Longhorns will operate
mainly out of the basic I-formation,
but their opponents also will have
to cope with a pro-I and split-back
line-ups.

"It’s a basic running scheme, but
we'll throw a lot of formations in
there just to shake them up and
keep them honest,” Stroebel said.

Running the Longhom offense
will be quarterback Rey Velasquez,
a 156-lb. sophomore who steered
the JV team last year.

"I think he’s going to be a good
one when he gets some exper-
ience," Stroebel said.

Junior Washington, a 210 - Ib.
junior who was an all-district de-
fensive tackle last year, will give
the Longhoms a good short-yar-
dage threat from the fullback post.

PCG to discuss cotton
program provisions Tuesday

The executive committee of
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., in
Lubbock will meet Tuesday in
Lubbock to develop PCG’s recom-
mendations on 1988 cotton pro-
gram provisions.

Deadline for submlmng com-
ment on the 1988 program is Sept.
15.

Some of the decisions for 1988
already have been made and many
others are pretty well dictated by
formulas written into the 1985 law
or by budgetary considerations. For
example, the loan must be set at
85% of a three year averae of US
spot market prices through Oct. 15,
which will come to about 51.8
cents. And USDA has made clear
the target price will be set at 77
cents, the lowest permitted by law.

The major issue on which USDA
has broad discretion is whether
there will be an acreage reduction
program, and if so, what percentage
reduction will be required for pro-
gram participation. And in that re-
gard, PCG, USDA and other inter-

ested parties are looking at figures
on supply, demand and consequent
production needs that are in stark
contrast to those in evidence when
recommendations were made iIn
1986 on the 1987 program.

Total US offtake of cotton in the
1985-86 marketing year was 8.2
million bales, 1.9 million exported
and 6.3 million consumed domesti-
cally. The total for 1986-87 rose to
13.9 million, 6.6 million in exports
and 7.3 million in domestic con-
sumption. USDA’s prognosticators
foresee 7 million bales going to
exports in 1987-88 and another 7.2
million for domestic mills, a total
of 14.2 million bales.

In 1986 beginning stocks of cot-
ton in the US were almost 9.3
million bales. Beginning US stocks
this year are only 5.1 million and
are estimated at 3.6 million at the
start of the 1988 marketing year. In
1986 when USDA set the 1987
acreage reduction requirement at
the maximum 25%, they were still
expecting a carryover well in ex-

cess of 7 million bales.

The worldwide picture is similar,
with ending stocks in 1988 expect-
ed to be down over 4.6 million
bales from 32.3 million to 27.6
million, and down over 40% from
the 47.1 million bales in stocks at
the end of 1986.

As might be expected from de-
creasing stocks and increasing de-
mand, both US and world prices
have risen dramatically. The US
spot price has gone from 26.7 cents
Aug. 14, 1986, to an average of
75.29 cents for the week ending
Aug. 14 this year. The Northem
European price on the same date
this year was 85.15 cents, up from
36.76 cents on the corresponding
date a year ago.

"These prices are bound to spark
an increase in foreign plantings,"
says PCG Executive Vice President
Donald Johnson. "So the low car-
ryover expectations don’t necessa-
rily mean that PCG will recom-
mend, or that USDA will announce
a zero acreage reduction program
for 1988."

Thinking about retiring? Or per-
haps tapering off work gradually
with a part-time job? If so, there are
some facts you should know about
Social Security.

To begin with, you can receive
your full retirement amount at 65,
or a permanently reduced amount
. as early as 62. For example, the
reduction is 20% at 62, 13 1/3% at
63 and 6 2/3% at 64.

If you're past 65 when you ap-
ply, you will get a slight "bonus."
Your monthly check will be in-
creased by 3% for each year (1/4 of
1% for each month) that you did
not get a benefit between 65 and
70.

Some Social security work cre-
dits are needed before you can get
benefits. For example, if you are 62
in 1987, you need at least 9 years
of coverage (36 "quarters of cover-
age") to be insured.

The amount of your monthly
check will depend on your average
covered earnings while you
worked. A worker who retires at 65
in 1987 after having maximum
earnings most years can expect to
receive just over $789 a month. If
he or she has eligible dependents,
payments to the family will be
substantially more.

Once benefits start, payments
will increase automatically to keep
pace with annual rises in the cost of
living. The benefit increase will be
tied to the increase in either prices
or average wages, depending on the
status of the economy.

Your retirement checks may be
subject to Federal income tax if you
have substantial outside income in
addition to benefits. In no case,
however, will you have to pay tax
on more than 1/2 of the benefits.
For more information on this, con-
tact the Internal Revenue Service.

You and members of your family
who are at least 65 have Medcare
protection to help costly medical
bills.You are eligible for Medicare
even if you plan to keep working
and not receive monthly checks at
this time. You will, however, need
to apply for it

You can have some earnings

from work and still receive Social
Security checks. If you are 65 or
older in 1987, you can eamn up to
$8,160 and receive all benefits due;
$6,000 if you are under 65; and no
limit if you are 70 or older. If
eamings exceed the annual exempt

amount, $1 in benefits is withheld
for each $2 of eamnings above the
exempt amount.

DISD sets tax rate

In a brief meeting Monday after-
noon, the Dimmitt School Board
voted to adopt the proposed 1987-
88 budget and set the tax rate at
62.14 cents per $100 valuation.

The new rate is lower than the
65-cent rate of last year, but 3%
higher than the 60-cent effective
tax rate set by the Castro County
Tax Appraisal District. The effec-
tive tax rate is the rate needed to
raise the same amount of tax rev-
enue as last year.

Of the 62.14-cent total tax rate,
58.44 cents will go to the general
fund and 3.70 cents will go into
interest and sinking.

Total revenues for the 1987-88
budget are expected to reach $5,-
693,357, with expenditures estima-

More about

ted at $6,328,686, leaving a $635,-
329 deficit.

DISD Business Manager Gene
King said the deficit will be made
up with surplus funds on hand from
previous years. He noted that funds
had already been set aside for the
construction being done at Richard-
son Elementary, but the expendi-
tures will show on this year's budg-
et.

Of the $4,964,638 in revenue
expected for the general fund,
$245,000 will come from federal
sources, while $1,517,897 will
come from local sources, and $3,-
201,741 from the state.

As always, the biggest single
expense in the DISD budget is the

payroll, set at $4,424 991, Federal
funds will supply $570,391 of that
amount, with the rest coming from
state and local funds.

The $418,765 food service budg-
et will be met with an estimated
$245,000 of federal momey, $100,-
000 of local money and the rest
from state funds.

The state is also expected to
advance $86,393 for busing ex-
penses to help meet the transporta-
tion department’s budget of $196,-
920.

Besides the already contracted
construction at the elementary, a
$20,000 capital outlay has been
planned for a new computer lab at
the high school.

distressingly high drop - out rate.
Currently one in three students
won’t graduate, he said. When
asked why the drop-out rate was so
high, Kirby said, that despite popu-
lar belief, students don’t drop out to
get a job. In today’s economy drop-
outs can’t get jobs, he said. Kirby
felt most students who dropped-out
did so because of a feeling of
failure. He stressed the importance
of early education programs, pre-
kindergarten and kindergarten, in
establishing early patterns of suc-
cess.

More about

Saddest of all is the fact that
students who drop - out are sen-
tenced to a lifetime of poverty, he
said, and education is the only
answer to escaping from that
poverty mode. While the drop-out
rate is higher among minority stu-
dents, Kirby did not feel that race
was the determining factor in a
student’s decision to quit school.

"It’s not race that determines
education performance, it's in-
come,"” he said.

"We believe that every child can
learn, but that learning takes coop-
eration between the school and the

home,"” Kirby said.

Kirby repeatedly stressed the
idea that education is the only
answer to the problems of this state
and nation.

“The most important resource we
have is our children," he said.

Kirby encouraged the teachers to
see their value to the future of the
children of Texas and challenged
them to stay with their jobs.

"Stay in this profession," he said.
"The future of Texas hangs in the
balance of how well you do your
job."

cussed forming one group that
could speak for all with a single
voice. NWTF was born as an um-
brella group representing numerous
independent organizations, all of
which retain their own identity.

Devin said the size of the Task
Force marks quite an accomplish-
ment. NWTYF represents well over
1.5 million people in Texas from
22 organizations.

A National Nuclear Waste Task
Force representing several states
was subsequently fashioned after
the local NWTF.

The local NWTF, operating
strictly on free-will donations, be-
gan with a budget of $425,000,
which was quickly pared down to a
bare - bones budget of $250,000
annually.

NWTF has never met even the
pared-down budget. Yet, given the
limited funds with which it oper-
ates, the Task Force has had sub-
stantial impact on the nuclear waste
dump issue.

Devin said funding cuts for
DOE, which eliminated any fund-
ing for drilling large boreholes in
fiscal year 1987, were the direct
result of formation of the National
NWTFE.

Task Force presence also helped
bring about introduction of legisla-
tion calling for a moratorium on
further dump site characterization
activities pending an investigation
by an independent blue-ribbon pa-
nel. This independent review com-
mission legislation was introduced
by Sasser in the Senate and Udall
in the House.

NWTF this summe:r bronght to
light information about a fatal ac-
cident in Gorleben, Germany, that
involved failure of drilling techno-

logy similar to that planned by
DOE for boring through the Ogal-
lala aquifer.

The Task Force is utilizing top
legal and technical assistance in its
battle against the waste dump.

Legal counsel for NWTF and
landowners in the proposed Deaf
Smith County dump site is Alice
Hector of Albuquerque, who 1s
considered a top legal authority on
the nuclear waste disposal 1ssue.

Technical consultant for NWTF
is Don Hancock of the Southwest
Research and Information Center at
Albuquerque.

"Don knows more about the Nu-
clear Waste Policy Act and its
administration than anyone in the
US," Devin commented.

Washington representation for
NWTEF is through White and Asso-
ciates. NWTF employs the services
of Sam White of Stratford and
Larry Myers of Muleshoe, Pan-
handle residents and past staffers
for former Rep. Kent Hance and
Sen. Lloyd Bentsen.

Devin said NWTF has already
"accomplished a great service to the
nation,” and added, "Future genera-
tions will benefit if we can bring
order out of the chaos the Nuclear
Waste Policy Act has become."

The talent necessary to effective-
ly oppose location of a nuclear
waste dump in the Panhandle
doesn’t come cheap.

Lois Wales of Dimmitt, first
vice-president of NWTF and finan-
cial chairman of the group, said
Washington representation ex-
penses for the Task Force average a
minimum of $5,000 per month and
are frequently higher.

Legal representation and techni-
cal consultation create considerable

expense.

NWTF has relied on many meth-
ods of fundraising, including social
events, mailings and direct appeals.

Mrs. Wales is heading up a ma-
jor fundraising effort getting under-
way here this month.

"We're asking concerned indivi-
duals to fill out a bank draft card
that will allow NWTF to automati-
cally draft an authorized amount
from their checking account each
month. This will let NWTF antici-
pate income on a month-to-month
basis, simplify the donation pro-
cess, and avoid placing undue bur-
dens on individual contributors. In-
come from these bank drafts could
ease our cash flow problems con-
siderably, provided the response is
good," Mrs. Wales said.

Mrs. Wales and other local rep-
resentatives of NWTF will be mak-
ing personal calls on businesses
and individuals in the Dimmitt area
in the next few weeks to enlist
donors in the fundraising effort.

Bank draft drives are also
planned in neighboring commu-
nities throughout the Panhandle this
fall.

"Realistically, for NWTF to do
what it should to inform the public,
we have a very conservative budg-
et, but we’re stretched thin in this
vital battle.

"It's improtant to realize this is
part of our debt to future genera-
tions," Devin said. "We owe them
the preservation of productive land
and clean water. Just because we
haven’t felt famine in this land
doesn’t mean we won't. We must
preserve our resources. It's our
moral responsibility to look after
God’s handiwork, and that’s what
NWTF is going about, and will
continue to do with the help of
concerned residents of the region.
