It takes a lot of towns to fill a 
seven-week schedule for the National 
Children’s Theatre Association, which 
was in Lockney recently to give the 
school children a taste of cjlture.

Tiie production of “ The Little Lame 
Prince”  will play its final date about 
Thanksgiving after touring in Texas, 
Oklahoma, Kansas, Arkansas, Mis­
souri, Wisconsin, Mississippi, Louis­
iana and Tennessee. Next spring, the 
tour will also take a play to Florida.

11 Penseroso Junior Study Qub of 
Lockney has been sponsoring the plays 
for children for about five years. Former 
club member Linda Terrell obtained 
information about the touring group 
from her sister at Mason after Linda’s 
daughter Lisa saw a play while visiting 
at Mason.

Edwin Child is owner of the touring 
company, and also acts as producer, 
director and cast member.

Joining him for “ The Little Um e 
Prince”  were Allison Clemmer, Beth 
Goodwyn, David Chestnut and Mike 
Schuler. Child employed the four young 
people after working with them this past 
summer in Galveston on the historical 
drama ’ ’ Lone Star”  (written by Paul 
Green who also wrote “ Texas” ) and 
“ Annie Get Your Gun.”  Child was 
assistant to the producer.

Beth and Allison are both 23 years old 
and arc both North Carolina natives who 
graduated from the University of North 
Carolina in dance education. David, 21, 
attended a junior college. His home is in

Fort Walton Beach. Florida. Mike 
Schuler, 22, is originally from Kentucky 
but is now living in New York City.

All except Mike were chosen for 
“ Lone Star”  after auditions in Atlanta 
that were sponsored by the Southeast­
ern Theatre Conference. About 60 
young people displayed their talents in 
the session that was convenient to both 
the actors and to play directors.

Mike auditioned for the “ Lone Star”  
director at Fordham University.

Mr. Child foresee® that the next 
experience for his youthful actors will 
be in dinner theaters. All except Mike 
plan to be in Nashville in March for 
more of the SEC audidons.

The troup travels in a van which Child 
bought this year. Previously he used a 
station wagon to hold his play cast, 
scenery, props and costumes.

This is Child’ s 22nd year with the 
National Children’ s Theatre Associa­
tion. He bought the touring production 
six years ago and just made his last 
payment.

Child does all the driving as the group 
makes about 1000 miles a week. (His 
station wagon was four years old with 
240,000 miles on it when he bought the 
van.) The young people all bought lots 
of paperbacks to read while traveling 
and one of the girls has a latch h(X)k rug 
she works on. Beth said that she 
thought she would hate the miles of 
riding, but has found that the time 
passes fairly quickly.

The group stays in motels, eating 
most of the time in their rooms from

instant-type f<x)ds and sandwiches. 
While in Lockney for the two play 
perfomances, the cast ate lunch in the 
cafeteria with the children who were 
thrilled to see the actors “ in person.”  
Beth says that they are “ always 
hungry.”

Child said that this play cast is 
congenial, which is not always the case. 
They are planning a party to celebrate 
Allison’s birthday this month.

Temporary helpers with the scenery, 
curtain-pulling, etc. were two Lockney 
fourth-graders, Troy Bigham and Boyd 
Jackson. Besides getting a back-stage 
view of a play, the boys enjoyed missing 
classes. Mr. Child promised to recom­
mend them for the job when he returns 
to L(Kkncy.

Scenery for the play, including a baby 
cradle and a throne, is collapsible, so 
will fit nicely in the van. The backdrops 
are on canvas and can be rolled up. 
Each of the actors had several parts in 
the play, which necessitated careful 
scripting to give time for costume 
changes. Repairing of costuming is 
done in spare moments between per­
formances.

The cast worked five days in rehear­
sal before leaving on the tour, but 
haven’t had a rehearsal since. However, 
after the final curtain of the second 
performance in Lockney, the group 
stayed in place a few moments to work 
out a rough spot.

While giving the play to children, the 
actors and Child in particular almost 
exaggerate their acting to be sure that 
the children understand the play.

The IxKkney audiences are very 
receptive to the plays, clapping when

the lights dim to start the performance. 
Only in LiKkney do junior high students 
attend the plays. “ Your Lockney child­
ren are unusual in their attention to the 
play,”  Mr. Child says.

One of the Lockney teachers praises 
the selection of the plays which Mr. 
Child brings twice a year. “ There is 
always a lesson to be learned, and even 
in our first grade class we have 
discussion after the play.”

About 300 children see each perfor­
mance at Lockney, but the cast some­
times plays to much larger audiences 
while on tour. In one small town in 
Wisconsin, the town population was 
only about 300, but the auditorium held 
nearly 1000. Children had been bussed 
in from surrounding towns.

Mr. Child and another group of young 
actors will return to Lockney late next 
winter to do “ Rip Van Winkle,”  with 
Child in the lead role. “ By then I will 
have done the part over 400 times I”  
When asked if he still might muff his 
lines, he said that it would be possible if 
he weren’t concentrating. “ If I was on 
stage but was wondering if I had made 
the motel reservations for that night, 
yes, I might miss my lines.”

Besides the two plays that Child 
brings to IxKkney each school year, he 
also makes a tour with a third play. This 
year the third one is “ Pocahontas.”

II Penseroso Gub charges only SO 
cents for the children’s play tickets, 
making no profit on this project. 
However, in many towns Child receives 
a percent o f the gate when the ticket 
admission is higher. He could still take 
bookings in this area. His address is 
P.O. Box 8044, Dallas 7S205.
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The holiday shopping season will be 
on us in little more than a week. Many 
o f the gifts we purchase will be charged 
—  we truly are a credit society. The 
problem with credit purchases, o f 
course, is that the bill soon follows; and 
frequently, the bill we receive does not 
match the good we purchased. The 
billing disputes which result are a major 
consumer problem.

In 1975 a federal law was enacted to 
insure that billing disputes are fairly 
resolved. This law does not apply to all 
credit purchases, however, but only to 
open-end credit plans such as credit 
cards and charge accounts.

Basically, the law provides that a 
creditor must respond to billing dis­
putes brought to his attention by a 
consumer by correcting any errors on 
the bill or by explaining why the bill is 
correct. The creditor must also explain 
the dispute settlement procedure so the 
consumer can resolve the problem as 
quickly and efficiently as possible.

The billing dispute procedure man­
dated by the federal law is set in motion 
when a consumer sends a written notice 
to the creditor dexcribing the error. This 
notice must be sent within sixty days of 
receipt o f the billing statement. Any of 
the following are considered billing 
errors:

•Accounting errors 
-Failing to credit payments or the 

return of goods 
-Incomplete billings 
-Unauthorized charges or charges not 

made
-Charges for goods not delivered as 

agreed or which were not accepted 
-Incorrect dates, descriptions or 

amounts on bills
-Sending the bill to the wrong address 

provided that the creditor was given a 
change of address notice at least 10 
days before the bill was sent.

A consumer’s billing dispute must be 
acknowledged within 30 days and 
settled within 90 days. Before the 
dispute is settled, rreditors cannot send 
harrassing letters or close a consumer’ s 
account or take other steps to collect the 
bill. Bad credit reports cannot be issued 
unless the consumer is notified and 
credit bureaus are informed that the bill 
is in dispute. In such cases, the 
consumer must be furnished the names

o f all who received notice of the 
delinquent debt. If the bill is later 
determined to be in error, everyone who 
received the bad credit report must be 
notified that the bill was settled.

When a bill is disputed, it is 
important to remember that a consumer 
may withhold only that portion o f the 
bill which is in dispute. And, once the 
bill is settled, a consumer may be 
required to pay finance charges which 
have accumulated on t'le disputed 
balance i f the bill was correct. I f  the bill 
was incorrect, however, then the con­
sumer must be given the usual amount 
o f time to pay the corrected amount 
without finance charges or late payment 
fees.

If a creditor fails to follow these 
dispute settlement procedures, the first 
$50 o f the disputed amount cannot be 
collected, even if the bill was correct. 
And, the creditor may be sued for 
violating the law and be held liable for 
minimum damages o f SIOO, court costs 
and reasonable attorneys’ fees.

Hopefully, your holiday credit shop­
ping will go smoothly and you will be 
billed only for those items you pur­
chased. If, however, you experience a 
billing problem and are unable to 
resolve the dispute, contact the Attor­
ney General’s Consumer Ih-otection and 
Antitrust Division nearest you.

Some o f the 12 candidates — lo 
Republicans, 2 Democrats — now 
running for President are mad at the TV 
networks because they wont sell them 
time to make their formal announce­
ments.

Some political experts say there’s 
another reason, that a network gets only 
$180,000 for a 30-minute political 
announcement, while it c a n  get 
$900,000 for its regular show with 
$150,000-a-minute commercials thrown 
in every few  minutes. These commer­
cials are necessary to pay the inflated 
salaries o f TV perfomers. A pound of 
bacon would have to sell for $100 for its 
price to equal the inflationary price of 
some TV personalitites. How high it 
would have to go to equal what some of
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AUSTIN —  In the midst of anti-Iran­
ian demonstrations in some Texas 
cities. Texans are also concerned that a 
shutdown o f crude oil from Iran will 
cause more long gasoline lines at 
service stations.

Last week Gov. Bill Clements said 
reinstatement of odd-even gasoline 
sales in Texas is possible, but it 
depends on whether “ drivers panic and 
start topping o ff”  their tanks.

Clements instituted the odd-even 
rationing plan this summer based on 
license plate numbers.

“ I ’m confident we have enough 
supply o f gas, but if we get into a panic 
situation, w e ’ ll go back to it,”  Clements 
said.

In a gesture o f true statesmanship, 
Clements also urged citizens and offi­
cials alike to back President Jimmy 
Carter in his efforts to rescue some 62 
Americans held hostage in Iran. Qe- 
ments is a steadfast political foe of 
Carter’ s, but he urged politicians not to 
make political hay from the troubled 
situation.

Anti-Iranian demonstrations have oc­
curred in Austin, Houston, Beaumont, 
Dallas and other cities.

Holding Back Curbs 
State energy officials are closely 

monitoring the cutoff of oil from Iran, 
but do not anticipate needs for imme­
diate conservation or rationing.

“ Texas is in pretty good shape,”  said 
Bill Lauderback, executive assistant to 
the Texas Energy and Natural Re­
sources Commission. “ Fuel is tight but 
I don’t think w e ’re in as bad shape as 
New Jersey or Washington, D.C.”  

Lauderback said TENRAC has been 
scrutinizing the Iranian situation closely 
since the hostages tvere taken on Nov.
4. He does not believe the cutoff will 
have consequences in Texas as serious 
as those encountered during the sum­
mer.

CongreMional Action
Two U.S. Senators from Texas, 

Democrat Lloyd Bentsen and Republi­
can John Tower, have urged the nation 
to stop training Iranian military pilots 
and navigators until the hostages are 
returned.

The government now trains 123 of the 
pilots at three Air Force bases in Texas: 
Del Rio, Wichita Falls and Lubbock.

“  There is no reason for the United 
States to continue to train fighter pilots 
for a renegade government that is 
holding American diplomats hostage in 
Tehran,”  Bentsen said.

The second' sale, to be 
conducted later in the spring, 
will offer 54,847 coins in 
three mint-year categories:

Marilyn Smith recital 

Tuesday in Plainview
signed into law by President 
Carter in March 1979 —  has 
received an enthusiastic re­
sponse from the public.

COLLEGE STATION —  To- 
day\ waterbeds are more 
than just ‘ ‘a bag of water in a 
frame,’ ’ says Dr. Jane Berry, 
a housing and home furnish­
ings specialist.

They’ve done away with 
most of the old shortcom­
ings, and research has 
proven their high comfort 
and therapeutic value, she 
says.

Dr. Berry is with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Serv­
ice, The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.

Basically, two types of 
waterbeds — now called 
‘ ‘ flotation sleep systems”  — 
are on the market: hybrid 
and standard types.

Both types accommodate 
standard-size beddinc — 
regular, queen and king 
sizes.

HYBRID WATERBEDS

Hybrid waterbeds are a 
cross”  between a conven­

tional bed and a waterbed.
They resemble a conven­

tional mattress in appear­
ance.

Under the zippered mat­
tress cover is a smaller water 
mattress and varying 
amounts of foam.

Most hybrids contain no 
more than six inches of 
water, and they have a 
sturdy foam perimeter for 
easy in-and-out access.

Most also have a heavy 
vinyl liner that is per­
manently attached to the 
frame —  so flooding won’t 
occur in case of a leak.

STANDARD WATERBEDS

Standard waterbeds don’t 
have a zippered mattress 
cover or foam as part of the 
mattress.

For these the do-it-your­
selfer can buy coniponent 
parts separately in some 
specialty stores and assem­
ble them. Also, he may want 
to build the frame and 
foundation.

On the other hand, like the 
hybrid type, the entire stan­
dard “ package”  is available 
— complete with frame, 
headboard, footboard and 
other matching furniture 
pieces.

Legislation in the early 
1900s plus the demand for 
silver in the 1940s to support 
the war effort resulted in 
massive coin melts.

SECTION 13. PENALTIES 
Any person violating the terms of this 

ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor and shall be subject to a fine of not less 
than Five Dollars ($5.00) nor more than Two 
Hundred Dollars ($200.00), and upon conviction 
shall be fined in any sum not exceeding Two 
Hundred Dollars ($200.00); and each and every 
day’s violation shall constitute a separate and 
distinct offense.
