FOSTER WHALEY TELLS LOCAL ROTARIANS

^Individuals do have an 

influence on the House floor’
State Representative Foster Whaley 

told Lockney Rotary Club members 
Friday that individuals do have influ­
ence on the floor of the state House of 
Representatives. “ If you think you can’t 
have an influence on the floor of the 
House, it’s just because you’re not 
working at it,’’ the 66th Legislative 
District representative told the Rotar- 
ians.

He said he reads personally every 
letter he receives from his constituents 
Lists and petitions don’t have as much

influence as personal letters, Whaley 
explained.

The State Representative gave some 
pointers about writing to lawmakers: 
Give the number, the author, and a 
brief description of the bill when 
writing, a.>d list reasons why you are for 
or against the bill, even if they’re selfish 
reasons. And write about each bill on a 
separate piece of paper.

Whaley told the Rotarians that .3,598 
bills came before the state legislature in 
the 140-day session this year, 889

became law, and “ ...we might be better 
off today if we didn’t have but about 300 
of those,” he added.

He cited Senate Bill 621 as an 
example of a “bad bill” which was 
passed. (SB 621 set up the new 
statewide system of tax appraisal.) He 
said “ Senate Bill 621 ta’xes away the 
very most important thing away from 
the local people — how you’re going to 
be taxed.” The bill passed by two votes 
in the House and by one vote in the 
Senate. Whaley voted against it.

Floydada CC site in National Register
U.S. Secretary of the Interior Cecil D, 

Andrus tf.is week approved the Floy­
dada Country Gub site in Blanco 
Canyon for inclusion into the National 
Register of Historic Places.

The country club area joined the 
railroad tunnel adjacent to ihe D.M. 
Cogdell Ranch in northeast Floyd 
County on the National Register.

The register is the official list of the 
nation’s cultural properties named as 
being worth preservation.

country club area is one of the 
most significant archaeological sites in 
this part of the country," said Jim 
Word, a member of the county historical 
commission. “ It was a meeting place for

the cultures of the west, east and 
south."

Word said that the site was known to 
be more than a thousand years old in 
relation to human habitation and pro­
bably went back much further than that.

"It’s hard to tell how old it really is,” 
Word said, “ because there’s never 
been any really deep excavation. It’s no 
problem at all to establish people there 
as early as 500 A.D. up to historical 
times."

"If you dig 15 or 20 feet you might go 
back to as far as 10,000 years ago,” he 
said.

But there are no immediate plans to 
do an in-depth exploration of the site.

As Word noted, that would take years of 
work and a great deal of money.

The Floyd County Historical Commis­
sion submitted the site for nomination 
to the Register about two years ago on 
the basis of its archaeological signifi­
cance to the area.

Any future development of the coun­
try club area will now require approval 
by the Interior Department so that the 
undiscovered artifacts yet in the canyon 
will not be disturbed.

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P ostm aster offers packaging  tips
Christmas packages will stand a 

better chance of arriving at their 
destinations in good shape if customers 
follow a few simple instructions, accord­
ing to Postmaster Douglas Meriwether.

“ Select a corrugated fiberboard box 
with the "burst test” number printed 
on it. That number is usually found in a 
little circle on the bottom of the box,” 
said Postmaster Meriwether. “ The 
higher the pounds-per-square-inch 
number, the sturdier the box.” Boxes 
rated 125 pounds may be used for many 
types of merchandise weighing up to 20 
pounds. A box rated 175 pounds can 
hold up to 40 pounds of goods. Items 
that are fragile or breakable such as 
cameras or glassware should be pack­
aged in a 275 carton.

Books or other dense and heavy 
materials also need stronger boxes. 
Check appliance stores for these heavier 
cartons, and make sure the seams 
aren’t broken.

The postmaster also offered these 
additional tips for wrapping gifts for 
mailing this <"hristmas:

Make sure the contents are well-cush­
ioned and there is no empty space in the

box. Use crumpled newspaper around 
the item, on the bottom, the sides and 
on top of your gift. Foamed plastic 
shells and air pocket padding also are 
good cushions.

Brown wrapping paper and twine 
cord are not necessary. Wrappings can 
rip off, and twine can get caught in 
processing machinery.

Put a slip of paper with the recipient’s 
name and address and your return 
address inside the box.

Use sealing tape to close and seal the 
box. Three types are recommended: 
pressure-sensitive tape, kraft paper 
reinforced with nylon or glass and 
filament-reinforced pressure-sensitive 
tape. Don't oae' masking tape or 
cellophane tape. 'They’re no longer 
recommended due to past poor perfor­
mance.

Use a smudge-proof ink for the 
address which should appear in the 
lower right-hand corner of the box. 
Write your return address in the upper 
left-hand corner. Be sure to include the 
ZIP Code for both the addressee’s 
address and your return address.

Remove any other labels or addresses 
from the carton.

The 1980-81 Texas Almanac and State 

Industrial Guide, now off the presses, 
marks a major milestone in book 
publishing. It is the 50th edition of this 
unique book since the first edition was 
published in Galveston in 1857. Copies 
of the Almanac are for sale at The 
Lockney Beacon office.

A special article in the new edition, 
written by Lee Milazzo, director of 
archives at Southern Methodist Univer­
sity and book reviewer for The Dallas 
Morning News, traces the history of the 
Texas Almanac since Willard Richard­
son who was the Galveston News 
publisher at the time, launched the 
enterprise.

There have been several time gaps in 
the book’s publication, the longest 
being from 1873 until 1904, when 
publication was resumed in Dallas by 
.A.H. Belo & Co. The Belo Corporation, 
publisher of The Dallas News, has been 
the book’s puolisher since that time. 
Throughout most of this century, it has 
been published every other year, except 
for a gap of several years during World 
War 1.

Another article tells of the colorful 
and sometimes tragic history of the city 
of Galveston. The account and another 
on the Port of Galveston were written by 
Robert A. Nesbitt, writer, editor and 
former president of the Galveston 
Historical Foundation.

In continuing to present a section of 
Texas (The Hill Country of Lyndon 
Johnson. 1976-77 edition, and Texas 
West of the Pecos, 1978-79 edition), the 
Gulf Coast of Texas is spotlighted in a 
special article in the new 1980-61 
edition of the Texas Almanac. It was 
prepared by the staff of the Dallas 
Museum of Natural History.

The feature, which is liberally illus­
trated with color photographs made by 
the museum staff, discusses places, 
plants, birds, mammals, reptiles, fish 
and seashells found along the Texas 
Gulf Coa^t.

For Texas political historians, Rich­
ard M. Morehead, who for many years

The holiday shopping season brings 
with it many special problems because 
< f the "f lume of consumer buying that 
occurs during this time of the year. One 
of these problems is knowing what to do 
when broken, damaged or the wrong 
goods are delivered.

Most of us expect, and rightfully so, 
that when we select a product and pay 
for it we are entitled to have the product 
selected delivered to us. Although this 
is true in most transactions, a consu­
mer’s conduct, once the product has 
been delivered, may well dictate the 
extent to which we can insist on this 
“ right.”

There are three "legal” terms that 
must be understood if consumers are to 
take rdvantage of their rights when the 
wrong goods are delivered: acceptance, 
rejection, and revocation of acceptance.

Even though the wrong product is 
delivered the law will presume that you 
accept the product, that is, take it like it 
is. if you do any of the following:

—If you indicate to the business that 
you will take the product as it is;

—If you say nothing, or
—If you use the goods, damage them 

or refuse to allow the business to 
reclaim them.

If a product is accepted, then it can no 
longer be rejected and you are required 
to pay for the product at the price which 
was agreed upon when you made your 
original selection.

Of course, if the wrong product is 
delivered, you do not have to accept it. 
A consumer may reject the product by 
notifying the business within a reason­
able time after the product has been 
delivered. As is true with all important 
communications, however, the notice to 
the business should be in writing and 
should explain why the product is 
unacceptable.

If you reject a product that has been 
delivered, you normally have to give the 
seller the opportaalty to emn the 
incorrect delivery tf the business has 
— • t-o ♦hn* the product

AUSTIN — Gov. Bill Gements last 
week accused Attorney General Mark 
White of overstepping his authority 
when White met with 34 oil company 
representatives to discuss oil soills.

Gements charged that White was 
“ politicizing the oil spill issue”  and was 
misrepresenting his authority to the 
companies.

White is suing SEDCO, Inc., a 
Dallas-based oil drilling firm founded 
by Gements, in connection with the 
Campeche Bay oil well blowout. G e­
ments placed his holdings in the firm in 
a blind trust headed by his son before 
he took office.

White told reporters he met with the 
oil companies to discuss how more 
effective action could be taken in 
response to future oil spills. He said the 
Campeche Bay blowout and the tanker 
accident near Galveston this month 
caught authorities by surprise.

The meeting was a “ free exchange 
of ideas concerning oil-spill damage 
control,” according to White, but

delivered would be acceptable to you. 
For example, assume you selected a 
brown hunting jacket for your favorite 
uncle but told the salesman that the 
color was not all that important. When 
the jacket is delivered, you discover that 
the store substituted a green jacket 
instead. Because of your indication that 
the color was not critical, the store has 
the right to cure its incorrect delivery by 
delivering a brown jacket within a 
reasonable time.

Once a consumer rejects a product, 
he cannot exercise ownership over it in 
any way other than to take reasonable 
care of the product and give the seller a 
reasonable opportunity to reclaim it.

Even though you have legally accept­
ed delivery of the wrong product, some 
situations allow you to rcvolM (or 
cancel) your acceptance. If the defect in 
the product substantially reduces its 
value, then you can revoke your 
acceptance under either of two circum­
stances:

—When you have accepted the 
product on the reasonable assumption 
that the defect would be repaired; or

—When the product was accepted 
because the defect was unknown and 
could not reasonably have been discov­
ered before it was accepted.

If you decide to revoke your accept­
ance of a product, it must be done 
within a reasonable time and you must 
communicate your decision to the 
business immediately.

Finally, if a broken or damaged 
product is delivered, it may be rejected 
by either refusing to take delivery or by 
holding the product and having it 
repaired at the seller’s expense unless 
the seller wants to deliver a product that 
is free of defects.

When broken, damaged or the wrong 
goods are delivered, there is friistration 
enough. With these important legal 
rights and responsibilities in mind, your 

^chances of correcting the problem are 
■ muchbetterthan they otherwise will be.

There are crimes, they say, 
and then there are crimes

There are crimes, say seme econo­
mists, and then there are crlnwa. 
According to this hairsplitting school of 
thought crimes like robbery and embez­
zlement do not increase the amount of 
goods and services produced in this 
country. These crimes, rather, are only 
transfers of property and are not 
considered part of the Underground 
Economy.

Continuing with this theory, there is 
another category of crimes that lx 
included in the Underground Economy. 
Drug smugging and gambling, for 
example, while they mean heartache 
and ruined lives for hundreds of 
thousands of Americans, result in 
increased economic output and are a 
facet of the Underground Economy.

The other facet of this hidden, 
mushrooming economic world consists 
of activities that would be legal were 
they reported to the tax collector or the 
government regulator.

A plumber comes to install a hot 
water heater and tells you he’ll hook it 
up for SlOO if you pay by check, but only 
$75 if you give hiru cash. Chances are 
that he’s part of the' underground 
economy.

The owner of a comer grocery store 
does $80,000 worth of business a year, 
but skims off some of the cash and 
reports only $65,000.

A service station attendant works “ on 
the books” for a few months then works 
“ off the books”  and collects uner-i- 
ployment compensation, until it runs 
out.

TTie underground economy is a new 
and distrubing phenomenon in our 
society. Little is know about it, for 
obvious reasons.

As Chairman of the Jom Economic 
Committee 1 recently presided over 
hearings in an effort to increase our 
store (rf knowledge.

Professor Peter Gutmann, of Baruch 
College is a pioneer in efforts to better 
understand the magnitude of the Un­
derground Economy.

“ With the growth of taxation and 
regulations, more and more people have 
simply been walking away from the 
system, dealing in cash, not paying 
taxes on income,”  he testified.

As evidence of the size of this

cash-only hidden economic activity, he 
reported that there is enough currency 
in circulation to provide $480 for every 
man, woman and child in the country 
and that this amount grew over the past 
year at a rate of more than $43 per 
individual.

Professor Gutmann estimates that the 
Underground Economy generated $176 
billion in economic activity. Gross 
National Product, in 1976 and that it will 
increase to $250 billion this year.

Professor Edgar L. Feige, of the 
University of Wisconsin, says its even 
bigger than that. He pegs it at some 
$369 billion in 1976 and over $704 billion 
in 1978, one-third the size of our entire 
economy for the year.

Why is the Underground Economy so 
big and why is it, apparently, growing 
by leaps and bounds? For employers, it 
means they can save on SociiU Security 
taxes and unemployment insurance 
taxes. It means they can pay workers 
less and still give them more take-home 
pay. Transfer payments — pensions, 
unemployment compensation, aid to 
families with dependent children, food 
stamps — increase the temptation for 
workers to participate. For example, 
persons receiving Social Security, up to 
age 72. lose half of all the income they 
report in excess of $4,000 a year.

We don’t know as much as we need to 
know about the dimensions of the 
Underground Economy. But we do 
know enough to say that it has thrown 
official measurements of our economy 
completely out of kilter. Its existence 
means that we don’t have an accurate 
picture of economic growth or unem­
ployment or inflation.

"The existence of a huge Underground 
Economy means that our entire ap­
proach to economic policy may be a 
shambles, 180 degrees cut of phase.

We need to learn more about fJiis 
troubling activity, which has apparently 
come out of nowhere to become an 
important economic factor within only 
the past decade. We need to, first of all. 
develop and sharpen our tools for 
studying it.

Is it accurate, for example, for th«e 
economists to draw that fine distinction 
between crimes that produce goods an 
services and crimes that are merely 
tranfers of property? Professor Gut­
mann, for one, doesn’t think so.

Thefts, he testified, are not included 
by some in the Underground Economy- 
Yet, businesses write them off •» 
expense and thieves do not report them 
as income, so national output » 
understated by the amount stolen.

Thii is only one of many areas <n 
disagreement about a brand new arM 
study. It serves to demonstrate how 
little we know about the Underground 
Economy. I guarantee you. though, that 
in coming months the Joint Economic 
Committee will be working hard to 
change that.

The use of alcohol fuels in 
motor vehicles is as old as 
the Model T  and as new as 
this year’s Indianapolis 
500-mile auto race.

Henry Ford, for example, 
designed the Model T  to run

on gasoline, alcohol, or any 
mixture in between. And all 
cais competing in the 1979 
racing classic at “Indy” were 
powered by alcohol fuels.

During World War II the U.S. 
operated an ethyl alcohol

(ethanol) plant in Omaha to 
produce fuel for the Army, 
and gas stations in Kansas, 
Nebraska, and Illinois sold 
an alcohol-gasoline blend 
called “Agrol.”

Today, "gasohol” is rapidly

becoming the universal term 
for a blend of 90 percerit 
gasoline and 10 percent 
ethanol. It’s currently being 
sold in more than 800 retail 
outlets in 28 states.
The alcohol that goes into 
the gasohol blend may be 
distilled from corn waste, 
sugar waste, cheese whey, 
and numerous other waste 
products from the food and

fiber manufacturing 
processes. It sells for about 
$1.50 a gallon, but 
exemptions from Federal 
and, in some cases, state 
taxes make the pump price 
of the gasohol blend about 
two or three cents lower 
than unleaded premium. 
And the alcohol raises the 
octane of the gasoline by 
about two points.

In 1977, Wideman was nam ^ an 
Outstanding Young Man of America by 
the American Jaycees.

Farmers of America.

Playing economic odds m ay be best bet for m arketing

RALEIGH — During the next two 
months, many American cotton pro­
ducers will be deciding their marketing 
strategy for this year’s crop.

As always, producers will have to 
decide whether current prices are 
satisfactory or whether postponing sales 
to a later period will produce a better 
return.

I'o help cotton producers make their 
best decisions. Cotton Incorporated’s 
Economic Research and Development 
staff has evaluated supply and demand 
fundamentals and other factors in the 
marketplace.

The economists’ conclusion as of the 
moment:

"While the future continues clouded 
in uncertainty, the overwhelming eco­
nomic evidence at this time suggests 
that the odds of lower cotton prices as 
the harvest advances far outweight

M aintain seed cotton 

quality  with

m odule builders
Special precautions when using mod­

ule builders will help maintain cotton 
lint and seed quality.

“ Favorable weather and the use of 
module builders has allowed many 
cotcon producers to harvest at a 
maximum rate independent of trailer or 
gin capacity,’’ Dr. Robert B. Metzer, 
cotton specialist with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service said recently. 
“ Thus, considerable cotton is getting 
off the stalk at a rapid pace to escape 
field deterioration.’’

While escaping field weathering is a 
key step in obtaining high cotton lint 
and seed quality, maintaining this 
quality hinges on sound harvesting and 
moduling practices, contends the spe­
cialist.

“ Moisture that is so essential in 
producing a profitable crop becomes 
enemy No. 1 once bolls open and 
harvesting gets underway,” Metzer 
said. “ Seed cotton moisture should be 
12 percent or less when stored in 
modules.”

To preserve cotton quality in mod­
ules, locate them on well-drained sites 
so that cotton can be transported to the 
gin at any time. Compress cotton 
uniformly. Keep the center of the 
module higher and round off cotton to 
permit better drainage and protection 
from rain or snow. If prolonged storage 
is anticipated, it’s good insurance to 
cover the module with a tarp, he noted.

“ Check cotton temperature frequent­
ly for the first three to five days of 
storage,” Metzer said. “ A normal 
temperature rise can be expected the 
first 48 hours, but if seed cotton is below 
12 percent moisture, the temperature 
will level off and stabilize after this 
time.”

If cotton has a moisture content above 
12 percent, monitor the temperature 
closely at several locations in the 
module. If the temperature continues to 
rise to the 110-120 degree F. range, gin 
the module immediately, he siad.

“ To avoid problems with cotton 
modules, the best approach is to module 
only dry seed cotton on a well-drained 
site and cover with a tarp,” Metzer 
concluded. “ It’s the best insurance 
against hot modules that result in low 
quality lint and seed.”

those of higher prices. Selling at current 
prices, or fixing prices now with 
delivery arranged at a later date for tax 
purposes, will probably be better than 
selling after harvest.

“ If prices do sag from harvest 
pressure,” they add, “ producers may 
find putting cotton in the (government) 
loan a second belt alternative. Consid­
eration, however, must always be taken 
of the monthly costs of holding cotton 
and the price gains that can be 
expected.”

The analysis of supply and demand 
fundamentals and other factors to be 
considered in marketing decisions is 
contained in the November issue of the 
Cotton Summary, Cotton Incorporated’s 
monthly publication. Cotton Incorpora­
ted is the fiber research and marketing 
company of American cotton producers, 
supported with producers’ per bale 
assessments.

Lawrence Shaw, associate director for 
supply economics, says world produc­
tion of cotton this crop year is expected 
to total 64.7 million bales, 4.7 million 
bales more than was produced in 
1978-79. This year’s estimate includes a 
projected U.S. crop of 14 million bales.

“ World production this crop year is 
expected to exceed consumption by over 
two million bales,” he points out. “ As a 
result, cotton supplies will be plentiful, 
with U.S. stocks climbing to the highest 
level in 10 years.”

Shaw acknowledges that cotton prices 
have remained strong in spite of the 
“ bearish” supply and demand funda­
mentals. But he says several factors are

providing that price strength.
“ The U.S. harvest is late, and many 

mills and exporters are finding ade­
quate supplies of specific quality cotton 
difficult to obtain,” he explains.

Also, as of October 14, “ exports and 
outstanding sales of this year’s cotton 
are 35 percent ahead of the same period 
in 1978. China alone has already bought 
a million bales in 1979-80, compared 
with purchases of 280,000 bales at this 
time last year.”

Finally, says the Cotton Incorporated 
economist, “ continued strength of cot­
ton consumption by U.S. mills has been 
another factor maintaining cotton prices 
at current levels. Both foreign and U.S. 
retail demand for all-cotton textile 
products has been good.”

In mapping their marketing strate­
gies, Shaw says producers should look

beyond current conditions and consider 
the following factors:

—Within the next 60 dyas, large 
amounts of cotton will come on the 
market, as the bulk of the U.S. harvest 
is finished. Current shortages could 
turn to glut in just a few weeks.

Early export sales also have been 
excellent. But last year sales peaked 
early in the season. Should they follow 
the same pattern this year, the impetus 
foreign sdes have given to the cotton 
market could quickly subside.

—While U.S. mill business is still 
relatively stron, mill executives are 
wary of the recession. Sould demand for 
textile products begin to fall along with 
other retail items, mills will not hesitate 
to cut production to avoid building 
inventories, especially in light of soar­
ing interest rates.

F a rm  act causing  
m isunderstand ing

The state of Texas will not be loaning 
money for agricultural l.'^nd purchases 
under the recently-approved Farm and 
Ranch Security Program , Reagan 
Brown, state commissioner of agricul­
ture, announced this week. Brown 
noted that there had been a great deal 
of misunderstanding concerning the 
measure that Texas voters approved in 
November.

“ We have been receiving a great 
number of calls since the amendment 
was approved November 6,”  Brown 
said. “ Many have been told that the 
state will be loaning money at six 
percent interest while, in fact, the state 
will not bv loaning money at all.

“ Under the provisions of the pro­
gram, SIO million in bonds will be 
issued with the proceeds being used to 
guarantee loans offered by already- 
established sources in the purchase of 
farm and ranch land,” Brown said.

Applicants will need to locate their 
own financing at the best interest rate 
they can negotiate. Brown explained. 
He noted that the emphasis of the loan 
guarantee program is in allowing finan­
cial institutions to extend credit to 
young farmers and ranchers who may 
not have the necessary collateral or 
down payments now being required for 
agricultural land purchases.

“ This program will allow many young 
people in the coming years to enter 
farming i^nd ranching who could not 
afford to otherwise,” Brown said.

Explaining that the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture will administer the 
program. Brown stated, “ It will be 
several months before we can actually 
establish the program and approve the 
first loan.”

SUPPORT URGED FOR RECOVERY 
ACT: National Cotton Council President 
Hoke Leggett has urged adoption of a 
measure that would provide 10- 5- and 
3-year depreciation by businesses of 
investments in buildings, machinery, 
and transportation equipment, respect­
ively. He said that without a tax 
write-off as proposed in the Capital Cost 
Recovery Act it would be virtually 
impossible for the cotton industry to 
obtain the huge amount of capital 
required in an effort to meet the 
Occupational Safety and Health Admin­
istration’s cotton dust standard. He 
added that the act “ may make it 
possible to reduce dust levels in the 
expensive fashion dictated by OSHA, 
greatly increase our productivity, and

continue processing of cotton in this 
country.”

lie  MEMBERSHIP GROWS: Three 
countries — Argentina, Egypt, and 
Sudan — have announced they will join 
the International Institute for Cotton. 
The additions bring IlC’s total member­
ship to 14 countries. IIC works to 
increase use of cotton on a worldwide 
basis.

COTTON MEETINGS SET: The fu­
tures market and cotton dust will be 
explored during two special metings at 
the Beltwide Cotton Conferences spon­
sored by the National Cotton Council 
and other groups in January in St. 
Louis. A special panel of cotton produ­
cer, economists, and commercial firms 
will discuss how to make the futures 
market work for farmers on January 7. 
The dust seminar on January 8-9 will 
include a discussion of biological and 
engineering research to reduce the 
amount of plant trash in cotton. 
Speakers will include both European 
and U.S. experts.

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THE OIL CRISIS?

The U. S. “ oil crisis” has been created 
by government regulations. No amount 
of substitute fuel or change will ease the 
“ energy crisis” . If alternate fuels are 
created, they will face the same 
bureaucratic regulation as the oil in­
dustry and will be no more effective 
Ihese statements are based on the 
foundation fact that the production of 
oil, the same as all other commodities, 
i> dependent upon natural resources! 
which the U.S. has, plus human energy, 
both physical and mental which is 
available and tools and equipment 
which is being denied the industry. 
Some reports indicate that government 
is now taking 78% of the profits from 
the oil industry.
Tne direct results of the situation will in 
the long-run change the American 
system to a socialist planned society. 
The following few paragraphs are 
reproduced from the Novemberl2 issue 
of MEMO FROM COPE (Committee on 
Political Education), the political arm of 
the American Federation of Labor and 
Congress of Industrial Organization 
(AFL-CIO) for the purpose of revealilng 
how easily Americans are led to 
abandon the tried and proven American 
economic system for one that has a 
100% failure record.

Immediate gasoline rationing and a 
national corporation to buy all imported 
oil for re-sale to U.S. distributors is the 
only way to assure that available 
supplies go where they are most needed 
at fair prices, AFL-CIO lobbyist Ray 
Denison, declared.

“ Short of a miracle oil strike tomor­
row” that suddenly gives the U.S. 
control over all of the oil it needs, such a 
two-step program would effectively 
curb “ run-away” energy costs and 
OPEC’s “ economic blackmail,” Deni­
son asserted. He said that the nation is 
now trying to deal with the energy 
crisis from a position of “ weakness,” 
not knowing what oil “ really costs and 
what the distribution problems really 
are.

Speaking on the network radion 
interview Labor New Conference, Deni­
son said that “ unless there is a strong 
program to bring the cost of oil under 
control, the oil industry should be 
nationalized,” which would fix costs 
and profits and set a guaranteed returen 
on investments.

Denison deplored the reluctance of 
Congress in wrestling with a windfall 
profits tax on the oil companies, 
stressing that the Senate Finance 
Committee has “ further weakened” the 
modest bill passed earlier by the House 
of Representatives. Noting the recently- 
announced oil company profits and the 
Treasury Department’s estimate that 
more that $1 trillion will be transferred 
to the oil industry from American 
consumers over the next decade, he 
declared, “ it’s unbelievable that profits 
of this magnitude—in addition to their 
normal profits—should be allowed to go 
relatively unscathed and untaxed.”

The hope now is that windfall tax 
measure will be tightened in Senate 
floor action and the eventual Senate- 
House conference, in light of growing 
public pressure as the magnitude of 
these profits is realized, Denison said.

ENERGY CONSERVATION 
U. S. NEWS AND WORLD REPORT, 
November 26, 1979 reported the follow­
ing:

“ Americans have done nothing to 
con serve energy.” Don’t you believe it. 
Despite all the harping about fuel- 
wasteful citizens: Between 1973 and last 
year, U.S. bidnatiy turned out 21 
percent more goods while consuming 
only 1 percent more energy. In the same 
five years, half the homeowners in the 
country reinsulated their houses in 
some way to save fuel.
GaaoUne consumption this year is lower 
that it was in 1977 or 1978. In six years, 
gas use has gone up 5 percent; number 
of vehicles, up 25 million.

These surge suppressors 
operate  on the theory  that 
when a m ajor appliance is 
tu rned  on, a surge or jolt 
o c c u r s  a n d  th e  e l e c t r i c  
cu rren t peaks briefly over 
the norm al voltage. This is 
supposed to  cause electric 
m oto rs to  run h o tte r than 
n o r m a l ,  b u r n  up  m o re  
quickly and shorten  th e  life 
o f bulbs and appliances.

T he surge suppressor is 
supposed to  prevent those 
cu rren t surges a n !  so keep 
appliances running cooler, 
m ore efficiently  and longer.

It is also supposed to  bring 
abou t a big savings in your 
electric bills.

The surge suppressor is 
connected  to  the  main fuse 
box and is designed specifi­
cally to  suppress surges. It 
canno t cut power usages. 
A c c o rd in g  to  D r. J o h n  
Kasagient, professor at the 
E le c t r ic  P o w e r  Systems 
Engineering L aboratory at 
M assachusetts Institu te  o f 
Technology, “ We know  o f no 
reliable electrical engineer 
or scientist who believes in 
the effectiveness o f  the 
surge suppressor for co n ­
s e rv in g  e n e rg y  o r  cutting  
electrical bills.”
